Til E ST. LAWRE NCE i MPROVEMENTS.

When, in days long silice past, the late
Mr. Hamiffon Merritt, and thlose who11
believed, as he did, in the importance of
improving the navigation of the St.. Law-
rence, and of the girent lakes, strenuously
advocated as part of the scheme that, the
obstructions in hie river and in Lake St.
Peter should be reinoved, it would scarce-
ly have been believed that a tinme w'ould
come wien the nost violent opposition ta
what may be correctly described as a na-
tional policy, vould be otfered by the Pro-
vince of Ontario. In those bygone days
there wvas a feeling in Quebec that'the
effect of the projectecl imuprovements
would probably be ta transfer a good deal
of the shipping business fron that city ta

Montreal, and accordingly the onîly oppo-
sition ta the deepening of Lake St. Peter
came froni the citizens of Quebec. It is
now' contended that it would be iiijust ta
the people of the Dominion generally ta
relieve Montreal of the burden of making
improvements in Lake St. Peter, a dis-
tance of sane ninety miles froim its own
harbor. In considering this subject, it
must bu borne in mind that Mont'eal lias
never received any aid w'hatever foi its.
owni harbor, and that the demand whicli
lias been pr essed, wre have no coubt with
saine vigor, not only by the Ilarbour Coin-
missioners, butt by the Board of Tiade
and the meibers for the city, is lot foi
aid ta the harbour proper, but ta relieve
Montreal and all the Western importers
via Montireal fromî a tax Ilich piesses
most uiifairily on the St. Lawrence trade.
I L seems ta us that the real question at
issue is, whether it is for the interest of
the Canadian people thlat the old national
policy of endeavoring ta secure the trade
of the St. Lawrence should bu persevered
in. We live in times wlien there is g-eat
conipetition, and it is notorious that in sev-
eral important Western Canadian cities
goods are largely imported via Boston an d
Nen York, not oinly wlien the navigation
ofa the St. Lawience is closed, but even
wlien it is open. The wharfage charges at
Montreal have been bath excessive and
vexations. Ve have great confidence that
our Ilarbour Commissioners, vho are thor-
oughl]y alive ta the importanne of effecting
important reductions in the rates hither-
ta charged, will make considerable im
provements in tIeir tariff before tle
commencement of another season, but
we continue to believe thsat, if Montieal
is ta maintain its position, it wil be neces-
sary ta enable the Hlarbomi Connissioners
ta make more extensive reductions than
will be practicable, sa long as the imports
have ta bear the cost of' the improvement
Of Lake St. Peter and the river. Our con-
tention is, that the deepening of Lake St.
Peter' is as much a public vork as the
Welland ai' St. Lawrence canals, ai' the
blasting' of rocks in the rapids. It lias
never been pretended that tolls should
be levied on vessels and goods passing
througli the canals sutlicient to pay the
interest on tlîeir cost, and it is equally
objectionable ta impose toîls on goods
imported into and exported fromî Mon-
treal ta cover the iiterest on the Lake St.
Peter expencliture. Dui.ing tie Session
that lias just teriiinated, a vote was taken
for rivers and harbours in varions parts or
the Dominion, all being of a local charac.
ter. We do not wislh ta impute ta the
Dominion Government a direct violation
of promise. WVe are vellmiravae thiat there

is a tendency ta exaggerate the uttel'-
ances of ministers who are in terviewed by
persons natuirally inclined ta take the
most sanguine view of every expression
tlat mîay be at all of a favorable charac-
ter. We are rather disposed ta look on
the saall concession actually nia-le as
afflording proof that the Government re.
cogn izes the claim to relief, aIlthough,
under existing ci rcumlstances, it has found
it impossible ta do all that it would have
wishedf ta lo.

