The
National, the new train running to
Winnipeg over the Transcontinental,
Was picking up prospectors all along
the line.
Laqcation of Find.

The find was made” close to the
Kowawkagashama River—shortened to
Bowkash—five hours’ paddle from the
Transcontinental. The jumping off
place is Kowkash Station, a flag sta-
tion 42 miles west of Grant, the
seconi divisional point west of Coch-
rane. The route lies down Johnston
Creek, which crosses the railway a
mile east of the station, and empties
into the Kowkash. There are only
two short carries, the total distance
not being more than twenty miles.

The samples shown at The World
office came from a six-inch vein of
quartz and chloritic schist. The coun-
try rock is diabase and there is plenty
of it thruout the whole district, in fact
for miles around. Basalt dikes occur
as Intrusives and to add to the Inter-
est from. the prospector’s standpoint, a
broad belt of porphyry runs close to
and parallels the vein system that car-
ried the gold samples.

“A medium calibre enemy battery
threw a few shells upon the station
and railroad track at Cormons with-
out doing any damage. In the Val
Grande 2zone, in Carnia, reconnoiter-
ing parties sent out toward the en-
emy’'s positions observed that in some
trenches recently lost 103 bodies had
been abandoned. 5

“On the Carso front the enemy also
has evacuated several trenches, leav-
ing quantities of arms and ammuni-
tion, which were gathered up by our
troops.”

Capture of Lingekopf fand

PARIS, Sept. 2.—The French offi-
cial eye-witness in a statement made
public tonight deals with his obser-
vationg of the fighting by the French
troops in the Vosges.

“The operations in the valleys of the
Fecht and Weiss were pursued in or-
der that we migit attack Lingekopf
and Schratsmannelle,” says the eye-
witness. “Our troops constructed a
new road eight miles long, with an
extension communicating with the
trenches, the camps for our men, and
the ammunition depots. For many
days our convoys transported over the
heights by this new route hundreds of

per day in preparation for the attack
on Lingekopf. The work was carried
on over extremely difficult ground
and we were exposed to an onﬁl‘admt
fire from the north ‘and south, which
made moving about in daylight nearly
impossible.
Gain in First Attack.

“The first attack took place after
preparations had been made by an in-
tense artillery bombardment. This
occurred July 20. By an impetuous
assault, our troops broke thru the
barbed wire defences, went over the
trenches and arrived at the summit of
Lingekopf on the left, and at the sum-
mit of Barrenkopf on the right.

“The Germans held good in the
centre and as a result our troops on
the left and right were compelled to
retire slightly, altho they held part of
the ground they had gained.,K On July
22, another assault by us gained more

AUSSIANS AGAIN
AETREAT BEFORE
\DVANCING FOE

Czar's Troops, After Success
in Gdlicia, Withdrew to
New Positions.

RIGA STILL RETAINED

Grodno Evacuated by Musco-
vites, Vilna Soon to Be
Abandoned.

LONDON, Sept. 2.—Except in the
region of Riga, where the Russians are-
presenting a solid front to Fileld Mar-
shal Von Hindenburg, the Austro-Ger- .
man offensive is again making head-
way and as they have been doing for
four months, the Russian troops have
resumed their withdrawal movement.

The western forts of Grodno were.
‘evacuated after two of thém were de-
stroyed by the heavy guns and occu-
pied by the German infantry, and it is
considered extremely probable that the
whole fortress has already been left to
its fate, for it was no longer tenable
after the Germans had crossed the
Grodno-Vilna railway., which they did
at two points, and had penetrated the
forest of Bielowiecz, to the southeast
of the towa.

Vilna, doubtless, will be the next ob-
jective. of the Austro-Germans on this
front. :

“In the routheast Vienna also reports
a series of advances, the Russians be-
ing practically out of Galicia; they
now hold only a very narrow strip be-
tween the Sereth River and ‘Bessar-
abia. Across the border in the latter
province, the Austrians state, the Rus-
sians set fire to a number of villages,
which might indicate a further retreat.

