Government Statement Says
That It Will Amount to at
Least Sevén Million.

INCOME TAX ALSO

Increase in Rates Ratified and
Will Be in Effect for
Year After War.

Ottawa, March 14.—Three important
state documents on the railway ques-
tion were handed out by the govern-
ment today. Two were orders-in-
council. The first order-in-council af-
firmed the recent judgment of the
railway commission increasing the
railway passenger and freight rates
about fifteen per cent. The second
order-in-council provides for a tax
upon the net earnings of the Cana-
dian Paeific Railway Company. Late

this' evening an official statement was
given to the press explaining and in-
terpreting the second order-in-council.

The order-in-council relating to the
tax upon the C. P. R. profits is ex-
tremely technical. As explained by
the government statement it seems to
provide for a tax which will amount
to at least $7,000,000 per year. This,
however, is subject’' to the require-
ment that the ‘company shall first earn
enough to pay fixed charges, operat-
ing expenses, dividends on preferred
stocks and a ten per cent. dividend
upon common stock. One half of the
surplus earnings from the operation
rof the’road over and above seven per
cent. will go.,to the government, and
all proceeds from land sales and other
sources of special income will be sub-
Ject to the business Income Tax Act
passed at the last session.

Effective for One Year After War

Even in the light of this official ex-
planation it is difficult to say what
the proposed tax will yield to the
government. It is anticipated . that the
dajly increasing cost of operation will
abgorh ‘a considerable part of the in-
creased revenues arising from higher
rates, ,
timated, - will amount to about ‘14 mil-
lion . dollars gross. per.year, and half
of it at least will be taken by the
government. . It may be that geven
million dollars will only represent the
net gain accruing to the company from
the Increased rates.

. Finally it is to be obsewsved that une
increase in rates remalins effective only
till one year after the declaration of
peace. Just what significance is to
be given to the concluding sentences
of the official statement is not clear,
but taken in conneoction with the con-
text it probably means nothing more
than that the government is not pre-
pared. for the present to deal with
the nationalization of the Canadian
Pacific Reilway Company.

Text ot Statement.

The text of the official statement
follows:

After a lengthy review at a full
cabinet meeting held yesterday after-
moon the government's policy in re-
dation to the recent onder of the rail-
way commission granting an increase
in railway rates was finally deter-
mined and two orders-in-council
were passed.

Insofar as the existing railway probe
lem is a question of rates and their
adequacy under present conditions re-
specting the cost of materials and la=-
bor, the government reached the de-
cision that the order of the railway
commission should stand.

‘Ask Borden to Consider Mat-
.ters From National Rather
Than Sectional Standpoint.

Ottawa, March 14,—About 35 of the

leading manufacturers of eastern Can-
ada and as far west as Winnipeg,
formed a deputation which waited on
the government today. 8. R. Parsons,
Toronto, president of the Canadian
Manufacturers’ Assoclation, was the

chief spokesman for the delegation. He |

was followed by R. Harmer, Hamilton;
Stanley McLean, Toronto; T. R. Dea-
cbn, Winni ; J. N. Shenstone, To-
ronto; J. herrard, Montreal, and
G. M. Murrfay, secretary to the Cana-
dian Manufacturers’ Association.
In their representations to the gov-
ernment the delegation asserted that
various changes and restrictions im-

.posed on the industry had brought

about congiderable alarmy among man-
ufacturers, especially since it had been
stated that what already had been
done was nothing in comparison with
what was in prospect. They asked the
government to consider, these matters,
“from a national rather than a section-
al standpoint.” ‘'Figures and facts
were submitted to show the interest
which Canada has in manufacturing
industries and that had it not been
for these industries Canada would
have been practically bankrupt during
The delegation urged that
unless industries were ‘preserved in
economic strength in the meantime,
they would not be able to take care of
their enlisted employes with whom
they had contracted obligations, on
their return to civil life, This would
mean, they urged, a large number of
unemployed when peace was declared.
Oppose Tractors on Free List.

A particular point raised by the
delegation was that of opposition to
farm tractors being placed on the free
list, unless at the same time raw ma-
i manufacture of
tractors in Canada were admitted duty
free. The manufacturers also asked
that in case of any further suggested
changes in the tariff, industries affect-
ed should first be consulted.

A prosperous manufacturing concern
here and there, the delegation claimed,
should not be taken as a guide to the
profits 6f manufacturers generally any
more than should be done in the case
of a profit of 90 per cent. on capital
made in the year 1916 ‘by the Grain
Growers’ Grain Company. The aver-
age net profit on capital employed in
manufacfure over any reasonable per-
fod of time, was, the delegation as-
serted, extremely moderate.

