HAPRAZARD SETTLEENT 1S WRONG.

Wodd Hoe Vioes S bl o

And Suggests That the Conditions and Re-
quirements of the West Should be Look-
ed Into by s Federal Commission -One
Way to Promote Dalrying in That Coun-

Cree Indinns.

Ottawa, Aug. 9.—(Special.)—Prof.
James Robertson, Agricultural and
Dairy Commissioner, has returned
from @ tour of the Northwest Terri-
torries, with som enew ideas as to
methods for encouraging its develop-
ment. In the first place, as to dairy-
ing, he suggested that the Dominion
Government shall loan $2000 to $2500 to
any company of farmers subscribing
themselves $500 to enable them to
build and equip a first-class cream-
ery, which .is to be managed by the
Government, and four cents a pound
charged for expenses to cover the cost
of manufacturing the butter. He pro-
poses to retain one cent per pound,
also as a sinking fund to repay the
loan. With itg large acreage'of pas-
ture, he thinks butter making should
be a staple industry.in the west, and
by shipping the product to the Old
Country, it would be a great adertise-
ment for the Territories.

; For Trec Planting.

Prof. Robertson has a scheme for
tree planting on a large scale, Trials
would at least, he says, demonstrate
the effect of forest areas on the rain-
fall. He proposes that forest strips, at
least 50 yards wide and ten miles long,
should be planted a mile apart at right
angles to the railway track. He thinks
the railway compamndes, the Hudson
Bay Company and the Dominion Gov-
ernment should unite to carry out this
plan, the cost of which, including
planting and five years of supervision,
would not be more than 50 cents an
acre of the land enclosed within these
forest belts.

Haph d Settl 11

The professor also thinks the pre-
sent scheme of haphazard settlemfent
is defective. He advocates, by way of
encouraging closer settlement, that in
every area of six miles square, a cen-
tra] section be set apart as a village,
and that every settler after perform-
ing settlement dutles on his quar-
ter section, be granted three acres in
this residential reserve, Prof. Robert-
son thinks the condition and require-
menty of the Northwest:ghould be Took-
ed into by a Federal Commission.’
British Colambia Crops.

A report upon the crops of British
Columbia has been received by Dr.
Saunders, director of Experimental
Farms, from Superintendent Sharpe of
the farm at Agassiz. Since the mid-
dle of June an almost entire absence
of ruin has in some instances lessened
the yield by premature ripening. Hay
has been a very fair crop; of fall wheat
the vield is fair also; spring wheat and
barley are ylelding less than the av-
erage, but oats promise well. By the
end ofithe first week in August har-
vesting?was well advanced. o

Root crops and potatoes suffered
from the drought. Peas promise a fair
return and Indian corn is doing well
The crop of apples, pears and plums
will be below the average. e

On Vancouver Island, and in some of
the valleys near the coast, crops are
said to be better.

The Refagee Cree Indians.

In regard to the deportation of re-
fugee Cree Indians from Montana to
the- Northwest, it is learned that a mis-
impression obtained across the line as
to the terms of amnesty offered to In-
dians. What the Canadian Govern-
ment agreed to do was to amnesty all
who had simply taken part in the up-
rising of 1885, but it was expressly sti-
pulated that those who had participat-
ed in murders previous to the rebellion
should undergo trial therefor upon re-
turn to Canada. Up to the end of July
about 250 of these Indlans had been
turned over to the Canadian authori-
ties, of whom only two Indlans were
put to trial for murder, and these two
were discharged for want of evidence.
The accusation against the pair was
participation in the Frog Lake mas-
sacre. The United States authorities
are gradually gathering in scattered
detachments of those who fled from
refugee headquarters when they learn-
ed that they were to be sent back to
the Northwest.

| two minutes to pray, and then strung
i all three of them up by their necks to

the rafters.

