He wrote
a letter to one of his cornets mentioning this fraudulent act on the part of the
contractor, and saying, “Tell him that I will have my penny’s worth for my penny.”’
This simple statement from the great Engllshnpn bhad the desired effect. 1 am in
the same position, if you will pardon me for the comparison—I have sworn to the
Queen and to the people of Ontario that I will get them a penny’s worth for their
penny.

I find further thdt The World newspaper is setting up some very strange doctrines,
doctrines indicative of the resourcefulness of that chap, Maclean,in suggesting legislative
action in connection with entrenched monopolies. He is preaching strange doc-
trines these days, namely, that it is the duty of the Legislature to’ make life more
endurable for the masses, and to increase the common comforts of the masses, and
that, according to him, one of these comforts which makes life more endurable Is
cheap 'gas for fuel and light in the houses of everybody.  And, Dang me!-and
strictly bétween you and me—If I don’t belleve he is right, though it would never
do for me to say it in public.

papers chasing me, But business is business, as our old friend Israel says, and it may
be that I shall ha;'e to empley ‘two or three able lawyers to read over Judge Fergi-
son’s judgment, which The World is always barping about, and that I may hnv§ to
send two or three expert accountants down to the -offices of the Consumers’ Gas
Company; and I may even have to ask for legisiation dealing with this question, or
I may even have to appoint a Royal Cominission to go into the whole question.

Therefore, to make a long story short, I would suggest, my dear _Willlam, that
you get Mr. Pearson and Mr., Cockburn and the other directors of the compauy to-
gether, and act as ls best under the circumstances. And, above all, don’'t forget
to impress upon them the little story of Cromwell and his - dictum of having his
penny’s wosth for his penny, !

The Progress of the War,
New York Tribune, Jin 2,

The chief progress of the war in South!
Africa- since the great week of British
fﬂsnster has been of a negative chnracter.l
The opposing armies have chlefly been
standing still. We have had news of a
few sorties from the beleaguered camps
and of some small shifting ‘of Fosmons,
but none of these have been significant of
change of campaign or prodnctive of impor-
tant results, at the fiext movement
will be and when it will be may not be con-
fidently foretold. The present Indication |
appears, however, to be that the British
will awalt the arrival of Lord Roberts and !
Lord Kitchener, and that then the march
to Bloemfontein, by way of Colesberg,
Aliwal North or some point hetween them,
will'be resumed. If that Is done with suffi-
clent force and with tactical skill one of
two things will happen.; Either the Boers
will ‘be: forced to abandon 'thé ‘sleges of
Ladysmith -and Kimberley and hurry in to
the defence of their southern capital, or
they will be taken in the rear by the Bri-
tish army which invades the Orange Free
State.. Elther will amply serve the British
purpose. The supposition is, of course, that
Ladysmith and Kimberley wilk-be able to
hold out so long, say three weeks more. If
recent advices from these places are correet,
they are amply able to do so.

The inaction of the British armies heing
thus for the present explained, what is to
be said of that of the Boer armies? Cer-
tainly they appear to have been checked.
It must be borne in mind that they assumed
the aggressive, invaded Natal and the Cape,
and expressed the intention of driving the
Pritish into the sea and establishing Boer
Governments at ‘Durban and Cape Town.
For a time It looked, on the face of af-
fairs, as though their boast would be ful-
filled. Their advance was for a time .Ir-
resisfible. In one week they inflicted what
were practically disastrous defeats upon
the British. But with that week of triumph
they stopped their aggressive movemenis.
They have made no attempt to follow up
their victories with a further advance, but
have stopped in their tracks, and are now
engaged in fortlf{lng their camps as if to
sustain a protracted siége. -This seems to
indicate that they realize their limitations.
They have succeeded admirably In attack
upon inferior British forces, and in defence
against practically equal British forces.
But to take the field against British forces
equal to their own would be another mat-
ter.  They have not tried it yet, and do
not seem to be d to do s0. Or so,

