The political situation in Ontario at
the present moment is decidedly en-
couraging from the viewpoint of Con-
pervatives. The announcement made
by Mr. Justice Maclennan of the Court
of Appeal yesterday morning, that
Lennox had been given to the Con-
servative candidate, has raised the
hopes of the opposition sky-high. Doubt
has now given way to a certainty that
Mr. Whitney will be the next Pre-
mier. g

As matters now stand, the govern-
ment has a majority of one. Mr. Ross
has a follawing of 49, the Conserva-
tives 48, and there is one seat—North
Renfrew—vacant.

The Conservatives, however, declare
that they can wipe this majority out.
They figure it that North Grey will fall ;
into line on a serutiny of the ballcts, |
Of this there is not the slightest doubt |
in their minds. This, then,would exactly |
reverse the situation, by giving Con-g
servatives 49 and Liberals 48. West
Huron, too, they argue, will also go
Conservative on a scrutiny. In both
instances, they elaim to have a suffl-
cient number of illegal ballots, which,
at the scrutiny, will be discovered, to
change the present result of the eltc-

tions. As things now stand, the fate
of the government hinges on North
Grey.

Ross’ Slender Hold.

Looking at it from the other side,
the government's position is equally
precarious. Even if there {8 no further
change in the political complexion of
the constituencies, they have only a|
majority of one, not including the va-i
cant seat, which the Conservatives by |
no means concede to the- government. |
The election of a speaker, which must!
necessarily take place immediately on|
the legislature re-assembling, wo'uld!
wipe this majority out, so that tht’—!|
forced of both parties will be of equal
strength on the opening of the House,
Despite this, however, it is not expected
that Premier Ross will resign. It is
generally thought that the position he
will take, when he finds that he is
without a majority, will be to await
the results of tie bye-elections, in the
hope that they will go Liberal.

This phase of the question. tho, is
not viewed with alarm by the Con-
servatives. They admit it is usually
the case for bye-elections to go with |
the government, but only when that
government is strong. The present ad-
ministration, they maintain, are totter-
ing, and the wave of popular opinion isi
overwhelmingly against them, s=o that|
it is, therefore, only fair to assume
tht the bye-elections will go Conserva-
tive.

Popnlar Vote Against Him.

Another thing that the Conservatives
peint to with a great deal of satlsfa.c-i
tion is the fact that public opinion 15?
strongly in favor of them, and opposed |
to the government. To prove this, they:
point out that the total vote polled at
the last election was approximately '
427,556. Of this number, government|
candidates secured 211,005 and Con- |
servative candidates 216,551, thus giv-|
ing a popular majority of 554G for Mr.
Whitney. In one seat, Centre Grey, the|
Conservative candidate, I. B. Lucas,|
was elected by acolamation, and, tak-|
ing the majority of nearly 1100, which
he succeeded in pilimg up in the elec-
tion of 1898, the Conservatives have:

The strange case of Jushua Sanford, the
Paris well-digger, is exciting Intense inter-

as those in all parts of the country. Sine:
his declaration that he desired to secure an
education that he might “‘work for God.” the
interest in the affair has materially In-
creased. This feature of the case is but
little less remarkablé than those surround-
ing his entombment.

Here is a man who has followed the voca-
tion of a well-digger since he was 16 years
of age, of no religious tendency, converted
to the 'idea of his responsibility to his
Maker In a moment of dire pci‘ll. Sinee be-
ing rescued #tom the well this geems to
have been the consuming idea of the ybung
fellow. He declares that he ‘could never
have been rescued withont divine Interces-
sion; and, in truth, there are many fea-
tures of the extraordinary case that’lend
color to this contention,

His Escape Remarkabl,

Buried under tons of earth, récelving alr
thru the most precarious manner incident
to the presence of the piping In the well,
even this scant supply was cut off after
the second cave-in. Then he was supplied
with air thru the Infinitely small crevices
between the brick and earth, and this is
considered miraculous because of the known
presence of quicksand between the point
where he was confined and the surface.
Then, at the conclusion of four days of the
most imminent peril, Joshua Sanford es-
capes alive and little worse for his horrify-
ing experience.

