SHEFFIELD SPEECH,

Sheffield, Eng., Oct. 1.—The artlillery
drill hall, In which Premier Balfour
made his tariff reform speech this even-
ing, was packed by an expectant audi-
erce long before 8 o'clock, the hour at
which Mr. Balfour was announced to
begin speaking. An overflow meesting
in Albert Hall was also crowded, while
thousands unable to obtain seats join-
ed those inside the halls in patriotic
songs and cheering.

Mr. Balfour arrived shortly before 8,
and was given an enthusiastic recep-
tion. He rose to speak at S.05 p.m.,
and announced at the outset that he
intended to confine his speech to_tarlf!
reform, which. he said, had come prom-
inently to the front, owing to the grow-
ing uneasiness among men of variad
opinions- Mr. Chamberlain’s speech in
May, he added, would not have produc-
ed the effect it did if it had not fallen
on ground already prepared, and the
threats against Canada for granting
preference to Great Britain brought
home the helplessness of this country
to deal with such a situation. TAR-

A, J. Willis,
County Crown Attorney, was present,
and the prisoner was not representei
by counsel. It is thought that, if he
does not alter his plea when brought
up next Thursday for his preliminary
hearing, he will ask that counsel he
provided, and in this conmection the
name of 1, F. Heyd is mentioned,
His face, tho naturally florid, was quit»
puffed and red, showing that he had
been ¢rinking recently. When h2 was
arrested he was quite sober, tho it
has been learned that he had been
drinking in the Kerby House ani Con-
mercial Hotel bars. He was In the
Kerby House about 8 o’clock. hut left
immediately after getting his drink.
He usually hung around and the bar-
tender noticed his early departure,

Looks Like a Soldier.

Kennedy's records show him to have
served in the regular British army,
and his appearance eertainly substant-
jeted it; he showed it in his bearing
and his prompt way of answering the
questions put to him. Kennedy is an
Irishman, but he looked a typical
Englishman rather than g -native of the
Emerald Isle, English he looked in
eévery line of his florid, rather good-
looking countenance, Kennedy did ot
sppear like one of whom so dastardly
a deed could be expected. His face,
while hardly of a good-natured type,
is certainly not that of a murderer,
It is a ruddy complexioned;his features
are of an ordinary everyday type; big
mouth, nose inclined to turn upwards
#nd dark eyes, He also has a small
dark brownish moustache, which hides
the contour of his mouth- A closer
glance at his face reveals a slightly
sensual cast of features, the mouth be-
ing broad and thick and nostrils slight-
ly distended.

He is not a tall man ,about 5 feet 8
inches being his limit. Stoutly built
he looks shorter, but there is a dis-
tinetly military air about hima. We.
stood in the dock as straight as when
on parade with his arms hanging by
his side. 8o distinctly military was
his whole bearing that one almost ex-
pected him to salute when he was ad-
dressed by the magistrate.

Plends Not Gullty,

“Kennedy,” sald His Worship, when
the soldier had taken bis stand. “You
are before me charged with the mur-
der of Irene Cole. What have you to
say about it?”

The prisoner was perfectly cool. Al-
most in an unconcerned way he re-
pHed:

“Not gullty. I know nothing about

His voice had the soft, Old Country
accent and he spoke with a kind of
smacking motion of the lips.

Kennedy 2 re-
ply gave out the now well known in-
formation that he was by trade a
gardener and coachman, Further he
stated that he had just shortly arriv-
ed out from Ireland. As to his pre-
sent lodging place he could not give
any satisfactory answer,

The prisoner was linked to an officer
when he left the police station for the
jail. Three or four men stood on the
curb as The pasead out. Kennedy
calmly puffed a cigar and his general
demeanor was not that of a man who
had so recently committed a foul crime.

Joined in the Man Hunt,

Chiet Vaughan had ‘the active sup-
port of hundreds of citizens on Wed-
nesday night in his hunt for the mur-
derer, and he asked The World to note
Lis appreciation, When someone sug-
geeted that the swamp be surrounded
there were scores of volunteers.

to escape, FEven when the word came
that a suspect had been arrested vigil=
ance was not relaxed, as there was th2
possibility that the real murderer had
been able to elude the police, And
the regular force did most commend-
able work. Some of the men were on
duty 36 hours, scouring the outlying
districts and following every possible
trail. The Chief said the men had not
yet given up the man-hunt and that,
tho the real criminal had doubtless
Leen secured, other clues were being
followed up.

Prof. McHardy, ophthalmic surgeon
at King's College Hospital, and Profes-
sor of Ophthalmolegy at King's Col-

chiidren’'s eyes. I have studied this
phuse of the question, and am able to
gpeak from experience. The continu-
ous concentration of young eyes ou col-
ored papers and the small objects ured
in the infants’ school-room does, [ wn
convinced, tend to provoke short sight
in a few years,

“This mischievous element can be
dctected not only in London, but in
all large towns where young children
are forced, quiie unconsciously, to strain
their eyes in one direction in a poor
light. A little. reading and a .little
sewing for children do no harm, bhut
when the dose is in the slightest decree
over-done, as I am convinced It is in
many of our sgchools, then injury to
vision takes place,

“Then,” continueg Prof, McHardy, “I
arcribe much of the imperfect vision to-
day to the slovenly posture in which
people read and write, especially when
they have nct done growing. Ilow
often do you see passengers in rail-
way trains crouching or curied up over
a newspaper in a bad light? Not only
are they injuring their vision, but their
gpines as well. T do not say that news-
paper reading in itself is the cause for
increasing bad sight, It Is due, rather,
to the distance the paper is held from
the eyes. the poornezs of the light, and
the stuffiness of the atmosphere,

“A paper ar book should in ordinary
cages bz held abcut 18 inches from
the eyes, and if artificial light is em-
ployed, that should fall. not on the &¥2%,
but on the pamer, and of course over
the left shoulder. T myself never read
in a train, unless it Is for the first few
minutes of the journey to prevent the
peonle talking to me; after that I'm
generally asleep.”

