MANITOBA TO CUT OUT
BLNGUAL TEACHNG

New Bill Provides for Teaching
Only of English in
All Schools.

RESCINDS AGREEMENT

Laurier Settlement Now Revoked
in One Important Par-
" ticular.

WINNIPEG, Feb. 18.—Bilingualism
will be cut out of the school system”
of Manitoba under the terms of a bill
amending -the Public Schools Aect,
which the Hon, R. S. Thornton, min-
ister of education, introduced in the
legislature today. It provides ¢for
the repeal of the clause by which ten
non-English-speaking children in any
school were entitled to instruction in
their own Jangzuage. !

Clause 255 of the Public Schools
Act recited that “when ten of the
pupils in any school speak the French
language, or any language other than
English as their native language, the
teaching of such pupils shall he con-
ducted in French, or such other lan-
guage and English, upon the bilingual
system.” .

This provision was identical with
clause 10 of the memorandum; gen-
erally known as the Laurier-Green-
way settlement of Nov. 16, 1806. It
was signed by Sir Wilfyid  Laurier,
representing ‘the Dominfon Govern-
ment, and Clifford Sifton, repretxcn't-
ing Manit~ba. Other features cf the
memorandum provided for religious
teacning and - tne employment of
Roman Catholic teachers * in the
schools in certain circumstances.
These provisions will be left intact by
the mew Wbill, which deals only with
the bmngua} clause. ‘\

W. J. Lowe Accorded Rousing Re-
ception at Caledon East Last
Night.

Prisoners at Ruhleben on Verge
" of Lunacy and Some Seek
Relief in Suicide.

STORY OF TORONTO MAN

H. M. Field Says They Are Sub-
jected to Worst Forms of
Indignity and Cruelty.

Following is a copy of a letter received
by friends in Toronto from Harry M.
Field, who for more than a year was &
prisoner in Germany. Mr. Field is very
well known in Toronto. He graduated
from Upper Canada College and after
studying music became a profinent
concert artist. He was ocontinuing his
studies in Germany when war was de-
clared, and of course was interned.

His letier follows:

London, Jan. 18, 1916.

“No doubt you have received my let-
ter written a few days ago. Time (s

moving on and it 1s nearly a year since
1 was taken a prisoner in Dresden, and
put into Ruhieben,

“At the peg.nmng of the war in No-
vember, 1914, the English were all put
into Ruhleben, but the colonists (Cana-
dian, Australian, etc.) were omitted
with the hope, we afterwards learned,
that the colonists Wwould seize the op-
portunity to break away from the so-
called " iron grip of England, and that
would be the beginning of the crumbuing
away of the British Empire. As their
hopes, mucn to the.r disgust and chagrin,
were not realized they determined to
punish us by throwihg us into the
Ruhleben race course.

“On Wednesday morning, Feb. 3, last
at 7.30 a.m., just as I was about to arise,
a detective rang the door bell and asked
my servant if Mr, Field lived here, that
he would llke to see him. On my ap-
pearance he said he had orders to take
me to the court house, which is a pr.son
with law courts, etc., attached. -He said
I could take my breakfast quietly and
accompany him. He t0ook a - seat in
the salon while I, well knowing my fate,
was getting ready with a heavy heart
to accompany him. I left the house and
all in it in the hands of a servant and I
never saw my flat again excepting for
two hours which were granted to me
after much red tape to collect some
articles together to take with me; even
then { was watched by two A tectives who
g'0ood by me when I was in the act of
packing.

Bad Treatment Began.

“My servant brought me some things
that I would need to the prison, and
several others came to see me, We left
Dre~den on Monday morning, Feb. 8, for
Ruhleben. We had to march to the sta-
tion guarded bv soldiers with drawn
bayonets at 5 -0’clock in the morning and
from that time on our bad treatment
began.

