There appears to be a Greek îrri- 
dentist movement proceeding thruout Asia Minor, for the news of any
Russian success is quickly transmitted to Athens.

The capture of Trebizond, which may be reported in two or three 

weeks, will give the Russians important military advantages. It will 
open for them a base of supply by the Black Sea from Odessa to per­
mit of an advance into Asia Minor. It is the western terminus of the 
main high road to Damascus and Turkey which runs thru Erzerum, 
follows the head waters of the Euphrates and the Tigris, and goes 
down from the north to Bagdad, whence it strikes eastward to Ker- 
manshah and Teheran. Trebizond is also the eastern terminus of the 
main road to Constantinople, which runs southwestward to Konieh 
and down to Tarsus, tfcru the pass in the Taurus range known as the 
Cilician gates, and traversed by St. Paul. For persons who desire to 
become familiar with the ground on which the coming campaign will 
probably be fought, if Turkey is to be eliminated, it is recommended 
that they should read the New Testament and trace out on the map 
the journeyings of St. Paul.

Once in possession of the port of Trebizond, which is an open 
roadstead, the Russians would secure their right flank for a descent 
Info Svria, or they would open up the road for an advance on Con­
stantinople, with the prospects of receiving assistance from the allied 
fleets in the Mediterranean.

Detectives' Discoveries.
Detectives who have been working on 

the foundry plot case said today that 
their general investigation now extends 
Into Canada. An attempt to blow up a 
munitions factory at Windsor, Ont., 
across the river from Detroit, was block­
ed by the discovery of dynamite which 
had been placed against the building. It 
was said. This case has been in the 
hands of a national detective agency and 
it is understood that the dynamite was 
turned over to government officials at 
Windsor. The head of the Detroit of­
fice of the agency admitted the discovery 
of the explosive but declined to give 
details.

No Medical Treatment.
“You can easily see from -heae con­

ditions It is impossible for the prisoners 
to keep in proper or good health, and it 
is visibly effecJng them. Those who 
receive parcels from England, and the 
colonies, fare better. There are two 
parcel lists posted up every day, one in 
German and the other is English. If 
ycur name is in either you line up in 
front of a large window where a soldier 
stands inside, a constable stands in from 
of the window and roars out the names 
in turn and the soldier cuts your parcel 
open, examines It to see if there is any­
thing disallowed and then passes It out 
to you. It has frequently hap^ned that 
every hing in the parcel has been con­
fiscated and the poor prisoner goes off 
with empty nands. The worst and most 
scandal xis feature in the camp was the 
way the sick were treated. Many times 
I have seen poor sick fellows carried on 
the shoulders of their fellow prisoners 
to the doctor, who refused to attend to 
them unless they came or were brought. 
This used to infuriate us. The Gormans 
did nothing for us: on the contrary they 
heaped all the indignities poeedfole on our 
heads because we were British. Com­
mon eoldlera at the beginning knocked 
the prisoners about and were not al­
lowed to speak to us, excepting to order 

It makes them wild that they can­
not crush the spirit out of us.”

would be the beginning of tne erumbung 
away of the British Empire. As their 
hopes, muen to the.r disgust and chagrin, 
were not realized they determined to 
punish us by throwing us into the 
Ruhleben race course.

“On Wednesday morning, Feb. 3, last 
at 7.30 am., Just as I was about to arise, 
a detective rang the door bell and asked 
my servant if Mr. Field lived here, that 
he would like to see him. On my ap­
pearance he said he had orders to take 
me to the court house, which is a pr.son 
with law courts, etc., attached. He said 
I could take my breakfast quietly and 

He look a seat in 
the salon while I, well knowing my fate, 
was getting ready with a heavy heart 
to accompany him. I left the house and 
all in it in the hands of a servant and I 
never saw mv flat again excepting for 
two hours which were granted to me 
after much red tape to collect some 
articles together to take with me; even 
then 1 was watched by two detectives who 
s‘ood by me when I was in the act of 
packing.

