ON FARMERS’ OUTLOOK

President of United Farmers of Alberta Declares Siump in
Wheat Prices Means Agriculturists Must Practice Most

Rigid Economy—In Turn
ing.

Calgary, Nov, 26.—''There is no log-
ical comparison of prices of wheat be-l
tween this and last year.” remarked |
H, W. Wood, president of the United

Farmers of Alberta, when shown a
Winnipeg despatch stating that ac-
cording to The Winnipeg Free Press
the slump in the price of wheat was
not responsible for the slump in busi-
ness generally,

Calls for “Average Price.”

“The $2.15 a bushel mentioned by
The Winnipeg Free Press,” remarked
Mr. Wood, “only represents the initial
payment; the newspaper mention does
not give the average price of last
year's sales up to date.

“Even admitting that the prices this
yvear have averaged higher ‘than the
did last year, the conclusion reache
does not follow. Last year's sales of
wheat began at $2.30, and the sales
were made at that price and upwards.
The gradual advance in price was
maintained until the operation of the
wheat board ceased, at which time

Continuing, Mr. Wood stated that the
market opened at the time the price has
been established by the wheat board on
a ~$3.13 basis, and since that time the
price had declined to $1.88, which was
yesterday’'s close, making a net decline
of $1.27 in all, and was threatened with
a complete collapse.

It is not England. It is the United
States. Anybody who is not natural-

38 WERE KILLED
WITHIN 48 HOURS

Ninety-Five Injured Accord-
ding to Statement From

Dublin Castle.

London, Nov. 26.—A statement is-
sued at Dublin Castle today says that
the week ending November 22, which
was comparatively calm, the number
of serious outrages falling to the low-
est on record during the past six
months, was succeeded by the com-
mencement of a week “of tragic
eventfulness, without parallel in tle
history of Ireland since sthe rebellion
of 1916.”

“In the space of 48 hours,” says the
statement, ‘‘thirty-eight persons met
with violent death and 79 were
wounded or injured. The statistics of
minor outrages were exceptionally
light. One vacated police barracks
was destroyed. Raids on the malils
fell frpm 26 to 16. Forty trials by
court-martial resulted in 29. convic-
tions and 11 acquittals. There were
sentences to imprisonment at hard
labor varying from two years to 84
days imposed 4n twenty-five cases.”

MILK AND BUTTER PRICES

Omaha, Neb., Nov. 26.—Prediction of
what he referred to as a ‘“serious
drop” in milk and butter prices, was
made in an address at the chamber
of commerce today before Omaha busi-

They pointed out
that the ptesent population of this
new area was 50,000, and that half
the judicial business for Timiskaming
was done within the proposed new
area. At present it was necessary,
said Mr. Greer for litigants to go
to Halleybury for judicial purposes.

They-further asked that. the relief
granted by the late Sir James Whit-
ney, but stayed- because of the ex-
igencies of the war, be now granted.
It was noteworthy, they said, that
during the past few years the popu-
iation of the proposed new area had
trebled. and investments had been
dug .in t0 the extent of millions of
dollars. As evidence of the rapid and
increasing growth of\ the territory
were the varied industries, chief
among which was the pulp mill now
capable of turning out a hundred
tons of ground wood, ‘sulphite and
paper, and which would within a
very short time turn out, easily 500
tons a day. '

In its first year the crown was call-
ed upon for assistance, said Mr.
Pecker, and gave 500 poundg and the
ginancial difficulties which the trus-
tees had to face were practically the'
same as today. In 1841 the total|
yevenue amounted to £820, while the|
expenses were £1,520. From 1825-28 |
the hospital was used for asylum pur-|
poses and often the inmates would |
escape from one part of the building
to another,. In 1854 funds wdfe raised
by the sale of debentures and lands
and a hospital was erected on Ger- |
yard street. It managed to carry onf
unti] 1868, when it had to close for
Jack of funds, but was reopened in
1869. The Roman Catholic ('hurch
then proposed to run the institution if
they were given the profits, but the
city gave another grant and it finally
pucceeded in overcoming its liabilities,
and in 1878 the east wing was added
and the west wing in 1889. In 1909
J. W. Flavelle was appointed as chalr-
mian, following the resignation of
"Wm .Blake, and P. C. Larkin was
made a member of the board of trus-
tees shortly afterwards. Today To-
yonto has one of the finest hospitals
of its kind in the world with a capac-
ity; of 1,750 patients and 18,747 people
received treatment last year. Over
$18,000 was spent on extensions and
1,399,600 meals were served. The X-
ray department was one of the finest
on the North American continent and
rarely operations were performed
without it, besides being used exten-
gively in cancer cases.

