ST. PETERSBURG, Oct. 25—12.10 p.m. 
—Over half of European Russia is in the 
grip of the striking railroad men, and 
the strike continues to spread rapidly in 
all directions. The roads in the Volga 
region are at a (standstill, and today a 
general strike was declared on the two 
remaining lines running out of ,St. Peters­
burg. Before tomorrow the capital is 
expected to be cut off from the outside 
world by way of the continent. This will 
also involve the suspension of postal com­
munication.

The League of Leagues has seized the 
opportunity to oosne to the support of the 
railroad men, and has adopted a resolu­
tion in favor of a general strike of all 
professions.

The telegraph operators are joining in 
the movement, and the suspension of rail­
road traffic it is feared will be followed 
by a complete obliteration of communica­
tion between interior points. The situa­
tion is critical and pregnant with direct 
responsibilities. The factories in the af­
fected districts have been forced to shut 
down for lack of fuel, and Moscow is prac­
tically facing not only a food but a water 
famine.

CHICAGO, HI. Oct. 25—Plunging down 

eleven stories in a ventilating shaft in the 
first National Bank building yesterday, 
Bruno A. Bahr, a 15 year old messenger 
boy, met a tragic death. The fall was 
from the fifteenth floor of the building.

Through mistake the boy opened a door 
leading from a lavatory to the elevator 
shaft. He stepped off in the darkness 
and fall to the bottom of the shaft.

In the course of ihis fall the boys body 
struck a water pipe at the thirteenth 
floor, breaking the connection and allow­
ing the water to flood the shaft. This 
leakage started an .investigation and re­
sulted in the discovery of the body half 
an hour after the accident.

At 
Berlin, both processes seem to have been at 
work this month; at New York the first has 
been in evidence, but apparently not the se­
cond. If the recent loan reduction in the 
weekly reports of our New York banks hon­
estly measured a changing money market si­
tuation, It might be supposed that some 
previous, users of this capital had relinquish­
ed it; but no one believes the bank state­
ment. under present conditions, to be such 
a truthful measure, and, in fact, the course 
of the stock market proves that it is not. 
But if loans are not actually being reduced; 
if an increase is contemplated, in connec­
tion with stock speculation; if bank reserve 
money is meantime still flowing to the in­
terior, and if the foreign exchange market, 
instead of promising further gold remittances 
from Europe, is almost at the gold-export 
point—then the situation is certainly puz­
zling. The one sure fact of the situation is, 
that the investing public Is confident and 
hopeful, and is not, for its own part, in the 
least concerned over tight money on the 
Stock Exchange.

The feeling with which Wall Street has 
listened to the more recent insurance con­
fessions has been similar to that with which, 
three years ago, it heard of the Steel Cor­
poration president’s exploits at Monte Carlo. 
Mr. Schwab had a right,, as Mr. Schwab, to 
play maximums if he chose; so did “Judge” 
Fields have a right, in his private capacity, 
to give free beds and cigars to Albany legis­
lators, and young Mr. McCurdy to sink 3500 
a week In private car excursions, and spend 
$300 for dinners to his fellow-employes at 
Paris. But It so happened that the Steel 
Corporation shares had been placed with 
the small investor, with the assurance that 
a fatherly providence was watching over h1s 
interests; he received a formidable shock on 
learning what the chief guardian angel was 
about. Not only this, but the holder of ten 
or twenty shares had an ugly feeling that 
the man at Monte Carlo was the person to 
hire whom he was contributing his savings 
—that. In a sense, it was his money which 
the croupier was raking in. The insurance 
policy holder is just such another unplea­
sant customer. Even more logically, it must 
be admitted, than the little Steel Trust in­
vestor, the man who pays hs ipremium to the 
five-rundred-mlllion-dollar life corporation 
felt a surge of angry resentment at the 
thought that it was his own money—contri­
buted as a fund to a mutual undertaking— 
which was being scattered in these extra­
vagances.

The Equitable was a joint-stdbk enterprise; 
the not very intelligent young person who 
inherited the stock believed that he had In­
herited all the rest of the company's appur­
tenances; yet even he, with something like 
contrition, confessed his mistake about the 
“Cambon dinner,” and paid the money back. 
Suppose that Mr. Hyde, at the height of the 
Equitable scandal, six months ago, had an­

swered that the policy holders were better 
off without their share of the money which 

was checking off to sherry; that they 
Id merely have thrown it, to their per­

sonal detriment, Into billiards and cigars.

The 
loan-reduction process at Berlin was appar­
ently genuine; at" New York, it seems not 
to have been so. On the face of things, 
however, the New York surplus reserve had 
gone up nearly $6.000.000 by the opening of 
the week, while the Imperial German Bank 
had. since the raising of its discount rate, a 
fortnight ago, added $14,000 000 to its cash 
reserve and squeezed $57,000,000 out of its 
loans. This process, at New York, brought 
the surplus back to the August figure. It 
did not do as much for Berlin, because, in 
the single week before the German rate went 
up, the Imperial Bank had lost $41,000,000 
cash and had inflated loans by $77,000,000. 
But there, as here, the situation has since 
been at least modified; meantime the Bank 
of England, whose 38% per cent, ratio of re­
serve two weeks ago, was much the lowest 
for the period since 1891, has since then add­
ed $3,500,000 to its reserve, reduced its loans 
by $14,000,000, and raised its reserve ratio 
1 o 43% per cent. So a better situation has 
obviously been attained there also—though 
the bank still holds the market in an iron

Mr. McClintock said the 
use of the word “surplus”, had been a 
great detriment to the Equitable because 
it was generally misunderstood. He said 
it implied that the amount of surplus 
was available for immediate division. 
Other companies, he continued, had 
serve and determined what amount 
should be divided among the policy-hold­
ers and what amount should be reserved.

The evidence presented at the insur- 
ahee enquiry in New York yesterday 
«showed that the Mutual paid thousands 
of dollars to get reports favorable to the 
company inserted in newspapers. The 
newspapers which accepted the money, 
if they did it knowingly, were no better 
than the officials of the company. It 
would be interesting to know whether 
they knew they were receiving biased re­
ports, or whether they were deceived by 
a correspondent who furnished the copy 
and pocketed the money. Certainly none 
of the great newspapers could afford to 
falsify the reports.

But this attempt at concealment shows 
up tlhe Officials in a very unfavorable man­
ner. So far as the expenditure of money 
in legitimate advertising is concerned, it 
is an important and proper part of the 
conduct of any business which seeks en­
largement. But when it is sought to make 
the press the medium of misleading state­
ments regarding a case that^ is under in­
vestigation the inference is irresistible 
that there is- something to conceal which 
ought not to be concealed.

This is 
a case in which the Mary started after 
having been detained by the government 
cruiser Gladiator for alleged violation of 
the customs law.' She subsequently clear­
ed for Glace Bay with a large quantity of 

; St. Pierre liquor on board and arrived 
there without it, her cargo having been 
landed along the coast.

The trial of those connected with land­
ing of liquor from the American yacht 
Mischief at Mira (C. B.) will also take 
place at the same time.

Inspector Jones says he is going to fol­
low up the cases of smuggling which have 
developed within the past year. A few 
years ago smuggling was quite common 
on that coast but after Mr. Jones suc­
ceeded in çbtaining 32 convictions for vio­
lations of the customs law in one year 
smuggling at times was almost entirely 
stopped. Strict measures will again be 
enforced until the business is checked.
