BOY’S TERRIBLE
FALL TO DEATH

Bruno Bahr Fell Down Venti-
lating Shaft from Fifteenth
Floor of Chicago Sky Scraper

CHIOAGO, IL. Oct. 25—Plunging down
eleven stories in a ventilating ehaft in the
first National Bank building yesterday,
Bruno A. Bahr, a 15 year -old messenger
boy, met a tragic death, The fall was
from the fifteenth floor of the building.

Through mistake the boy opened a door
leading from a lavatory to the elevator
shaft. He stepped off in the darkness
and fell to the bottem of the shaft.

In the course of this fall the boys body
struck a water pipe at the thirteenth
floor, breaking the connection and allow-
ing ithe water to flood the shaft. This
leakage started an jnvestigation and re-
sulted in the discovery of the body half
an hour after the accident.

Prof. Mitchell’s Views on
Higher Criticism First An-
noyed Methodist Author-
orities--Then He Wrote a
Book in Which It is Alleged
He Made Heretical State-
ment.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 25—The college of
Bighops, the '‘Methodist Episcopal church,
comprising the governing body of that
denomination, met in semi-annual con-
ference here today. Several matters of
interest and importance to Methodists are
to be dealt with during the sessions which
are to be held ‘daily during fhe week.

The disposivion of the case of ° Prof.
Hinkley G. Mitchell, elected by the board
of trustees for thé Boston University to
fill the chair of Hebrew; is, perhaps, the
question of mest popular interest. Six
monbhs ago the ‘bishops refused to com-
firm the selectiom of Professor Mitchell,
on the ground that his interest in the
“Higher' criticism” of the Bible tinfitted
him to’teach the fundamental step of Me-
thodism. The trusi€es of the university,
‘however, refused: to concur in this decis-
ion, and have reappointed the professor.
Five years ago Professor Mitchell was be-
fore the bishops and explained his beliefs
to their eatisfaction. Since that time he
hasé' published a book called “The World
Before Abraham,” in which it is alleged
by many chur¢hmen, he has made
heretical statements concerning the old
testament. It was this work which was
the basis of a ‘diverse action six months
ago, at which time the bishops were, no-
tably, equally divided on the question.
The sessions of the conference are  all
held behind closed doons.

THE GRASP OF THE
RAILWAY STRIKERS

Strike Spreading Rapidly and St. Petersburg is Cut Off
from Rail Connection With the Rest of the Empire---
Telegraph Operators Join the Movement---Russia Faces
Most Serious Situation Since the War.

ST. PETERSBURG, Oct. 25—12.10 p.m.
—Over half of European Russia is in the
grip of the striking raeilroad men, ax_ld
the strike continues to spread rapidly in
all directions. The roads in the Volga
region are at a 'etandstill, and today a
general strike was declared on the two
remaining lines running out of St. Peters-
burg. Before tomorrow the capital is
expected to be cut off from the outside
world by way of the continent. This will
also involve the suspension of postal com-
munication. ‘

The League of Leagues has seized the
opportunity to come to the support of the
railroad men, and has adopted a resolu-
tion in favor of a general strike of all
professions, ;

The telegraph operators are joining in
the movement, and the suspension of rail-
road traffic it is feared will be followed
by a complete obliteration of communica-
tion between interior points, The situa-
tion is critical and pregnant with direct
responsibilities. The factories in the af-
fected districts have been forced to shut
down for lack of fuél, and Moscow is prac-
tically facing not only a food but a water

famine. .

! granting of political freedom and declar-
iing that thus only can armed revolution
be averted. ;

These resolutions were adopted after a
deputation which called upon Count Wit~
te had reported. 'The count received the
deputation as a privaté iadividual. He
spoke to them with his usual calmness
and told them plainly that some of their
demands would be granted while the
granting of others was impossible.

Count Witte informed his visitors that
a'law permitting greater freedom of meet-
ings than allowed by the laws of Italy and
Austria-Hungary and providing for the
freedom of the press hade already been
elaborated. ' Martial law on tre railroads,
he eaid, was an anachronism which had
been a.bolishedk The demand for a con-

stituent aesembly, the count eaid, could
not be realized, nor could universal saff-
rage be admitted, as all the people were
not prepared to exercise the right of
franchise, In this connection the count
spoke of the power wielded by capital in
America, where universal suffrage exist-
ed. He - thought it-possible to meet the
demands for an eight hour day, especially
for outdoor workers, and warmly favored
the general measures advocated with the
view of improving the condition of the
workingman, especially in the way of
schools, hospitals, ete.

Count Witte warned the deputation
that a continuation of the strike could
. only result in bloodshed, either by, com-
! pelling - the interference of the military
or by the famine stricken population of
the cities turning the strikers,

‘“‘Remember,” he said, “the government
‘may fall but with it you will
perish also by playing into the hands of
ithe bourgeoisie you are fighting.”

In conclusion Count Witte advised the
men to return to work, but his advice
was howled down and the resolution ta
strike was adopted. y

WASHINGTON, Oct. 25—The Inter-
state commerce commission yesterday
gave out these figures of railroad accid-
ents for the fiscal year:— :

nain on that expectation. Today's bank
<tatement cheerfully fulfils the predicuon.
i.oans are reported as lower by $3,500,000;
which, with the $1,700,000 gain in cash, in-
creases the surplus by $2,571,000. The loan
contraction figures, though exiremely mod-
est compared with last week's a.deged $29,-
000,000 cut, will be ‘taken with the usual
grain of sal. But this phase of financial
discussion is growing wearisome. All -that
need be said 1s that reports of continuously
reduced outstanding loans are not usually
expected in weeks of advancing stock mar-

The bank statement was the dominant fact
in today’s financial markets.

