SPEED DEMONS IN
TESTS AGAIN TODAY

Sixty Starters in Motor Races on
Indianapolis Track, the Only
Brick Track in World

Indianapolis, Ind. May 27—Three days
of motor racing with a field of sixty
starters opened today on the Indianapolis
speedway and the new two and one half
miles track, the only brick track in the
world. All possible safeguarde have been
made against repetition of the fatal® acci-
dents that marred the races at the speed-
way last summer. A 10 feet retaining wall
bas been built along the upper edge of
¢he course near the stands to prevent cars

Jcrashing into the crowds of spectators if
wheels should break —or tires rip. The
track, ground to the smothness of a floor,
offers mo resistance to all the speed the
drivers can force from their motors.

A 100-Mile race presented the greatest
test of endurance on the card for today.
Twelve cars were entered. The other
events were for five and ten miles, includ-

ing speed trials and a free-for-all handi-

cap with twenty-six cars entered.

Speak at Household Science
Demonstration—A Pretty
Physicial - Culture Drill by
Young Ladies

Sackville, N. B., May 27—(Special)—In
spite of the weather, which is dull and
misty, the physical culture drill by the
students of Mount Allison lady's college
was held this morning. The attendance
was exceptionally large and the drill was
particularly pleasing. One hundred and
fifty young ladies, prettily gowned in white
with bright red ties, presented a charming
appearance as they marched, counter-
marched and went through various evolu-
tions. This feature was in charge of Miss
Mitchell, to whose untiring efforts its suc-
cess is largely due. |

A demonstration was given by the pupils
of the Massey Treble School of Household
Science and refresments were served in ap-
artments of the school by a number of the
pupils. Before serving the refreshments,
addresses were delivered in Beethoven
Hall by T. B. Kidner, provincial director
of manual training, and by Dr. Inch, late
chief superintendent of education.

Mr. Kidner spoke of the work of house-
hold science in different parts o fthe prov-
ince. He spoke very highly of the work
done at Mount Allison, and said it com-
pared very favorably with that at the
leading household science schools in upper
Canada and in other lands. Whenever a
Mount Allison household science graduate
was in charge of a household science de-
partment, he was always able to feel sat-
isfied that excellent training would be giv-
en the pupils,

Dr. Inch spoke of the great importance
of household science and its relation to
home making. He emphasized the high
standard maintained by the Mount
Allison  department declaring that the
school could stand comparison with any
other institution.

COTTON MILLS OF
~ NEW ENGLAND GLOSE
DOWN FOR A TIME

Production Being Curtailed—
Thousands of Operatives Tem-
porarily Out of Work

Fall River, Mass., May 27—Nearly all
the cotton mills here will be shut down
from Saturday until June 6 to curtail the
output. About 20,000 operatives and pos-
sibly more will be affected.

Manchester, May 27—The seventeen cot-
ton and worsted mills of the Amoskeag
Corporation will be closed until next Wed-
nesday.

Providence, R. I.. May 27—Within the
next week it is believed that cotton manu-
facturers of Rhode Island will be forced
to curtail their production by closing their
factories two days a week.

He profeses to
teach men to be men, but judging from
his political writings he fails to follow his
own instructions. It is earnestly to be
hoped that his example of manliness will
not be adopted by men who wish to make
their lives something more than a living
lie, or .by those who desire strength
enough to resist the temptation of being
bought by the ‘spoils of office.” Hie ex-
ample can make for a better manhood only
by antithesis, In the Wednesday issue of
the Times there appears an article, in-
serted undoubtedly with his knowledge,
and probably written by him, which shows
to what meanness and falsifying he will
go in order to teach men to be men in
political matters. The article is full of
untrue statements that can only be excus-
ed on the grounds of ignorance. But when
ignorance suits best the objects of a man
who would teach men to be men, or a
newspaper that stands for ‘honesty in pub-
lic life,” it is of course, excusable.”

In this mild and well-congidered para-
graph, written mno doubt after a brief
period of introspection, to be sure that
the . writer had divested himself of all
prejudice and was in a mood to speak as
becomes a public moralist, the reference
is to a story in Wednesday’s Times, as

Reasons For Sympathy

“We, on this side of the water, have
inherited mhuch heated prejudice against
Great Britain, and our school 'histories
keep the flame alive. But recent history
is making. its atonement. When Lincoln
died ,the BritisR people knelt with us at
his bier. When Garfield and MtKinley
were assassinated, no nation showed such
sympathy as the British nation. When we
got into a difficulty with Germany, some
twenty years ago, over the Samoan ques-
tion, and were at time without any navy
to speak of, the inspired organs of Ger-
man opinion' gave utterance to the state-
ment that, unless the United States gave
in, a German squadron would within two
weeks lay the city of New York in ashes;
to which the inspired organ of the British
government replied that before one Ger-
man gun could be trained on an American
city the whole of England’s navy would
have to be at the botton¥ of the sea.

