The fire which destroyed the frame building about nine o'clock 
last night apparently resulted from the explosion of an oil lamp 
on the stage arranged for the closing entertainment of the school.

Within almost a breath the whole front of the second floor 
was ablaze. Scores of the audience made a concerted rush for the 
single entrance to the stairway despite the counsel of cooler heads. 
Some unable to penetrate the jam to safety leaped from the sec­
ond story window, to die of injuries or to be taken from the scene 
suffering from broken limbs.

Collapse of the narrow wooden stair- 
way caused many of the deaths, people 
being crushed in the debris.

Articles 
made of the new silver alloy exposed to 
the atmosphere for many months had 
retained their luster and showed no 
signs of tarnishing. The new metal is 
technically silver and carries the hall­
mark.

H. A. Richardson, general manager 
of he Bank of Nova Scotia, died this 
morning in Wellesley Hospital, To­
ronto, after three months’ illness. He 
was sixty-one years of age. He en­
tered the Bank of Nova Scotia as a 
lad. He was manager of several east­
ern branches an manager in Toronto 
before being appointed general man­
ager in February, 1910.

Mr. Richardson entered the service 
of the Bank of Nova Scotia at Liver­
pool,~N. S., at the age of eighteen 
years. He had subsequently held office 
of manager at branches in Sussex and 
Newcastle in New Brunswick, Char­
lottetown, P. E. I., and Yarmouth, N. 
S., and latterly in Toronto, where he 
received his appointment as general 
manager in February, 1910. Mr. Rich­
ardson was In Halifax for the bank’s 
annual meeting, January 26 last, and 
entered hospital soon after his return 
to Toronto. Physicians said at that 
time that he was suffering from a .com­
plete breakdown.

“Additional facilities for the port of 
Halifax will be provided at an early 
date to equip It to share In the export 
of grain which will flow over the C. N. 

It is learned 
here that the building of a grain ele­
vator at this port, which the Board of 
Trade and shipping interests have been 
urging upon the Government, support­
ed by the members for Halifax, Messrs. 
McLean and Finn and other Nova 
Scotia representatives, has been decided 
upon and that an appropriation for its 
construction will appear in the supple­
mentary estimates which the Minister 
of Finance will bring down after the 
budget debate is finished.
“The erection of a grain elevator at 
Halifax will add an important unit to 
the equipment of that port as a trans- 
Atlantic terminus, and is expected to 
be also an important factor in devel­
oping traffic on the Atlantic region of 
the C. N. R.”

In such manner Secretary of Labor 
Davis sets forth the significance of the 
Better Homes in America campaign 
to be conducted during the week of 
June 4 to 10. Secretary Davis is a 
member of the National Council for 
Better Homes in America. Other mem­
bers are Vice-president Coolidge, Sec» 
retaries Hoover and Wallace and Mrs. 
T. G. Winter, president of the General 
Federation of Women’s Clubs.

“The campaign is a woman’s cam­
paign,” says Secretary Davis. “They 
are taking stock of themselves to see 
how they fill their side of the bill; 
they are taking inventory of home 
Values to determine on standards. .

“The best American wage earners 
know that the pay check at the end 
of the week belongs to the family. They 
know also that a forty-five dollar a 
week wage does not do as well in 
some families as a thirty-five dollar a 
week wages does in others.

“The demonstration houses prepared 
for Better Homes wéek in June are 
concrete educational means of empha­
sizing the importance of homemaking 
and the increasing necessity of thor­
ough study of its technic. In the homes 
is the nation, in the homes is the basis 
of the best patriotism.

“There is nothing better we can do 
than make a thorough workmanlike 
study of the things that make for a 
better home, with architects, builders, 
interior decorators, students, musicians, 
educators and spiritual advisors joining 
in a definition of home.”

The Better Homes campaign began 
last year in a comparatively small way. 
The result of the first effort is shown 
in the preparations this year of many 
communities to have demonstration 
homes during the campaign week in 
June, according to those interested in 
the movement. Many of these have 
been started by chambers of commerce, 
others by groups of women or women’s 
clubs.

Besides fitting out the demonstra­
tion homes for public view, the 
ment includes arrangement of lectures, 
musical, movie and radio programmes, 
essay and poster contests in schools, 
and other means to draw attention to 
the home.

AMERICAN BOLL 
WEEVIL THREATENS

Bombay, April 17.—(A. P., by mail.) 
—The American boll weevil, intro­
duced Into India by .the importation of 
American cotton, now threatens to be­
come an active menace to growers of 
Indian cotton.

In past years tne importation of 
American cotton has been as high as 
100,000 bales a year, although the nor­
mal amount was less than one-tenth of 
this. Fortunately there are practically 
no Imports of American cotton at pres­
ent, nor are any expected during 'the 
coming few months. The total prohi­
bition of the importation of American 
cotton Is barred by the fact that in cer­
tain years Indian mills need this cotton.

The Illinois Central Cotton Commit­
tee members point out that once intro­
duced the boll weevil will be as deadly 
in India as It has been in America. 
It has been ascertained that fumiga­
tion with hydrocyanic gas will kill the 
weevil, and that a simple and safe 

• fumigation plant can be erected at no 
great cost. On the other hand, corre­
spondence with commercial bodies, in­
cluding the Mill-owners’ Association 
and the Chamber of Commerce, have 
shown that, for the present at any 
rate, it is quite feasible to restrict the 
importation of cotton from the United 
States to a single Indian port, and thus 
simplify the fumigation arrangements
