portion of a street not less than that
portion lying between two intersection
streets, praying that such street or por-
tion of’street be paved, the council shall
refer the matter of the petition to the
commissioner of public works to report
thereon.

4. The commissioner of public works
shall thereupon report to the council:

(a) The total length of street proposed
to be paved;

(b) The nature of the material most
suitable in his judgment to be used for
the paving;

(c) The probable cost; and

(d) Whether in his opinon it is desir-
able to pave such street or portion, and
any such other information or remarks
as he deems proper.

5. The council on consideration of
saelr report shall decide whether to pave
such street or portion of a street or not,
and the material to be used.

6. One-third of the cost of such pav-
ing shall be borne by the owners of pro-
perties fronting on each side of the;
street so paved, in the proportion which
their respective frontages bear to the
total length of the street or portion of
the street paved, and the remaining one-
third of the cost shall be borne by the
city at large; provided, however, that
the entire cost of paving that portion of
any street where: it is crossed by an in-
tersecting street shall be borne by the
city at large.

7. The common council of the said
city may declare by resolution ‘adopted
by a vote of not less than four-fifths of
the members of the said council, that it

newspaper published in the said city, for

8. From the total cost of paving any
street one-third of which may be as-
sessed against abutting property owners
as provided by section 6, shall be de-
ducted such sum as shall be payable by
a street railway or other public service
corporation, and the remainder only of
the cost shall be divided between the
abutting property owners and the city
at large, as provided by section 6 of this

act.
| 9. Upon the completion of the work

of paving any street or portion of a
street authorized unaer the provisions
of this act the cemmissioner of public
works shall cause to be made a plan of
such street or portion of a street show-
ing the frontage thereon of each prop-
erty and the name of the owner of each
property. He shall also cause to be
made a list of the owners of such prop-
erties with the frontages of each prop-
erty and the amount due in respect to
each property.

* Since the war, the United States im-
migration regulations require that every
incoming alien must have a passport
from the government under whose do-
minion the immigrant had lived. The
passport must also be vised Dby the
United States consul in the port of em-
barkation. Miss Karam in some way
neglected or failed to get her passport
vised by the American consul at Havre;
otherwise she would have been passed
at Ellis Island and the Canadian officials
would have taken her to the only sur-
viving members of her family at Ot-
tawa.

At the death of her father in Syria,
several years ago, the girl went to
Egypt to take care of her grandmother.
When the latter also died the girl wanted
to come to America and rejoin her
'home folks. Iler mother has been in
Canada a good while and has married
a well-to-do business man.

GREAT BRITAIN

Fundamentally Sound, Finan-
cially and Commercially,

. Says Message to American
Public.

London, Feb. 23— Great Britain is
fundamentally sound, both financially
and commercially, says the American
Chamber of Commerce of London in a
statement referring to differences in the
financial position of Great Britain and
The
chamber expresses the belief that the
recent unprecedented drop in sterling ex-
change in the United States makes it par-
ticularly desirable that the best opin-

f the Atlantic con-
e under-

ions on each side o
cerning this question should b
stood on the other side.

After a thorough discussion with the
leaders of British finance, illuminated
largely by the addresses of the chairmen
of five leading British banks to their
stockholders in annual meetings, the
chamber of commerce has prepared a
message to the American business publi

The message reads as follows;—

“The collapse of the pound sterling in
New York is no index to Great Britain’s
financial strength or weakness. London
is today, as before the war, the morné-
tary centre of Europe. With:the inade-
quate assistance from Ameriean credit
in Europe, Great Britain has been forced
to supply the credit needs of .the con-
tinent as well as those of her own
traders.

“In spite of these facts, British finance
is in a fundamentally sound condition
Business men and workers are recovering
from the demoralizing effects of the war
Their customary energy is reviving and
British factories are increasing their out-
put. According to estimates made public
by one bank chairman the present year’s
export will produce a profit of from §1,-
000,000,000 , to $1,500,000.000. The ex-
pression “We are rounding the corner”
is now heard on all sides. Neither Brit-
ish bankers nod the Britigh government
expect, or ask, further government or
long term loaps from the United States.”

Several warehouse men from Toronto
district have been in the steel mill belt
of United States during the last few
days.

There
is a very keen demand, though, for cast
iron scrap, and lots of this will always
bring plenty of buyers, regardless of
other market conditions.

Question of a Different Loca-

tion — Financial Report

Shows Expenditures in Ex-
cess of Receipts, Chiefly
Because of Building Work
Done—Memorial in View.

