One Says Announcement Of 
Peace TomorrowDeath at an early hour this morning re­

moved a well-known citizen of St. John 
in the person of John A. Kane, who passed 
away at his home 45 Si monda street. He 
had been in good health until recently, but 
during the last day or eo he was noticed 
to be failing rapidly. Mr. Kane ie eur- 
vived by his wife, one daughter, Mies Alice 
M., and one eon, John A. Kane, of the 
railway m/iil service. There is also a bro­
ther, Jamea M., in St; Louie. The funeral 
will be held on Friday, but the hour has 
not yet been decided upon.

Mr. Kane, who was 75 years of age, had 
a hoet of friends about the city. He came 
to St. John when young from Ireland, 
where he wae bom, and had resided in 
North En<i practically all his life. He was 
engaged for years as a builder and contrac­
tor and erected many of the larger build­
ings about the city. His experience stood 
him in good stead in the handling of many 
a bad fire, for he was one of the most 
active members of the North End fire de­
partment, having aided the old volunteer 
brigade in many a conflagration, and hav­
ing been made a captain of the company 
known as Protector No. 2, because of his 
ability. Later lie was chief of the Portland 
fire department. He brought to St. John 
the first steam engine used here, bringing 
it here from Amoskeag, N. Y., many years 
ago. Mr. Kane fought some of the biggest 
fires in the history of The city, and 
a prominent factor in battling the fierce 
onslaught of the flames in the great fire 
of ’77.

He was also a well known figure in mili- 
tery circles, having spent twenty-five years 
in the New Brunswick Artillery brigade, 
retiring with the rank of captain. He 
the senior grand lodge officer of the Orange 
Order in the province, and was a member 
of Havelock Lodge, No. 27 for many years. 
Some years ago he retired from active work 
in contracting and building, and accepted 
a position with the Grand Trunk Pacific 
as inspector of concrete, -and this office 
he occupied up to the time of his illness.

Constanbaople Message to London

The torpedo 
boat sank immediately.

The torpedo boat was one of the most 
modem destroyers in the German fleet. 
She displaced 636 tons and carried a 
complement of 84 officers and

She was returning during the night' af­
ter manoeuvres in which she had partici­
pated with the German battleship fleet, 
the cruiser squadron and sixty-four other 
torpedo boat destroyers.

The torpedo boat attempted to pass 
through the intervals in the column of 
warships while they were steaming ahead 
at full speed.
“S-178” calculated the distance incorrect­
ly and hie boat was cut in halves by the 
cruiser and sank instantly.

The Yorck signalled of the accident to 
the other vessels of the fleet which slow­
ed down and cruised around the vicinity 
flashing their search-lights in all direc­
tions. Small boats wrere lowered from all 
the vessels and succeeded in picking up 
tÿu of the officers and fifteen of the 
crew.

Similar accidents to torpedo boat de­
stroyers of the German navy occurred on 
July 19, 1912, when the battleship Hessen 
rammed a destroyer during manoeuvres 
at Kiel, killing three men, and again on

man of Constantinople, quotes Grand Viz­
ier Mahmond Shefkt Pasha as saying tl^t 
peace is not imminent, that Turkey will 
not cede Adrianople to the allies, and that 
Turkey is awaiting a decision of the pow­
ers as to its latest proposals.

The commentator of the “Daily Tele­
graph” telegraphs from Vienna that, con­
trary to numerous recent statements, Tur­
key has not committed her interests to the 
care of the powers. This writer records 
at length liis reasons for asserting that an 
upheaval in Turkey is to be expected. The 
chief point is the determination of a large 
section of the army not to rest until the 
young Turks are put down and out. He 
quotes high military officials as informing 
him that the moment Adrianople is ceded 
to the allies, chastisement will be admin­
istered to thp men who murdered Nazim 
Pasha, demoralized the army, and who, 
they say, are responsible for every disaster 
that bas befallen Turkey since the revolu­
tion.

The. dead-lock at Ottawa will serve to 

direct public attention throughout the 

country to the issue between the two 
parties. It is^ not merely a question 
whether $35,000,000 or the major portion 
of it shall be spent in Canada to build up 
Canadian industry and establish a Can­
adian navy, or whether it shall be spent 
in England. There is the graver question 
involved in a policy of contribution, which 
at once raises the question of Canadian 
autonomy. This is a new and dangerous 
proposal which is made by the Borden gov­
ernment, and the more it is studied by the 
Canadian people the less it will be approv­
ed. This is not a case of emergency, and 
the disappearance of the German bogey, 
conjured up for their own purposes by 
the tories on fboth sides of the Atlantic, 
enables the people to give a dispassionate 
and critical examination to the Borden 
proposals. The Liberals contend that there 
ahould be no contribution of $35,000,000, 
involving as it does the abandonment of a 
Canadian navnl policy, without an appeal 
to the people for their verdict on the 
whole question. The government, however,, 
has no desire to face the electors and so 
ie endeavoring to force its measure 
through parliament.

