This was the spirit of the Boers dur­
ing the last stages of the war. But now 
mark the change. Sir Louis Botha ad­
dressed the Eighty Club in London re­
cently, and set forth the present attitude 
of his people. The London Times report 
of his address is as follows

“South Africa with its small population 
already took the attitude that it need 
not stand back for any part of the Em­
pire in building up the British Empire. 
They only ask for time and that they 
should be left alone, and then they would 
show them what wonders they could do 
in that part of the British Empire. As 
long as the British people followed a 
policy of confidence in the various Domin­
ions and of allowing the local governments 
liberty, so long would the Empire con­
tinually grow and increase in importance 
They had a very large country in South 
Africa, but it was a country full of prob­
lems, and they asked that they should be 
helped to solve their problems in the best 
possible manner. In assisting people to 
emigrate to their part of the Empire they 
asked them to send their very best men. 
They had any amount of room for a large 
population in the country. Those men 
who began to establish tire policy of lib­
erty in South Africa might die, but ,the 
fruits of that policy would remain for ever 
and would continually bring South Africa 
closer to the Mother Country. There was 
only one message he had to bring from 
South, Africa, and thgt was the offpr of 
the hand of brotherhood, friendship, and 
of love from their people towards thjs 
country.”

There are timid souls, even in Canada, 
whp fear that the people of oversea 
states may get too much of local autono­
my, and so drift away from the Empire. 
The case of South Africa is commended 
to their earnest consideration.

IN LIGHTER VEIN

GLOVES<-TEMPERANCE WORK
Considerable interest in temperance 

work appears to be developing in this 
city.

In the month of April, at a meeting of 
delegates from various churches and or­
ganizations, held in the Every Day Club 
hall, the St. John Temperance Alliance 
was formed,, and adopted the following 
programme:—

1.—Liquor inspection.
2— Make treating illegal.
3— City-wide pledge-signing campaign.
4— Local option campaign in Prince and 

Wellington wards.
The plan outlined was to get a strong 

executive, on which would be representa­
tives of all the churches, - Protestant and 
Catholic, and of other organizations; to 
have a strong finance committee, raise 
a fund, employ a paid secretary, advertise, 
circulate literature, and conduct the work 
in a systematic way. A committee was 
appointed to nominate the executive. It 
lias not yet, completed its task, but con­
siderable quiet preparatory work has been 
done. His lordship Bishop Richardson 
has strongly endorsed the whole program­
me of the Alliance, and strong sympathy 
lias been expressed in other influential 
quarters.

Since the Alliance was formed the St. 
John county branch of the Temperance 
Federation has entered, upon a new career 
of activity, and last evening held a ban­
quet at which vigorous speeches were 
made. No doubt the Alliance will receive 
strong support from this quarter, since 
an urgent plea was made last night for 
united action in lessening and finally over­
coming the evils of intemperance.

There was an intimation last evening 
that the provincial Federation is planning 
an active propaganda in the counties of 
the province, which would also strengthen 
the local movement.

“Taking the whole list of ‘Provisions,* 
for example, many items in which are 
ignored by the Times because the totals 
were insignificant, and we find that the 
imports from the United States for only 
eleven months totalled $2,905,441 against 
$213,772 exported from Canada to the 
United States for the entire year. The 
balance of trade is overwhelmingly in 
favor of the Republic and placing all these 
articles on the free list will only increase 
the present disadvantage of the Canadian 
farmer.”

In answer to this it may be stated that 
of lard, barrelled pork and other meats 
Canada imported from the United States 
last year to the value of over $3,300,000.

WHAT SOUTH AFRICA TEACHES
No finer tribute to the wisdom of the
