Motions of confidence and non-confidence in the government
swept across the stage so rapidly that even old parliamentary on-
lookers were bewildered and confused. Galleries were packed.

Long rows of evening gowns told

Members wildly cheered their leaders again and again as point
after point was made. It was such an opening day as the Canadian
Parliament has probably never seen before.

}to be a government,” in bringing this
motion up unannounced was “quite on

group since the last election” He
would not ask any adjournment of
anything. He would merely take the
ground that the motion was out of
order. The unprecedented eircum-
stances under which the House met—
and Mr. Meighen said that the empty
benches on the government side was
an eloquent comment on those circum-
stances—did not justify the “so-called
administration” in taking such an un-
precedented action as this.

DUE NOTICE REQUIRED,

The motion was in the form which
required due notice and not only had
no notice been given but in a paper
which gave the orders of this day there
was no mention of the government’s
intention of bringing up the motion.

RIGHT OF COMMONS.

Constitutionally, said the Minister ot
Justice, the Commons had the right to
consider matters of public importance
before the Speech from the Throne was
taken up. For this reason the famous
Dummy Bill number one was put
through the House before the Speech
from the Throne was considered each
sesslon. The gravest matter of public
importance at the present time was to
decide who must be the executive and
carry on the administration.

Robert Forke, Progressive Leader,
rose to his feet, at the conclusion of
Mr. Lapointe’s words, to suggest that
in view of hte importance of the reso-
lution and the significance of the de-
cislon to be reached, it might be well
to accept the resolution merely as notice
and give it further consideration on
Monday.

Henrl Bourassa (Independent, La-
belle) suggested that “in order to re-
cover- our senses,” consideration of the
motion should be deferred until Mon-
day. In the interim, time would be
afforded for prudent thought by all
parties.

Mr. Meighen took the stand that an
adjournment of a debate on a point of
order could not be made on the motion
of a private member.

as a minority group, to noid office.

Mr. Meighen referred to “rare pre-
cedents” in which defeated govern-
ments had endeavored to meet parlia-
ment. The Government was asking
the House to vote confidence while it
marked time so far as the country was
concerned.

ACTS NULL AND VOID.

The government, Mr. Meighen con-
tinued, no longer had the right to be
in office. All proceedings instituted by
their members were “null ahd void,”
and an assertion of power which they
did not possess.

“The government long ago lost the
confidence of the country but it has
now earned its contempt,” Mr. Meigh-
en declared. “Surely we believe in con-
stitutional government,” he concluded.
“We want the voice of the people to
rule in this country, the voice of the
people to be obeyed.”

Hon. Ernest Lapointe replied: “The
leader of the Opposition has given his
challenge and I am rising to take it
up.” The government, Mr. Lapointe
said, invited the discussion which was
now in progress. It wanted to show
the country that it was not usurping
office and that it wished to place itself
In the judgment of the House of Com-
mons.

It is a sign, how-
ever, that the campaign for Maritime
betterment is bearing fruit, and that
Parliament is awake to the necessity
for action.

, The Provinclal Governments of these

sponsibility of advising him to summon

Parliament at the earliest possible op-
portunity. ‘This advice was accepted
and the opening date set for Dec. 10.
Later it was found that returns from
certain constituencies could not reach
Ottawa until the early days of Janu-
ary. Consequently the date was set for
Jan. 7. Meanwhile the Government
had expressed the intention of making
no important appointments or indeed
taking any action of importance until
Parliament met. - .

DEFENDS KING.

“I rise today to defend the honor of
the leader of the Government and to
say that not only was he right in doing
what he did but that it was his duty
to do'so. Any other®course would have
been-a breach of trust and an infringe-
ment on the rights of Parliament.”

“Parliament must be the judge‘of the
Government’s: position,” Mr. Lapointe
contended. The people of Canada were
represented in the House of Commons
and their representatives must decide
on the executive of the country. He
quoted authorities to show that the
executive must be selected by Parlia-
ment. When the House overthrew a
Government, it must be in order to se-
lect another Government which would
better represent the will of the people.
It was for' the House /of Commons to
say if another party could better repre-
sent the people.

MISTAKEN SUGGESTION.

“The suggestion that the Progressives
should not take part in the  decision
was a mistaken one,” declared Mr. La-
pointe. It was the duty of every mem-
ber to express his views on the mat-
ter.

When the House resumed at 8 p. m.
Mr. Lapointe asked why Mr. Meighen
was 5o anxious to force his motion of
‘non-confidence. He was so adxious to
assume power that he could not wait
for a vote of the Commons in the usnal
way. In any case the Government was
going to be vindicated in the vote of
the chamber and the present action of
the Conservatives would be ineffectual.

Mr. Lapointe proceeded to quote
precedents in British parliamentary
practice for the continuance of a Gov-
ernment in office which had not a clear
majority over all in the House.

“It is also true,” stated Mr. Lapointe,

HEAT BROADCASTING
BY RADIO FORECAST

Day Coming When Public Will
be Served From Central
Point

PITTSBURGH, Jan. 9—“Broadcast-
ing heat by radio is only a matter of
years,” declnrfd S. E. Dibble, president
of the American Society of Heating
and Ventilating Engineers, at the Car-
negie Institute of Technology.

“It is no more improbable to broad-
cast heat waves than it was to broad-
cast sound waves,” Professor Dibble
added. “The problem is to discover
instruments to control them, especial-
ly & detector which will pick them up
and hold and amplify them. The day
18 not far off when we will see huge
centralized heating plants broadcasting
heat to be utilized at far distant points
in-homes, plants.and office buildings.

SEABOARD INQUIRY|

UP TO NOVA SCOTIA

Province and Not Dominion
Should Prepare Case, Says
McCurdy

HALIFAX, Jan. 8—Hon. ¥. B. M¢-
Curdy, a former Minister of Public

Works in the Canadian government,
who was chairman of a commission
appointed last summer by the Nova
Scotia government to conduct “an in-
quiry’ respecting the. interests 'of
Nova Scotia prejudiced by the econo-
mic system of the Dominion of Can
ada,” in accordance with an act of
the provincial parliament at the last
session, discussing tonight the an-
nouncement in the Speech from the
Throne at the opening of the federal
parliament today, sald *he was still
of the opinion previously expressed
that the provincial government was
the proper authority to prepare the
case and urge the just claims of Nova
Scotia on the Dominion parliament.

He said that in September, 1924, he¢
had issued a public statement advo-
cating such a course and urging the
view that it was “too much to expect
the defendant (the Dominion Parlia-
ment) to admit, much less to state the
case of the plaintiff (the Province of
Nova Scotia).” Mr. McCurdy said he
was still of that opinion, but would, of
course, welcome “‘any genuine effort to
aspertain and redress our just griev.
