Mr. McRaye is an exceptionally brilliant

The voters’ listd for federal purposes
are based upon the proyincial lists, pro-
vided the latter are not more than two
years old. In this province the pro-!
vincial lists are those of the muniai-
palities and are revised, either annually |
or bi-annually, by the mumcxpal author-
ities under statutory direction. These
lists will be employed in the coming
election as far as they go, but as being
based upon the manhood not being based

(d) Shall have ordinarily resided in
the electorial district for the two months

(a) Was born in any of His Ma-
jesty’s Dominions or on a British ship,
whether of alien parentage or not; or

(b) Was born elsewhere of a father
who, at the time of thé child’s birth, was
a British subject either by birth or
naturalization; or :

(e) Has been personally granted a
certificate of naturalization in Canada,
Great Britain or any of His Majesty’s
Dcminions; or

d) Has had his name included in any
such reertificate granted to;a parent; or

(e) Is the wife or unmarried widow
of a British subject by bu-th or natur-
alization; or

(f) Is the child of a person natural-
ized in Canada, otherwise than under the
Impenial Naturalization Act, and was,
at or after the time his parent was
naturalized and before he or she became
twenty-one years of age, resident in
Canada with the naturalized parent.

It has been pointed out that the
expression “ordinarily resided” has no
technical meaning, but the qnal»ﬁcatwn,
as regards either residence in the Domin-

. ion or in a particular constituency, rests
upon the fact of the individual having
had a personal or family home in which €
he has lived exclusively or partly, or
from which he has been merely tempor-
arily absent, or upon his having actually
lodged for two months in the con-
stituency.

Those who may not vote include
Velection employes who are paid out ¢
of other than public funds; judges ap-
pointed by the Dominion government
women who have merely become ithe
wives of British subjects, were not born
‘on the North American con'{ment, were
not entitled to vote at any time before
June 4, 1921, and have not obtained a
certificate from a judge having juris-
diction in naturalization proceedings ;

'y Indians (on a reservation) who did not
serve in the war; persons digqualified
w under provincial law because of race,
unless such persons served in the waT
and can produce their discharge certi-
ficates; prisoners undergoing pumshment
for cnmmal offences; patients in lunatic
asylums; persons wholly or partly sup-
ported by public charity in municipal
poor houses or houses of industry; per-
sons supported in provincial charitable
institutions and persons disfranchised for
corrupt or illegal practices.

In view of the existing inequality be-
tween the provmcml and federal fran-
chises in this province and the resultant
inadequacy of the provincial lists for
dominion purposes, great importance at-
taches to the registration of voters. The
man or woman whose name does not ap-
pear in the voters’ list on polling d‘n,
does not vote, however well quuhﬁed in
other respects. Registration is the
means whereby individuals who are en-
titled vote in dominion elections, but not
in provincial, or whose names, for any
other reason, may have been omJtted
from the provincial lists, may have their
names recorded. As the franchise is not
compulsory, so neither is registration,
but as the exercise of the franchise is

}.not less a duty than a privilege, those
who are entitled to have their names re-
corded in the Ilists should avail them-
selves of. the opportunity which regis-
tration affords.

Reglstratlon booths will be opened in
the various electoral divisions immedi-
ately following the issue of the writ of
election. Application for registration
may then be made, either for the voter
personullv, or by a relative br employer
in his behalf, provided he cannot attend
personally because of sickness, disabil-
ity or “necessary tempnmrv unavoidable
and bona fide ahserice.” In either case
the reglstrar will put to the npphcant
after swearing him, a set of questions
prescribed by statute, as follows:

(1) Where is your ordinary residence?

(2) Have you, on application made by
you or on your behalf, been rcglctered
as a voter in any other polling division
in this election?

3) Are you a British subject in Can-
ada by birth or naturalization?

(1) Are you of the full age of twenty-
one years?

(5) Have you ordinarily resided in
Canada for the twelve months immedi-
ately before (the date of the issue
of the writ)?

O'Brien and SBellman Held
Responsible By The Jury

l;xquest Into Death of Albert Norris Completed
Last Night—O'Brien’'s Written Confession Ad-

mitted in Evidence—Text of Statement.

