Arguments tot Unrestricted Recipro­
city with Canada—Hon. Mr. Rutter-
worth Explains His Bill.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.
Washington, Jan. 24.—S. J. Ritchie of 

Ohio, appeared before the Ways and 
Means committee today and argued in 
favor of the free importation of Canadian 
mineral ores and in favor of unrestricted 
reciprocity with Canada.

Hon. Benjamin Butterworth of Ohio 
addressed the committee in support of 
his bill for reciprocity with Canada.

The object of the measure, he said, was 
to bring about unrestricted trade be­
tween Canada and the United States and 
incidentally to settle all disputes growing 
out of the .Atlantic fisheries question.

In Canada the United States bad a 
vast storehouse of supplies, also a splen­
did market Canada purchases vastly 
more from the United States than any 
other country in the Western hemis­
phere, and he said it was inconceivable 
why the United States should not offer 
as tgoad and liberal trade measures to 
Canada as it was seeking to thrust upon 
all of the South and Central America and 
Mexico by a most hospitable diplomacy.

Geography and destiny bad decreed 
the two people should be one, and noth­
ing but past monions statesmanship 
could permit them to continue as two 
countries.

He was republican with 
tendencies but he laid it down as an in­
controvertible proposition that, in the 
presence of even conditions, a protective 
tariff had no proper office to perform and 
never had, and the fathers of the re­
public and those who advocated 
protection, never believed it had, and 
never so said.

He believed a protective system was 
not to restrict healthful and equal com­
petition, but to i orrect the hurtful influ­
ences of that whicti is unequal and un­
just The trouble with the question of 
reciprocity was that politics entered into 
it and not statesmanship.

He did not appeal to politics, but to 
that statesmanship which would give to 
ôur people the opportunity to have the 
benefit of the broad domain north of 
St. Lawrence.

CHINESE CONCESSION RENEWED.

Mr. F. W. T. Hurst, the agent of the 
National linMSwi to-day. “I am inclined 
to think that something has happened to 
the Erin, though I hesitate to believe that 
the ship has gone down. Perhaps she 
hae put in at the Azores.

The ship 
is worth, perhaps, $200,000, and the cargo 
about an equal sum. The Erin was 
commanded by Capt Tyson, a very care­
ful man with a fine record. She had on 
board a crew of 67 men, I believe, and 16 
cattlemen.”

One of the leading underwriters said to­
day: “We have received a cable despatch 
from London stating that 76 per cent, was 
paid in on a portion of the Erin’s cargo 
at Lloyds Unlay. The rate yesterday was 
30 percent. In other words people who 
have merchandise on the ship are pay­
ing 75 per cent, of its value to insure it. 
This shows what business men on the 
other side think of the Erin chances ol 
safety. I think the opinion of the best 
informed people there however, is that the 
Erin is not lost, but that she has sustain­
ed serious damage of some kind. In the 
event of trouble of any kind the Erin’s 
cattle would prove a very awkward and 
uncomfortable cargo to handle.”

THE CONTRACT LABOR BILLTHE EVENING GAZETTE
Women No Longer Expected to Attend 

Funeral Service», Nor Men to Stand with 
Bared Heads by the Grave—No Ix»ng 
Procession of Carriages.

The undertakers of this city announce 
that funerals are no longer what they 
used to be. Women are no longer ex­
pected to attend them, and with some 
exceptions they don’t. The statement of 
this fact was brought about through the 
publication in a Philadelphia newspaper 
of a number of interviews with under­
takers in that city. In a recently pub­
lished death notice of » woman in Phila­
delphia this sentence was embodied : 
“Male members of the family only are 
Invited to attend." This notice was pub­
lished in accordance with the wishes of 
the dead woman. She had been of a 
practical and sensible turn of mind. Her 
object was to prevent the attendance at 
her funeral of women who might, if it 
were bad weather, contract disease of a 
serious nature.

