ir the begianing of the confiict, he ci-
amined the point of bis weapon with hi
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finger; and found that the blade of it had
bent near the point. As ie lay struggling
on the ground, he 2ndeavoured, but un-
successfully, to straighten the curvature
of the knife,; but while one hand
employved in this atten:pt, he perceived
that the graps of his adversary was los-
ing its constraint and pressure, and in a
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moment or two after, he found himseif

released from it ; the limbs of the roboer
were, in fact, by this time unrervad by
death. Sir John found that this fellow
had o sword in his hand, and this he im-
mediately seized and gave several blows
with it, his knife being no longer servicea-

‘ble. At length the robbers, finding so

many of their party had been killed or
wounded, employed themselves in remov-
ing the bodies ; and Sir John took this
opportunity of vetiring to a place a little
apart from- the house, where he remained
a short time.

Noonan was immediately
secured and sent tu gaol, and upon being
visited by Sir John Purcell, he acknow-
ledged that Sir Johm ¢ had like to do for
him, and was proceeding to show, until
Sir John preventea him, the wounds he
had received from the knife in his arm.

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Comwpany. Theit plan, as first
announced, was to build a line,
composed of two British and two
A merican ships, of great size each,
as sufficient to keep up a com-
munication twice a month, to and
from new York ; the reason for
uniting the two classes being, of
course, that British ships by treaty
of commerce are not permited to
take foreign goods to the United
‘States--they must be shipped in
American boitoms ; while on the
‘other hand, American ships are
not permited to bring fereign
goods to England, except for ex-
poitation only. By the union of
both, all descriptions of goods are
secured. These four were ex-
~ pected to make as many passages
to and fro as eight sailing packets
would. More were to be added
as required. The tonnage pro-
posed was 1°200, and the horse
power 300 ; and the ships were
estimated to cost £40,000 each.
The annual expense of such a
vessel was rated at £18,480, in-
cluding fuel out and howe, for six
voyages, or for 42,000 miles.—
This calculation, which we think
worth preserving, is exclusive of
the charges incident to freight.
These, with the profit also on
freight, are contingent. Set down
this at four hundred tons measure-
~ment goods, with certain prices,’
~ and sixty, eighty, and one hundred
passengers, of three different
classes, and we have £4,600
receipts on freight. Theexpenses
on the same being rated at £2520,
the net freight, out and home, is
made to amount to £3,880 or
ahove fifty per cent. per annum
on prime cost ; or thirty per cent.

It will be seen that the
outrages committed on the steamboat
Sir Robert Peel, under the Britishflag
within the waters of the United States,
and on the steamboat Telegraph, under
the American fleg, at Brockville, in
Upper- Canada, have not been followed
by any demand, by either Government
on the other, for redress.

These acts have been, so far, treated

on each side as criminal offences eom-
mitted within the jurisdiction of tribu-
nals competent to inquire into the facts,
aud to punish the persons concerned in
them. - Investigations have been made,
some of the individuals inculpated have
been arrested, and prosecutions are in
progress, the result of which cannot be
doubtful. The excited state of public
feeling on the borders of Canada, on
both sides of the line, has occasioned the
most painful anxiety to this Government.
every effort has been and will be made
to prevent the success of the design
apparently formed, and in the course of
execution, by Canadians who have found
a refuge within our territory, aided by =
few reckless persons of our own couuiiy,
to involve the nation in a war with a
neighbouring and friendly power.
‘Such design cannot succeed while the
two Governments appreciate and con-
fidently rely upon the good faith of each
other in the performance of their respec-
tive duties.