LAST 0F H''E SESSION.
'Tlie last Bill of importance whiichii was

discussed li the Commons n'as ane for
enlarging the boundaries of Manitoba,
which vas sent down from the Senate. It
naturally led ta saine discussioni as ta the
boundaiies of Ontario, iiasmuchî as tie
newn eastern bouindary of Manitoba is
fixed by the Bill ta bu the wvestern boun-
ary of Ontario, wliich is still in dispute.
During the discussion Mr. S. J. Dawson,
the meiber for Algoma, and Chairman iof
the Select Committee of 188 on the
boundaries, took an opportunity of stat-
ing the view's whichl he and lis brother,
Mir. McD. Dawson, h ave of late years en
deavored ta en force. Mr. Dawson's avow'ed
object was ta have a new Province
of Algoma cî'eated, ta be bonded 4y
Ontario on the east, and Manitoba on tlîe
west, andi he has, in defiance of the opi.
nions of the iighest legal authorities,
naintained that Ontario does not extend
westward of the entrance ta Lake Supe
rior. Whatever other effect the Bill may
have it lias completely disposed of the
claims of the brothers Dawson. During
the debate Sir Joihn Maccoiald is report-
ed as iaving stated that " the Dominion
"ecase before the arbitrators h id been
" shanefully, if not deliberately, misman-
Caged. Such language should certainly
not have been uttered without some kind
of proof. Mr. Ml). Dawvson had used
laiguage not very dissimilar in 1880, when
lie said that the case of the Dominion iwas
" no case at all,"' and that the late minis-
ters liad not made themselves masters
oaf the subject." Such observations ivere
natural eiioigh, coming from Mr. Dawsoi,
wlio would have liked that lis ow'n and
lis biother's peculiar views hîad been
urged on the arbitrators, but it is quite
different wvith Sir John Macdonald. 1n,
the year 1872 a corre spondience took
place be'tween the Governnents of tle
Dominion and of Ontario, from wh'iioh it
becaine known, that tiere was a wide
difference of opinion betneen them as ta
the legal boundaries. The claim of the
Dominion was based on a report, dated
Ist October, 1871, made ta Sir John A.
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Macdonald, then Minister of Justice, by
Col. Dennis, who is at present Deputy
iead of the Department of the Interior.
In that report Col. Dennis argued in favor
of what is known as the due north.line as

the western boundary, and the height of

land as the northern boundary of Ontario.
It is not unworthy of notice that in this
report, which vas submitted ta the Select
iCommittee in 1880, Col. Dennis reported
to Sir John Macdonald that tie charter of
the Hudson's Bay Company described

teir grant as extending over and in-
eluding aIl lands and territories drained

.by thei waters emapfying into Hutdson's
Bay." In his evidence before the sanme
,Committee Mr. McD. Dawson stated as
follows:-" Ta show how strong impres-
4sions sometimes *get hold of mon's
n minds that cannot easily be got rid of,
"I notice that My esteemed friend, the
" Deputy Minister of the Interior, has

given evidence before this Committee,
in which lie gives as a quotation from
the Efudson's Bay Company's charter
the following words: Extending over,'
&c. (as already quoted above), whereas
there are no such words in it, nor any
thing that, as 1 would translate that
very absurd document, could possibly
bear such a construction." Mr. McD.

Iawson should have gone further, and
pointed out that the .erroneous quotation
b!y Col. Dennis was not in his oral testi.
nony, but in a report made in 1871 ta

Sir John Macdonald, and which doubtless
caused the I<strong impressions ". that

rot Lhold of his (Sir John's) mind on the
subject. It would be interesting ta learn
'Whether Sir John ever compared Col.
bennis' report with the text of the char.