That may be, but in the
meantime ocean freight rates are high
and have been for years and the spread
between ‘the price in the States and in
Canada has alse prevailed. Just why
the farmer should not be entitled to have
low freight rates and at the same time
have the benefit of a better market is
not set out; both high ocean freights_and
a ilmited- market are grievances that
must be dealt with. There is this danger
ahead, however, that if the British
admiralty succeeds in cutting the freight
rates in two and our government repeals
the duty on wheat, then the American
farmers might. try to send their wheat
out by way of Canada and get the ad-
vantage of the reduced freights by sea
secured by the admiralty.

U. S. Called on to Lead Neu-
tral Nations in Urging
Peace.

Wilson a message from Pope Benedict
regarding peace in Europe Later he
saw Secretary of State l.ansing on the
same subject. ;

He said that he had
conveyed.a message from the Pope on the
question, but,could not reveal its exact
contents at this time.

Oerdlnaz Gibbons declared that the
settlement of the submarine issue be-
tween the United States and Germany
hayl greatly aided the ¢ause of peace and
ha{l placed the United States in a very
adyantageous position to be of service in
bringing to an end the conflict abroad.
He¢:.8ald he had informed the president
that he believed this to be true.

Tentative Proosal, .

While the cardinal would not go into
details regarding the message from the
Pope, it was indicated that it was in
the nature of a suggestion that neutral
powers join with the Vatican in making
further efforts 10 restore peace, The
cardinal said that the plan in mind was
along the general lines of recent public
discussion of the question Jn news-
papers.

GRAIN ONLY HALF DRY

Threshers Report Fair Yield,
—Rain Causes Loss of
Forty Per Cent.

That the farmers in the central
counties of Ontario will suffer severe
loss thru the long delay in the in-
gathering of the harvest has long been
known, but_the situation now, especi-
ally in York County, Jespite the- fine

weather of the last three or four days
continues to afford a good ‘leal of
anxiety, Practically all over the
southern part of the county it is dif-
ficult even yet to drive over the ground
with the binder and hunireds of acres
of spring wheat and oats lie uncut,
thé heads driven into the ground so
flat that the mower even has been
found useless, and resort has been had
to be the old-fashioned scythe to save
as much as possible of the crop.

Along the iine of the Midland div-
ision of the Grand Trunk, Railway
from Scarboro Junction north out thru
the townships of" Scarboro, Markham
and. Whitchurch, hundreds of scores
of flelds awalting the binder may be
seen. Drawing in was in. progress
yesterday on many farms,” but the
grain was only moderately dry and
half loads are the order of the ‘day.

On the farm of George Rannie, just
north of the Village of Unionville, a
representative farmer, it was stated
yesterday that only eight' loads of
grain had been garnered.

Great inequality exists, some farms
being much further advanced, due in
a measure to the rolling nature of the
land and character of the soil, the
clay land retaining the wet unless
well drained. .

Threshers report a fair yield of
grain, but experience a lot of diffi-
culty in handling it and the farmer in
keeping it from heating in the bins.
A leading farmer in Markham Town-
ship stated yesterday that he would
place the loss in the counties of York,
Ontario and Peel at fully 40 per cent.
over the outlook of a month ago. This
was in view of the great depreciation
in the grain, the loss by shelling and
the inferior quality of the straw which
has been enormously reduced in value.
This view is shared by many farmers
and is confirmeil by the fact that
where flelds of wheat were gathered
without rain the yield is abundant
and the sample excellent. Nobody
knows when the balance of the crop
remaining will he cut, everything de-
pending on the weather. { 4

Buchwheat;  of - which a compara-
tively wide area has been sown this
year, in Ontario, looks fine and bids
fair to be a great crop.

MISSION SUCCEEDED

Various Problems of Great

NEW_ YORK, Sept. 2.—Sir
Borden, premlier of Canada, who ar-
rived here today after an extended
visit to London, in a formal statement
said that the purpose of his visit to
England, and that of the Canadian
minister of militia, Sir,.Sam Hughes,
had been fully accomplished.

“We have taken up with the various
departments of the British Government
many matters touching upon the .co-
operation of the two governments in
carrying on the war,” he said. ‘“The
opportunities thus afforded for close
and eareful consideration and disctis-
sion of this subject have been excellent,
and I feel convinced that our visit will

have resuits of marked advantage.
Ships to Carry Grain,

“In addition to the organization of
military forces, other matters of great
importanceé have been under consider-
ation, among them the provision of
adequate transportation on both
oceans. KEspeclally has consideration
been given to the provision of trans-
portation for the magnificent cropnow
being harvested in Canada, and ¥ am
convinced that the arrangements which
have been made will prove both effi-
cent and satisfactory.” P

hospitals for the care of the wounded.
It is almost unnecessary to say that
the greatest appreciation of this
noblest work is everywhere felt, not
onll}{ in our-empire, but in France as
well,”

The premier had nothing to say om

Parents Have Visit.