If, the manufacturers went on, du-
ties on implements had to be paid by
farmers, it was equally true that man-
ufacturers had ,to pay duty on ma-
chinery they used, except that in the
latter case a higher duty was collect-
ed, They claimed that the average
duty collected- in the United States
under the new democratic schedules
on dutiable goods was 30.67 per cent.
In Canada the duty collected on duti-
able goods averaged 23.78 per cent., or
about 75 per cent. of the waverage
American rate. «

Narrowed Market Might Result.

Reference wias made to the order-in-
council on packers. The manufactur-
ers expressed afear that as the regu-
lations and restrictions on packers
were much more drastic than those

put into- force in the United States, |

they might result in a narrowed mar-
ket for hogs and cattle. In view of
the campaign of production to increase
live stock, it was . considered that
there would this year probably be an
increase of 33 per cent. If such were
the case the packers would not, with
such restrictions, be able to extend
their plans and premises and provide
proper facilities for taking care of the
increase,

It had been intended to discuss the
newsprint situation, but in view of the
fart that the manufactuerrs of news-
print and publishers were likely to get
gether it was stated the delegation
withheld any statements they might
otherwise have wished to make.

The delegation agreed that agricul-
ture must be maintained in the strong-
est possible condition, and emphasized
also the necessity of maintaining in-
dustries. In the latter connection they
pointed to a movement in Great Bri-
tein to exempt from taxation any pro-
fits of a business retained in the busi-
ness for further expansion, Such a
polioy#was considered in Great Britain
to be in'the national interest.

Finally the manufacturers stated
that they were guite prepared to bear
thelr full share of war burdens and
taxations, especially when such were
considered. from a scientific and na-
tional standpoint.

B. M. & T. Jenkins Suffer
Heavy Loss When Their Storage*
Warehouse is Burned.

T. Jenkins, speaking to the press
last night, said he was unable to g.lv'e
any accurate estimation of the firm’s
joss until he had time to go over the
books and find out just what pieces
were stored in the building. One room
fontaining many thousamds of feet of
walnut and mahogany :timber was
completely gutted. The timber repre-
genting the firm’s savings of that ma-
tcrial for the past thirty years. It
will’ be impossible to replace.

Prints and Furniture Gone.

A large quantity of old prints, etch-
ings and engravings of great artists,
which were invaluable, were destroy-
ed. Several sets of Chippendale fur-
niture met with the same fate.

The firm recently started to move
to its new showrooms and most of the
destroyed antiques were intended for
show purposes. Insurance to the ex-
tent of $50,000 is carried, but all of
the pieces were not in the building
at the time 'of the outbreak.

Owing to the rapidity with which
the flames spread the firemen were
forced to run fourteen lines of hose,
the skylights on the roof being used
to throw heavy streams of water into
the heart of the fire. Considerable
trouble was experienced when the ex-
cessive heat melted the lead pipes of
the large gas meter in the basement
of the building, the ignited gas throws
ing a large flame in the air. It was
some time before the gas supply could
be cut off.

Firemen from all the downtown di-
visions responded to the alarm.

SINCE FIRST YEAR

Col. Denison Given Rousing
Reception at the Empire
Club Yesterday. ,

| 1S NOT PESSIMISTIC
Should Follow Example of
| Forefathers and Use
Every Effort.

Col. Denison had a rousin recep-
tion at the Empire Club y:sterda;)
both on entering when h_e was received
by the members standing, and on
closing his address with Shakspere’'s
lines about England needing  not to
rue, “If England to herself do prove
but true,” when the audience rose
again and greeted him with repegged
cheering. Norman Sommerville, who
presided, introduced the colonel as
an ‘“‘uncrowned knight of empire,
honored by all as a true soldier, a stu-
dent, and a man whom we all love.”

Col. Denison contrasted the present
situation of the war, which was worse,
he said, than at at any time since the
battle of the Marne, with the condi-
tlon in Europe about 1811-12, when
Britain fought Napoleon for eleven
vears, after war had gqoge on for ten
years previously. Britaih at that time
was practically alone in Burope against
Napoleon who also drew the United
States into the struggle so that for
three years she also fought Britain,

““This is no time for pessimism.
I'm not going.to say I'm beaten till
I am,” declared the colonel, who drew
the conclusion .that in 1812 England
was in a far more perilous position
than at present. Even domestic dis-
content and riots did not daunt them.
They kept right on. When strong mea-
sures -were necessary they took them
apd did not beat about the bush. A
riot in York was stopped by the hang-
jmg of 17 men,

Qught to Set Our Teeth.