The crowd stood around a few min-
utes, until th ebodies ceased tv strug-
gle, and then opened fire from their
Winchester rifles on the dangling
forms, literally riddling them with
bullets, The Ilynchers then quickly
dispersed. It is said the Iynching
party came from St. Gabriel, the for-
mer home of Gueymaud, but none of
them were recognized.

. FREE COINAGE OF SILVER,

Though Times are Hard it May be the
R:: dy P d Will Produce Suffer-
ke, 4nat Cannot bo Atoned for. |
The latest number of The Rallroad Ga-
zette has an Interesting letter on the free
coinage question, writ.eu by one of the
owuers of that publication, from which

clipplugs are made, as ollows :

**The effect upon us of the ‘free and
unlimited colnage of silver’ 1is a subject
that we should discuss soberly, without
exaggeration and w.thout exeitement. It
may he.p us, or it may hukt us ; therefore,
let us be careful, KEven if times are hard
now, it may be that the violent remedy
that is preposed will produce great hard-
ship anu suffering ' which no apologies or
regrets ean atone for.

** Silver now sells for about 69 cents an
ounce. The silver mine owners want us to
vote that the Government shall coin all the
sllver offered at such a rate that the sliver
owner will receive #1.20 an ounce. Each
dollar so coined will contain about 53
cents” worth of sllver, and they tell us that
we can pay off our debts and mortgages
easier with these 53-cent dollars than we
can witn 100-cent dollars, :

‘“ We who are in debt, we who have mort-
gages on our houses and on our land,agreed
to pay good 100-ceat cdolars. We borrow-
ed under a law which makes the dollar
worth 23 grains ot gbld, and it would be
dishonest to trick our neighbors, who loan-
ed us such dollars, py cuanging the law
80 as to pay them back iun dollars or an-
other and less vaiuable kind. ¢

‘*The silver mine owners te!l us that if
we coln all the silver that is offered, and
put only 53 cents’ worth of sllver into eacn
doliar, and pass an act of Congress declar-
ing that everyone must r¢celve these sil-
ver dollars in payment for work or clothes
or groceries or debts, then there will be
plenty of money, hlgi\ix: prices, plenty of
'wortk, and that It will be easler to pay
e

8.
‘It is true that there will be plenty ot
money, but how and on wnat terms will it
get into our pockets? In the first place,
it will be pala by our Gowernment directly
'to the sliver mine 'oavners, or owners of
sllver ingots, and they ‘will make an enor-
mous prolit. The ‘on y. way we can get it Is
to sell something of valwe, If- we have it
to sell, or else earn it by labor, exactly as
we now sell or work for gold money.

“1t true that prices of food and cloth-
i will increase, If the dealers have to
take 53 cents’ worth of silver in place of a
dollay taeir prices will double very quick-
ly. This was true ina; , When a dollar's
worth of food or clothing sold for $2.16
(an Increase of 116 per cent.), and wages
increased less than half (average 43 per
cent.). In 1860 an ordinary laboring man
commonlg recelved $1a day, and, being on
a gold basis, he cﬂd, buy one dollar's
worth ‘of food or clothing with it. In 1864,
when gold was worth about twice as much
as greenbacks, when the currency was de-
prectated to just @wbout’ the extent it is
now proposed to depreciate it by free coln-
age of silver, the same laborer received
$1.50 a day ; but with this $1.50 he could
buy only the same samount of food and
‘clot}%g that 70 cents would have bought
n

‘“ How does ‘cheap money and plenty of
it’ benefit a man with a mortzage on’ his
property? Here 1s an actual case that
many of us know about : A man 18 work-
ing for $100 a month. In order to own
his home he has borrowed $2000 from the
loan assoclation ; his dues and interest are
$20 a month, and it costs his family 380 a
month for livipg .expenses. If he is pald
in 58-cent dollars. it will cost him nearl
twice as much for fdod and clothing, andy.
as he canont hope. have his pay In-
creased much, he will not be able to save
a cent to prevent his mortgage from being
forcclosed. Worse then that; as soon as
depositors .in. the lean assoclation think
there is a chance that there. will be free
silyer, colnage , they will hasten to with-
draw “their shares while a dollar s still
worth 100 cents, If 4 1argé proportion of
the depositors do this the loan associatlion
will be unable to meéet demands, will sus-
pend payments, and botn borrowers and de-
pos’ktf" wgl losgﬁ lr .