far as they have A)?e so they bave met'

with no su€cess. Mafeking, at Kim-

The former little British possession, Hell-
goland, which was ceded to Germany some
time ago, served in its day as a sort of
Gretna Green for, runaway lovers from the
Fatherland. Not that felicity was so easily
or g0 speedily obtainable in Hellgoland as
it was in the famous Gretna Green, across
the border-of the old land.. For in Heligo-
lapd there were tiresome formalities to be
observed before the runaway couple became
man and wife. For Instance they were
obliged to live om the island two days be-
fore the ceremony could be legally perform-
ed, and hence arose the possible danger of
capture by drate parents before the irrevo-
cable vows were exchanged. 'Chen there
was a marriage fee of §50,half of which weant
te the minister, who, by the way, had
nothing to do with the business—$15 of it
was claimed by the local authorities; be-
tween $6 and $7 went to the church, and
$1.50 each fell to the share of two school
teachers, who conducted the ceremony. But
in spite of these difficulties the little Is-
land of Heligoland did a thriving business
in matrimony, statistics going to prove fthat
it derived an annual income of not less
than $3000. in marriage fees alope. The
Kalser, however, with tbat paternal solici-
tude for his subjects’ welfare, which is so
characteristic of him, has determined to put
a stop to. runaway marriages so far as he
has power. During his recent yisit. to
Windsor one of the Imperial acts was the
gigning ‘of a decree for the abolition of the
German Gretna Green. Its Imperial ejvil
eode will not only deprive romantically in-
clined young people of the*vpportunities of
speedy marriage at Heligoland, but through-
out the German Empire there will be no
place where runaway marriages may be
contracted. It is dreadfully hard lines for
the youthful lovers of Germany who have
obdurate parents, for they can hardly be
expected tq see that the Kalser’s ldeg is
to prevent that repentance at lelsare,
which 1s erroneously supposed tovlle in
walting for speedy marriages only.:

By the appointment of Mgr. Chappelle, the'
Filipinos and Spaniards fee] that steps will
be taken in « these ' momentous matters
which may bring infinite good or evil to-th
Islands. All classes of the bmthertlll’ood:
are anxious fo send representatives to the
parishes in the provinces recently occupied
by| the Americans. This matter will' soon
be brought to Mgr. Chappelle’s attention,
aud his aid in this direction will be sought.
Inasmuch as the' question of the expulsion
of the brotherhoods from the islandy; -and)
the people from the alleged injustice of
certaln members of the orders, has alwayw
been declared to e the principal ' cause of
the revolt of the Filipinos against Spain’s
Sovereignty, long-time residents of {ihe
islands declare that if the friars are return-
ed to their former parishes, the natives,
seeing them return under American admin-
istration, will surely .attack and kill them
and otherwise causey disorder.

Manila, Jan. 2.—A naval officer who has
arrived here from Guam brings a proclama-
tion issued by Captain Leary, naval gov-
ernor of that island, decreeing the absolute
prohibition and total abolition of slavery
or peonage, the order taking effect Feb. 22.

The prologue of the proclamation decla
that the  Spanish systgm of . peopage,
amounting to siavery, is a menace.to popu-
lar dibérty and a violation of the privileges
graranteed by the American .constitution.

Of these 1D
were convicted for the first time, and 45
wore than once., There were 20 cases of
drunkenness. The Prisoners’ Aid Associa-
tlon assisted 24 prisondts, as follows !
From the Central Prison 8, from the jail
12, and from the Mercer Reformatory 4.
During the month the agent of the associa-
tion had 91 interviews with prisoners in rthe
Central Prison and the jall, He made 41
visits to the Central Prison and 1 to the
joll, 35 in the interests of prisoners, besldes
107 calls. ¥rom the Mercer Reformatiry
there were 9 discharged, of whom all were
from the city. The Bible women made 23
visits to the Iolice Court, 11 to the jail and
11 to the Reformatory during the month.
They also made 232 calls and had 1095 in-
terviews with female prisoners. The Cen-
tral Prison night school had an average
attendance of 126.06 during the month.