There are many who see in his experignes
Biblical parallels where men why after-
wards became apostles and famous follow-
%rs of Christ were brought to & realization
of thelr responsibility by some horrible
suffering or extreme danger.

Made of Good Stuflf.

Those especially interested in the case
insist that it is no argument against the
theory that Joshua Sanford may not hope
to distinguish himself as a minister of the
Gospel, that he has always been a well-
digger or a farnf®, and Is lacking in even
the, rudiments of an education. The fact
that the young man has alwayz discharged
his responsibility toward his mother and
sisters argues well for the quality of which
he I8 madée. Because of domestic troubles
he has for years supported his mother and
five sisters. Aside from the courage he has
exhibited In this terrible case, Joshua San-
ford’s dally sacrifices for his aged mother
and his sisters add lustre to the laurels
conceded to him because of his hravery in
the well. He is but 28 years old, strong
of mind and vigorous of body. Many of
the famous preachers of modern times were
unable to read and write at this age, and
had never thought of a career in the pulpit.
Under the circumstances, friends of the
yYoung man argue, there is every reason té
expect something from him, since he has
declared his determination to get an educa-
tion and study for the ministry. They
point out that three years in a university |
and as many more in a theological institu-
tion ought to graduate Joshua Sanford,
wholly fitted for the career he has selected.

Career Chosen By Mother.

It 18 a coincidence that the mother
of this young man designed ils career
along this line. She is a very devout wo-

man, and bestowed upon her son the name
of that unique BibHcal character who was
selected by God, according to the Old Tes-
tament, to succeed Moses as the leader of
the children of Isracl when death deprived
the chosen people of a leader. She never
wholly disabused her mind of the idea thst
her son Joshua wouid some day become a

|

preacher. Mrs. Sanford now regards her
son’'s burial and escape as wholly a miracle,
and intended to lead him to the ,ath de-

signed for him years ago.

Many friends of Sanford in 'Toronto are
working along the ldea that he should come
here and deliver a lecture under the aus-
plces of his Paris friends. Within the next
48 hours an invitation will be sent to San-
ford and a number of his friends at Puris,
by a number of leading Toront» citizeus,
to the end that they come to Toronto us
soon as he Is well enough.

It is known that at
least one member of the Investigaring Com-
mittee insists that Dr. Dunton’s extraordi-
nary services in this case be acknowledged.
In addition to risking his life by trips into
the well, which were neceéssary, as a per-
son skilled in medicine was required at the
hottom of the shaft, he remained night and
day at the well, where hls services were
almost constantly required. Dr. Dunton’s
retiring nature will not permit him to claim
the credit his friends think {s so abundantly
due him, so they are prepared to force an
investigation along the line that ,ustice
may be done. Letters were sent to-day to
Rev. E. D. Sileox, urging him to.investi-
gate the claim of Dr. Dunton to a medal.

Which Bear Out County Judge Morrison’s Suspicions

John H. Carson, William Goudy, Thomas Buchan and John Kennedy Solemnly Declare on Day of Election There
Was Only One Spoiled Ballot, Where To-Day There Are Five, in No. 9 8t, Vincent.

The finding of Judge Maclennan
in the North Grey election appeal,
giving the seat to the Liberal can=
didate by a majority of two, it is
to be remembered, was given on
an appeal for a recount alone and
no evidence was taken nor was
there any attempt made to show
that the ballots had been tampered
with after they left the hands of
the voters. Mr. Justice Maclennan

took the ballots as he found them,
showing plain crosses in the com-
partment for marks for the Con-

servative ocandidate, and faint
markings in ‘the Liberal candi-
date’s compartment. There was

no evidence of the facts to prove
%hat the ballotls were tamppred
with, and the judge had no oth°r
means of ascertaining if fraud had
been practised.

The Conservative has now one
more chance to claim the seat,
and that is by a protested scru-
tiny. This is a tedious process and
involves taking ewldence and go-
ing over every ballot in order to
ascertain if there has been any
foul play to deprive the rightlful
member of his seat At the scru-
tiny the disputed ballots will be
traced to the electors who marked

them. They will be called to give
evidence, and they will be able to
enlighten the courts if they marked
the  bailotd §n the manrer in
which they ‘were found by the
judge of the recount and by the
appeal judge. If they voted for
Mr. Boyd and did not mutilate the
ballots to spoil their votes, these
facts will come out and the public
will have an oppertunity of judg-
ing of the claim of the Comserva-
tives that the ballots were spoiled
after they left the hands of the
voters.