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OTTANA INSURBNCE FeH!
BEFORE ATTORNEY-GENERAL

Mir, Wood Asks te Have Suit Against
Companies Brought Be-
fore Jury-

Alfred Wood, proprietor of The Ot-
tawa Free Press, appeared before At-
‘torney-General Gibson yesterday morn-
:lng and asked for a flat to permit sn
| indictment to be laid against certain
insurance companjes in Canada who
had, it was claimed, committed a
breach of section 520 of the Criminal
Code by combining to fix what s
knbwn to the public as the insurance

tariff. G. M. Kelley of Cassels, Cassels
& Brock appeared with Mr. Wood,
and the Canadian Fire Underwriters’
Association was defended. by Lelghton
McCarthy, K.C., M.P,, and C. 8. Mc~
Innes.

In opening the case Mr. Kelley stat-
ed that Mr. Wood as a property own-
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er of Ottawg, was now compelled to
pay an almost prohibitive rate of $2.25
per annum for insurance, that formerly
had cost 90 cents; that this increase
was the result of an arrangement
made between twenty-eight insurance
companies doing business In Canada
to fix a uniform rate applicable to
Ottawa in contravention of the law
which states .that any corporation
which arranges with any other per-
son to unduly prevent or lessen com-
Ipetition on the price of insurance on
property shall be guilty of an indict-
able offence, and liable on conviction
to a fine not exceeding $10,000.
Judge’'s Opinon,

Mr, Wood had endeavored to bring
the case to a speedy trial, but Mr.
| Justice MacMahon in Ottawa decided
that leave of the Attorney-Ceneral
must be first obtained. For the Un-
derwriters it was denied that any
agreement had been made between the
companies . interested to fix rates; and
it was claimed that the rate complain-
ed of was a fair rate, Mr. Wood's
contention was that the question of
fairness was one to be decided by a
{jury, upon a full presentation of the
evidence, and that it was an injus-~
| tice to him to have this matter de-
cided upon Incomplete and inaccurate
statements in argument before the
Attorney-General,

In the course of the conference At-
torney-Ceneral Gibson said to Mr. Mc~
Carthy: *“I will not take the position
of depriving the people of their right
to have the complaint passed upon by
a jury.” .

Mr, McCarthy insisted that it was
within the province of the Attorney-
General to there and then decide the
very matter at issue, namely, whether
the loeal conditions and fire appliances
justified the imposition of what ap-
pears an unjustifiably high rate, He
rested his defence upon the meaning
of the word “unduly’’ in the code, and
contended that it was impossible for
the complainant to show any combina-
tion unduly preventing competition.

It was urged by Mr. Kelley that
such a view could only be taken upon
an assumption of facts, which the com=
plainant could not then controvert,and
that he would thus be deprived of his
remedy without being heard

MeOavihy’s Argument,

Mr. McCarthy then contended that
the matter should be referred to a
!judge for decision whether the At-
torney-General could issue such a flat,

Mr. McCarthy strongly argued that,
|as Mr. Wood showed there were five
independent companies in Ottawa who
would not ingure risks at less than the
tariff companies’ rates this constitut-
ed the strongest evidence that no in-
terference with competition
and that it was wholly the nature of
the risk which caused the high rate.

This argument was turned, however,
by Mr. Kelley, who instanced the ac-
ticn of the independent companies as
the immediate result of the undue in-
terference of the Fire Underwriters’
| Association. Mr. Wood explained trat
{the five companies outside the com-
bine were young companies, and they
i might be lkened to apprentices who'
;were not eligible for membership in
' the union, but who, by strictly con-
| forming to its rulings, hoped to gain
| admittance, and who, in the mean-

| tions.

“What if the companies should with-
| draw from Ottawa altogether, Mr,
IWood?" asked the Attorney-CGeneral.

{ ““Then, sir, the people of Canada
!woul’d‘ be aroured to their arbitrary
| conduct, as no other means could
| arouse them, and would be foreed in-
i to municipal fire fnsurance. I think
many people would be glad did the
companies make siuch a move,

Mr. Kelley objected to any Alscus-
gion on the merits of the evidence at
this stage, and pressed the issus. “May
we go to the court and produce our
evidence?”’

Mr. McCarthy objected to the ' de-
cision being given just then, and ask-
ed the Attorney-General to (irst have
the judge's decision on the meaning
|of the code. The insurance compin=
| jes did mot desire to be put to the ex-
| pense of defending an action when a
Leonviction might be upset on a ques-
‘tion of law. 'The question of law
{should be decided first,
| Henr Evidence First,

i “We can’'t do that before hearing
| the evidence,” said Mr, Kelley, “that
is making two bites at a cherry.”

Attorney-General Gibson sald he
would take the matter Into considera-
| tion, and after a consultation with
Deputy Attorney-General Cartwright
on the point of law he would give a
decigion, :

“Might T ask when your Aecisim
will be given?” asked Mr. WooA.

“well, it's quite a long time hefore
the Assizes,” remarked the Attorney-
General,

“But the people of Ottawa are In-

tensely interested and eagerly look
forward to obtaining some . redress
{against a combine which is acting in
{a vindictive manner. We want to get