“The . Ruhleben experience has once
and for all defined mv position and at-
titude toward Germany. When we ar-
rived at Ruhleben we were alloted our
respective barracks. I walked with my
bag in mud and slush almost knee deep
to the barracks or horse stall No, 5 and
trudged up the wooden steps to the loft,
where I was told I should stay. To my
amazement J was told I must sleep on
a straw sack, that is a bag filled with
damp straw and wedged in a divieion
with five other men so that our bod’'es
actually touched. I had fortunately
brought my bed things with me and this
helped me to make the most of a grue-
some situation.

Treated Like Brutes,

“This was bad enough, but the ex-
ner‘ence of those who came first in
November was ten times as bad. Four
fellows I knew from Dresden were given
a box from which a moment before a
hors~ had been taken. They were told
to ¢lean the box out and were given °n
armful of straw to sleep on. There was
no heating. and the poor chaps did not
take their clothes off for two weeks.

“We were put into this place with
fellows of »'! classes—=zentlemen, barbers,
niggers. valets, Jjockeys, sailors and
er'min~ls all on equal term<. and treated
alike without any distinction of c'ass.
‘Bverv bndv iz as good s vou are,’ and
th's is what we were often told.

‘““The German Government allotted uvs
one wash basin. one towel, one bow!. and
if you had no blanket vou were allotted
ane. Fheh mon was given 65 pfennigs
(16 1-11¢) worth of food. which cone's‘ed
of bad coffee in the morning, a tin of
soup at noon. which we wera obliged ta
wring from the kiic¢hen, which was fome
dietance awev, and in all kinds of wes-
ther. The barracks lined up in order to
fetch the food in military fashion. In
the evening we were given a p'ecce of
sausage, another time bad ‘ea and w0 on
A loaf of hread was divided among eiv
men and fell~ws would often come nnd
ack if you had any bread to smare.

No Medical Treatment,

“You can easily see from .hese ocon-
ditions it is impossible .for the prisoners
to keep in proper or good health, and it
is visibly affeciing. them. Those who
receive parcels from England, and the
colonies, fare better. There are two
parcel lists posted up every day, one in
German and the other is English. If
ycur name is in either you line up in
front of a large window where a soidier
stands inside, a constable stands in front
of the window and roars out the names
in turn and the soldier cuts your parcel
uglen, gmlnesdkt t% sa: if there h“win
thing lowed a en passes o
to you. It has tre&eﬂtw hapfened that

L every hing in the parcel has been con-

fiscated and the poor prisoner goes off
with empty hands. The worst and most
scandal>us feature in the camp was the
way the sick were treated. Many times
1 have seen poor sick fellows carried on
the shoulders of their fellow prisoners
to the doctor, who refused to attend to
them unless they came or were brought.
This used to infuriate us. The Germans
did nothing for us: on the contrary they
heaped all the indignities possible on our
heads because we were British. Com-
mon soldiers at the beginning . knocked
the prisoners about and were not als
lowed to speak to us, excepting to order
us, It makes them wild that they can-
net crusih the spirit out of us.”

Seeks Relief in Suicide.

“There are men who are . crippled
there, and all ages up to 70 There were
boys of 16 and 17 illegally interned. I
is fortunate my feet made me militarily
vnfit or I should be still there. ;

‘““Fhey were always doing something
rasty; for ivstance, if one or two prison-
ers do anything just not right, the whole
camp is punished. Two men escaped
some time ago, and we ‘still had to line
up when the fire .bell rang, no matler
what we were doing, in front of the
barracks to be counted in all ‘kinds of
weather in mud and elush.

“Tne mental condition of the camp is
now not of the best, the men are losing
their miemories; some cre on the verge
of lunacy. Two came away with us in
that staie. The day before I arrived 1n
Ruhleb2n one man cut his throat. Sev-
eral have been -sent to asylums and
sanatoriums. The absolute callousness,
indifference and cruelty of the German
authorities makes one absolu.ely shud-
der. It is a fact that they have tarown
ofi the mask and now show themselves
as they are, nuthing but fiends. The
so-called kuiture is a cloak. I cannot
.ell you here ali the dreadful and ter-
rible things they have done. No doubt
yvou have read about Wittenberg, where
they shot the Eaglish down for spori one
evening, when the English asked to be
seporeted from the Russians, who had a
viruient type of typhus.