“My servant brought me some things 

that I would need to the prison, and 
several others came to see me. We left 
Dresden on Monday morning. Feb. 8, for 
Ruhleben. We had to march to the sta­
tion guarded bv soldiers with drawn 
bayonets at 5 o'clock In the morning and 
from that time on our bad treatment 
began.

“The Ruhleben experience has once 
and for all defined mv position and at­
titude toward Germany. When we ar­
rived at Ruhleben we were alloted our 
respective barracks. I walked with mv 
bag in mud and slush almost knee deeo 
to the barracks or horse stall No. 5 and 
trudged up the wooden steps to the loft, 
where I was told I should stay. To mv 
amazement I was told I must sleep on 
a straw sack, that is a bag filled with 
damp straw and wedged in a division 
with five other men so that our bod es 
actually touched. I had fortunately 
brought mv bed things with me and this 
helped me to make the most of a grue­
some situation. It seemed to me that 
we were thrown into th's infernal place 
like a lot of animals and told to shirt for 
ourselves.

No doubt 
you hi$.vc read about Wittenberg, where 
they shot the English down for sport one 
evening, when the English asked to be 
separated from the Russians, who had a 
virulent type of typhus.

Talented Fellow».
“They were told that tnese were their 

allies and they should get to know them 
better. The result was two hundred 
English soldiers and several civil prison­
ers died. The German doctor left the 
camp, and there was nobody to attend 
to them. They lay there helpless.

“Upon the slightest pretext or 
plaint of a soldier we got in Ruhleoen

ment on bread and water and a hard 
bench to lie on. ,

readers. “Between the Lines,” by Boya 
Cable (McClelland, Goodchild and Stew- 2 
art, Toronto), Is such a -book, and „ 
perusal of It furnishes a series of thrills 
such es were felt in the early weeks of 
the war and have recurred but rarely 
since. One grows hardened reading one 
account after another, but Mr. Cable 
revives the first impressions, and pre­
sents such clear pictures with such 
amusing detail and unfailing humor that 
even the grimmest war of history be­
comes a vehicle for comedy, 
a gripping Interest In the episodes de­
scribed and a snap and vigor in the 
style which makes “Between the Lines" 
stand out as one of the literary achieve­
ments of the war. There is not a para­
graph which is not illuminating, and the 
-fourteen chapters are just 
visits to the front, practically ad of 
them in the very middle and thick of 
fighting. Such a chapter as “Nothing to 
Report" affords a fine view of the ex­
perience of a raw battalion for the first 
time in the trenches, coupled with the 
picture of utter inadequacy presented 
by British trench mortars and the gal­
lantry and coolness of the men who had 
to use them. It is difficult to believe 
that e-uch Inadequate weapons are sup­
plied, -but there has heen abundant evi­
dence from other sources to corroborate 
this narrative. No wonder the British 
public feels nervous about having any 
Germans in the ordnance department.
In the chapter called “The Advance" such 
a picture is given of the work of attack 
on the enemies' trenches as might stand 
for a universal summitry of all similar 
'warfare. Always there Is the unrivalled 
courage and heroism and always the 
inadequate means, the heartbreaking 
lack of ammunition and bombs. No real 
advance can he made till such supplies 
are amassed In overwhelming quantities

“A Convert to Conscription" tells how 
the volunteer theorist became convinced 
by experience and facts that there Is,a 
limit to theory.

James M. Bryson, formerly with J.
T. Moore of Moore Park, gave a very 
interesting lecture on outdoor cultiva­
tion of rosea on Thursday night at the 
annual meeting of the Rose Society of 
Ontario, held at the Margaret Baton 
School, North street.

“Operations upon the ground itself 
are of necessity the first steps in out­
door rose culture,” said Mr. Bryson; 
"Inferior soil conditions will very often 
make the growing of roses a losing 
proposition, altho skill and perserver- 
ance and energy can get wonderful 
results. The best soil for outdoor 

is without doubt a strong hold-

ing argillaceous loam, so tenacious as 
to almost touch clay in some of its 
more inviting forces. To understand 
this more fully I might add that a 
few soils that are called brick cl 
when wet turn into strong, stiff soils 
when dry. But remember that I have 
seen prize roses grown in soil so light 
that it could be drifted like sand in 
dry weather.”