Get Best Treatment.

Regarding the public service de-
partment, Mr. Decker said 570 beds
were looked after by the staff and
personnel without any ' remuneration
whatever. Any person who went into
the hospital was sure of being ad-
vised and.treated by men who were
the most capable surgeons and doc-
tors that the board of trustees could
gecure and the qualifications of the
! gtaff were of the very highest. The
out-patient department was more or
less a preventive agency, and '~ dis-
eases which would vtherwise become
gerious were giverr every considera-
tion, Over 53,000 cases had been
handled last ‘year. .

“If the employer only. knew what
/the out-patient department contri-
tbuted towards production,” said Mr.
Decker, ‘“the hospital would have no
deficits. Especially did the transient
population benefit by the out-patient
department and much good is being
done in that respect.”

Mr. Decker woutlined the course of
.4he patient from the time he icame
until he was discharged and described
‘the system in use in the hospital,

“The Toronto General Hospital cost
$8,700,000,” Mr, Decker said in con-

The harbor commission will have a
conference next week with the Hon.
J. D. Reid, minister of railways, with
the object of learning what the gov-
ernment’s intentfons are regarding the
building of the railway viaduct on the
Esplanade. At the recent conference
between the city and the railways it
was made clear that as the govern-
ment would shértly come into full pos-
session of the Grand Trunk Ralilway

The city representatives
opposed this scheme and insisted upon
at least the western end of the viaduct
being built at once.

It is estimated that
the whole vidduct scheme will cost
$30,000,000, the bulk of which expense

school in Canada. He has a coadju-|

tor no less able than himself in Prof.
John Squair, who contributes to the
current number of The Onlooker an
erticle entitled ‘“Statism and Indivi-
dualism.” The p ssor does not be-
lieve in “statism’” or paterngl govern-.
ment, but pleads for the liberty of the
citizen and individual initiative. He
is specially severe upon prohibition
and public ownership.

The teaching of the Manchester
school, as we understand it, could
well be crystalized in the phrase
“every fellow for himself and the devil
catch the hindmost.” It aimed at a
complete reversal of the feudal sys-.
tem, which was based upon the theory
that absolute ownership of land could
only be held by the’ crown. The
crown gave lands on ¢ertain tenure
to great nobles, who, in turn, permit-
ted humbler men to work the land
and even to possess it upon leases
that had to be renewed from time to
time. The whole system was pater-
nal. The nobles owed service and

- allegiance to the king on the one

hand and were charged with the duty
of looking after their temants and de-
pendents on the other. These tenants
and dependents owed service and al-
legiance to the lord, with from time
to time some intervention on their
behalf from the crown. With the
passing of the feudal system, and
practically the absolute ownenrship of
Tand ‘by the subject, the Manchester
school argued with some plausibility
that all men were now equal, that
they should be free to contract as
they pleased, that they should trade
as they thought best, rely upon them-
selves. and ask for no grandmotherly
interference on their behalf by the
crown, or, as men were then already
beginning to call it, the state.

Free trade was only a bl-produpt of
the Manchester school, It stood
squarely for the doctrine that each

"man must look oyt for himself; it
| wanted no interference by the gov-
| ernment. It was a bold doctrine, not
without attractiveness, making every-
thing depend upon personal fre ;
and individual initiative, The teach-
ing, however, broke down, when con-
fronted by the transformation of Eng-
Jand from an agricultural country to,
a great Industrial hive. The people
were drained from the country to the
cities and a new fewdal system arose
in which the owner of fthe factory
replaced the feudal lord, TUnlike the
feudal lord, he recognized no obliga-
tion to his men beyond the payment
of wages, and there was no longer the
crown to interfere. Even John Bright
opposed the factory laws intended for
the relef of the poor and . almost
helpless operatives, Hence arose a
persistent, ever-growing demand for
the state to intervene for the protec-
tion of labor against capital, and for
soclal reforms imperatively demand-
ed by the great herding of people in
" industrial centres, '

To meet this demand meant the
abandonment of the Manchester
school to some extent, and other
forces were at work which led to its
overthrow, Private citizens were
astonished to find in nearly every
country, including Canada, that the
great natural resources belonging to
all the people had passed into the
hands of comparatively few men.
They found that these men thru cor-
porations and trusts absolutely con-
trolled the means of communication
and transportation, wifhout which
national existence is impossible, ‘and
-that they were in control of those
services without which the people
cannot live, such as light, heat and
water. This control they were ind
many cases exercising net for the ser-
vice of the community, but for the
Profit of themselves. It was a sys-
tem that was rapidly reproducing in
the new world all the worst evils in-
cident to the overcrowded condition
of Europe. Hence the Manchester
school became more than ever discre-
dited and governments everywhere
began to assume the ownership and
operation of great public utilities,