That the interest of the policy holders is
thirty or fifty or a hundred times greater
than the stockholders.

That men who are adfitted to be extrava-
gant in handling the insurance work of the
company are likely to be careless in the
handling of the trust funds of the company
and that those who ‘“‘graft’’—and we use the
word in It latest sense—in connection with
the management of insurance business pro-
per, will graft in connection with handling
trust funds.

Yrederick did not add much to what he|

has already said, but Mr. Drage brought
out 2 number of points of interest to the
business comynunity.

Mr. Drage, who is a pleasing speaker,
has evidently made a thorough study of
the subject. He expressed the belief that
the establishment of a Department of In-
formation of the Empire would be a great
boon. None of the schemes for the con-
solidation of the Empire, and all of which
had so far failed, had included a suitable
business proposition and -the idea of an
Advisory Council coupled with an Intel-
ligence Degpartment would prove a safe
first step in the direction of any more
comprehensive plan. This proposal would
ot encroach on the autonomy of ‘any; of
‘the component states of the Empire. The
‘Awhole object of the Imperial statesmen ‘of
to-day is to decentralize and such a plan
as proposed would in no sense conflict
with this idea.

As to a general Department of Informa-
tion it would have a wide field of usefui-
ness. There are a large number of ex-
tremely important questions pressing for
solution and in reference to these informa-
tion from all parts of the Empire could,
be oollected and in the settlement the in-
terests of all the different states conserv-
ed. One of these questions was the mat-
ter of closer relations between the West
Indies and Canada. In ¢his the whole
Fmpire is interested involving as it does
a question of strategic position, owing to
the probable completion of the Panama
canal at no very distant date. Such a
ibody as proposed would do away with a
i great deal . of friction in dealing with
 these matters. Even the great fiscal ques-

{ tion will ultimately haye to be settled by

some such body as the one proposed.
Another useful service which a De-
partment of Information could render to
" the Empire would be to familiarize all ite
parte with knowledge regarding the en-
gagements of England gnaranteeing  the
integrity of other countries. All thege de-
taile should be made public in a way that
the public can understand. This would
jead to a continuity of policy and prevent
such disasters as had occurred in the past
and which were caused by a vacillating

policy.

Coming to purely busines questions, Mr.

Drage mentioned the naturalization and |-

insolvency laws as matters which should be
dealt with. It was ridiculous that an Am-
ervican who had taken out naturalization
papers in Canada ceased to be a British
wubject when he went to Great Britain or
any of the other British colonies. In re-
gard to insolvency laws, the situation wae
even worse, for he was told that there
were different laws for Ottawa and Hull.
Then . there should be more 'adeguate
representation of all portions of the Em-
pire on the supreme court of the nation;
an imperial system of statistics, including
a year-book covering the Empire, and a
general unification and levelling of the
cable and freight rates in a manner to be
fair to all. y

SCHOONER SEIZED

Charge for Violation of
Rules---Liquor Smuggling.

Digby, N. 8., Oct. 24—(Special)—Acting
under instructions of Customs  Inspector
Jones, the schooner Canning Packet was

seized Saturday by Custams Officer Forbes
Jones for entering the port of Weymouth
from a United - States port without re-
porting at the customs house, and sailing
again for Belleveau's Cove, where the cap-
tain réported. The vessel was released
on the captain depositing the necessary
amount to cover the finel

Customs Inspector Jcnes has also caused
the arrest of the master and supercargo
of the schooner Mary, which was seized
at Glace Bay for landing liguors without
the payment of duty.

This is
a case in which the Mary started after
having been detained by the government
cruiser Gladiator for alleged violation of
the customs law.\ She subsequently clear-
ed for Glace Bay with a large quantity of |
St. Pierre liquor on board and arrived
there without it, her cargo having been
landed along the coast.

The trial of those connected with land-
ing of liquor from the American yacht
Mischief at Mira (C. B.) will also take
plgce at the same time.

ﬁspector Jones says he is going to fol-
Tow up. the cases of smuggling which have
developed within the past year. A few
years ago smuggling was quite common
on -that coast but after Mr. Jones suc-
ceeded in obtaining 32 convictions for vio-
lations of the customs law in one year
smuggling at times was almost entirely
stopped. Strict measures will again be
enforced until the business is checked.

ROCK LIGHT

Marine Department Receives
Description of New Light at
Mouth of Bay.

of Gannet
Rock Light, which went into cperation
on the 20th October, 1905, will be <f in-
terest to mariners and others.

Gannet Rock Light is situated at the
mouth of the Bay of Fundy, on Gannet
Rock, a very dangerous place to ste_amshlp
and sailing vessels when approaching the
coast from the Atlantic ocean. Although
there has been a light on the rock for
gome years the Dominion government de-
cided "to erect a larger one, \vhich has
just been completed.. The light is of
second order double flashing 700 mjm
local distance, consisting of six panels,
each panel is at a horizontal angle of 60
degrees.