“Do we forget that When Admiral Dew-
ey faced the Spanish fleet in Manila har-
bor, and the German admiral was getting
ready to call a halt on Dewey, old Admir-
al Seymour brought up from Hong Kong
four of his fastest British war vessels .and
stood by Dewey to help him if needed?
Do we forget that in this same Spanish
war, when a coalition of four great Euro-
pean nations was formed to assist Spain,
and England was invited to join this coal-
ition, that she not only refused but threat
ened to ally hepself with the United
States to face such a coalition if formed?
And do we forget, that President McKin-
ley said, ‘England has rendered us a ser-
vice which we shall not soon forget?

Modern history is far more to the point
than ancient history. Do not let us forget
these pregnant facts of our own times.

“These are a few of the reasons why
American public opinion is so sympathet-
ic today with the British people as the
most popular monarch of modern times
lies dead in Buckingham palace. It can-
not therefore be out of place for us, some
of whom are British-born American citi-
zents and some of whom aré still Brit-
ish subjects, to express our sympathy
with the British nation and to the widow-
ed Queen Alexandra. It is not amiss for
us to remember the ties which bind to-
gether the two great nations. Some of
you will remember the hjstoric cartoon
in Punch when Lincoln was assassinated.
It was that of Brittannia laying a wreath
on the bier of the martyred president. To-
day Columbia places a wreath on the bier
of the dead king, and in doing so she say
‘Because the king is near of kin to us.’

Canadian News Notes

Ottawa, May 26—(Special)—During April
there were sixteen labor disputes in ex-
istence in Canada, eix more than in April
of last year. About 122 firms and 3,704
employes were affected.

The loss of time to employes through
trade disputes during the month was ap-
proximately 49,110 working days, com-
pared with 50,570 days in March.

Vancouver, B. C., May 26—Following the
strict rule of inspection of foreign fruit
trees which is said to be the most strin-
gent of any country in the world, here,
the British Columbja authorities today
burned over 30,000 trees imported from
Ontario, France, Belgium, United States,
Germany and Holland. All the trees were
found infected with insects.

Toronto, May 26—“MacKenzie, Mann &
Co. are calling for tenders for the build-
ing of the first sixty miles of their road
in British Columbia. This construction
will be from the coast eastward. 'Ten-
ders are also being asked for a railway
between Virginia and Duluth, in Minne-
sota, a distance’ of about seventy-five
miles.”

This statement, dealing with the linking
up of the Canadian Northern lines in the
west, was made by D. D. Mann, vice-
president, today.

Owen Sound, Ont., May 26—The town
has signed an agreement with Edward

BANQUET TO
DR, PUGSLEY
IN TORONTO

Minister Inspects The Harbor—
Favors Georgian Bay Canal
After Transcontinental is
Completed — Replies to
Attacks on Himself

Toronto, May 26—Hon. William Pugs-
ley inspected Toronto harbor today, and
in the evening was the guest of the On-
tario Club at a banquet.

He referred very briefly to some Con-
servative attacks on himself. saying that
a department with expenditures like that
of public worke was always open to at-
tack. The best reply he could make to
his traducers was to refer them to the
conditions in his own province where, cer-
tainly, the statements against him were
not modified, and where the people had,
on appeal, supported the government of
which bhe had the honor to be a member,
by an overwhelming majority.

Referring to Toronto harbor, he said it
wanted a new system of piers, with bet-
ter railway connection on the docks,
deeper approaches to bring it into com-
tact with great Lake Superior trade, and
the deepcning of the Welland canal.

He advised the Toronto harbor interests
to come and see him about these things.
He said, personally, he was wedded to the
idea of the Georgian Bay canal, and when
the National Transcontinental was finish-
ed, he tnought there would be plenty of
fl_‘((?;ght for all the avenues they could pro-
vide.

M. J. Haney presided at the banquet,
and more than 300 leading citizens, mostly
Liberals, heard the minister's address.

In opening his address Hon. Dr. Pugsley
referred to the fact that he was naturally
singled out for political attack, because he
was head of a large spending department.
He was, moreover, obliged, owing to the
vast extent of territory covered by work
of the department, to trust to the good
judgment and loyalty of those who served
in the department.

“I am never afraid,” he said, “of the
whole truth concerning the management of
my department. It is the half truth that
I fear. The fact 1is that our opponents
bring out certain facts and conceal others,
asking the public to judge on data neces-
sarily erroneous.”

The minister instanced the case of the
Ottawa lighting contracts which the oppo-
sition had dropped, "‘as one drops a hot
potato.” It has been my whole-hearted
endeavor,” said he, “to administer my
department honestly and fairly and to dis-
charge my full duty to the public.”

Dr. Pugsley brietly reviewed the admin-
istration of his department. During the
year which closed on March 31 last the
total expenditure had been $14,784,739.39.

Of this, over a million had gone in cap-
ital expenditure. In harbors and rivers
three millions had been expended, in
dredging four and one half millions, and
in public buildings five millions.

The balance had been spent in telegra-
phic and telephone lines, in roads, bridges
and miscellaneous.

the people of Canada who lived in the
smaller towns and cities were equally en-
titled to consideration with those in the
large cities. ‘“Montreal and Toronto must
depend upon them,” he observed, ‘‘to con-
tribute to their growth and development.”

In concluding the minister said the gov-
ernment was alive to the great possibili-
ties of the dominion, and ready to do its

| part in aiding all great projects for the

public weal.