Matters oif much public interest are!
included in the reports submitted to-
day at the annual meeting of the St.
John Horticultural Association in the
rooms of the board of trade. Refer-
ence is made to the much discussed
question of athletic grounds and the
possibilities offered at the entrance to
Rockwood Park while the recommenda-
tion is made that higher grounds with-
in the park at the southern entrance
from Mount Pleasant are worthy of,
consideration in this connection. i

Managing Committee-

The annual report of the managing
committee is as follows:

Acting under authority given at the
last annual meeting and to fill a want
much felt ever since the loss by fire
some years ago of the pavilion on Lily
Lake, which was erected by the Frank
White Company, your committee enter-
ed into an agreement with Josepn 'lebo,
who, with his capable wife, has - credit-
ably carried on the tea house in the
park, to construct a pavilion on a new
and more convenient site on the south-
ern edge of Lily Lake, the association
to furnish the material, Joseph 'L'ebo to
furnish the labor.

As usual the cost exceeded the esti-
mate, the total cost of the materia
alone amounting to $2,635.72 net, eac.
of the firms supplying material kindi,
donating 5 per cent or 10 per cent ot
the total. T'ne cost of the labor exceed-
ed this amount. ‘The association therc-
fore has a building well Suited for its
object at the expenditure of consider-
ably less than one-half of its actual cost.
The building is well designed for check-
ing of skates, with well warmed separ-
ate apartmepts for both sexes in winter
and will be used in connection with hir—|
ing of boats, bathing, etc., in summer.{
A well kept restaurant is on the prem-|
ises and in summer the large broad
verandas or galleries looking out on the
lake will no doubt be well patronized.

Though the winter because of fre-
quent SDOW storms has necessitated |
much lavor in providing outdoor skat- |
ing the ice has been cleared or fresh ice|
\nade and skating on the lake has been |
Jargely indulged in. Joseph Tebo will;
pay this year $500 for the rental of the!
pavilion in addition to $200 for the tea
house. This large expenditure has ne-
cessitated an increased overdraft in the
bank which, however, it is hoped can
be met out of mext year's receipts.

Merritt was paid by the association
Szo4 for the boats and a quantity of
gear, tools and other usCiui iuaw pialy
the boats being then sold by the asso-
ciation to Joseph Tebo for $150.

Very few additions have been made
to the collection of animals during the
last year, but it is hoped to be avie to
accomplish more in this direction in the
near future as opportunity occurs. The
law under the migratory birds conven-
tion prohibiting the keeping in captivity
of migratory birds, appicaton s becll
made and obtained for their keeping un-
der certain regulations.

Representation having been made to
the commissioners of the city of St
John that it was impossible to carry on
the affairs of the association with the

creased grant of 35,500. Every effort
will be made properly to continue the
work of the association without appeal
for any further increase.

Playgrounds.

The association has received from the
common council a request that the as-
sociation deed to the city of St John
for use as playgrounds the area at Rock-
wood Park known as the Allison
grounds. These grounds, comprising
some seventeen,acres, are still entirely
unfit for use as a playground.

To this end, a public dump was estab-
lished there last summer, but because of |
its distance from the thickly settled parts |
of the city very little work was accom-|
plished. Judging by the progress made |
last season it would be a fair estimate
that the work might be completed in a
quarter of a century—and in the mean-
while if the ground is required for rail-
way yard room the purchase money, if
the property were conveyed to the city,
would be lost to the association. And
yet the only way in which the grounds
can be made suitable for sports is by |
public dumping, -except by enormous
expense. i !

The stream which runs from Lily Lake i
traverses: the ground through its entire
length in a serpentine fashion, and in
the course of many years has created
great ravines. At right angles approxi-
mately to this stream are deep artificial «
ditches. Any one visiting this spot at
certain seasons would see more water
than land over the seventeen acres and
would realize that after subdrainage is
provided these ravines or brook beds
and these ditches should be filed in and
then the whole raised at least three or
four feet. The cost of this has been
variously estimated at from $10,000 to
$20,000, a sum of money which it is

‘submitted is entirely too great to expend

on playgrounds at the present time in

The locality is not a convenient one.
The nearest point on the street car line
is at Haymarket square, not a very
central place. From this point the
grounds are nearly a mile distant, and
to reach them five surface railway tracks
have to be crossed. It is too far away
for daily use, and would be of 'service
only for occasional big athletic events.