An Ottawa despatch eays:—A judgment 
of far-reaching importance to the pulp and 
paper industry and railways in eastern 
Canada and United States was issued by 
the nailway commission, when the propos­
ed increased rates on pulpwood from 
shipping points in Ontario, Quebec and 
the western states, were declared reason­
able, although their effective, date was 
postponed until August 16, to allow of the 
carrying out of pending contracta.

The decision will be in effect an im­
portant conservation measure ae regards 
Canada’s forest resources, although the 
board, in its order, expressly states that 
it did not take this into account. » Two 
judgments have been issued, the majority 
one written by Chairman Drayton, and 
concurred in by Assistant Chief Commis­
sioner Scott, and Commissioners Mills and 
Goodeve ;and the minority one, finding 
against the railways, by Commissioner 
McLean. As a result of the majority 
report, the rates will be* increased by 1 
1-2 cents per 100 pounds, which will make 
every ton of paper manufactured there­
from in the American mill cost fifty-six 
cents more*.

A St. Stephen, N. B„ man in the St. 
Stephen Bank case, Geoffrey G. Rowbot- 
ham, the chartered accountant, gave evi­
dence that the bad assets totalled $328,- 
699.57, while the capital stqck and other 
assets were only $268,135.85. Much of the 
indebtedness to the bank was secured by 
mining stocks of doubtful value. Notes 
to the extent of $10,000 and an overdraft 

$19,000 were being carried «t 
the time of suspension for the St. Croix 
Jewelry Company of which J. T. Whitlock 
was, presumably, a member.

Emanuel I. Kenen, who did business here 
for some years, was found to have an un­
paid account at this bank of over $50,000, 
which the curator was obliged to write off.

Vroom Bros., furniture dealers, and O. 
N. Vroom were also found to be indebted 

I to the bank for about $27,000, which Nvaa 
but partly secured.

The bank was carrying many more notes 
which were signed and recommended by 
those who were unable to pay but a very 
small amount on them, and in many cases 
not anything was paid on the notes. All 
these accounts and notes had been entered 
in the bank returns as of par value.

Frank Todd was the next witness called 
by Mr. Baxter. He stated that he had 
been president of the bank since 1894, and 
before J. T. Whitlock had’ become a 
director. He had signed monthly state­
ments of the bank.

Since the suspension of the bank he had 
advanced $175,000 with the understanding 
that he Should get returns from any avail­
able assets of the bank. He had as yet 
received but about $25,000 or $30,000. He 
expects to receive more money from the 
securities now held which include mining 

1 stocks. He did not at present have knowl­
edge of what was going on in the bank. 
The A. I. Teed Co., which carried on a 
wholesale grocery business, was indebted 
to the bank for nearly $100,000. The bank 
accepted $46,000 in discharge of the debt.

Mr. Todd stated that he had never a 
question before that but what the A. I. 
Teed Co. would pay their liabilities in full.

In answer to Mr. Baxter, Mr. Todd 
stated that he had sold all his St. Stephen 
Bank stock except enough to qualify as a 
director. Mr. Whitlock had bought Lt 
and other shares and was manager of the 
bank.

The dealings with E. I. Kenen and 
others In regard to loans had never to his 
knowledge come up at a meeting of the 
directors. He did not know of John F. 
Grant’s indebtedness to the bank until 
jost a few days before its failure.

It may give some idea of the extent of 
the calls on the king’s time when it ib 
stated that only a short time ago His 
Majesty, when entering itito an arrange­
ment to stay at the house of one of his 
oldest friends, had to fix a date over three 
years ahead.

It is scarcely necessary to say, by the 
way, that neither the king nor queen, nor 
indeed, any member of the royal family, I 
are ever invited by any of their subjjects 
in the ordinary wf /, either to dinner or ' 
to become their quests at their houses. !

Royalty, even minor royalties, always in- j 
timate to tlieir friends either personally i 
or through a secretary when they desire j 
to become théîr guests.

As soon as an engagement has been ful- 
the entry is stamped across with the 

letters “G. R.” in black.
The future private plans and arrange­

ments of the sovereign are rarely announc­
ed with official sanction to the press more 
than a few days in advance for this rea­
son: The king has so many public engage­
ments to keep that there is always the j 
possibility of his having to cancel a private j 
engagement at the last moment in order 
to keep a move important public engage­
ment. King George, as a matter of fact,

Mr. Harding told 
of finding his place of business open on 
Tuesday morning and the loek on the back 
door broken and a window smashed. The 
broken lock was found on the floor and a 
large bar of iron was found outside the 
broken window. He told of meeting the 
defendant, who id his nephew in the street 
near his store on the night before his dis­
covery of the break.

Detective Killen testified that he was 
notified of the robbery asd went to the de­
fendant’s house, where the defendant told 
him that it was he who had broken into 
his uncle’s store. The witness obtained 
two bottles of liquor at the house and was 
told by the prisoner that he had also ask- 
eq a third bottle, which was drunk by him 
and another man who, he said, had nothing 
to do with the break.