The coroner’s jury empanelled to In-
quire into the manner in which Albert
Norris, of Barnesville, came to his death
in this city on September 9, brought in
e verdict last evening in which it held
Edward P. O’Brien and James Spell-
man responsible and attributed death to
a fracture of the skull. O’Brien recount-~
ed his story as given in his written con-
fession. Bayard Vanwart told of being
with O’Brien and Spellman on the night
of the tragedy in Bowes’ store and of
them giving him a drink a whiskey. He
said both were quite drunk. He did not
think he associated the two men with
the fact of Norris’ death.

J. Harry Driscoll told of selling whis-
key on prescription to Norris. In re-
sponse to a question O’Brien said he had
heard that Spellman was shell-shocked.

O’Brien was represented by W. M
Ryan, Spellman by G. Earle Logan, and
J. King Kelley appeared for the Norris
family. After the coroner had summed
up the evidence the jury retired and
were out thirty-five minutes when they
returned with the following verdict:
The verdict in full follows:

e, the jury empanelled to in-
quire into the.death of Albert Nor-
ris, do find that the said Albert Nor-
ris came to his death in the morning
of the ninth day of September in the
year of our Lord nineteen hundred
and twenty-one, in the St. John Pub-
lic Hospital, in the city of St. John,

,the effects of a violent blow in the
ead, causing a fracture at the base
of-the skull;

“We further find the blow was
struck in a yard off Erin street in
the evening of the eighth, same
month and year as before mentioned,
while the deceased was in the com-
pany of Edward Patrick O’Brien and
James Thomas Spellman;

«And we further find that the said
Edward P. O’Brien and James
Thomas Spellman, acting together,
aiding and abetting each other, are
responsible for the death of the said
Albert Norris.

The text of O’Brien’s written confes-
sion made on the day of his arrest is as
follows:

«], Edward Patrick O’Brien, of 103
Erin street, age 20, on the night of
Thursday, Sept. 8, left home about six
o'clock and ‘went to the corner of Han-
over and Erin streets and met Thomas
Spellman and Louis Daley. We went
down to Haymarket square; remained
around there for about two hours. We
were drinking lemon, which I purchased
at Paddock’s (grocery) store. Daley left
us about a half an hour after we met.
About 8.30 a.m., or after dark, an old
man came along on the street. We were
standing in front of Cogger’s store on
Haymarket square. The old man seem-
ed to be drinking. He stopped to talk
to us and we asked him for a drink. He
said that he would like to have one him-
self. Spellman said, ‘I can get you some.’
He said, I haven’t got any money.’

“The old man had a parcel wrapped
up in a newspaper. It was round and
looked like a bottle. He started along
the street toward Erin street. We went
along with him. He stopped in front
of a door near Steeves’ store, opposite
the Bank of Montreal. Spellman said,
‘Come on, let’s go up here” We went
upstairs in the old Ryan building, the
first door from the corner of the build-
ing. We went up to the third floor.
Spellman knocked at the door, as he was
ahead. He was inquiring for someone;
he asked for Fred Keefe. The woman
who answered the door said that he was
not in. . :

“We three came downstairs again.

I stepped back to the sidewalk to
see if the police or anyone was coming.
I heard a crack as if a blow had been
struck. It sounded like a board split-
ting. As I heard that I turned around
and saw the old man lying on the
ground. 1 saw the bottle lying on the
ground about three feet away from him.
t was a bottle of King George. I also
heard a groan. I picked the bottle up
and ran up Erin street. As I turned
around after hearing the crack, I saw
Spellman standing about three feet from
Norris, behind him. N
_%As I ran up Erin street Spellman fol-
Jowed me. We went to the foot of Han-
over street. I had the Dbottle in my
po-ket. 1 took it out and saw that it
had been opened before. It was alsb
then that I noticed that it was King
George whiskey.

“We met Bernard Bowes and went
into his house on the corner of Hanover
and Erin streets. Spellman, Bowes and
myself, we all had a drink. Bowes re-
mained in the house. We then went out-
side and met Byard (Byard VanWart).
We went into an alley on Hanover street,
the alley in the rear of Bowes’ house,
and had some drinks. We left Byard.
We then went up to a restaurant on
Brussels street (Players’ Cafe). We
went in and stood around for a while
and came out again. It was about 10

p.m.