IN PHILADELPHIA.
Until very recently numerously at­

tended funerals had been very common 
in Philadelphia. Scores of carriages fol­
lowed the deceased man or woman to the 
grave, and men and women stood around 
on the damp ground in all kinds of 
weather while the coffin was lowered 
into its last resting place. Philadelphia 
is gradually awakening to the fact that 
this sort of thing is dangerous. Strange 
to say, it appears to be due to the under­
takers of that city that these changes are 
being made. Evidently they are not so 
calculating and selfish as various writers 
of fiction have portrayed them. The 
more carriages there are at a funeral the 
bigger the undertaker’s bill is, yet the 
Philadelphia members of the profession 
seem to view this fact with indifference. 
Said Mr.R. R. Bringhurst, one of the 
most prominent of these gentlemen:

“The custom in vogue here of a large 
concourse of. friends and relatives at­
tending funerals is a very foolish one. 
Male members of the family only should 
accompany the hearse to thé burial 
ground, and I am glad to see that this 
plan is being adopted by several fam­
ilies of this city. Ladies should not be 
taken to the burial ground, for more 
than one reason, either in good or bad 
weather. It subjects them to a great 
nervous strain to see the body of some 
member of their family or some relative 
lowered into the ground, and time and 
time again I have seen ladies faint from 
this excitement

A great deal of legislation connected 
with labor is likely to be asked for by 
the labor organizations at this session of 
Parliament. They ask to have eliminated 
from the Act for the Suppression of Com­
bines that provision by which many of 
the leaders of labor claim trades unions 
are brought under its operation. They 
ask also for an Act for the protection 
of workmen engaged by contractors 
in the construction of lines of railway ; 
for an act compelling all vessels 
navigating inland waters to carry com­
petent crews, and providing also for the 
appointment of inspectors whose duty 
it shall be to prevent overloading ;for. an 
amendment to the law providing that no 
prosecution shall be maintained against 
workmen for conspiracy unless the act 
committed is an offence punishable by 
statute ; for an amendment to the Sea­
men’s Agreement Act, allowing an ap­
peal after conviction for any offence, and 
providing that persons indicted on 
charges under that Act he tried by jury; 
for an Act providing that all persons in 
charge of stationary engines be com­
pelled to pass an examination of fitness ; 
and also for an Act declaring null and 
void any terms or stipulations other than 
the rendering of an equivalent for wages 
insisted upon or demanded by employers 
in the engagement of employees, and 
that any attempt at their exaction he 
declared a criminal offence punishable 
by imprisonment.

After the passing of the Act it shall be 
unlawful for any person or company to 
prepay transportation or in any way as­
sist the importation of any alien or aliens 
into Canada under contract made previ­
ous to importation, to perform labor or 
service of any kind in Canada.

Any contracts, express or implied, 
hereafter made by any person or com­
pany with any alien to perform labor or 
service in Canada, previous to the im- 

rson whose laborer 
for, shall be void.

The person or company violating the 
provisions of the Act shall be liable to a 
penalty of $1,000, which same may be 
sued for by the Dominion or by any per­
son who is a party to the contract, who 
shall first take action to recover. There 
can be i suit against the importer for 
each alien brought in, including the 
alien, and -it shall be the duty of the 
County Attorney to prosecute every such 
suit at the expense of the Dominion.

The master of any vessel who shall 
knowingly violate the law shall be 
liable to a fine of $500 for each alien im­
ported and may also he imprisoned for a 
term not exceeding six months with hard

A collector of Customs, if satisfied that 
an immigrant has been allowed to land 
contrary to this Act, may within a year 
cause such immigrant to be taken into 
custody and returned to the country 
whence became at the expense of the 
owners of the importing vessel, or if the 
immigrant is from an adjoining country 
at the expense of the person who brought 
him in.