-ter, but it is at least singular that after
*the expiration of nearly ten years his own
chief departmental officer should submit
.a report ta the Committeeon Boundaries
containing such an important misquota-
tion. To return to Sir John's imputation
on the counsel, it is ta be observer that
the boundaries which they contended for
were those which Sir John himselfclaimed
i 1872, and whicli the present Mr. Jus-
tice Raisay contended for in an elabor-
ate report whiclh formed. part of tlie
documentary evidence in the case before
the arbitrators. Nowv if Sir John K. Mac-
donald could point out a single cogent

rgumenît in faVor of the Dominion pre.
tensions, which the learned counsel for
the Dominion, àlessrs. MeMahon and
Monk, failed ta urge, he might be excusa-
hle for using such language as lie did, but
miiost assuredly not otherwise. He surely
Would not think of cansuring them be-
'ause they did not adopt Col. Dennis'
,!eport ta hinself. and argue before the

Commissioners that the Hludson's Bay
Company's charter gave all the lands and
territories "l drained by the waters emp-
tying into Hudson's Bay." The assertion
just noticed is not the only extraordinary
one made by Sir John Macdonald during
the discussion. He said that the boun-
dary fixed by the arbitrators was "-admit-
tedly only a conventional one." Vhere,
we should like ta ask, is his proof of the
admission? Sir Alexander Campbell
made a similar assertion in the Senate.
It bas always been contended on behalf
of the award that bath the south-western
and north-eastern boundaries are stricly
in accordancè~with Imperial statutes and
treaties. Sir John Macdonald and Sir
Alexander Campbell have perhaps natur-
ally unbounded faith in the capacity of
lawyers ta adjudicate on such questions,
but it is at least important that lawyers
should take the trouble ta read the
documents, and ta understand them, and
if Sir John lad taken this trouble he
would not have been for the last ten
years the victim of Col. Dennis' misquo-
tation.

INTERCOLONIAL TARIFFS.

A meeting was held in London at the
Westminster Palace Ilotel on the 24th
February, at the request of the Dominion
Board of Trade of Canada, ta consider the
best mode of promoting the commercial
interests of the Empire. The dependencies
of the Empire seem ta have appointed
delegates very generally, but a great
many were absent. Canada was repre-
sented by Colonel Gzowski, Mr. R. Gilles-
pie, Mr. Dobell, Mr. R. Moffatt and Mr.
J. S. Ross. Sir Alexander Galt was pre-
sent, but does not appear ta have taken
part in the discussion. The first resolu-
tion was moved by Mr. R. Gillespie, and
seconded by Mr. C. Churchill of London,
and was ta the following effect: T' That in

the opinion of thia meeting it is a mat-
ter of the utmost importance for the

C promotion of the commercial interests
"of the BritishEmpire, and preservation
4 of its.unity and integrity ta draw closer
<the-trade relations between its various
" companent territories." Mr. Mowat,
delegate from Bombay, seconded by Mr.
Ralli of Calcutta, moved an adjournment
of the meeting, pending the production of
resolutions for the corisideration of the
delegates. The amendment was nega-
tived, and the original resolution carried,
Ïfter which Mr. Frederick Young, Secrc-
tary of the Colonial Institute,-proposed,
seconded by Mr. Dobell, that a committee

be appointed ta take into consideration
how best ta secure the objects of the con-

ference as expressed'in the resolutions ai-

ready passed, and to report ta an adjourn-
ed meeting of the coniference ta be held
at same fiture time, andi that the Execu-
tive Committee's i'eport be circulatedi
among the delegates summoinied ta suc
adjourned meeting prior ta its being leld
The resolution was adopted, and a coin-
mittee was named, consisting of four
members from London, and two each fromi
Canada, Australasia, India, the West In-
dies and the Cape. The meeting was ad-
journed ta a future day ta be named by
the Executive Council. Sanguine expec-
tations have been formed, that this new-
League, if it may so be designated, will
be the means of effecting somô important
change in the relaticns between the Colo-
nies. The olject of the promoters of the
new movement seenis to be substantially
the same as that of the late Mr. Hamilton
Merritt in 1854, wlien he proposed ta unite
the Colonies in a confederation for estab
lishing trade relations with eacli other on
a footing of reciprocity. At that time the
Imperial Government quietly put its veto
on the whole scheme, and it ended in
smoke. Several years lIter a commission
was sent ta the West Indies, and ta some
foreign States with substantially the same
object, but again the Imperial Govern-
ment interfered, and refused its sanction
ta any scheme of differential duties. It
is of course premature ta discuss a reso
lution sa general in its character as the
one, nvhici we have quoted above as hav-
ing been adopted by the meeting, and ye
must wait the report of the Committeei
which wve presume will not be long
delayed. At the same time we may warn
those who anticipate any satisfactory re-
sult from the present movement, that
nothing is more improbable thian that the
Parliament of Great Britain will ever
consent ta re-impose duties on the food
of the people. As a rule the Colonies are
producers o rav materials, including
food, and their abject is ta get a prefer-
ence in the British markets. They may
as well make up their minds ta the .inev-
itable they will not get Great Britain ta
place obstructions on the importation of
rany materials of any kind. The dele-
gates ta the Convention in London, reprer
sent a certain commercial interest, and it
is doubtful whether they could even carry
that interest with theni in any policy on
which they miglt agree. Outside the
commercial classes there is no reason to
suppose that they would have any influ-
ence whatever, and several of the Colo-
nies represented are Crown Colonies, in
which the policy of the Imperial Govern:
ment is dominant. We shall watch with
interest the future prcceediigs of the
Convention.
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'THE WHOLESALE LUMBER TRADE.