Happy that their boys had heard the
call, yet fearing for their safety and
hopeful of their return, thousands of
parents took the opportunity of visit-
ing them yesterday. It was a never-
to-be-forgotten sight. and one that will
linger long after the Exhibition
over.

For 20 minutes the street cars wer?2

At Directors’ Luncheon.

Compulsory military service was ad-
vocated by Col. Denison in his ad-
dress at the direciors’ luncheécn yes-
terday when he stated that the pro-
phecy he uttered at an HExhibition
luncheon threc years ago had been
fulfilled, when the German dream of
world domination threatened to upse!
the equilibrium of the world. Altho his
remurks at that time were subjected to
congiderable criticism, he said that he
could now talk about the war with an
easy conscience, since it had actually
come about. .

pire and our sea power,” declared Col
Denison. “The war was planned as
an attempt to wipe France and Rus-
sia, out of the way and then turn at-
tenticn to the Rritish Empire.” :

“Could we have Dbetter opportuni-
ties?”’ asked the speaker. “We have
all the great ccuntries of Europe as
our allies and we hope to keep th'c
I'nited States neutral, because as such
she can he of very great use to us.
(Col. Denison declared that Canada
should furnish at least twice as many
nien as she ig actually doing, and de-
clared himself to he an advocate of
conscrintion. Some men were staying
here, he asserted, while the bravest
and best had gone to sacrifice every-
thinz. "Taxation was not on & volun-
sis. he said. and it was equally
nable to make the greatest
» a citizen can make other than
xal.

Feature in Fed-
ment Building.

Most Attractivg
eral Gove

The brilliant lighting - of the big
map which shows the territory now
served: by the lines operated by the]
Canadian Government Railways, |
inakes this display one of the most at-
tractive features in the f{ederal gov-
ernment building. There .he atten-'
tion of passers-by is directed to the.
fact that witnin the past year the gov-

ernment has extended its sphere of
railway influence from the Atlantic
coast thru from Montreal to ‘Toronto
and out to Winnipeg. The map
#aows the operation of the thru fast
trains, the Ocean Limited and the
Maritime Express ircm Halifax, Syd-
ney and St. John to Montreal, and
the numerous branch lines in the
maritime provinces, now under gov-
ernment operation. It also shows the
line of the Transcontinertal from
Moncton, N.B,, to Winnipeg, and the
route of the “National” from 'Toronto
to Winnipeg, a new limited train over
it new route thru a new country that
within a sghort time will be well settled
and highly productive.

The nationalization of Canadian
railways is strikingly demonstrated by
the illuminated map, whica with its
fascinating moving effects is a silent
but clogquent educator. Last year the
government lines were shown from
Halifax to Montreal. This year they
are from Halifax to Winnipeg, and
the map is necessarily twice as large
and twice as brilliant.

Very attractive models of two im-
portant links in the government trans-
portation systemi are shown. These
are the transcontinental ecar ferry
Leonard, which plies between Quebec
and Pointe Levis, carrying the trains
across the St. Lawrence, a powerful
craft with an adjustable train deck
272 feet in length, with three rows of
tracks. The new car ferry Prince
BEdward Island is also a remarkable
craft, capable of carrying large trains
across the Straits of Northumberland,
and coping with the extraordinary ice
conditions that exist there in winter
and early spring. .

Three large panoramic paintings of
the Baie des-Chaleurs, the Bras a’Or
Lakes and Prince Edward Island are
finely displayed in alcoves briHiantly
lighted, and show the delightful chars
acter of the scenery that annually at-
tracts thousands of summer visitors to
these districts.

Several attractive illustrateg pam-
phlets are distributed at the ex1ibit,
these giving very full ‘and compre-
hensive information concerning the
territory served by the Canadian Gov-
ernment lines, Mr. A, H. Lindsay,
who has charge of the display, is an
authority on travel conditions, and is
cager and ready to give enquirers all
the information at his command,

Outstanding for its great stretch of
canvas and the strength‘and virility
of its figures is “A Funeral of a Vi-
Eing,” by Frank Dicksee, shown in the
British section.