“In face of the parallel of those
| days, in face .of the courage of our
| forefathers, we ought to set our teeth
| and take any steps that may be ne-
| cessary to put us thru,” he said.
| The people of Canada did not yet
| appreciate the gravity of the situa-
| tion, he thought. They had not yet

| considered that we might be defeated. |

The work
is urgently necessary on account of con-
ditlons in KEurope, where a famine is
actually facing the people, and many of
the wealthy people in England are
standing in the bread line at the pre-
sent time, We must conserve and bring
about greater food production on their
behalf,” said Mr. Brock, who pointed
out that it was not a question of price,
but save and send all the food we can
produce to the allles.

. Criminal to Waste.

“Lord Rhondda, the English food con-
troller, said the people were up against
famine,”” said the spgeaker, ‘‘and it is
land also a great crime if the food is
wasted when grown next fall,” sald Mr,
Brock, who indignantly referred to the
recent food wastage at Winnipeg and at
other places, ‘““Wherever you can stick
a spade you should grow vegetables, and
potatoes and beans are the most ad-
visable to grow, particularly in Earls-
court, where the ground is suitable.

‘“The organization of resources com-
mittee will help you in every possible
way, and you should buy your seeds thru
the Rotary Club, who can supply tested
and reliable seeds at about half the re-
gular seedsman’s rates,” said the speak-
er.

Many questions regarding the plowing
of vacant lots, the use of land for which
owners were difficult to  Jocate, and
vegetables to grow, were answered by
Mr, Brock.

The following resolution was unani-
mously adopted: “That the secretary
write Premier Hearst asking that a law
be passed making it legal to take over
any vacant lots for food produétion.”

BANK MERGERS IN BRITAIN.

They Fear Competition of Germany
and America.
London, March 18.—Great Britain's
llt!"eat.est banking interests are rallying
the defence of tae far-reaching
\
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scheme of amalgamations which has
aroused suspicion in this country of
a colossal” “money trust” in the near
future. This defence comes quickly
on the heels of the appointment of a
comrpission by the government to en-
quiré into the advisability of permit-
ting such mergers, especially in view
of their predicted future extension.

The big interests clearly show their
uneasiness at the committee’s appoint-
ment, altho all their spokesmen aver
their desire that it should proceed
immediately, arguing that only the
greatest good to the country can de-
velop from such a linking-up of the
nation’s biggest banks.

Germany Preparing.

Broadly speaking, their argument is
based principally on the possibilities
of intense c¢ompetition at home and
abroad after the war, and especially
at home during the period of recon-
‘struction. Walter Leaf, addressing
shareholders on the subject of the
merger of the London County and
Westminster Bank yesterday, said the
British banks’' fiercest competitors af-
ter the war—the German banks-—were
preparing for such conflict, adding:
“We will be faced with something like
a money trust in Genmany in the
hands of three great banks—the big
1’'s—Deutséhe, Dresdner and Dis-
conto. Gesellschaft, working in har-
mony under the guidance of the Ger-
man ‘Government for the capture of
the financial world.”

He sald it was a formidable out-
look, and that they must be fore-
warned. But British bankers also
see a huge American competition af-
ter the war, because of the revolu-
tion which has taken place in bank-
ing methods ‘in America during the
war. Wall Street’s banking Qorizon
will not end where its interests in
the past so frequently {erminated.
America’s prospect of a vast mer-
| cantile marine in the near future and
the foreign banking plans of numer-
ous United States banks are the as-
surances to European banking inter-
ests of the big competition which must
be expected from Amenica.

Busy Men Uneasy.

Nevertheless, while such bankers as
Sir Felix Schuster, chairman of the
Union, London and Smith’s Bank, and
other bankers, were telling the stock-
holders yesterday that there was to be
no “money trust” or credit momnopoly
there is great uneasiness manifested
by @& large number of exporters and
other business men in the country.
Some of the leading figures of the
expont world think that the amalgama-
tions such as are being carried out and
extended would mean that these banks
soon would have the option of cur-
tadling loans to non-favored exporters
or manufacturers.

It is argued .that instead of pro-
moting competition, it would mean that
several big financial institutions would
have within' their power to aid or
retand the development at their will
While this latter contingency is known
to have been in the mind of the gov-
ernment, it is also known that -the
curtailment of bank staffs by 50 per
cent.. which, it is said, had been done
in some instances thru-the amalgama-
tion, -also present a serious economic
probilem.

LONDON FEARS THE MERGERS

They Create a Power Dangerous to
Business and Exports.