Prosperity
means for the poor man steady employ-
‘ment, Increasing ratber than deereasing
wages, lower cost of the necessaries of
life and a chance to save money. Bvery
clvilized nation In the world s now on a
gold basis or Is accumulating gold for that
purpose. Free sllver colnaga should be
profitable to owners of silver mines -and
silver bulllog, to specwators and to alert
f:;h"men.

They are a Boon to the .-Peopiu;-m‘
a Boston Traveler Bays Abol , l
Toronto. £ -

Montreal, Aug. 9.—(Special.)’-The Sunday '
car campaign in Toronto Is areating a deep
interest here, although opposition to Sun-
day cars is something no fellow can prop- |
erly understand In the commercial me- |
tropolls of Canada. s ]

“You have a magnificent country,” re-
marked a Mr. Norris of Boston, at tne

Windsor this evening, *“‘although my fi
impressions of Canada were %ot gf tr::
most favorable kind, You see, we reached
Toronto, a smart town in many ways, a
week ago  yesterday, and remalned  over
Sunday with a friend with whom we spent
a week In Muskoka. My host lived quite a
distance from the Bay. He had no teje-
hone and there was no eabstand conyen-
ent, so we just sat and sweltered all day
in his home. As it was too hot to walk
any distance, 1 was greatly disappolnted
in being cooped up, as I had-heard a great
deal about the beauties of the Queen 5lty
of the West, and I wanted to get rouna
and see the sights. We got back from our
Northern trip last night, and although I |
had friends to  see in Toronto I found It
would be impossible to visit them to-day,
80 our party came on here. One Sunday in |
Toronto is enough for me, thank you, and
your people down here should be thanx-
ful tlgut our city is not inflicted with To-
routo’s blue Jaws. I have been accustomea
to Sunday street cars all my life,” the Bos-
tonian went on, ‘“‘and I cannot- understang
how any large comununity can get aiong
without them. The lack of them.brought
15, or 20 whom I know past the place last
evening and the number must go up -inte
the thousands who pass Toronto every sea-
son to spend Sunday in this city.

“From a moral point of view, I belleve
tlie Sunday cars are better for a large eity,
as they enable the tollers to have a' genu-
ine day of rest and recreation in the fresn
air of the E“ks and the suburbs, whici
otherwise they are deprived of, and my
experience is that Sabbath desecration 1s
no more prevalent where the cars are run
than where they are not.

“It strikes me,” concluded Mr. Norns,
“that it is better to let people get out or
doors and enjoy their rest than to congre-
gate in musty rogmp and pass the day n
that wearisome idleness which makes toe
proverbial ‘Blue Monday.” But I want to
tell you this, if Montreal were like To-
ronto in this respect there would be mighty
few American tourists in Canada.”

In the meantime Montreal fully appre-
clates her. Sunday street car service ana
strangers who pass the day here have re-
marked that no city on the continent of the
same population I8 more orderly on Sun-
day than' Montreal. In fact, a gentleman
who has given years of study to the ques-
tion of Sabbath day observance, took In
the whole ecity not long ago In. company
with Major Bond, son of the Angilican
Bishop of Montreal, and.at the end of their
jaunt he publicly admitted that Montreai
was an exceedingly orderly city, and all
declare that the running of street cars on
the Lord’s day contributes not a little to
the state of things just referred to. On
Sunday evenings mothers with their chil-
dren patronize the cars the most extensive-
ly and the alring at Maisonneuve, ‘West-
mount and around the mountain is cer-
tainly invaluable to the working and mia-
dle classes. e

LIGHTNING BRINGS RUIN.