A newly-bullt Goy-
ernment wagon road is followed for most
of the journey, the last three thousand
feet being covered by a first-ciass trail,
cut out and graded by the present company.

The Nevada, which consists of 4814 acres,
occupies the upper portion of the steep
incline overlooking Porcupine Creek from
the south: Down the face of this hill runs
the ledge upon which. the management is
 bestowing Its attention.

THE OPEN DOOR.IN CHINA

Will Be Maintained—Announcement
Made at Washington Cabinet
Session,

Washington, Jan. 2.—The session of the
Cabinet to-day was brief,' but It was the
occasion of the Important announcement by
Secretdty of State Hay .that the negotia-

tions with the great powers of Europe and
Japan to secure a common understanding
for a gontlnued *‘open door” policy through-

France, Russia and Japan. The only coun:
try addressed which had not yet responded
was Italy, and a favorable' answer was ex-
pected from -her. :

The ‘announcement of the success of the
negotiations was extremely gratifying 1o
the I'resident and Cabinet, as it ensures to
the United States a full gshare in the fu-
ture development of commerce with the
great empire of China.

Court 'l‘hink-‘ They Should Stop
Until Frightened Horses
Have Passed.

The Divisional Court yesterday granted a
pew trial to Samuel Méyers of Brantford
in bis suit against the Brantford Street |
Railway Company for "damages for in-
Juries received in a runaway accident, The
team got between a locomotive and a street
car, and the car did not stop. The court
was divided. Chilef Justice Armour and
Mr. Justice Falconbridge thought the trial
Judge erred in entering -4 non-suit. Mr.
Justice Street was opposed, ‘It can hardly
be held,” he said, ““that a motorman should
be compelled to observe and remember, in
addition to his other duties, the behavior
of horses he may pass in a-fortnight, upon-

pain of being held guilty of negligence.”

CHICAG'S SANTARY CANAL

Sewage of the Chicago River Now.
Flows Towards the Gulf
of Mexico.

BIG CANAL COST $35,000,000.

Engineer Cooley’s Great Scheme Has
Been Carried to a Successful
Termination,

Chicago, Jan. 2.—Water was turned into
the $33,000,000 drainage canal at 9 a.m. to
day, and began to flow towards Lockport,
where it will fall into the Desplaines River,
and thence through the Illinols and the
Mississippi Rivers to the Gulf of Mexico.

What is termed by . the canal engineers
the collateral channel has been for some
time completed from the Chicago River in
the southwestern part of the city to within
15 feet of the main channel. The 15-foot
wall of earth, with two sluice gates behind
it, has been all that has kept the Chicago
River and Lake Michigan out of the canal.
At 10 o’clock Monday night a steam dredge
began to cut away this wall of earth and
a few minutes bhefore 9 o’clock to-day tie
water In the collateral channel wus against
the sluice gates, and only a few Incnes of
limber remained to be removed before Chi-
cago was to realize her dream of years, and
see the great catial in actual operation,
When the water began to back up against
the sluice gates, the timbers were knocked
away and ipe first water from the Chicago
River gan Into the canal. The engineers
of the sanitary district have cut a channel
to carry 300,000 -eubic feet of water a
minnte. The water was allowed to flow ln-
to-the canal at the rate of 50,000 cubic feet
a minute to-day, and the amount wiil be
gradually increased. Probably a week will
elapse hefore the canal Is full of witer,
and is carsying away the sewage that
flows into the Chicago River.

favor, and that it acquitted MM. Sabran
and De Ramel.

The eourt then adjourned until to-morrow
without arriving at a decision respecting
MM. Guerin and Deroulede.