In this connectfon it is interest-
ing to note what the deputy re-
turning officer at poll No. 9 of St.
Vincent says. He made a sworn
statement before a justice of
the peace, and In that sworn
statement these words are found:

I did not see any ballots in
sald division that ahd two
crosses upon any of them; that
ther was one spoiled ballot not
counted for either of the camdi-
dates, and put in an envelope
and put in the ballot box; and
that 1 wnas not provided with
envelopes for the other hallots,
and they were placed looscly in
said ballot box, which was then
locked and sealed in the presnce

“That .I saw all ballots count-
ed and sdded up, and state that
there were mo ballots with tweo
crosses thereon; that there was
only one spoiled ballot which

He said that
‘he had visited the De Freyne estate
ithree times, and that he was thoroly
‘convinced of the injustice under which
ithe tenants of the estate suffered. The
people in question were the poorest of
|the poor.

Should Reduce Rents.

A Striking Personality.

In his sixty-first year Sir Wiifrid is full
of animation and mmagnetism.

Tall, with a handsome presence and a
strongly dntellectual face, he'is less ilke
a Frenchman or an actor than his hknresses
suggest.  The clean-shaven face, clear and
penetrating eyes, trm lips, powerful shoul-
ders and stralght neck suggest command.
His eyes are blue, aud set wide apun.‘ulls
hair iron-grey and long. The brow, high,
broad, masterfui, gives gravity to a mien
always dignitied; yet the features In re-
pose do not convey a true idea of the man.

One rare characteristie, wiiich Mr. (lad-
stone had in the same way, !s a sweet,
magical smile. In Sir Wilird Laurier it
reveals an amiable character, and some-
how sugests his far from robust health.
It is the face of an orator numstakably;

of the type of Christopher North. Only a
keen ear can detect the French accent.

He is singulariy polished aud urbane,
with an easy bearing.

His Gentleness and Tact.

A Canadian writer who knows him well
says that at heart Sir Wiifrid Laurler s
probably less of a fighter than any other
man in Canadian public life.

“He prefers to win all his victorles by
the arts of peace. A personal attack upou
himself wounds him te the heart, but it
does not move him to recrimination In
kind, far less to vengeance. He has hard-
ly ever been known even in debate to utter
a Dbitter word, altho two years ago his
supporters goaded him to make an on-
slaught upon the Opposition leader, Sir
Charles Tupper. The Premier undorto‘ok
it reluctantly; he sat down In a highly-
strung state, lmmediately left the House,
and did not return for three days. ‘Laur-
ier,” explained one of his cabinct nftg\x;'—
wards, ‘cannot bear to make an enemy.

That is one of the secrets of his popu-
larity.

It helps to explain how he, a Roman
Catholic and a Frenchman, has as large
and devoted a following in Methodist and
Presbyterian Ontario as his great prade-
cessor, Sir John Macdonald.

His Political Creed.

What is the motive of his patriotism?

Mr. Justice Maclennan at Osgoode
Hall, in handing out judgment in favor
lof the Conservative candidate in Len-
;nox, gave him a majority of 3. The

The Disputed Ballots.

The judgment, in part, reads:

His Lordship allowed ballot No. 405
'for Carscallen. It was marked with' a
cross above the upper line. The court
held that a ballot without  the line
would be good, and the voter meant
,to vote for Carscallen.
| No. 4032, marked in the proper place
for Madole, was disallowed. The mark
!was a circle, not a cross, or any ap-
iparent attempt to make a cros:.
| No. 400+ was allowed for Carscallen.
Besides having the good mark cppo-
site Carscallen’s name, it has an Ir-
regular shapeless pengjl mark in Ma-
dole’s division. His Lordship heid that
the voter could not be idéntified by the
mark.

Besides the mark for Carscallen
the initials ““S. A.”” appeared on the bal-
lot. Mr. Justice Osler was confzrred

! The judge next took up the North
Grey case. In this there were four
ballots in dispute.