Talented Fellows.

‘“They were told that tnese were their
allies and they should get to know ‘them
better. 'The result was two hundred
English soldiers and several civil prison-
ers died. The German doctor left the
camp, and there was nobody to attend
to them. They lay there helpless.

“Upon the slightest pretext.or com-
plaipt of a soldier we got in Ruhleben
12, 24; 48 or 72 nours solitary coniine-
mment on bread and water and e hard
bench to lie on.

““All the improvements in the ecamp
have been made out of English mdaey,
the Germans have done nothing for us,
but as a condescension, permit.ed us tc
have sorae improvements ma‘ie.

“I could go on writing and writing.
but shall stop, as it brings things back
that I want to forget. But for my hav-
ing had energy and having lived a regu-
lar life, I do not think I could have stood
the strain. Some men feel it worse .han
others and get awfully depressed; orhers
who play golf, footballi and cricket get
on better.

“There are some talented fellows in-
terned, a1l kinds, violinists, pianists, com-
pogers, conductors, actors, pozts, Cam-
bridge and Oxford men, Harrow, Rugby
and Clifton School boys, paper corre-
spondents, engineers, sea cap ajns, sail-
ors, niggers, pickpockoats, Jews, lots of
rats, and last but not least, the Barl of
Perth, whom we called the Pearl of
Barth.

‘One of the chief pastimes of the
rougher element in th: camp was catch-
ing and killing ths rats.”

Useful reports on sections of the
enemy’s entanglements have been Se-
cured by Sergt. Hasse and Corp. Raw-
linson of our 49th Alberta Battalion,
who on successive nights spent several
hours making examinations,

LECTURE ON QUTDOOR
COLTIATON O ROSES

James R. Bryson Gave Interest-
ing Talk at Annual Meet-
ing of Rose Society.

James M. Bryson, formerly with J.
T. Moore of Moore Park, gave a very
interesting lecture on outdoor cultiva-
tion of roses on-Thursday night at the
annual meeting of the Rose Society of
Ontario, held at the Margaret Eaton
School, North street. g

“Operations upon the ground itself
are of necessity the first steps in out-
door rose culture,” said® Mr. Brysoni
“Inferior soil conditions will very often
make the growing of roses a losing
proposition, altho skill and perserver-
ance and energy can get wonderful
results. The best soil for outdoor
roses is without doubt a strong hold-
ing argillaceous loam, so tenacious as
to almost touch clay in some of its
more inviting forces. To understand
this more fully I might add that a
few soils that are called brick -clay
when wet turn into strong, stiff soils
when dry. But remember that I have
seen prize roses grown in soil so light
that it could be drifted like sand in
dry weather.”

Mr. Bryson described at length the
manner in which roses should be prun-
ed, to what depth they should be plant-
ed, and how they should be fed. He
concluded his lecture by giving a for-
mula for feeding roses, which consist-
ed of eight parts water, four parts
molasses and one part aimumonia and a
shovel full of soot. He explained that
altho he had used the formula very
successfully an  amateur might not
find it so successful.

W. Allan, gardener for Sir Edmund
Osler, gave a short talk on flowers of
all kinds, illustrated by lantern views.

Germany’s Hopes and Fears

An interesting summary of the cur-
rent files of German papers received
in London at the end of eighteen
months of warfare in The British
Weekly last to hand indicates the
sources of comfort open to the sub-
jects of the kaiser, and also the causes
for anxiety on their part, It is wise
to understand the interior gttitude of
our enemies, and Ho doubt much of
our dpathy is due to the fact that we
do not fully appreciate the strong rea~
sons the Germans have for com-
placence over the results of the war
go far. ;

Our chief satisfaction lies in the fu-
ture, and it is necessary that we should
do all that we possibly can to realize
the possibilities of the future in our
own behalf. To sit motionless and al-
low the opportunities to.slip away, to
refuse to enrol ourselves in the armv
to refuse to do our full duty with
what funds we may have at our dis-
posal, means that the war must be
prolonged indefinitely, and that we
must_suffer more and more by its pro-
longation until we awaken to the
necessities of the case. The longer we
wait and the more we shirk the heavier
will be the burden we shall eventually
have to bear.