Mr. Bryson described at length the 
manner in which roses should be prun­
ed, to what depth they should be plant­
ed, and how they should be fed. He 
concluded his lecture by giving a for­
mula for feeding roses, which consist­
ed of eight parts water, four parts 
molasses and one part ammonia and a 
shovel full of soot. He explained that 
altho he had used the formula very 
successfully an amateur might not 
find it so successful.

Osier, gave a short talk on flowers of 
all kinds, illustrated by lantern views.

Germany’s Hopes and Fears
An interesting summary of the cur­

rent files of German papers received 
in London at the end of eighteen 
months of warfare in The British 
Weekly last to hand indicates the 
eourcee of comfort open to the sub­
jects of the kaiser, and also the causes 
tor anxiety on their part.

Our chief satisfaction lies in the fu­
ture, and it ie necessary that we should 
do all that we possibly can to reaUze 
the possibUltiee of the future in our 
own behalf. To sit motionless and al­
low the opportunities to-slip away, to 
refuse to enrol ourselves in the armv 
to refuse to do our full duty with 
what funds we may have at our dis­
posal, means that the war must be 
prolonged indefinitely, and that we 
must suffer more and more by its pro­
longation until we awaken to the 
necessities of the case. The longer we 
wait and the more we shirk the heavier 
will be the burden ws shall eventually 
have to bear.

Sir William Robertson Nloolls finds 
half a dozen points out of which the 
Germans extract comfort for them­
selves. The first is the Dardanelles 
failure. Captain Persius says that this 
tragedy stands unparalleled in the 
history of war.

Social life in Germany and Austria 
has been more lively this winter than 
last, and the people appear to be con­
fident. Nor is there any doubt, says 
the editor of The British Weekly, that 
the erman Gsoldler and civilian alike 
derive consolation from their religion.

21.The Insurance Institute of Toronto 
held it monthly meeting last night in 
the board of trade dining hall. A 
large attendance of both fire and life 
insurance men. representative of every 
insurance interest in Canada, sat 
down to dinner.

John Colder, Canadian Fire Under­
writers’ Association, dealt with “The 
Fire Hazard of Grain Elevators," in a 
very able manner. He stated that Fort 
William and Port Arthur formed the 
mouth of a huge funnel thru which 
practically all of Canada's wheat pas­
sed, an amount so vast that were it 
loaded on cars, in one train the string 
would encircle the earth, 
all the grain passed thru elevators 
which might be divided into three 
classes. Line, Hospital, for the hand­
ling of unripe, damp, or damaged grain 
and Terminai which are at the points 
of trans-shipment. He stated that 
great reductions had been effected in 
the coat of Insurance until mow the 
majority of It was insured for about 
fifteen cents oh the hundred dollars.

The methods of construction of these 
elevators were described as well as 
the hoisting and conveying machinery 
for handling vast quantities of wheat 
with incredible speed.

FULL DETAILS GIVEN

Firms Are Expected to Be At­
tracted to Toronto by Get­

ting the Facts.

te "A District Created for Manufactur­
er*,” is the title of a booklet just is­
sued by the Toronto Harbor Commls- 
■tonera, explaining what the Toronto 
harbor Industrial district means to 
prospective Toronto manufacturers. 
Under the caption, “The Industrial 
District,” it shows how the land will 
have been reclaimed or filled up to a 
building grade, by pumping 17,445,000 
cubic yards ef sand from the bed of 
Toronto Bay and Lake Ontario. A 
ship canal 6800 feet long and 400 feet 
wide and 24 feet deep is also part of 
the project. Wheh the work is 
pleted, in 1921, about $25,000,000 will 
have been expended, Including the cost 
of developing the water front and har­
bor. Ttrere will be 646 acres for fac­
tory sites, 235 acres of streets and 
railway reservations, 130 acres of 
waterways.

The patient w^s conscious and capable of 
conversation to the last. He had no hal­
lucination, but a staunch belief that he 
would ultimately recover.