In Ontario, for example, we have
the Hydro-Electric, which Professor
Squair admits is universally popular,
but concerning whose future he grave-
ly shakes his head. He persists in
the ¢ommon delusion that men will
net work ‘honestly and diligently for
tne public and that therefore the pri-
vate corporation can always  render
better service. Yet he does not ex-
plain why a man who receives an
adequate salary should not be even

more interested in working for the
benef!t of his country than in work-
ing for the henefit of magnates and
stockholders. The professor .does
glimpse the inability of many able
men to place their services at the dis-
posal of the state if the state has
nothing for them to do, is carrying on
no big enterprises. ' Several lines of
activity he does suggest for people
desirous to render public service, and
one of them is so unique we cannot
forbear quotation, thus we are told:
‘We should not overlook the need

of decorating the walls of our
public buildings. How many
Square yards, nay, acres of bare
walls are there in Toronto and
other towns. of Ontario awaiting
sultable decoration by our paint-
ers?, Here there.is room for un-
limited devotion to the public' in-
terest,

This certainly opens up a new vein.
We might begin by having all the
walls whitewashed and thus give vent
for a time at least to patriotic devo-
tion. And the nerwvous energy of our
people could find expression in paint-
ing pictures on the walls, and as in-
dividual initiative and personal free-
dom are the foundation stones of the
Manchester school, every artist would
have a free hand.

Kipling Is Prime Favorite
With Speaker at Electric
Club Luncheon.

L)

The members of the Electric Club
at luncheon vesterday were treated to
a disquisition on poetry by the prin-
cival of Woodstoek College, Dr.
Thomas Wearing. While the Electric

. Club in jts membership is allied closely
with the industry from which it takes
its name, il often gets away from com-
mercialism in the subjects treated at
the wqeklv luncheon, the repertoire
embracing a wide range of subjects
from motors to musie, ;

Some of Dr. Wearing's remarks
about the poetry of the ancientg might
have gone over the top and, out thru
the windows, but he was followed with
manifest appreciation in all he said
about modern poetry, and in hig quota-
tions from their writings. When he
faltered in quoting Kipling’s “Reces-
sional,” a young electrician in the
audience started him going again with
the right lines.

Dr. Wearing’'s subject was “Our
Language.” and he spoke of it as the
implement of the poets. The poet had
a greater audience than the painter,
the sculpior or the musician, and
poetry, therefore, was the queen of fine
arts. It was the pogt who voiced the
jovs and sorrows of a people and re-
vealed the hopes and aspirations of
nations.

England’s _greatness was shown by
its literature and the poetry of Burns
was Scotland's greatest gift to huma‘-
ity. '

Little Praise for Bridges.

Dr. Wearing had very little praise
for Bridges, the present laureate of
England. It was Kipling, he said, who
has struck the poetic note of England
in the present generation, and when
the great war broke out it was Kip-
ling who sounded the call to arms,

The speaker quoted extensively from
Kipling, and the war poets, including
those who died in the\war, Brooks,
McCrae and others. As a sidelight on
the character of John McCrae, he .told
a storv which came from a lady who
knetww the soldier-poet well. A little
girl. wanting to give McCrae a pres-
ent before his departure for the war,
gave him a soiled hair ribbon. After
the death of McCrae this ribbon was
found among his effects,

In closing,- Dr. Wearing sald such
men as Roberts, Lampman, Campbell
and Dr. Drummond had blazed the
trail*of Canadlian poetry, but he pre-
dicted that this country would never
arrive at true greatness until it gave
birth to a great poet.

FINE CHARACTER WORK
IN MUSICAL IRISH PLAY

The outstanding feature of life is
art. This is well illustrated at the
Grand Theatre this week. *‘In an
Irish play of obvious tho enjoyable
matter, and full of the tender, splendid
voice of Walter Scanlan, a bit of real
acting is set like a jewel in the part
of the old servant played by Dan
Kelly., A diamond gleaming in gun
metal could not be more arresting.
Mr, Kelly was trained in the old school
with the old masters, when it was the
first duty of an actor to be an artist,
Then he left the stage for years—now
he is back again., It is worth anyone's
while to go and see him play this part.