Besides this, fog and dampness in the
air are felt much more there than on
higher ground. It has been suggested
that a place quite as accessible and on
higher ground which could be made
suitable at a far smaller figure exists
within the park to the south of the en-
trance from Mount Pleasant. At pres-
ent it is covered by some small trees
and undergrowth, which could be easily
ceared. The proposal is well worth
consideration. F

The ice-cutting privilege of Lily Lake
expired in December last, and was re-
newed on the same terms for one year
only. The present owners of the rights
ask for a renewal for a term of years.

It is much to be regretted that in
common with those in other localities
many of the trees in the public gardens
as well as in the park were severely in-
jured in a sleet storm of the early part
of this month. The deciduous varieties
suffered the most, especially in the gar-
dens, the drooping birches-

The government, it
is alleged, will not make it a party |
matter, and unionist opposition and |
cross-bencher alike can express their
real sentiments. Manitoba has asked
for a referendum under this act, and
Alberta and Saskatchewan also want
one. If the proposed amendment should
carry it would practically have the ef-
fect of rendering the whole bill invalid
as legislatures would not ask so quickly
for referendums when it would be so
difficult to pass it.

on a shorter bread ration.

Neither possibility must be consider-
ed for a moment; so the groczrs handling
bread banded together with the bakers
in a local advertising campaign—taking
space in two daily newspapers to edu-
cate the consumer up to eating more
bread.

The unsigned announcements were
two-column, seven-inch ads, with catchy
headings in bold, black type, and con-
tained ,facts to show that even at the
increased price, bread was more econo-
mical than any other food containing
an equal amount of nourishment. The
ads urged people to hit the H. C. of L.
a “wallop” and feel better at the same
time by eating more bread—because it
contains all the elements necessary to
sustain life.

“If you were on a desert island,” says
one of the ads, “and had nothing to eat
but meat, you could undoubtedly exist
for a long time. But after a while you
wowld become sick and die. Why? Be-
cause meat contains only a few of the
elements necessary to keep you alive.
There is only one food containing a
large percentage of these necessary ele-
ments. That is bread. If you were on
a desert island and had nothing but
bread, you could exist for years, be-
cause bread contains everything neces-
sary for life and health.”

Another of the daily advertisements
featured the relative cost of fats, sugars,
starches and minerals for the aveérage
family’s meals for one day; and ad-
vised that half the amount of other
things be-dispensed with and twice as
much bread bought, which would make
a balanced — and more economical
menu..

One advertisement appeal to the men,
asking: “Isn’t your wife’s time worth
two cents?” -

Another compared the cost of meat
and bread: “If you went into a meat
shop you would’ think nothing of paying
sixty or seventy cents for a steak. But
you think a twelve-dt loaf of bread
is high. You couldn’t eat a whole loaf
of bread at a meal, but you wouldn’t
have the slightest trouble in eating
twelve cents’ worth of meat. Compare
the food value of bread with anything
else; you have twice as much for half
the money.”

As a result Chico grocers and bakers
are selling more bread than ever before
in local retail history.

FEDERAL GONTROL
OF THE RAILROADS,

Statement by Chairman of
Interstate Commerce Com-
mission in U. S. A

(Canadian Press.)

Washington, Feb. 23—Railroad ad-
ministration estimates present the net
cost to the government of federal con-|
trol of the railroads at $636,000,000, so‘
Chairman Esch, of the Interstate Com-
merce Commission, declared Saturday.

Total appropriations of approximately
$1,900,000,000 including those already |
made were the “experience of federal
control,” Mr. Esch said, but he added
that of these amounts approximately
$1,250,000,000 were “investments in the
form of improvements made for the]
roads and for which they ultimately will |
pay.” He said that prior to government |
operation only sixty per cent. of the
roads earned dividends and paid inter-
est.

“During federal control, 108 of the
175 calass roads did not earn interest,”
he added. “In 1916 the roads lacked
$60,000,000 of paying interest on their
indebtedness.

“Fifty per cent. of the roads in this
country would go into the hands of re-
ceivers in thre months without the gov-
ernment guarantee,” Mr. Esch declared.
“And I want to warn you that receiver-
ship for railroads means receivership for
industrial enterprises and other busi-
ness.”

He denied that the government, under
the compromise bill, guaranteed a return
of fife and a half per cent. on railroad
investment. He explained that the
guaranteg was on actual value.

“It is up to the railroads to earn by !
efficiency,” he said. #The govern[nent
is losing nothing,” he added. ‘f(‘om—
merce is stimulated. This plan is the
best practical solution for a most diffi-*
cult problem.” ‘

Aberg, a massive Russian, and Zbysz-
ko were always bitter rivals on the mat.