“We then went up Brussels strect to
Clarence street. We went down Clarence
to the corner of FErin street. Spellman
then wanted to fight with me. He hit
me. The bottle then fell out of my
1 then left Spellman
and came down Brussels street. I was
pretty full and I think I went home, ar-
riving about 12 p.m.

“On Friday Spellman came to my
home about 9 am. My mother was
home. My boots were up at the shoe-
maker’s getting repaired. He remained
about five minutes, and made no refer-
lence to the night before. %

“On Saturday I went to his home on
Clarence - street. This is where he
boards; this was about 1.30 p.m. I sat
in the parlor. He was sitting in there.
He said, “Wait a minute and I will be
wit‘ you. He put his hat and coat on
and we went out, and went,down to the
exhibition grounds, but did not go in.
On our trip down he told men not to
tell anybody what happened the other
night. I told him I would not. We sat
down near the track at the exhibition
grounds and talked. Referring to the
murder, he said, ‘I see by the paper they
hav> not got any clue to who did the
murder.’ He said, ‘I did not mean to
hit the old fellow so hard; I don’t think
they will ever find out who did it’ We
tall'ed about work, etc, We returned
back by the back shore, and I left Spell-
man at Clarence street and went home.

“] have not secen Spellman since. In
Ryan’s yard on Erin street it was very
dark. We were standing about three or
four feet from the sidewalk when Norris
was hit. I had stepped to the sidewalk
to watch for police or inspectors. Just
at this time was when I heard the crask,
and as I stepped back I saw Norris ly-
ing on the ground. The bottle had roll-
ed out and I picked it up and ran, fol-

Boston, *Sept. 20—An old square Col-
onial house, in the shadow of Bunker
Hill Monument, with its entrance at the
side and its deep yard thick with trees |
and shrubbery, tells at least part of the
story of the late Alfred V. Lincoln, old |
Charlestown resident, whose will filed
in the Probate Office provides a fund,
to become available in the ycar 2021, to
the city of Boston for the planting of
shade trees in Charlestown streets. ;

Mr. Lincoln, who died in August at
the age of 69, was one of the outstand-
ing men of Charlestown and the owner
of much real estate in that district. He,
was a trustee of the Charlestown Five
Cent Savings Bank. He had lived in
Charlestown since he was 18 years of age
most of this time in the old~ “Adams
house” at 28 Cordis street, his home
when' he died and now the residence of
Mrs. Ida H. Lincoln, his widow.

The income from the $7,500, which his
will directs shall, be placed at the dis-
posal of the city for the planting of |
more trees in Charlestown strests, will
not hecome available, according to the
stipulation, until the year 2021, because
it is specified that the sum shall not be
set aside until 10 years after his death—
and then the income is to be allowed to
accumulate for 90 years before it can be
touched.

The will specifies that the “Lincoln
shade trees” are not to be planted in the
squares of Charlestown, but in the
strepts, and each tree must bear a me-
tallic tag to distinguish it.

No one now living, it is presumed, can
expect to enjoy the shad of these trees.

However, there is another bequest of
$1,000 to the city, of which the income is
made available for planting trees, “par-
ticularly on the westerly side of Cordis
street,” where Mr. Lincoln lived.

He leaves his wife and several child-
ren. The bulk of his estate, estimated at
half a million dollars, goes to charity.

ITALY CLAIMS THE RIGHT
TO FAMOUS “COENACULUM”

Owing to several \arh'des published in
the Italian press claiming from the
British Government the possession of
the famous “Coenaculum” or Chamber of
the Last Supper at Jerusalem, the Rome
correspondent of “The London Morning
Post” states the bases of the Italian
claims and the position of the British
Government with regard to them.

The Italiam claims are primarily bas-

aculum” from the Sultan of Egypt, who
then ruled over the Holy Land, by King
Robert the Wise of Naples, the patron
of Petrarch, in }333, as a pg¢rmanent
abode for the Franciscans, who, as a
Fritish expert has pointed out, are “not

In their posses-
jon and’under Neapolitan auspiees it
remained till 1440, being again given