These minute screws are 4-1,000th of an 
inch in diameter, and the heads are 
double; it is also estimated that an ordi­
nary lady’s thimble .would hold 100,000 
of these screws. No attempt is ever made 
to count them, the method pursued in 
determining the number being to place 
100 of them on a very delicate balance, 
and the number of the whole amount is 
determined by the weight of these. 
After being cut the screws are hardened 
and put in frames, about 100 to the 
frame, heads tip, this being done very 
rapidly by sense of touch instead of by 
sight, and the heads are then polished in 
an automatic machine 10,000 at a time. 
The plate on which the polishing is per­
formed is covered with oil and a grind­
ing compound, and on this the machine 
moves them rapidly by reversing motion. 
—New York Star.

Mr. Blake was brilliant but 
valueless as a leader and was of no 
more use to the party than a pro­
fessor of pyrotechnics would be to 
a Church conference. He 
ot visionary ideas and impracticable 
schemes, all of which came to naught. If 
Mr. Blake had been content to be merely 
harmless his folly might have been for­
given, but in 1885, when the Riel re­
bellion broke out he became dangerous. 
The Liberal party had at that time been 
out of power for almost seven years and 
they were ready to adopt all methods to 
get back to office. Instead of acting 
loyally and wisely in this crisis in the 
affairs of Canada they showed open 
sympathy
tried to detach the Quebec French 
Conservatives from Sir John A. Mac­
donald on the basis of sympathy with 
Rielism and rebellion. Mr. Blake did 
this knowing in his heart that he was 
doing wrong, and when his little plot 
failed, he felt that he had no political 
future and resigned the leadership of the 
party. Since then the nominal leader 
has been Mr. Laurier, a Frenchman who 
admits that he is a Catholic first and a 
Canadian afterwards. His managment 
of the affairs of the party has 
been distinguished by a conspicuous 
lack
Liberals undei his leadership have been 
going from bad to worse. The Liberal 
party, which once could claim an array 
of great names and which con­
tained within it abundance of honesty, 
political virtue aud loyalty, is now in the 
hands of Mr. Laurier and Sir Richard 
Cartwright, neither of them men of any 
real capacity or solidity of judgment. 
For the past two sessions their cry has 
been for unrestricted reciprocity with the 
United States, a policy wholly false and 
absurd because founded on a false 
assumption. Before any Canadian 
can make unrestricted reciprocity a 
party cry, he must have some reasonable 
assurance that such a policy would be 
accepted by the nation with which it is 
proposed to have reciprocal trade relat­
ions, but ‘.no such assurance has ever 
been given. On the contrary, so far 
as we can gather from the tone of the 
press of the United States and of Con­
gress, the people of that country are 
utterly hostile to unrestricted reciprocity 
with us. It looks now as if the leaders 
pf the so called Liberal pany of Canada, 
in their despair at their long exclusion 
from office, intend to begin an agitation 
for the severance of Canada from the 
British Empire. I his seems to be the 
only meaning that can be drawn from 
the following sentences which we take 
from the beginning of an article in the 
Toronto Globe of Wednesday;—

The time when Canadian patriotism 
was synonymous with loyalty to British 
connection lias long since gone by. 
British settlers do not now constitute the 
bulk, or even a large proportion, of our 
population. A generation of native-born 
Canadians is in possession of the Domin­
ion.; a generation bom since Confedera­
tion treads closely on their heels. Can­
adians no longer call themselves Colo­
nists. They no longer look to England 
as their home ; they are no longer de­
pendent on imported talent to till the 
nigh places of the laud. The old loyalty 
cries are losing their power Tory ora­
tors may still denounce the advocates of 
cham.e, and call on their hearers to rally 
around the old flag—their appeals are in- 

ntly laughed at as good.old-fashon- 
ptrap. Canadians have recognized 

that the Colonial status is being rapidly 
outgrown, and that those who are 
familiarising the public mind with the 
discussion of the destiny of the Dominion 
are doing the country a service.