Though stocks are light very few con-
tracts have yet been made by Quebec
shipping houses for 1881 delivery, if we
except vaney board timber and oak
timber. ''he former lias ranged from 33c.
ta SOc. per ctibic foot at Quebec; the
lat.ter 4Sc. ta 50c. Canada oak, 38c. to
40c. Some lieavy purchases of deals
have been made by a London house,
amongst wlhich wve may quote the Mont-
inorency cutting, for w'hich following
prices are said ta have been paid per,
Quebec standard, 2,750 feet B. M.

who foresaw the difliculties of the drive
thirew' up tleir contracts, and in those

places the supply of logs will be short,
notably lin the Thiree Rivers district. It
is impossible ta say iow the drives will
be, but the sinall quantity of snow renders
any large contiiued volune of vater in
the streans exceedingly dloubt ful.

The cut so fa,' is est.imated at 40 pet'
cent miore than last year in pine and

spmuce but, as last season's cut. was very
moderate, the present vears supplv will
iot be excessive.

ln the United Kingdoin buyers are not
very eager. Fair sales have been made
of oak and waney board timber at good
prices, but. pine and spruce deals have
been ditlicult ta place, and very little
business lias been done so far. Several
large sales of spruce have, however, been
made ta French houses. 'hie local wliole-
sale trade is in a lourishing state, and will
require larger supplies than last vear.
The United States will apparently be our
best customer this year, un less England
soon comes to the front i large contracts
have already been made in pine, and
there is now good enquiry for spruce at.
generally 10 per cent. advance on last
year.

MODEL CONTRACT BROKERAGE
AGAIN.

Our confrèie of the Ottaia Oitizen does
not meet our criticism of the prospectus
of the Canadian and Brazilian Direct Mail
Steamship Company, Limited. We do
not say anything in reference ta the
future trade between the two countries
time alone can determine whethmer the
enterprise ivill be proitable ai' not.; but
wlat we do say is thtis : The prospectus
shews that the original i negotiators of
these contracts witIh the two Govern-
ments sold out ta the Transit Association
for a price not stated that the Tiansit
Association sold out these contracts ta a
company proposed te be formned with the

aoe title that they in turn take power
to sell out ta other companies, and so ad

infnituîm.
The prospectus furtheir shews that

the new company was burdened with a
load of;£35,000 before it came into exis-
tence, te which must be added the cost of
its organization; that the powers of its
shareholders are limited by a pre-contract
for its management for a term and on
termns vvhich are not stated. We have
not aie word ta say in reference ta the
gentlemen ihîose names appear on the
prospectus as Directors; anything under
tlheir management would be properly
conducted, but the muanageinent is not
vested in then, if the prospectus be cor-
rect.