Splendid Pathos.

He doesn’'t want it to ap-
pear that he is trying to hold up the
board and council, but believes that if
the position was worth $4500 the man
swho gets it now should | get that
salary. Controller O’'Neill favors pay-
ing -the higher figure, while Controller
Thompson stated that he,would just as
soon have voted for $4000 as $3500,
but he had understood that the mayor
had found out that the latter figure
would be accepted. :

Wilson Again Mentioned.
Street Commissioner Wilson is again
mentioned for the position, but as his
department has so many different pro-
jects under way it is not likely that
he will receive any further considera-
tion.
Ald. Meredith has now come to the
conclusion that an investigation into
the Hodgson charges against “him
would be a good thing., He stated yes-
terday that he was heartily in favor of
an investigation and would vote for it
at the next council meeting.

Sir Adam Beck. being unavoidably
absent, Chief Englheer Gaby, of the
Provincial Hydro-Eiectric System,
yvesterday addressed the delegates to
the Ontario Municipal Association, at
their closing session, on Ontario Hy-
dro-Radial enterprise. Resolutions
were adopted and officers elected. The
unemployment situation has been the
dominant feature of the whole ineet-
ing, and of the 20 resolutions pre-
sented for consideration, the most i
portant was that prepared by Mayory
Stevenson of London—“That this as-
sociation is in hearty sympathy with
the Union of Canadian Municipalities
in its propaganda to bring together in
conference the federal, provincial and
civic authorities together with employ-
ers and employes as a first step to-

uation, which threatens to be serious
this coming winter.”

In outlining the work that has been
done in connection with hydro-radials
in the province, Mr. Gaby stated that
300 municipalities had requested esti-
mates as to the cost of constructing
roads, the major portion of the terri-
tory. concerned lying between Whitby
and Windsor. He enumerated the ben-
efits to be derived from hydro-radials,
and pointed out that while the pro-
vince was well supplied with steam
lines, there were many places which
these did not touch, and in many cases
the service is infrequent, not meet-
ing rural needs.

Continuing, Mr. Gaby explained the
government guarantee of bonds in
connection wjith hydro-radials, and
then went on' to tell of some of the
work that has been done by the com-
mission. “Estimates for muncipalities
along 1600 miles of .road, have been
prepared,” said he, “covering districts
from Toronto to Guelph, Owen Sound,
to Berlin and Stratford, also the Huron
district, Niagara Peninsula and up as
far as Sarnia, We are at present con-
sidering these reports, and the line in
contemplation will be .the nucleus or
trunk line of a network of radials. The
establishment of such a service will
enable urban districts to get their pro-
duce to the markets quickly, and that
is a big constderation.”

The estimates being prepared are for
the highest type of equipment in-every
Nay, and will compare with the best
interurban services in America.

Answering the question as to how
much traffic would warrant the build-
ing of a line, Mr. Gaby stated that
4000 passengers per mile, per year,
would meet all requirements.

The 'audience of Italians lined up
immediately in front of the centre of
the stand, and was welcomed by the
mayor. Hearty cheers greeted his re-
marks. He spoke to them in their own
language, and said:

Desperate efforts are being made to
get the acting chief to accept the po-
sition of head of the-fire department
at any money, so that it may be filled
before the judicial investigation of the
Hodgson charges.

After blocking every move towards
reorganization for months past, it is
rather disconcerting to the Church ad-
ministration to find that the man-they
had selected to be their tool is not that
sort of a man at all. Mr. Smith has
evidently had enough of the wire-pull-
ing and lobbying and his determination
to accept his pension and retire will
not lightly be set aside.

With the present recommendation of
the board of control to rescind the
resolution calling for a fire commis-
sioner, the council does not now really
know where it stands. Until it be de-
finitely settled whether there is to be
a fire chief or a fire commissioner,
or a commission of three, and until
the judicial investigation is over, it
seems premature to prgeeed to the ap-
pointment of a head.

If the acting chief accepted the
nomination as chief, he would be in an
awkward position should the aldermen
decide to stick to their resolution to
have a fire Zcommissioner. On the
other hand no independent stranger
is likely to come in from outside and
take hold of a department which is
still under judicial scrutiny.