¥rom tie London Pall Mall Gazettz,

The financial, as well as the indus-
trial and commercial community may
well view with a considerable degree
of apprehension the tendency to amal-
zamate now displayed by some of our
leading banking institutions. The pro-

Westminster Bank and Parr's Bank is
the latest indication of this tendency;
and the fact that the deposits involved
represent no less a sum than £210,899,-
000 emphasizes the importance of the
consolidation. It is a further sten to-
wards concentrating the money power
of the country in a few hands.

People who declare that thev see
rothing to fear from a commercial
point of view in this and similar amal-
gamations are looking neither very far
ahead nor very far below the surface.
On'the contrary, it is a matter of ex-
ceedingly grave moment and concern
to all sections of the business com-
munity. It is no light matter when
one of what have been aptly styled
“the pillars of banking” is removed
or, in other words, when an old-es-
tablished institution, wihich enjoys a
world-wide credit and reputation,
ceases to exist as a separate cntity
and becomes merged in another insti-
tution of equal or similar standing.
For such an institution to pass out
of existence in this way is harmful
from an international, as well as from
a national, point-ef view.

Earlier Fusions.

It is meceéssary to discriminate be-
tween the proposed amalgamation—

S

case in point—and the amalgamation,
or rather, the ahsonption, of the small
private bankers and others - by

posed union of the London County and |

great joint stock banks., These .fus-
ions reajly made for strength and sta-
bility. ad they mot taken place it is
practically certain that during the
Boer War and in the early stages of
the present war there would have
been numerous failures among the
small institutions. By taking over
these businesses was going concerns,
and by retaining and fostering exist-
ing connections, the joint stock banks
undoubtedly saved the situation. They
were able to give far more liberal
accommodation to clients than the
private bankers had ever done, and to
strengthen the banking position gen-
erally,. The country did mot lose; it
gained by these fusions. .

This argument however, does not
apply in the case of the proposed
amalgamation of the London County
and Westminster and Parr’'s Bank, or
of other institutions of similar stand-
ing. The question is not whether it is
o the interest of the institutions con-
cerned to amalgamate, but whether it
is in the interest of the country that
they should do so. And the answer,
assuredly, is emphatically in the neg-
ative. From this point of view, it is
highly undesirable that banks of this
calibre should be removed from the
arena of competiglon. Nor is this the
only evil. If these great amalgama-
tions are permitted to continue, the
inevitable result will /be that the
whole, ‘or at least the greater part, of
the deposits -of the people of this
country will come under the control
of a very small number of men, and
there will soommbe the same outery
in England against London as has
been raised in the United States
against New York, The country would
find itself in the remorseless, inflex-
ible grip of a money trust.

Danger °f Peace.

et 'us remind ourselves of what
happened when the ‘'war broke out.
The banks formed themselves into a
compact body, and agreed that they
would not take each other’s custom-
ers. This meant that a trader, if re-
fused accommodation by his own
lbank, could not go to another. This
evil system will be very largely ac-
centuated if the banks are reduced in
number and competition correspond-
ingly restricted or eliminated. The
fbanks will meet and agree on a de-
finite course of action; and no com-
mercial man in the country will be
safe or unfettered, because he will be
at their mercy. Not only the small
and financially weak trader will suf-
fer, the big trader will be equally hard
hit. The commercial community
would be practically helpless against
8o powerful a consolidation of money-
‘ed interests.

It is, therefore, highly desirable that
all sections of the business community
should bestir themselves to check a
tendency which will certainly make
neither for economy nor efficiency. It
is a matter, moreover, in which the
house of commons should take prompt
and vigorous action. The interests of
the country . must take precedence
over those of any body of shareholders
or directors. No institution should be
permitted to cripple the financial sys-
tem.

 HEALTH ESTIMATES

Board of ' Health Simply
Ignores  Controllers’

Latest Action.
DEATH RATE LOWER

Industrial Hygiene Inspection
Accomplishes' Much for
Workers.

‘The local board. of health met yes-
terday, but not one. of the'\members
so much as mentioned the wo esti-

mates” until after the meeting had
adjourned. The action of the board
.of control, who on Waednesday de-
cided that the cuts they made in Dr.
Hastings’ figures must stand, was
completely ignored. Mayor Church
was not present at the meeting, tho
a member of the board. ;

The/ work of the comparatively new
branch of the departmént of health
which looks after the hygiene of the
employes of the larger industrial cor-
porations was described by Dr. Has-
tings. After showing the necessity for
the work, the doctor added:

,“During the past year we have had
an inspection made of 1,185 industries,
and of these 884 are now working un-
der good conditions. Exhaust fans
and other devices for the efficient re-
moval of fumes and trade dust have
been installed, and the ventilation,
heating and light improved in a num-
ber of others. Wash basins, sinks and
drinking fountains have been install-
ed. Common drinking cups have been
abolished in a large percentage of the
industries, and in fourteen indmstries
lunchrooms have been fitted up, as
well as cloak and rest rooms. . Pre-
vention of wunnecessary sickness is
helping to win the war.”