The ccupty judge at the
recount said that his mode of proceed-
ing upon the recount was, that after
opening the packet he s:2parated the
ballots fer Mr. Boyd from those for
Mr. McKay, and then handed the Boyd
ballots to McKay's agent for examina-
tion, to see if he had any objection to
them, and in a like manner handed to
Mr. Boyd's agent the McKay ballots
for the same purpose. He handed the
four disputed ballots in question  to
McKay's agent, as Boyd’s ballots, with.
out observing the double cross, and Mr,
Watson, after examination, only dis-
covered two of them. It was only
after they were handed to Boyd’'s agent
for further exagmnination that the other
two were discovered.

‘“T'his makes it plain,” sald the judge,
“that at the close of the poll they
'might well bave been counted for Bovd
iwithout anyone
crosses for MeKay. The Boyd orosses
;were on the right-hand side of. his
name, and were distinet and conspicu-
ous. The McKay . crosses upon three
of them are quite obscure and in-
distinet, and vet miich less conspicuous
ithan the Boyd cross.”

No Evidence of It.

Judge Maclennan differs greatly from
the ccunty judge, who first counted the
ballots. He says: “I am unable, with
great respect,to agrez with the learned
judge that there is any evidence that
the McKay crosses were made after
the count at the cles> of the poll. I
think they were simply not -observed
in the hurry of counting, while the
crosses for Boyd, being conspicuous,
caused them to be at once counted for
him. Th2 same thing exactly seems to
have occurred on the recount, when

|

the judge, without observing the two |

crosses, handed all four ballots as
Boyd ballots to McKay's agent for ex-
'amination, when two of them escaped
the notice of the agent also, and were
inot discovered till,after a sccond ex-
iamination by the agent of Mr. Boyd.

THE SKIES IN JULY.

At the beginning of July the sun sets at
7.45, and the last of twilight has not faded
iaway until nearly 10 o'clock. This is not
|late. however, and the cool, pure air of
}evcnlng invites us to go odt and look upen
i the stars. We see them In countless and
|hewilderlng array, with the richest por-
itinn of the who'e sky In the most favor-
! able position for observation. This is that
portion of the Milky Way marked by the
constellation Cygnus. At this. hour it lles
in the northeastern sky, halfway between
{the horizon and the zenith, llke a great
cloud of light psgainst the blue back-
ground of the {llimitable. This is Just at
the northern beginning of the great cleft
of the Miilky Way, and it is here that the
celestial dilamond dmst ‘is poured out with
unparalleled prodigality. Viewed with the
naked eye on a clear night, it Is often
mistaken for a transparent white ecloud
thru which a multitude of stars are gleam-
ing. Viewed with an opera glass, stars in
countless numbers rush into our vislon, and
the person who first receives the sight can
seldom restraln a gasp of wonder and de-
light. But beyond this host which rushes
upon our gaze still lies the field of light,
which the telescope In turn resolves into
hundreds of thousands of stars. Five of
| the brighter stars of this constellation forfa
the figure known as the Northern Cross.
To ghe west of Cygnus is the Urilliant
star Vega, which Is In some respects the
most Intcresting star in the whole heav-
ens. Moved by some unknown force, the
sun and all the solar system Ig traveling
toward the neighborhood of that star at
a rate of not less than five miles a second,
and the latest investigators say somewhat
more. Many thcusands of years at this
rate of speed would be required before any
change in the sky would appear to the un-
trained eye. But while  this is trae, it
must not be forgotten that in the book of
! the future there are as many thousands of
years as there are seconds of time, and
whereyver our system is going we shall one
day arrive. Eight hundc thousand
years or thereabout will be required to
bring us into the neighborhood of Vega.
An - Interval which provides for 200,000
quadrennial presidenti campaigns ~ can
hardly be sald to presént any Jquestion of
urgeney, but’ this day one miilion years
hence Is just as certaln to arrive as ‘his
day three years hence; and it is entirely
i1"e>asmmhle to suppose that when that far
j distant day arrives It wiil find upon carth
jmen and women of much the same sort as
i thelr ancestors of to-day. What may hap-
.pen upen near approach to a blazing sun
|many times mightier than the orb which
(now gives us light is a topie too full of
i possibilitics to be here touched upon. It
{ls. of course, not certaln that our wmotion
{thru space Is not orbital, and that we
|may not, aftér a few hundred thonsand

24th.