Sir William Robertson-Nicolls finds

half a dozen points out of which the
Germans extract comfort for them-
selves, The first is the Dardanelles
fafiure. Captain Persius says that this
tragedy stands unparalleled in the
history of war. This will unquestion-
ably be the verdict of history. There
is mo palliating it. . The less we have
to say about it the better.
" Next to this is the encouragement
which the labor men in ‘England are
affording to the German people. Strikes
and short. outputting,  shirking and
slackness generally, are the contribu-
tions of the British people to the Ger-
man cause, and undoubtedly the
Germans are thankful for such help.
In opposing the compulsory service
bill, Rev. Dr. Clifford has done much
to inspire the enemies of British liberty
to continue their battle against what
most of us regard as civilization. Bet-
ter German victory than British vic-
tory won by compulsory service, is the
view taken by the venerable preacher
and his followers.

To this it has been aptly retorted
that the Empire of Germany and the
Empire of Britain are two entirely dif-
ferent things. Anyone who cannot see
this, and see it clearly and keep hold
of it amid all controversy, may as well
be counted among our alien enemies.
To fight for Britain on any terms is
a different thing from fighting for
Germany on any terms. The labor idea
is to cut off a man’s head to cure his
toothache. The Germans are im-
mensely pleased with the idea.

The Germans areé encouraged by the
reports they are given about Russiaj,
but the government with all its cens
sorship will find it difficult to explain
away the fall of Erzerum. Russia is
by no means 8o weak as the Germans
have been comforted in thinking..An-
other source of satisfaction to them
are  the immense territories which
have been occupied by the German
troops. Nearly all Belgium, and the
fat provinces of France, Poland and
Courland, Serbia and Montenegro, are
all under . the eagle, and the kaiser
writes “to my heroic Serbian peo~
ple!”

Soclal life in Germany and Austria
has been more lively this winter than
last, and the people appear to be con-
fident. Nor is there any doubt, says
the editor of The British Weekly, that
the erman Gsoldier and civilian alike
derive consolation from their religion.
The appeals of the kaiser.to the Al-
mighty Father which sound blasphem-
ous to us, are not so regarded by his
subjects. They believe that the God of
battles has been with them in their
campaigns, and their uninvaded coun-
try is a testimony to them of His care
and blessing,

It is difficult to gather the data for
an account of the German reasons for
discouragement on account of the
censorship, There are some things
which the government has been un-
able to conceal. It is impossible to
ignore the fact that no headway has
been made in the effort to divide the
allies. France, Russia and Britain are
closer than ever, and Japan and Italy
have joined with them and cannot be
mowved. The Germans had quite mis-
taken the character and resources of
Britain. The impotency of their navy
cuts them deeply and they rage
against the British fleets, but in vain.
The food problem worries them, the
harvest having been a poor one, prob-
ably owing to lack of nitrates and
shortness of labor. The prevalence of
crims, including atrocious murders. in
Germany has been very marked.

Underneath all this there is the fear
in the hearts of the people that the
war lords have been too ambitious,
have in our colloquialism, hitten off
more than they can chew. They made
war, but they cannot make peace. The
desire for peace is nowhere so deep
and ardent as it is in the dominions

HANDLING CANADA WHEAT

Interesting Address on Marketing
Grain—All Favorable to
Taxes Legislation.