The cause of the injury was a plain 
accident, and would not happen again 
it did in a hundred times. It was in the 
second half of the opening Big Four 
game. Tigers at Argos. As usual, Mur­
phy, flying wing, was down un .er the 
punc that Manson caught. Glad made a 
dive, hammy sidestepped, and the tack­
ier in a twisted position tell on his shoul­
der to the ground. Then and there his 
back was broken. The filth cervical 
vertebra was fractured, and the spinal 
cord severed, causing paralysis of the 
body below the neck.

Never Moved Again.
Dr. Smirlie Lawson made the usual 

tests on the field. He pricked Murphy's 
hands and feet, and there was no feeling. 
The stricken athlete was can led off the 
field to the hospital, and never moved 
again. Everything possible was 
without avail 
dently a hopeless case.

Glad Murphy was unique among ath­
letes. He was in the top flight in Rugbv 
hockey and rowing, and could take a hanc 
at anything—baseball, lacrosse, soccer, 
cricket, tennis, sculling, swimming and 
track and field athletics.

It is related of him several years ago, 
when he was working out at Rosedale, 
that the Young Torontos were short a 
tnan that day for their game at Bramo- 
ton. “Sure, I'll go,” said Glad, and he 
put up one of the best games of the day, 
and could afterwards always find a place 
on any amateur lacrosse team. He was 
about to retire last fall. It was up to 
him to do his bit, he told his f lends, and 
he had Just started his aviation course 
at Long Branch a few days before the 
fatal game at Rosedale.

■ Two years ago a prize was given by a 
Hamilton firm for the most useful man 
In Canadian Ruglby. The vote was a tie 
between Glad Murphy and Bob Isblster, 
and the firm gave two prizes.

For four years Murphy played on the 
senior O.H.A. runners-up with Argon­
auts and St. Michaels and tv as one o'. 
the strongest and ablest defence men 
in the game. He was with Argonauts 
in the final in 1911 and with SL Michaels 
in 1918, 1914 and 1915.

Great Oarsman.
As an oarsman Murphy was in the 

Argonaut senior eight, winners of 
tlcally every regatta they entered. He 
was in the- last Olympic eight with the 
Argonauts at Stockholm.

The late Mr. Murphy was an athlete 
of_ the staliwark build, six feet tall and 
1&> “> condition. He lived a clean,
pure life, being a devout Roman Catholic 
and of course was always in condition.’ 
He came to Toronto about six years ago 
from Kingston and was about 27 years 
old. He entered the Dominion Bank 
being employed in the head office al 
ivi ng and Yc nge. He played hookev 
first for the Dominion Bank in the Bank 
League, and was a branch manager at 
the time of hie death.

He is survived by his mother, living 
n Kingston, and four brothers, one liv- 

-1.n, Winnipeg, one in the Dominion 
Bank in Toronto. His father died 
years ago.

FIRMER FELING AT f

Small Gains Made Thruout the 
List — Confidence is 

Returning.

There was a much firmer tone to
trading at the Standard Stock Ex­
change yesterday than for the last 
few daye. The first flurry cauSed by 
the budget of the minister of finance 
has passed and the feeling which ap­
pears to prevail among the traders Is 
one of resignation. Brokers and mine 
owners generally do not regard It as 
altogether right to place mines and 
mercantile companies in the same 
category and confidence Is felt by not 
a few that some modification will be 
made when the true position of the 
mines 1» represented to the finance 
minister.

In the meantime, trading continued 
with some of the bigger stocka on a 
little lower basis. The drop ln Hol- 
linger, of approximately $4.00 per 
share, illustrates the worst that would 
happen if the tax remains as Holllnger 
is the stock most affected by the war 
tax.

The active liquidation appears to 
be over for the present and the big­
gest sellers now are the Americans 
who apparently are not taking kindly 
to the tax/ The market yesterday was 
fairly active with a good volume of 
business with prices generally about 
the same as the previous day. Much 
of the steadiness was caused by the 
covering of shorts.