The writer then goes on to commend 
the action of the Young Liberals of 
Toronto in passing a vote in favor of the 
independence of Canada, in the follow­
ing strain:—

In nutting themselves emphatically on 
record as in favor of National Independ­
ence, the Young Liberals of Toronto have 
we venture to say, given expression not 
only to the views held by the majority of 
the* young men in the Reform party of 
Canada, hut to those of thousands of 
Young Conservatives as well. Indeed, 
ultimate independence seems so 
reasonable a destiny for the Dominion 
that very many of the older generati n 
of Canadians, as well as many citizens 
of Canada who are not Canadians 
by birth, unite heartily with the young 
men in its advocacy. Independence 
men are Canadians of the Canadians, 
with a full appreciation of the greatness 
of their Anglo-Saxon heritage, and with 
no feelings save those of friendship and 
respect for their kin ar ross the ocean, 
they still find the Colonial yoke a galling 
one* With full confidence in the future 
of their country, they propose to build up 
a nation on Canadian lines, dependent 
neither on Britain nor the United States, 
and in the formation of which English 
and French can take an equal share and 
feel a common pride. To this end, 
thing that tends 
together, to promote a spirit of loyalty to 
the common country, and to advance 
Canadian interests and prestige, receives 
at their hands a hearty support.

The language here used is the very 
language of the American Act, so that 
the United States and not Canada is re­
sponsible for the strictness of its terms. 
Legislation of this kind is not to be com­
mended, but when Canadians are met by 
such laws as the above their only remedy 
seems to be to enact laws of equal strict­
ness against citizens of the United States 
coming into Canada.

We would, therefore, res­
pectfully assure your Majesty that such 
statements are wholly incorrect repre­
sentations of the sentiments and 
aspirations of the people of Canada, who 
are among your Majesty’s most loyal 
subjects, and are devotedly attached to 
the political union existing between 
Canada and the rest of the British Em­
pire,and earnestly desire its continuance. 
We would, therefore, earnestly express 
the hope that yonr Gracious Majesty will 
he pleased not to allow any of such state­
ments, should they have been communi­
cated to your Majesty, to impair your 
Majesty’s confidence in the unswerving 
loyalty of your Canadian subjects to

The 
new'ly-elected Mayor of Windsor, Ont., 
Mr. Solomon White, had the honor of 
being dined at a Windsor betel the other 
evening. It may be unnecessary to tell 
our readers that Mr. White is a Conserv­
ative—a friend of Sir John Macdonald 
and of Mr. Meredith, the Tory leader in 
Ontario.

—BY—is advertised, and he comes in 
for the burial of those who are taken 
sick and die because of the exposure at 
the burial ground. But we undertakers 
have sympathetic souls like other classes 
of humanity, and I for one advise all my 
patrons to have the funeral ceremony at 
the house, and then let only a few gen­
tlemen of the family accompany the 
body to the cemetery."

Undertaker J. R Knowles expressed 
the same sentiments and added:

“The exclusion of ladies and friends 
at funerals is an admirable policy to 
adopt. This city is just awakening to 
the fact that a big funeral is a big folly. 
As a rule every large funeral is the 
cause of the death of at least one person 
who attends it."

New York adopted the new custom 
some time since. Save in the case of 
men of great official prominence, few 
funerals, with the exception of those of 
foreigners and persons of the poorer 
class, who accept innovations in such 
matters slowly, are largely attended, 
even by men. Nowadays there are rare­
ly more than three or four carriages at 
the funeral of a person of good social 
rank, and five seems to be the maxi­
mum.

At a large proportion of such funerals 
that have taken place lately there have 
been only one or two carriages besides 
the hearse. Undertaker Edward M. Se­
nior said yesterday:

“At three-quarters of the funerals I 
have had in charge lately, no women 
have been present. As a rule they do 
not even sit in the same room with the 
body of the dead. The body is usually 
placed in the parlor, and some male rel­
ative remains there to receive visitors 
and do whatever is needed, while the 
women stay upstairs. They may come 
down to be present at services in the 
house, but they rarely follow the body 
to the grave. Even when they da this, 
they do not leave their carriages.”