London in England and Ottawa in Can-
ada may be advantageously situate fo,
the residences of ile persons who are te
conduct the operations of a trade betveen
Canada and Brazil fr'om the ports of Mon-
treal, Halifax, Rio de Janeiro. &c., and
the operations of the company may be
successfully conducted, but. these things
do not affect the circumstances of the
manner in vhich the company proposed
to be formed «is presented to the Cana-
dian public as an investment.

TuE AnVocATEs for the repeal of the late
isolvent law inchldei merchants who said,

only repeal the Act and we will then refuse to
give a discharge to delinquent debtors;" but
ia numerous cases since the repeal the creditors
hae been only too happy te give a discharge,
on the insolvent's yielding up lis estate, and
nhyf ßecause their only alternative, under
the present law, ls to sue, or (in the Province
of Quebec) to seize before judgment, which
latter provision is not available in Ontario.
Meanwhile the insolvent and bis family lives on
the estate, and, if fraudulently disposed, utilizes
tlie delay by getting suits entered or judg-
mets obtained against hlim by relatives,
whi.h alone often more than cover the assets,
until ihere is nothing left for distribution. The
latest, illustration we have of tit want of some•
legal provision, whereby creditors May share
equally n the assets, 1s the case of J. C. Hurst,
at Brampton, Ont., whose settlement at 60c. on
the dollar, at 2, 4 and 6 months, was announced
in our last issue Mr. Hurst was formerly in
partnership with a Mr. FergnuSon, of Stratford,
Ont., in dry goods ; on dissolution of the firm,
Hurst removei to Toronto, where lhe bought a
bouse in his wife's name, paying on account
$2,000. With the balance of his surplus of $4,-
000, lie started a dry goods store in the Queen
City; his stock becoming damaged by the
alleged want of repairs he disputed with bis
landlord, against whom lie entered a suit for
$1,200 damages, and remored the stock to
Brampton, miero lie waged war with the esiab-
lished merchants byhis somewhat new methods
of obtaining custom, and the latter put into
operation the transient traders' br-laiv of the
town to compel Mr. Horst to pay a license.
This was shortly after New Year's. In January
last he took stock and found on halancing a
deficit of some S400; insteai of calling a meet-
ing of creditors then, lie moade a special effort,
and lias since nearly paid off an overdie ac-
count of about SI,000 in Toronto, depending,
he says, ipon recoverimg bis claim fron the
lancilord and future business to meet his other
notes when ther became due. It will be seen
that.the reinainder of the creditors residing in
Toronto and Montreal, were forcei to accept
bis offer or risk gettinganything ait al. Liabi-
lities about S10,000, and estimaied assets. in-
cluding balance o? damnaged stock and b'ook-
debts, S9,500.

TlHURSDAY, 24ti E ar'ch, 1861.

Just as there Is an occasional Iull in a rising
stock market, so are there quiet periods in ii-
proved trade movemients, fron natural causes.
The wiolesale trade of this city is now passing
through one of these iperiods, and !ri some de-
partments business is soiewliat slIggîsh, ow-
ing to a combination of causes ;amon. the
principal of these are the breaking up of co. ltry
roads, whereby business in many distric l
partially suspended, and the pîostpouemei
heivy pîirchasce until the opening of nir
tion, wlen the lower, Suimmler rates of tralsf u.t-
ation will ruie. This will come to pas;s in the
course ofta few iveeks, ihen a decided impulse
is exliected to ha witnessed in those branches
of business now lacking buoyancy and activity,

Sthe aggregae flir volume of business, and
one showing a sliglt improvenent over the
previons week, lias bean transceted. Dry goods
are less active, and paynents îlot in ail cases
satistitetory, but the trade lave enjoyel a
spledidid first-half of the season, and have
reason lo believe chat the latter days of the
slring business will not ba worse than the
first; March is iot usually ail active moutl. In
certain lines of hardware ther lias been a
better movenent, and the spirit of re-action is
becomîing more apparent. The deimand for
leather is gradually improving, and boot and
shoe vanunturers were never more bîîsy. The
breadstuffls market, in symipathy with those
the world over, is. quiet, but there is a* sliglt
prospect of an early return to ils normal cou-
dition ; freighits fur future shipient are in de-
manîd. Dairy produce is, of course, dJuil at this
season, but a good jobbinîg trade continues to
bc done in provisions, ut fairly steady prices.
Groceries are noderately active, ivithoit
Change of vallues, but lost other branches are
quiet and nominal. There have been soie
sliglt tiuctuations in oils. Caniadian (1880)
lops have sold i smili lita during the weeL
at 19e to 22c, as to qualilv, but the deiand is
quité liglht.