It Pays to Live

Among the conventions which have
been and are meeting in Toronto this
week, that of the Canadjan Health Ase
sociation, which opens. today, should
not be ovetrloeked- Locally, it is of
more direct importance to the indi-
vidual citizen, than perhaps any of the
others. Life is the first considera-
tion, and even life itself is a doubtful
boon without health. For some years
we have become so familiar with Dr.
Hastings’ fight against dirt and dis-
ease, that the measure of regjstance
which he first encountered in his ef-
forts for health reform is apt to be
changed to apathy. But the meetings
and discussions of a health conven-
tion tend to reawaken and stimulate
an interest which in a properly con-
étituted community should never flag.

Toronto has a proud record to pre-
sent to her visitors covering the last
five years. Deaths from typhoid, a
most insidious dirt disease, have been
reduced from over 40 per 100,000 to
one per 100,000 in the present year,
while the total death rate has fallen
in the same period from 14 per 1000
to & little over 11 per 1000. This has
been accomplished by proper regula-

j tions and strict vigilance on the part

| of the health department. Clean milk,
pbure water, extermination of flies, are
among the chief of the simple means
adopted, but the meetings of the con-
| vention will present an interesting

| record of the war against disease in
every department of the active scien-
tific campaign that is being carried on.
Death is an expensive and
drain on the community. It pays to
live' and anything invested in good
health pays regular dividends.

If it were the success
Von Tirpitz anticipated submarines
would be on every trade route and
would be sinking vessels at the rate of
a score a day or more. As it is, more
submarinés are being captured or de-
stroyed by the British than British
vessels sunk by the Germans. Not Am-
erican diplomacy but British seaman-
ship has brought about the German
concession.

“Counsel Against England” -

On several occasions, The World has
called attention to the mischievous ac-
tivities of Mr. Willlam Randolphs
Hearst in the direction of influencing
United States opinion against the al-
lies, and particularly against the Unit-
ed Kingdom,or as his.papers habit-
ually say—England. Mr. Hearst's anti-
British proclivities have long been
known, nor are they without reason
of a material kind- His newspapers
have always catered to the German
and other anti-British sections of the
United States publicc, and have
lost no opportunity to intensify
their antagonism to the nation
which has been the cradle of
liberty and the mother of all free peo-
ples. But Mr. Hearst and his per-
sonal organs reck nothing of these
things, while it suits their peculiar
aims and objects to paint England as
a tyrant among the nations,

On Tuesday last, the whole editorial
page of The New York American was
devoted to a letter from Dr. William
Bayard Hale to its editor, composed
in part of a furious attack on Presi-
dent Wilson and his cabi sugared
over by some complim*ry but
empty and patently d genuous
phraseology. He begins by pointing
out that under the American consti-
tution, the president of the union is,
during his term of office, responsible
to nobody. In this connection, Dr.
Hale betrays extraordinary ignorance
when he defines the English consti-
tutional maxim that “The King can
do no wrong,” as meaning_ “in modern
phraseology, that if wrong has been
done, the King could not have dome
it; or in other words, that when the
King has done wrong, his ministers
take the blame.” That is an entirely
wrong explanation. The King can do
no wrong because, in fact, he does
nothing except on the advice of his
ministers, who must, therefore, accept
responsibility for the act done in the
King’s name. The evident attempt to
represent the government of the
United Kingdom as autocratic again
displays the anti-British bias -which
runs thru the whole of Dr. Hale's
letter.

The cloven hoof comes out more
palpably when he attempts to show
that “with all his ability and char-
acter, there are certain quite, special
limitations which set upon Mr. Wil-
son’s fitness to handle alone a crisis
such as we are passing thru.” , Ac-
cording to Dr. Hale, the presi-
dent is not an authority on interna-
tional law, has no particular knowl-
edge of international relations, and is
not a traveled man, except as to one
nation. That nation is, of course, Eng-
land. It seems, so Dr. Hale affirms, that
Mr, Wilson studies English political his-
tory, loves English literature, delights
in English scenery and retreats “to
Bermuda, the nearest point at which
glimpses of English life can be en-
joyed.” But the head and front of Mr.
Wilson's offending is that his “mother
was born in England, and all four of
his grandparents were British sub-
Jects.”