Increase in Contagious Diseases.

The health report for February pre-
sented to the board by Dr. Hastings
showed that the death rate in the city
was 12.9 per 1,000, compared with 14.1
for February, 1917, Thé number of
deaths last month was 469, compared
with 499 for the same month a year
ago. There were 344 cases of measlc
reported with four deaths, compared
with 167 cases and no deaths in the
previous year. There were increases
also in the number of cases of scar-
let fever and other contagious dis-
eases.

A letter was read from H. O'C.
Baker, chairman of the Dartmouth
Relief Committee, thanking the de-
partment of health for the services of
the public health nurses sent to that
city following the Halifax disaster.

The board completely ignored the
ultimatum of the board of control that
the health estimates must be reduced
to meet according to the wishes of
that body. No mention was made of
the estimates until the meeting had
adjourned, when Ald. Nesbitt said:
“I notice by the papers that the board
of controlisays we must cut our esti-
mates®f . i s Y it §.4. :

Dr. Hastings: “I hope that we are
not &£0i tl;cf estimates when
every ‘other icit i the continent is
extending its public health work.”

INCOME FROM PORK

Compmittee Recommends In-
itial Unit of Five Hun-
dred Hogs.

TO BE GARBAGE-FED

wives to Separate Food

From Rubbish.

Another stemwwayds civic‘hog rais-
ing was taken yesterday when the
sub-committee . on garbage disposal
recommended to the fooard of works
that a unit/of 500 hogs be established
at the jail:farm’ by June 1, to be fed
on garbage’ collected from the city.

The property commissioner and the
street commissioner, in a Jjoint report,
said: ““The proposal involves the sep-
aration of the class of material re-
quired, and this it is designed to col-
lect in a (limited section of the city.
If the proposal be found sufficiently
attractive, the area from which col-
lections are made Will be extended
from time to time to meet the de-
mands of increased stock.

“It is estimated that one ton a day
will suffice to feed the present stock
of one hundred hogs.

‘““The iniiial expense involved is es-
timated as follows; ‘One fAve-ton mo-
tor truck, $8,000; annua] operation
and maintenance of truck, $3,600; one
sterilizing apparatus, $2,000; one fore-
man at farm, 000; two hundred
cans, $450; incidentals, $200; total,
$15,260.

“Fifteen thousand two hundred and
fifty dollars at 6% per cent., equals
$991.25 per annum, or per day, for 300
working days, $3.30.

Feed Five Hundred Hogs.

‘“It is estimated that the transpor-
tation equipment above enumerated
will enable us to eventually deliver
waste produet f£6r consumption by
hogs at the farm to the extent of five
tons daily for approximately 300 days
per annum, or sufficient to feed 500
hogs, with only a slight additional
cost for extra cams, and to increase
the qua.nht,y delivered, a® demanded.

“The farm superintendent reports
that edible garbage laid down at the
Industrial Farm Wil] possess a food
value of approximately $15 per tom.
Assuming this to be correct, ‘it will
be obvious that the waste capable of
delivery will have a value approxi-
| mating $22,600 a year.”

the farm would be too slow a process, |
and recommended that an additiomal
number of hogs be obtained to bring
the number up to 500. It was pointed
out that there would be lfttle or no
expense to the city as the income
from the sale of pork Would more than
offset the initia] expenditures.

There is a possibility that the wvet-
erinary surgeon general at Ottawa
may oppose the plan, as he has ruled
that garbage cannot be used for feed-
ingy hogs unless doubly sterilized.

Bank Mergers and Banking Re-
form in Britain and Canada.
%.\?ank mergers are again. und_er
way in Canada; it i§ also a live ques-
tion in Great Britain; and the pub-
lic there and here are more or less

alarmed in consequence.

The latest merger here in Canada
is that of)the Northern Crown Bank
(a consolidation of the Crown, once
of Toronto, and the Northern, of
Winnipeg) into the Royal Bamk of
Montreal.

The ministér of finance has ap-’
proved of 'the merger, and therefore
he may have a substantial reason
for his decision. It may have been
an act of necessity, tho the high
price paid for the shares of the
Northern €Crown taken over does not
bear out that view. The public will
await the explanation of the minis-
ter of finance.