On the morning of July 4 the earth will
‘reach its furthest distance from the sun.
and in obedlence to the immutable laws of
{gravity will begin to fall, and will drop
(stmd!l.\' and with constantly increasing
speed toward the sun for a perlod of ex-
{actly half a year. But the earth, still fly-
ling eastwerd, under the Impulse received
{in the days when it wis a part of the
i nebula from which the system was formed,
| will be clear around on the opposite side
tof the sun by the ‘time it has fallen only
[ 8,000,000 miles toward his centre. Then,
carried onward by the tremendcus impetus
gained in its six months’ fall of 3,000,000
miles, the earth will speed past the critical
| point and rise again to the plare of begin-
'ning. As there is no such thing in the uni-
| verse as standing still it is these alterna-
| tions of falling and rising on the impulse
of its gathered momentum that keeps us
{ circling about the sun instead of dropping
i into his fiery embrace cr wandering out
into the freezing depths of space.
{ Venus, Mercury and Mars are morning
i stars. Venus rises about twe hours before
the sun: Mars an hour and a nalf. Venus
{is brilliant and beautiful, but Mars is ul-
jmost lost in the rays of the approaching
sun. Mercury may be seen on the morn-
ing of July 15 and one or two mornings
before and after. Go out fortr minutes
hefore sunrise and look near the horizon a
little above the peint where the sun
scon to appear.

RECORD IN TRACK-MAVING.

Men Shift 125 Miles of the Burling-
ton Road in Nine Hours.

Mediapolis, Ia.,, July 1.—Four hundred
and fifty men, working nine hours In a
driving rain, moved both rails of the Bur-
lington and Western road on 125 miles of
rcad In converting a narrow into a. broad
gauge track. The event was witnessed by
thousands of Jowans. who stood at every
station holding umbrellas to protect them-
selves from thé drenching downpour.

Twenty-elght crews of sixteen men each,
working an average of four miles each,
accomplished the feat without the aban-
donment of any regular Sunday train and
without any serious delay. A The work in-
volved the drawing and driving of 200.00)
spikes. Each rail was moved ten and &
quarter inches to a row of spikes previ-
ouely driven in the ties. All save four
spikes in the inside had been previously
drawn, all those on the outside belng un-
disturbed, and over these the rails were
lifted to their broader gauge.

The work was earried on simnltanemsly
on the line from Mediapolis to Washington
and from Winfleld to Oskaleosa. Tralns
loaded with gangs of men left Mediapolis,
‘Washington and Oskaloosa and the narrow
gauge and dropped the gangs four miles
apart. Follewing the narrow gauge trains,
speclals on the new bhroad gauge picked
up the gangs and conveyed them to the
starting point. All sidings were broadened
at the same time.

One of the interesting features of the
work was the feeding of the men, who
were provided with 5,000 sandwiches, 500
dozen hard-boiled eggs and 180 gallons of
coffee. The men *were all experienced
trackmen of the Burlington and Western
and others borrowed from the Burlington
and Rock Island systems.

A crop of hay in several fields there,
which was ready for storage, was plcked
up by the wind and deposited ui Lelgh-
still, in Surrey, several mlles away.

ancestors whereby the consent or ap-
iproval of all the people and all the
estates was given to the leadership of
the chosen one. It was a family af-
fair, a tribal action. The postponed,
|or, it may be, abandoned, coronation
(was sagaciously planned with this idea
;controlling it. All the family from at
'home and from over sea wire gathered.
I Neighbors were invited as well as visi-
tors from afar, but neither neighbor
nor visitor was concerned in it as was
the English folk. The special ambas-
sador from our United States repre-
sented most of all. In this country the
blood has been enriched and invigor-
ated,” the speech has been expanded,
polished, sharpened, but the dominant
strain hias not been changed. ‘“We-be
all of one blood.” By blood it is the
dominant race. The future  of ‘the
world, so far as one can see now, is to
be determinéd by the English-speaking
people. The politics, the trade, the
literature, the commerce—in a word,
the power of the world—belongs to the
family of which the King of the Eng-
lish folk 1s by courtesy and by history
the primate. The real unity and un-
derlying solidarity of this race is prob.
ably better knit and solidified by the
strong sympathy which flows spontane.
ously to the stricken King than it
would have been/ by the uninterrupted
pageantry of .coronation week. As
Americans in par#icular, and as part
of the English rece, we did and still
do prayv with all our hearts, God save
the King!