The Insurance Institute of Toronto

held it monthly meeiing last night in
the board of trade dining hall. A

N W, large attendance of hoth fire and life

fnsurance men, representative of every
insurance interest in Canada, sat
down to dinmer,

John Calder, Canadian Fire Under-
writers’ Association, dealt with “The
Fire Hazard of Grain Elevators,” in a
very able manner, He stated that Fort
Willlam and Port Arthur formed the
mouth of a huge funnel thru which
practically -all of Canada's wheat pas-
sed, an amount so vast that were it
loaded on cars, in one train the string
would encircle the earth. Practically
pll the grain passed thru elevators
which might be divided into three
classes, Line, Hospital, for the hand-
ling of unripe, damp, or damaged grain
and Terminal which are at the points
of trans-shipment. He stated that
great reductions had been effected in
the cost of insurance until now the
majority of it was insured for about
fifteen cents on the huncred dollars.

The methods of construction of these
elevators were described as well as
the hoisting and conveying machinery
for handling vast quantities of wheat
with incredible speed.

Handling Wheat.

A. Gordon Ramsay, assistant mana-
ger of agencies of the Canada Life
Assurance Co. read a paper on “The
Development of the Monthly Income
Insurance,” a paper that caused
much favorable comment and the re-
' quest was made that it be printed and
copies forwarded to the life insurance
companies. The startling fact that in
seven years 90 per cent. of the money
paid under policies had been spent or
lost amoused one company to the
fact that life insurance policies
were not accomplishing their aim,
that the gold was being pald to wo-
men and children at the time when
they were least liable to take care of
it. 'The money invested on the ad-
vice and urging of unscrupulous
hrokers, who often try to obtain lists
of death ¢laims from. the insurance
companies, did mot acoomplish the
purpose of the policyholder. To off-
set this condition, the monthly in-
come insurance which had been de-
vised promised to revolutionize the
present system, providing a regular
menthly income from $10 a month up
to the beneficiary for his or her whole
life. Such a contract would keep a
son from actual want or would care
for an old and faithful.servant. 'The
most pleasing feature of this- policy
was that it promised to avoid the
b king up, a very short time after
a husbands death, of the home,

Pleased With Legislation,

During the evening Ruthven Mec-
Donald and Edgar Fowlston sang
several songs in their usual finished
style.

American Léife Assurance Co.; J. B.

Manufacturers’ Life Assurance Co.;

From the general conversation dur-
ing the course of the meeting it was
gathered that the insurance men were
well pleased with the proposed legis-
lation regarding their business. Many
expected an increase in their direct
taxation, whereas the proposed
change will merely mean a different
channel of the investment for part of
their funds. The companies invested
in the last war loan to approximately
the extent the law may require of
them. One well-known insurance ac-
countant thought that on the whole
the proposed law would not affect the
companies to the extent of the balf
of one per cent.

Funeral on Monday in Montreal
"~ —History of Famous Ama-
teur Athlete.

William Ewart Gladstone Murphy died
vesterday afternoon at four-o’clock in St.
Michael’'s Hospital, the result ot an acci-
dent sustained on the Rugby field at
Rosedale last Oct. 9, or a Ifttle over four
months ago. “The end was somewhat
unexpected. His mother left his bedside
last Saturday, expecting to réturn in ten
days, and the oniy near - relative - with
him was his brother Bert of this city.
Glad sank perceptibly last week, but it
was thought that his remarkable consti-
tution would pull him thru the anonth.
The patient was conscious and capablé of
conversation to the last. He had no hal-
lucination, but e staunch belief that he
would ultimately recover. :

The cause of the injury was. a plain
accident, and would not happen again as
it did in a hundred times. It was in the
second half of
game, Tigers at Argos. As usual, Mur-
phy, flying wing, was down un.er the
buni that Manson caught. Glad made a
dive, dammy sidestepped, and the tack-
ler in a twisted position. tell on his shoul-
der to the ground. "Then and there his
back was broken. The fitth cervical
vertebra. was fractured, and the spinal
cord severea,
body below the neck.

Never Moved Again.

Dr. Smirlie Lawson made the usual
tests on the field. He pricked Murphy's
hands and feet. and there was no feeling.
The stricken athlete was carried off the
field to the hospital, and never moved
again. Everything possible was done,
without avail. From'the first it was evi-
dently a hopeless case.