It is not uncommon now for persons 
to provide minutely for their burials in 
their wills, and many prudent ones ex­
pressly request that no woman be al­
lowed to follow their bodies. When the 
late actor, Chanfrau, died, the funeral 
at Long Branch was largely attended. 
The pall bearers were all old men, and 
they dropped one end of the coffin in 
going out of the house. The widow 
fainted at the sight, and a painful scene 
was. the result. The new rule is to have 
6be coffin carried by hired assistants, 
while the pall bearers walk on either 
side.—New York Sun.

ed The new banking act will be presented 
to Parliament within the next few days 
by Hon. Geo. E. Foster, Minister of 
Finance. The act will be a codification 
of all the laws on banking. Many 
changes of importance to the hanking 
and commercial interests will be made. 
The Government expect that the pro­
posed changes will cause considerable 
discussion and perhaps complaints and 
suggestions from banking and commercial 
interests. It is understood that the bill 
will be handled in the same way as the 
bill on promissory notes and bills of ex­
change, and that every opportunity will 
be given bankers and others to suggest 
amendments.

sion of the Westminster Confession of 
Faith, which has been under the consi­
deration of a committee. The changes 
suggested by the committee and reported 
to the Presbytery by Dr. Hastings are to 
eliminate the doctrine of foreordination 
to damnation and some other similar 
doctrines out of the Creed. After 
referring to the changes in the Confes­
sion which were advised, Dr. Hastings 
said.the committee had thought the harsh 
uncharitable statements about the Roman 
Catholic church and the declaration as to 
the six days’ creation should he changed, 
although it had not so advised. On the 
revision of the Confession, he said, 45 
Presbyteries have been heard fiom, of 
which 33 have voted in favor of it; 1199 
ministers, representing 177,270 church 
members, have voted “Yes,” and 498 
ministers, representing 79,968, have voted 
“No.” The adoption of the report was 
vigorously opposed in the New York 
Presbytery and ii still under discussion.

LOCAL MATTERS. Rt. John's Oldest Resident Dead.
Mr. Joseph W. Moore, who died of in­

fluenza at his residence on Queen street, 
yesterday, was probably the oldest man 
in St. John, having attained the great 
age of 102 years.4 months and eight days. 
He was born in Cork, Ireland, and came 
to this country when about 20 years of 
age. He taught school in different parts 
of New Brunswick and Nova' Scotia for 
over 60 years. Up to a few months ago 
he was often seen on the streets and has 
always taken a keen interest in current 
events.

When interviewed by a Gazette re­
porter in September last he was in "quite 
good health and although his form was 
a little stooped he was remarkably well 
preserved for a man who had .withstood 
the storms of life for over a century. He 
was quite tall, and in his younger days 
had probably stood fully six feet in 
height He had never been a stout man, 
and he (said that in early life it was 
thought that he had not a very strong 
constitution. But he had never been 
sick for any length of time and he at- 
tributed|liis extraordinary length of life to 
his temperate habits and regular living. 
In talking with a reporter he spoke in a 
good strong voice and conversed intelli­
gently on matters of past and present 
interest, showing that he retained his 
memory ' almost unimpaired and bis 
hearing was so good that he could hear 
his pet kitten mew.
• In referring to something that had ap­
peared in one of the newspapers, he 
picked up the paper and read the para­
graph to the reporter without looking 
for his “specs,” and, to the latter's aston­
ished enquiry he replied that he had 
never used spectacles. For reading the 
fine print in a small bible which he kept 
as a keepsake, this wonderful old man 
used a square magnifying glass which he 
held in one hand while reading.

He had been married once. His wife 
died many years ago, and he has since 
lived with his only. son. The funeral 
will be held tomorrow afternoon at four 
o’clock.