The demand for noney seens to he sufficient
to justify the banks in raising the rates of in-
terest on call loans to 5 per et. ; tine loans, 0
to 6 per et. Comm'erciaI papier is discounted at
6 to 7 lier cent., as to namne and date. Sterling
excliange rules diill at SI preamium for rond
amounts, amd 8 do. over couniter. There is
nol business doing either in drafts, wl)ich are

quoted et 1 to 4 premiiiein. The local share
market bas continued inactive, and values for
the maijority of stocks casier and declining;
among the causes aire the weakness in Nev
York andîi the st'ingency in mionoy, together
willi th sle of 1,000 shares Montreal by alarge
holder, aviiiehi lias reioved a considerable

part of the piirchising pover. Jacques Car-
fier Bank lias advalncel 4 lier cent. for the
veek, and it is said lias netted a liandsome sum

by sellinîg 500 shares et 110, on the strength of
the rumaor tbat its mine was about to be sold
for somte $300,000. The market closes weaker,
writh ii average decline of k per cent. on ail
prominent stocks, and Montreal Banlk fell i
per ceit.

Shipineits by leading liouses,
averaging "'2,000 vortl ofgoodîls dsily, will con-
liliae up titi the 1st ily. ianifacturers are
already beginniiig 1o turnî their attention to the
pirod iltin oflesvy, taple goods for the Fali
traLde, Remittances flhir, not expected to be as
good as in Januiiary aînd February.

Day Goons.-For the timse of year business is
fairlyv good. An active trade is not isuially
exipected in Mîarch, l'or during that monthii
country m'erchants are oily receiving and
assorting their piurciases maicde through travel-
fers; but this year the bpring trade opened
earlier and w'itlh prospects tiit led. importers
to expect a coiiitiiued good demand. Tre
special passer gai' raes on the Grnid Trunk
have not induced the amuinit of business ex-
pected, and there is a barely perceptible fecling
of disappoiitimenut ianifested by soie of Our
merchanits. All report the arrival of a few'
custoenirs, but in soie houses their purchases
were guite liglt; others lire liept tolei'ably busy
on such orders. Ini anly casei it is dillictilt to
indoce mai younr nierchLîant to leave homle
at this time of year, but douîbtless the unfavor-
able weather and bad ronds have 1had soieIhing
lo do wiih the falli ig-off li b inslhess during the
past fortnight. Stocks are fult and wvell as-
soried, alihough receit importations have been
late in irriviin, having b'en delayed by snoiw
and unfîtuavorîable vethleîr in New York, as ivell
as by the rough ocein passage. It is quite
eariy yet, and wvitli more favorable weialer ia
cotitinued brisk Spring iradle will likely be
doue. Rciittiices generally reported fair,
but soie t'ew colplailits are iade of slou' pay-
ments.

New milk butter generally finds cus-
tomlers in the local trade at 23c, but 22e is re-
porteil te be the best figure obtainable for
chier kinds. Choice Morrisburg, however, has
olId within the week at 23c for a small lot.
lie condition of the New York and Boston

markets is stated by parties recently returtied
froi a visit to those cities as being worse than
represented by tie press reports; the latest re-
tort of New *York market announces no new
features, the situation is wholly nominal, and
the prospect for sale apparently quite as dis-
tant as ever. Exporters continue indifferent,
and holders do not profess to know what their
goods are worth ; of the 1,800 packages re-
piorted cleared last week, it is learned tha less
tihan 200 were actually butter.