All this tirade and the description
of the president’s cabinet as ‘“a cab-
inet of nobodies”—two of the ten, also,
were born subjects of the King of
England—is intended for a purpose.
Dr. Hale's letter, like the scorpion,
carries a sting in its tail. It comes
out when he calls the president’s de-
mand that Germany abandon her sub-
marine activity, “a demand, the folly
of which only the obscuring mercy of
delay, and the fact that a government,
whose armies were gaining delay vic-
tories, could afford to be conciliatory,
have worked together to efface.” The
“magnanimity,” “high generosity” and
“friendliness” of the kaiser’s govern-
ment, in Dr. Hale's opinion, deserves
recognition in the shape of “the vin-
dication against England also of our
violated dignity—the assertion now
against England of the right of Amer-
ican citizens to sail the seas with law-

No chief of a fire department
can have a well organized or efficient
department unless he has absolute con-
trol. As an ex-member of the Toronto
Firg Department I know something of

er working of the department.
SinBs the death of the late Chief

h, the system of making ap-
pointments to the department has been
very much changed. He did not make
the appointments, but recommended to
the fire and light committee the names
of men suitable for the job. Being a
high-class mechanic himself he knew
something of men, but with the com-
ing of the present system a different
class of men were appointed, bringing
lodge and political influences which
did much to lower the efficiency of the
department in-discipline. .Chief W. J.
Smith was appointed on the recom-
mendation of the late chief, and in his
estimation stood high as a cool-headed
fire fighter. Absolute control is the
only way for a fire chief to have a
high-class fire department. A com-
mission of one or more nten over him
ignorant of fire department matters
means nothing..

If a commission is necessary, select
competent men who can advise with
the fire chief as to what is best for
the welfare of the brigade.

The writer has just returned from
the Chief Firemen’s Convention held at
Ottawa, and without doubt Ottawa has
one of the best organized fire depart-
ments in Canada today.

Their fire-figh¥ng equipment and
men are no better than the majority
of the Toronto department, but their
system of discipline, fire drill and gen-
eral order is all that could be desired,
and could be copied by Toronto with
much profit.

The real way to put the Toronto de-
partment on an efficient footing is to
give the chief full control, under him
a master mechanic, deputy and
district chiefs as required to cover a
city like Toronto. Appointments
would be better if lodge and politics
were left out, and the medical health
officer’'s recommendations considered.
giving preference to citizens of the city,
other things being equal.

CHICAGO, Sept. 2—Wheat ad-
vanced today on continued covering
by shorts, an improvement in the ster-
ling exchange situation, and predic-
tions of unfavorable weather in the
United States and Canada. At the
close the market had made a net gain
of %c to lc' with September at 973%c
and December at 943-8c to 94%%ec.
Congestion in September corn caused
it to advance %c, while deferred
months were 3%c to 7-8c¢c net lower.
Oats finished unchanged to 3-8¢ up
after firmness thruout . the session.
Provisions showed a little improve-

ment on the day just before the close,
but finished irregular with December
ribs 2%c higher and December ponk
35¢ lower.

Enquiry For Wheat.

The improvement in sterling ex-
changed conditions was coupled with
reports that enquiry for wheat to ex~
port was now being made, and that
some of the houses with seaboayd
connections were behind the move-
ment. Cash premiums also operated
for the bulls, and small stocks caused
sellers of yesterday to convert at
higher prices today.. A momentary
dip came when a crop expert issued a
report that the largest crop on re-
cord was in sight. Bullish sentiment
proved too strong' to allow the crop
estimate to become a dominant factor
in the market.

Export demand for wheat at the
seaboard was fair. Sales of 300,000
bushels were reported, one-taird of
which was from Chicago operators.
The foreign weather situation was
also a bull factor. Weather in Europe
was wet, and harvesting is being de-
jlayed. Drought iprevails in jArgen-
tina and India. Liverpool market
had a stimulating effect here, showing
an advance of 14 to 24.

Cash houses were buyers of Septem-
ber corn' from the start today, ani
shorts were scared into covering, as
only 66 cars were received and coun-
try offerings were small. Favorable
weather in the entire demestic corn
belt lowered the deferred months, and
the downturn was also pushed along
by a crop estimate of 2,986,000,000
bushels.