Extensive mergers are under way
in England and those promoting
them justity on The, ground that
sironger banking organizations will
be needed there, both now. in the
time of war and even more so after,
peace comies, if Britain is to com-
pete against Germany’s banking
power. In the meantime a royal
commission has been appointed to
investigate and report on the sub,
ject at the earliest moment. That
proves that Britain is alarmed. The
despatches also show that American
banking competition threatens the
British banks. They say that the
reeent revolution in American bank-
ing methods is far reaching. That
is true, as The World has often
pointed out of late; and the real
cﬁm is for Britain to revolutionize
in the same direction. And Canada
must do the same. And that is to
establish in Britain and in Canada
first of all .a national currency in
place of bank notes; second, a na-
tional system of rediscounting for
general- banks thru a great national
bank wusing national notes for that
purpose. The new American bank-
ing system on these lines is admitted
by -prominent. English authorities as
the best and most advanced step in
banking yet devised mot only for
peace, but for war, Its usefulness
in the States since the war began
has.been so far-reaching that every-
one—ithe banks even, that fought it
at. the start-—practically say that it
has saved the situation and enabled
the American banks to carry on the
expansion of business caused by the
war; and not only that, but that it
has - allowed the American Govern-
ment to be the banker of all the

human race must learn that it has
to live by fits humanity.

Humanity bhas not characterized
the actions of the Lenine-Trotzky
government. Dr. Soskice says that
nominally Bolshevism is socialism,
but it is socialism based on destruc-
tion and imposed by force on all
those who disagree with it. All his-
tory tells us that this is the wrong
way. The Bolshevist idea is to de-
stroy every institution having any
connection with the capitalist form
of society, to wipe out all capitalist
industry, to destroy everything in
the way. of private property, to de-
stroy every religious,” educational,
political ,or other institution, ineclud-
ing the law courts.

This is mere madness, and any
pers'on-" who adopts this policy is
more or less mad. Bolshevism
would wipe out all our benevolent
institutions, abolish .0ld age pen-
sions, annuities, government or
otherwise, and its leaders would be
more autocratic than the czar or the
kaiser or than capital itself. Such
a gystem carries within it the: ele-
ments of its own destruction, and
we do not believe that Mr. Marren,
enthusiastic as he is, when the Bol-
sheviks proceeded to strip him ef
his ‘property and turn him hungry
and bare on the street, would mgin-
tain his interest in the systém.
Democracy must be sane, and is
aware what can be done by pruning
and training, and how little by up-
rooting. It is by reform and evo-
lution that nations grow, and if any
further condémnation were needed
it is thaft Bolshevism does not be-
lieve in growth, but in manufacture
or special creation.

Corralling the Prussian Boar., '

Germany, like her own wild boars,
is trying to break out of her Mittel
Eix;‘opa. lair. Foiled on the western
front, where she expected a six
weeks’ campaign to give her Bel-
gium, nerthern' France and the con-
trol of the English Channel, she con-
centrated her forces, tangible and
intangible, on the east, and by
tréachery even more than by force
‘has reduced Russia and Rumania to
impotence if not to resignation. She
-used the same means with Italy and
intrigued her way across the Isomzo.
Out of the Russian debris she has
hewed a path via Odessa to the
Black Sea, and promised herself a
clear road to Persia and Afghani-
stan.

In the face of all this the allies
had no option but to form a gen-
eral council of war and agree to act
as a unit. The wild boar was break-
ing down the fence in all directions
and had to be corralled. It was all
very well for the Irish soldiers to,
account for his squad of prisoners
by saying he had surrounded them,
but one nation cannot surround Ger-
many, She spurred her own people
on to fight by declaring and teach-
ing her children from their first les-
sons in ‘school that she is “sur-
rounded by enemies.” Germany
has had no enemies but those she
has compelled, just as the law-
bréaker after arrested camplains
that everybody is down on him.

Odessa' is a token to the world

Ottawa, March 14.-—Thé address in
reply to the speech from the throne,
it is announced, will be moved in the
house by H. M. Mowat,  Liberal-
Unionist member for Parkdale, To-
ronto, and ,seconded by Dr. J. L.
Chabot of Ottawa, the only French-
Canadian supwrter of the "govern-
ment.

The debate on the. address will open
on Tuesday. It is not expected that
it will be prolonged. As soon as it
is concluded,gphe new deputy- Speaker
of the house”will be: elec and’ gen-
eral business "of pariiament takem up.
It i3 understood that the main esti-
mates will be tabled at an early date
in the session and that the ‘'most im-
portant govermment legislation wijll
be introduced with brie{ delay.