LET US THINK IT OVER,

Editor World: It has been suggested
in a Toronto newspaper of a recent
date that ‘‘the people of Toronto should
begin to realize that the time has come
for the exhibition of more business-like
methods in their city government.”

It would certainly seem, judging
from the reported proceedings of the
City Council, that the members (in-
cluding the Mayor) must be under the
impression that the people of Toronto
are not only ignorant but entirely in-
different as to what- takes place at
the City Hall. It seems hardly pos-
sible to imagine that, if it were under-
stood and fully realized that the people
of Toronto, generally speaking, take a
lively and intelligent interest in ecity
affairs, the City Hall proccedings
would not be vastly different. from
what they usually are.

1 venture to say, however, that the
people of Toronto do take an intelli-
gent interest in city affairs, and that
they note the wild and blundering
methods in respect to almost every im-
portant matter with which the City
Council has anything to do. One has
only to mention in ordinary conversa-
tion with ‘‘the man of the street” such
matters as St. Lawrence Market, Cattle
Market, Provincial Exhibition, Water-
works, gas question, Public schoole or
any other matter of importance, to find
that the people of Toronto have very
decided views on all these questions,
and understand quite wdll their treat-
ment at the hands of the City Council.

We all know, for instance, that neaily
half the water pumped dally is going to
waste, and that the City IEngineer has
repeatedly notifled the City Council
that the Waterworks was on the verge
of collapse, and that the whole history
of the Waterworks management has
been of the most shameful charaocter,
from time immemorial, and how, not
so very long ago, the citizens of To-
ronto had to depend upon the watering
carts for their daily supply.

The recent notice of the gas expert
of the City Council, requesting the
Mayor to call a meeting at 2n early
date, ‘‘to consider” the gas question,
after all these years of discussion and
squabbling over the matter, simply
makes the ‘‘people of Toronto” tired.

CANADIANS IGNORED.

Ccmfort and Wishes of Colonel
Pellatt's Oficers and Men Are
Overlooked.

London, July 2.—(Telegram Cable.)—
It is glaringly apparent that the ar-
rangements made by the War Office for
the Canadian Coronation Contingent
entirely disregarded the convenience of
officers and men. In the first place,
the location of the camp at Alexandra
Palace was unwise. When the con-
tingent  arrived from Liverpool, offi-
cers and men were .divided. It re-
quired a united protest from the Cana-
dian officers to secure the cancellation
of the order separating them from their
men.

The Duke of Connaught, in inspect-

ing the Canadians, expressed surprise
that the men should march past in

fatigue dress. He was informed that
the new uniforms were in the tents.
The general had ordered dress fatigue
uniform, the same as worn ' aboard
ship. The men marched past in fours
instead ‘of full front, which placed
them at' a great disadvantage.
According to the original arrange-
ments, there was no place for tne en-
tire contingent in the procession. not
even Col. Pellatt and his staff. The
eommand was given to Col. Turner of
the Canadian Artillery, Quebec. The
infantry were to be utilized to line the
streets and the cavalry of the con-
tingent divided up to escort the dif-
ferent premiers’ carriages. The pre
miers were to be bunched together. Sir
Frederick Borden, Canadian Minister
of Militia, exerted the strongest pres-
sure to bring about a modification of
these plans. Sir Wilfrid Laurier, it is
said, would not have appeared in the
procession’ if the Canadians had been
separated, as assigned by the War Of-
fice. Sir Wilfrid was determined that
the Canadian contingent should be
headed by Col. Pellatt. - If the corona-
tion ceremonies had not been poSst-
poned, serious friction would have en-
sued.

lnro 13,000 married persons who are 20
'¥ears of age or under. The latest report
ishows that in the metropolis there are 10
wives aged 15, 23 wives and widows aged

Allen. Follett, Rogers, Daniels, Butt and 16, 164 wives and widows of 17 years of

age, 971 aged 18, 2712 aged 19 and 6672
wives and widows at 20 years. The hus-
bands are naturally fewer. Yet there are
787 husbands from 16 to 19 years old, and
2022 just 20 years of age.