Glad' Murphy was unique among gth-
letes. He was in the top flight in Rugby
hackey and rowing, and could take a han
at anything—baseball, lacrosse, soccer,
cricket, tennis, sculling, swimming and
track and field athlecics.

It is related of him several years ago,
when he was working out at Rosedale,
that the Young Tordntos were short a
man that.day for their game at Bramp.
ton. “Sure, T'll go,” said Glad, and he
put up one of the best games of the day,
and could afterwards always find a place
on any amateur lacrosse team. He was
about to retire last fall. - It was up to
him to do his bit, he told his f-iends, and

at Long Brancn a few days before the
fatal game at Rosedale.

Two years ago a prize was given by a
Hamilton firm for the most useful man
in’ Canadian Rugby. The vote was a tie
between Glad Murphy and Bob Isbister,
and the firm gave two prizes.

For four years Murphy played on the
senior O.H.A. runners-up with Argon-
auts and St. Michasels and was one of
the /strongest. and ablest defence men
in the game. He was with Argonauts
in the final in 1911 and with St. Michaels
in 1918, 1914 and 1915.

Great Oarsman.

As an oarsman Murphy was in the
Argonaut senior eight, winners of prac-
tically ' every regatta they entered. He
was 'in the last Olympic eight with the
Ar'iggna;mts a“ti Stockholm. <

¢ Jate Mr. Murphy was an athleie
of ‘the stalwark build, six feet tall and
185 Ibs. in cohdition. He lived a, clean,
pure life, being a devout Roman Catholid,
and of course was always in condi:ion.
I_-Ie came to Toronto about six years ago
from Kingston and was about 27 years
old. He entered the Dominion Bank,
being employed in the head office al
King and Ycnge. He played hockey
mljgz.t for th% Dominion Bank in the Bank

OF LARGEST INCOMES

Impost on War Profits Deemed
Fair, and Will Be
Accepted.

TO DRAG FOR BIG FISH

Silver and Gold Mining Compan-
ies May Devote Bullion to
Buying Bonds.

MONTREAL, Feb. 18—The general
opinion is that the new war tax on
profits is o fair one and will have to
be accepted by all. But it does not
reach everyone, nor was it intended
to. There are many men in Canada
of large incomes who can afford to
pay a war tax out of their large in-
comes. Someof them pay—where they
own stocks in companies that will
have to contribute on their profits.
But these men have still an income
of from forty to a hundred thousand
dollars a year—others much more—
and they are not called on to contri-
bute. They are not -in business. The
minister of finance may throw out a
dragnet for these big fish before the
debate is over. A list of these for-
tunate individuals in our big cities,
including Montreal, would perhaps
surprise the public. The mine own-
ers say they should have some con-
sideration, inasmuch as they musl
get their investment back in the way
of profits. It is said the govern_mgnt
will ask the silver and gold mining
companies that are producing bullion
to turn over a percemntage of it to
them in exchange for Canadian
bonds.

Capt. Von Raba ‘and Party of
Native Soldiers Swear to Fight
: to Death.

BERLIN, Feb., 18 (Via wireless to
Sayville).—Among the items given out
for publication by the Overseas News
Agency today was the following: ¢

Captain Von Raben, who tenaciously
defends the fortress of Mora in north-
ern Kamerun, Africa, succeeded in
sending a letter to Herr Ebermayer,
governor of the German Kamerun re-
gion, shortly before the fall of Yaunde.
The letter said that after the surren-
der of Garua the captain called to-
gether the native soldiers of his com-
mand, among whom were Mohamme-
dans, and asked whether thew were
ready to fight to the last or to sur-
render. All the natives declared they
preferred to die together with Captain
Von Raben rather than become pris-
oners.

An official statement issued in Lon-
don, Feb. 17, said that Gen. Dobell,
the commander of the entente forces
in Kamerun, rerorted that the con-
quest of Kame'un was complete,
with the exceptio 1 of the isvlated posi-
tion of Mora Hill.