Jt has been found necessary, in

of the memkbers in anticipation of the
said official statement upon the tele-
graphic information received.”

BRITISH CLEAR AR
OF ENEMY CRAFT
Vigarous Y R

Establish Decided Suprem-

acy Over Germans.

British Front in France and Bel-
gium, March 12.—The British airmen
have been doing marvelous work re-
cently. The first ten days of March,
as a whole, have been ameng the
best yet recorded for the service.
During that period, in addition to a
vast amount of reconnoitring and
photographing, ths intrepid Britishers
destroyed 39 German airplanes ahad
brought down ' 40  others out of coy-
trol, despite the fact that the first
two or three days of the month were
so stormy that aerial activity was
virtually impossible. nst this
great total 15 British machines are
reported missing.

Yesterday wanother fine record was

yeét available.

There have been many air battles |
and virtually all have occurred be-
hind the German lines, which ‘means
that the British' airmen /have been
carrying the waerial war vigorously
into the enemy  territory. Of the
German machines destroyed all but
two were sent crashing down back
of the German lines. The amount of
photography work that has been done
is amazing.

Bombing rafids by British aviaters
have lreen almost continuous. One
0of the most successful operations was
that against three enemy airdromes
on March 9. This raid  was carried
out by a large number of machines
during the daytime. “'A British aerial
fleet arrived at awn "Rour when nums-
bers of German/ machines were stand-
ing in a field near their hangari. The
British attacked at a height ¢f 400
feet and, because of their low alti-
tude, were able to shoot with |disas-
trous effect. Several buildings were
set on fire and direct hits were ob-
served among the German machines,

The British retgined flying at a
height of 100 feet, which just_enabled
them to clear the treetops. They
used their guns on gvery military ob-
ject in sight. The first attack was
made on a 'horse fransport. Some of
the horses were killed and the nrest
stampeded, upsetting the wagons. An-
other horse transport was stampeded
and then a de¢tachment of marching
‘infantry came into ranke, Several of
the woldiers were shot before they
could reach cover. Equally effective
was the shooting against some caval-
ry, two offiders being among those
toppled from their saddles.

TRUCE DECLARED
ON CAR PLOBLEM

City and .Stréet Railx&ay Of-
ficials to Make Difference
More Plain.

MUNICIPAL COMMITTEE

Lively. Biscussion Takes Place
and City Members Are

Prominent.

Another truce has been declared be-
tween the City of Toronto and the To-
ronto Street Railway Company. = Yes-
terday the city’s bill asking that the
powers of the Ontario Rallway and
Municipal Board be more distinetly
defined in regard to penalizing a com-
pany for not obeying its order and
that the Toronto Rallway Company be
penalized to the extent of $1,000 a
day for every day it falls to have in
use the extra street cars as ordered
by the board, was before the municipal
committee of the legislature.

After much discussion on the subject
of) overcrowding and other kindred
toirics, it was decided to let the matter
stand with the comipany and city legal
authorities so that the exact point of
difference may be clearly stated at the
next meeting of the committee and ar-
guments relating thereto be heara.

Mayor Urges Penalty.

Mayor Church urged that a penalty be
levied against the Toronto Railway
Company, altho members of the com-
mittee said.that would not help the
women who had to hang on to straps.
Works Commissioner Harris said the
suggestion was that a fine of $1,000
a day be imposed by the Ontario
Railway and Municipai Board, with-
out the option of an appeal. Mr.
Harris stated in reply to'a question,
that the city had been able to get its
cars—that seven had been received
and the balance was being delivered at
the rate of two a week. They could
have been secured quicker from the
United States, but the idea was to keep
the money in Canada. mquipment for
these had been secured previously.

“Mr, Fairty advises me the Can-
adian Car Co, ;is ready to take the
order,” he said in reégard to the order
of the Toronto Railway Co. He was
asked if the city would undertake the
purchase of cars, the same to be paid
for by the company, and- he replied
that the city could not do that.

W. C. Chambers, West Wellington,
suggested that the city buy the cars
and charge them up to the company,
the price of rental between now .and
the expiration of the franchise being
deducted from the purchase price at
that time.

Hon. Thomas Crawford said the gen-
eral impregsion was that the company
could haye\secured the cars had it so
desired and said it should be deter-
mined if that was. the case. Were it
so, some action should be taken; if
not, a more charitable view was per-
missible. -

“Public Be Damned.”

Mark Irish: ‘*There is no finer ex-
ample of the policy of ‘the public be
damned,’ than the Toronto Street Rail-
way Company.  The cause for the de-
lay began August 4, 1914, but the crime
started 10 or 15 years ago. The only
way the people of Toronto can get
anything from tha.company is to get
under its skin by attacking its balance
sheet.”