Mr.- Brice says that the proportion of
these boy and girl marriages is Invariably
greatest where the social state Is least ad-
{vanced. “The majority of such marriages
are. contracted in absolute poverty.

TRIPNTO THE FAMOUS WELL

A Newspaperman and a Welldigger
Go Down to Inspect Joshua
Sanford’s Prison House,

BOXING OVER OLD WELL HAS TILTED.

Entrance Effected by Means of a
Noose on the End of a Bucket
Rope.

Paris, July 2.—(Special.)—As an evi
dence of the feeble condition of San-
ford, the following is the medical re-
cord of the nourishment he received
during his imprisonment:

This is the diet on which Joshua
Sanford existed from Tuesday at soon,
when the well caved in, until Saturday
evening at 5.45 o'clock. Thus, it ap-
pears that, strong man tho he was, his
condition must have been one of ex-

treme weakness when taken from the
hole.

Down Into the Well. Y
A World staff representative went
into the well this afternoon
with a camera, for the pur

pose of taking a flashlight photo-
graph of the chamber in which San-
ford lay so long. He was accompanied
by Thomas W. English of Paris, an

experienced miner, and the man who
invented the plan that resulted in the
final rescue of the prisoner. During
the rain since the rescue was effected,
the new well was said to have caved
in at the bottom. The boxing on the
surface over the old well had tilted far
over to one side since Saturday night,
and a guard was stationed at the well
to warn all sightseers away. The
bucket and tackle had been removed,
and both wells covered over.

Two men were found who, for a con-
sideration, agreed to lower the news-
paper man and the well-digger into the
hole. A rope was found, but the bucket
used for sending the well-diggers down
was held by people on the Skelly farm,
and they refused to permit its use. The
hole was uncovered, and a loop was
formed in one end of the rope, thru
whiich a man’s leg could be slipped.
This was the only means of descent. It
looked so precarious that the news-
paper man hesitated. The well-digger
sald@ he would try it first. It is need-
less to say the self-sacrificing reporter
gave him the chance. It seemed to
him the very thing. Then, if the old
rope didn't break, and there was no
quicksand at the bottom, he could try
it. The clumsy tackle worked hard. It
was wet, and slipped repeatedly. Fin-
ally, the empty loop came up. As the
newspaper man leaned over the dark
hole, one of the well-diggers standing
near grimly remarked: ‘One thing
sure, this gang wouldn’'t work very
hard to get a reporter out if that well
caved in.”” With this delightful joke,
the workers let the rope slide.

Tho there was a little water in the
well and no evidence of quicksand, it
did not have a particularly inviting ap-
pearance. On the north side was the
jagged hole from which came the body
of Sanford. With thel ight, the cham-
ber in which the man was imprisoned
was examined. A man could easily
stand upright in it. Here and there,
bricks hung loosely from the arch, and
bugs were skipping around the walls
in a lively manner. But for the frames
left in the tunnel by the men aiter
they had rescued their man, a person
might easily step from the new well
into the chamber of the old one, where
Sanford was found. The original
brick walls of the old well appeared
intact, save where they had been
pierced by Carnie and his men in pull-
ing out the prisoner. All the earth
separating the two tunnels had. caved
in. With this exception, there was, ap-
parently, no change.

The probabilities are that the cave-
in which tilted the surface of the old
well on Sunddy was due to a collapse
further up the shaft from wheregSan-
ford was imprisoned. Whether from
the nervousness of the operator or the
narrow quarters in which the work was
confined, the attempt to take a flash-
light photograph was not a glittering
success. While the framework of the
new well s still intact, there are a
numbcr of deep rests in the timbers,
and cracks generally around the bot-
tom, indicating the powerful pressure
exerted. The old well-digger observed
that the new well was liable to col-
lapse at any moment. On receipt of
this bit of encouraging information, the
newspaper man grabbed the rope, and
suggested that the well-digger could
have the honor of coming up last; and
he did.

At the bottom of the shaft but a dim
ray of light penetrates. The sides of
the weil are rough and séamed with
cracks, thru which debris constantly
tumbles, a careless reminder to those
below of the treacherous condition of
the great volume above.