Irvin F. Hilliard held that the crime
did not commence' 10 years ago, and
that the service in Toronto compared
favorably with that of any city on
the continent.

George H. Gooderham sald the blame
was on the shoulders of the corpora-
tion of Toronto for refusing legisla-
tion which he proposed a year ago.

I. 8. Fairty, assistant city solicitor,
refuted the statement that the service
was as good as any other city in
America and quoted the railway board
as saying the conditions here ,were
“shocking.” 7

J. 'W. Bain, representing the com-
pany, said there was no intention of
the company ‘disobeying the orders of
the board, and he reviewed the activity
of the company in its efforts to secure
more cars. He said an order for equip-
ment had been placed two weeks after
this committee met last year and that
the same could not be delivered even
in 1918, 1919 or 1920. “We absolutely
can't get the cars—we don't know
where to get them. 1If the city can
get them let it o ahead and we will
pay for them on delivery.”

He was asked if the company would
guarantee that, and he said it would.

Decreased Nine ‘Millions.

Mr. Fleming said that because of
the remarks that had been made by
the city, tae value of stock in the
company had decreased $9,000,000, that
an additional expernse of $600,000 in
wages had been unflertaken within the
past year. “You don't want to ruin
the company—and if this sort of thing
continues people will be discouraged
from putting their money into pub-
lic enterprises,” he said.

“We want relief for our women and
children,” said Mr. Hook emphatically.

“The women of England patrol the
streets in the interests of girl wel-
fare,” said one settlement worker,
“and the women of Toronto could find
plenty of work ready for their atten-
tlon upon the streets of their city
every day.”

“Too 'many English-speaking girls,”
said Miss Austin of Centrail Nelgh-~
borhood House, recently, “are allow-
ed upon the streets after night fall,
I have found in my district that once
a young girl gets a tawte of street
life it is almost impossible to save
her.”

The committee arranging the wom-
en's protective association have thizs
in view. Girls who are found on the
streets after reasonable hoyrs with-
out dany excuse will be watrhed and
cared for. “It i3 too easy,” i said one
social worker, “for our girfs to g0
wrong; we must make it more Adiffi-
cult. I’ the mothers do not care,
there are women who do and they
must rear the responsibility.” The
Big Sister Assoclation deals directly
with ¢his girl problem and the head
worker of this organization said that

she Tound so many of the delinquent
girls who are brought to the juvenile
court’ come from homes where nor-
'mal. conditions . do not prevail, “We

find so often that the fathér has gone
overseas and the mother not strong
enough to control the girl, or that
the mother herself is not morally fit;
or else the home conditions are ab-
normal in some way.” :

The women's protective association
will ertdeavor to follow up these cases
and correct, as far as posisible, the
home conditions.

About Sir John Richardson and
Sir George Back:

The
letters read from him had been written
to Mobert McVicar of the Hudson
Bay’ Company who with his young
wife, a daughter of Col. McBeth, seem
to have been genial and good  friends
to the Arctic expedition members,
The story of Sir John Franklin is
well known, but the name of Sir John
Richardson, said Miss Lea, was not
so familiar, He was born in Dumfries,
Scotland, ahd his father was a friend
of the poet Burns. He was a univer-
sity man, a naturalist, a physician,
and a sailor. He went with Franklin
on his first Arctic expedition and to
him the exclusive credit is given by
his commander for all the observa-
tions made during the voyage.

WANT GOVERNMENT
TO TAKE RAILWAYS

Council of Agﬁcuiture Also
Oppose Freight Rate
Increase.

Regina, Sask., March 12.—After being
in sesgion here for two days the Cana-
dian Councll of Agriculture hrmxz\ht its
sessions to a close tonight with tite pas-

sagce of three important resolutions, The
first called upon the Union government
of Canada to at once fix the price for
the 19418 wheat crop and also a
minimum price for the 1919 wheat crop.
The second called on the government
to at once remove the duty from all ne-
cessary farm implements, The third was
an omphatic protest at the proposed
freight rate increase and an expression
of opinion that the only solution to Can-
ada’s railway problem at the present time |
is nationalization and government con-

trol,

Wire to Premier Borden,
The following resolution was today
adopted unanimously by the Canadian
Council of Agriculture and gent in full
by wire to Premier Borden:

“After a full®consideration of all the
facts relative to the order of the board
of railway commissioners granting an in-
creage in frelght rates of approximately
15 per cent., which order has been sus-
pended by the government until March
