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BUGARIA APPEALS
10 THE POWERS

70 PREVENT THE
MACEDONIAN MASSACRES

S

War Appears Nearer Thaa Ever—The
Revolutionary Leader Will Adopt
Guerrilla Tactics.

Sofia, Sept. 14.—The Bulgarian gov-
ernment, through its foreign representa-
tives, has addressed a note to the great
powers, declaring that the Porte is sys-
tematically - devastating Macedonia and
massacring the Christian population,
Further, it says Turkey has mobilized
her whole army, which cannot possibly
be for the sole purpose of suppressing
the revolution. Therefore, the Bulgar-
ian government appeals io the humane
sentiment of Europe to prevent a con-
ginuance of the massacres and devasta-
tions and to stop the mobilization of the
Turkish army.. ‘The memorandum con-
cdudes with the plain statement unless
the powers intervene “Bulgaria will be
forced to take such measures: as she
may deem necessary.

While it is possible that a Turkish-
Bulgarian war may eventually be avert-
ed the probability of such an encounter
wis never greater than at the present
moment. The recent note to the powers,
the most direct step taken by the prin-
dpality, was dictated not only by the
alarming reports of wholesale mdssacres
and devastation daily arriving, but even
more by the indifference of the powers
towards the severity of Turkey’s repres-
sive measures.

Warned by previous disastrous experi-
ences, the revolutionary leaders have de-
cidled to adopt only guerrilla tactics in
Eastern Macedonia. ' The policy of oc-
cupying towns and villages has proved
a mistake, as it usually resulted in Tuar-
Iy recovering the villages, desiroying
everything and killing the inhabitants,
the insurgents being hampered in their
operations by the women and children.
The guerrilla warfare is expected ta ex-
hause the Turks much sooner, while the
unhampered bands can move more
easily and more rapidly. It is hoped
that the new tactics will result in the
women and children being spared un-
necessary dangers.

The insurgents now have nearly 2,000
men armed with rifles in Eastern Mace-
donia and thousands of peasants ready
to join their forces when a general rising
has been proclaimed. This step is being
delayed until the supply of rifles, .cart-
ridges and dynamite is received. New
bands aggregating 1,600 men are report-
ed to be om their way to the frontier.
The Turkish forces now in Eastern
Macedonia are estimated at 17,000.

In the conflicts in the mountains of
the Peerin the Turks are reported to
have lost heavily in dead, while a great
many were wounded. The peasants are
welcoming the insurgents everywhere
with the greatest enthusiasm. The bands
are experiencing great difficulty in ob-
taining arms, ' It is believed that. not
a single rifle can .be found in Sofia out-
side the garrison.

The Bulgarian government is reported
to have protested against Austria’s ae-
tion in intercepting the fen million cart-
ridges, ordered in Hungary, for which
Buigarian money has been paid to the
contractors. A panie prevails at the
town of Velose. The soldiers permit
no one to leave the posts. Complaints
made to the civil and military authori-
ties have been without awvail.

Severe fighting has occurred near the
town of Okrida, in which the Turks lost
heavily, but the bands were forced to
retire.

Former Refuses to Release Prisoners
Arrested at Cripple Creek.

Cripple Creek, Colo., Sept. 14.—Form-
er Attorney-General Eugene Engley ap-
peared before Judge W. H. Seedy in the
District court, and petitioned for writs
of habeas corpus for Chas.

IMPORTANT PAMPHLET
BY PREMIER BALFOUR

Arguinents in Fawor of Change— Be-
: lieved to Reflect the Views
of Cabinet.

London, Sept. " 15.—Premier Balfour
issued to-night $he advance sheets of a
pamphlet on the subject, “Insular ¥ree
Trade,” in which he presents at length
the atrguments in favor of a change in
Great Britain’s fiscal policy,

In introducing the pamphilet. Mr. Bal-
four says his purpose in issuing is that
it would be impossible to put all the im-
portant points on this question within
the limit of a single speech, and there-
fore, he says, the pamphlet may be a
fitting preliminary ito the speech, which
he will shortly make.. This undoubtedly
refers to. the. speech Mr. Balfour will
make at Sheffield on October 1st.

Mr, ‘Balfour "says he approaches the
subject from the standpoint -of;a free
trader.

cumstances  will ‘permit,” he continues,

“I am-a free trader, but not -ef . the

pattern. which holds-that -thedoctrine
of free trade, which is so universal in
its applicativon and so capable of an
exact - expression that every conclusion
to which it logically leads must be ac-
cepted without hesitation and -without
reserve.” .

This, the Premier points
out, is to the disadvantage of the Brit-
ish manufacturer, who is unable to com-
pete with the manufacturer who is able
to sell abroad at a lower price than he
charges for the same article at home.
He gives -an instance . of - Germam
steel in this particular, saying it is sell-
ing cheaper in England than the British
manufacturer can possibly produce it for,
Mr. Balfour declares that the optimists,
who advocates ‘@ continuance of the
free trade policy in spite of the injury
worked by protection on Great Britain’s.
interests, are foolish, and their argu-
ments little short of reckless. The only

‘Mr. Balfour concludes: “Were I proved
to be wrong, my opinion on the funda-
mental question would remain unchang-
ed.

It cannot be right for a country with
free trade ideals to enter into competi-
tion * with protectionist rivals, self-de-
prived of the only instrument whereby
their policy can conceivably be modi-
fied. The most essential object to na-
tional efforts should be to get rid of
the bonds which we have gratuitously
entangled ourselves with in the precise
manner in which we should use our re-
gained liberty is important, yet -after
all, only a secondary issue.”

Mr. Balfour’s pamphlet is a reprint of
notes circulated -among his colleagues
in the cabinet in the early part of
August, and are not public. He com-
plains because he thinks they might
gain a large circulation for which they
were not originally ‘written. The publi-
cation of the pamphlet immediately after
the momentous cabinet council held yes-
terday and to-day, indicates that it em-
bodies a statement of policy accepted
or acquiesced imr by the majority of
the cabinet. If this assumption is cor-
rect it means an abandonment of the
idea of preferential tariffs with the
colonies and the taxation of food in
favor of a system of retaliatory duties.
Even this, however, is tentative,

Mr. Balfour, in his speéch on October
1st, expects to elaborate and explain his
‘case, and the cabinet will closely watch
its reception by the Conservative dele-
gates. In short, the great question of
free trade versus protection, so far as
the cabinet is concerned, is still unde-
cided. What will be Colomial Secretary
Chamberlain’s attitude is the burning
question of the moment. The most
striking feature of Mr. Balfour’s pam-
phlet is that, from the beginning to the
end, it does not refer to Mr. Chamber-
lain’s proposals.

On the zollverein guestion Mr. Bal-
four says: “The most momentous, per-
baps, the most permanent victory for
free trade was won when, rather on
nationil than economical grounds, inter-
state tariffs were forbidden in the
United States.”

Neither does. Mr. Balfour admit,that
Great Britain’'s 'trade "is od ’ the
verge of ruin. He says: “Judged by all
available tests, both the total wealth and
the diffused well-being of the country
are generally greater than they have
ever been. - We are not only rich and
prosperous in appearance, but also, I be-
lieve, in reality. 1 can find no evidenoe
that we are living on our capital.”

The Premier thinks that this is be-
cause protectionist tariffs are less ' bad
than they look, andl protectionist coun-
tries and . the British colonies“are still
our most important customers.”

iHe contends, however, that Great
Britain’s sufferings must increase ‘with
the growth and  spread of protection
abroad and the absorption of new ‘mar-
kets, for instance, China, by powerful
protection states. She shounld strive for
“freedom to negotiate so that freedem
of exchange may be increaged.” ' Mr.
Balfour* says further: “The omnly al-
terhative is jo do te foreign comntries
what, they always 4o to each other, and
instead of appealing to. economie the-
eries”in which they wholly digbelieve,
to wse fiscal inducements, which ' théy
thoronghly-understand.” .

SOCIAL DEMOGRATS.

Annual Congress at Dresden—Congratu-
lations From the States.

Dresden, Sept. 14.—Representatives of
three million Social Democrat voters,
more than a quarter of the entire Ger-
man electorate, began their annmal eon-
gress. Herr Bebel and Herr Vonwol-
mar, the Bavarian Socialist leaders, are
expected to join issues to-morrow regard-
ing the adoption of tactics during com-
ing sessions of the Reichstag. Mean-
while the delegates discussed the fin-
aLcial business of the party and listened
to an address from the foreign delegates.
Gaylord Wiltshire, in the name of the
Socialists of the TUnited 'States, con-
g1atulated the Republican Social-Demo-
crats of Germany on their “marvellous
crganizationr and still more marveNous
electoral triumph.”

WAR IN SIGHT.

Venezuelan Troops Ready For Struggle
With Colombia.
ARSI

Willemstad, Island of Caracas, Sept.
14 —From every section of Venezuela
troops were sent last week in the direc-
tion of the Colombian" frontier and to-
ward Maracaibo. Mauser rifles, artil-
lery and ammunition in great quantities
have been stored at Maracaibo, and
seven new bridges have been built near
San Cristobal, near the frontier of
Colombia, to allow of the rapid concen-
tration of troops. President Castro has
ordered the governor of each state in
Venezuela to send two battalions within
two weeks. :

A leading Venezuelan citizen who is
now here, in ain interview regarding
these military movements in Venezuela,
said he believed these were only pre-
cautionary measures regarding Colom-
bia which, now the country is free from
revolution, has reinforced recently its
army on thé Verezuelan frontier near
Cucuta., Verezuelans say a Venezuelan
war with Colembia is inevitable in the
near future as a consequence of the
sympathy President Castro exténded to
the Colombian rebels during the recent
rebellion and also because of the ques-
tion of navigation on the Orinoco. Pre-
vident Castro’s great idea, they say, is
a war with Colombia.

BRITISH CABINET.

London, Sept. 15.—In anticipation of
to-day's cabinet meeting spectators gath-
ered early in Downing street evincing
the suspense which prevailed in all quar-
ters, and which has been heightened if
anything since yesterday.

Man Put te Death in Electric Chair For
Murder of a Prison Keeper,

Auburn, N. Y., Sept. 14.—Clarence
Fgner, of Buffalo, was to-day put to
death in the eleetric chair for the mur-
der of Archibald Benedict, a keeper in
Auburn prison.

Egner was a convict and had more
than once been punished by Benedict for
disobedience. On January 9th, 1901,
Benedict reprimanded Egner for talking
to another convict. Egner armed him-
self with an iron bar and lay in wait for
the keeper. When Benedict passed him,
Egner instantly sprang from behind and
dealt him a crushing blow on the head,
fracturing the skull.

Russia’s Policy Regarding Bulgaria—
Further Reports of Massacres
by the Turks.

Sofia, Sept. 16.—Prince Ferdinand, of
Bulgaria, arrived here to-day from Bel-
grade.

A semi-official statement just issued
says: “The news received here of atro-
cities daily comnutted by the Turkish
soldiers has passed the bounds of im-
agination, The general opinion is that
. entire village wili be depopulated of
the Christian clenent.”

One of the ministerial organs says if
the powers do not intervene, Bulgaria
will undertake, with her feeble fowces,
tc do what is expected of her, and give
Europe the pleasure of witnessing a
bloody drama in Macedonia. .

A telegram from Burgas reponts that a
general massacre is beginning through-
out the district of Losengrad. Turkish
troops and Bashi-Bazouks killed 25
people and destroyed the chapel schools
and many houses in one Greek village.
The Turks attacked the village of
Paculevo and killed everybody they
found on the streets. A fight is reported
from Petchonitza between a band of 100
insurgents and 300 Turks. The insur-
gents, who occupied a strong position,
fired on the attacking Turks, killing 25.

A telegram from Uskub says the
mobilization of the Turkish army is pro-
ceeding rapidly, while dispatches from
Constantinople asserts that the military
party is urging the Sultan to order his
troops to cross the Bulgarian frontier
without a declaration of war.

Russia’s Policy.

London, Sept, 16.—The St. Petersburg
correspondent of the Daily Telegrapn
claims to have the highest authority for
saying that Russia’s Balkan.policy 1s 0
isolate Bulgaria by refusing to stop the
Macedonian massacres and inducing the
powers to remain inactive. Then when
Turkey has defeated Bulgaria, Russia
will insist on stepping in and occupying
Bulgaria under the pretext of protecting
her. Thus Bulgaria would become Rus-
sia’s vassal. Minister Witte’s removal,
centinues the correspondent, was due to
his advocacy of a peaceful settlement of
the Balkan problem.

Annihilated.

Salonica, European Turkey, Sept. 16.
——An insurgent band of 450 men was
annihilated by the Turks September
14th, between ILetib and Keatova, 38
miles from Uskub.

Turned Back.

Vienna, Sept. 16.—A Constantinople
<ispateh reeeived .here asserts that Col,
Massey, who was commissioned by the
British embassy to inspect the action of
the Turkish troops of the Adrianople dis-
trict, has returned to Constantinople hav-
ing been forbidden to continue his jour-
ney. It is stated that as far as his ob-
servations went they confirmed the re-
ports of the extermination of the Mace-
donian population by the Turks.

Efforts of Powers.

London, Sept. 17,—~The efforts ot the
powers, according to' the latesi tele-
grams, are directed both at Constantin-
ople and Sofia towards an endeavor to
avert war. It is stated that all the am-
ktassadors at Constantinople have drawn
the Porte’s attention to the danger of
permitting a continuation of the ex-
cesses in Macedonia.

The Chronicle says it understands
that Great Britain has decided on the
dispatch of a British squadron in sup-
port of her diplomatic endeavors at
Constantinople to put an end to the mas-
sacres. Most of thie special correspond-
ents in the Far East consider war in-
evitable, but think it may yet be delay-
ed. A Vienna paper cited that Prince
Ferdinand of Bulgaria has sent a trust-
ed agent to King Peter inviting Servian
co-operation against Turkey.

The correspondent of the Daily Tele-
graph at Sofia says Bulgaria’s reply to
the Porte’s protest against the continual
crossing of the fromtier by bands; and
the smuggling of arms and ammunition
from Bulgaria, leaves no prospect of an
amicable arrapgenent.

SNOW IN MONTANA.

And I can tell you
that Mr. Clifferd had nothing at all to
do with the re-opening of this school.

Should the education of youmg British
Columbia be the most important plank
i the political platform of our people,
or should it not be?

He says he is de-
termined that the more economical, ‘the
up-to-date’ method, the method which
must prevail in the end, shall not be
adopted if he can prevent it. The fisher-
men have stood by him in the past and
he will be their friends in the future.
This is an interesting and a timely an-
noumeement. The quality of gratitude
i3 quite pleasing, espeeially so in poli-
tieiams, who are credited with ‘great fa-
eility in forgetting eventw that are past.
Still a statesman who aspires to rule a
eountry in wisdom -and wunderstauding
should not make rash-promides in his
political pronouncements. = If the spirit
which animates Mr. McBride’s address
had prevailed in the past the world
would have made no advancement. e
should mow be doing everything—reap-
ing harvests, making shoes, setting type,
printing papers, spinning wool, sewing
garments—by hand.: It is true that if
all the world had 'been forced to follow
such & course because advanced pro-
cesses would apparently have deprived a
few men of euﬁployment, we should
never lrave comprehended the magnitude
of our loss. But in this case our com-
petitors in the canning business refuse
to stick to obsolete methods. They must
use traps in: taking fish or go out - of
business altogether. It has.been sug-
gested that if they were reasoned with
in a persuasive #4vay they might be con-
vinced that their system was endanger-
ing the eraft in general, and induced to
pull up their piles. But we all know
that while a fish runs there will be traps
across the Sound to catch it. It is free-
ly admitted that when the final point
of competition is reached the canners
using traps will be able to easily over-
come their rivals” on this side of the
water. It has been demonstrated that
the industry can be conserved just as
effectually by regulations under the trap
system as under any other. Why the
opposition, then? Simply because it*is
surmised that a few fishermen will be
thrown out of employment. As a mat-
ter of fact nothing of the kind would
occur. There might be a change in the
nature of the operations, but the labor
would be required just the same. It
would be employed more steadily and
probably at higher rates than is the case
at the present time. The history of pro-
gress in fishing would be the history of
every other industry in which the march
of improvement was at first resisted, but
ultimately accepted as inevitable. The
pronouncement of Premier MecBride is
therefore mnot merely that of an oppor-
tunist, but that of an unreasoning
demagogue. We should like to hear
some of his disciples in this city preach
a discourse from the text, “I am un-
alterable in my determination to prevent
the establishment of salmon traps.”

There is not much that can be said

“CASTLE CARY” LET IT BE.

To the Editor:—There cannot be any
question as to the proper name of the
Lieutenant-Governor’s house. The land
was bought, and the original house be-
gun in 1861 or 1862 by George Hunter
Cary (not Carey), who, as the first at-
torney-general of Vancouver Island,
played a-leading part in public life here
from 1859, until his health failed in
1864, when he returned to England and
died. He was Sir James’s official legal
adviser during the San Juan affair, and
afterwards generally, so far as Van-
couver Island was concerned; a tallish,
fair young man; a bit legzy, and with a
spectacled hawk-face .like Napier of
Scinde—ambitious and able, but not or-
ganized well physically. It was said
ne had been a favorite, so to speak,
“pupil” of Sir Hugh (afterwards Barly
Cairns. He and I were intimate, very,
and, together, examined many sites be-
fore he decided where ta build. The
question as to the present site was
whether the scenic beauty would compen-
sate for the esposed situation. Now, as
to the name in question, I happen to
know its origin-precisely, from colloguy
over the walnuts. A West of England
man,- claiming (I' believe correctly) some
connection. by descént from the old Cary
family, whese names ‘lives iin the pleas-
ant Somersetshire postal town of “Castle
Cary,” my friend took that name for his
house, but he“objected strongly to “Cary
‘Castle” as historically,: linkless and as
toe. bumptious on ‘his part. ‘The name
“Castle -Cary” had “easy vogue, being
familiar to.the numerous West of Eng-
land folk then'here. Thomas Harris, the
first Mayor of. Vietoria—a .300-pounder
with as neat a figure @s you could see on
a horse—came from the neighborhood of
Castle Cary.” Cridge, Crease, Walkem;
Farwell, Wrigglesworth, Fry, Matthews,
Davie and many others were West of
Englanders. The name, too, ‘“Castle
Cary” goes trippingly from the tongue;
you could ‘not get a genuink Somerset
maiden to use the term “Cary Castle.”
And see how, apart from euphony, that.
particular form of expression has be-
came common . in America—carried
thither by thousands of gallant banished
West of Englander men—Hotel Smith,
Hbotel Snooks, ‘Hotel Northern and so
forth. There is @ “Carey Castle” - (so:
spelt) in Scotland (of course whatever
subject yom start, Seotland must be in
it), but Mr, Hunter: Cary mever knew
that fact till T told him of it, and, any-
way, it has no bearing on the present
question.

Living alone among the
Indians he recorded his observations in
a journal, extending, I think, over about
nine years. This came to me for embodi-
ment in an ethpelegical werk which I
prepared, but the manuscript of which I
have lost sight of. Since Mr. Bamfield’s
death thousands of dollars have been
spent by scientists in search of infor-
mation such as he récorded, but have
been spent largely, I fear, in vain, be-
cause, after the incoming of many
whites, it is as difficult to estimate cor-
rectly, aboriginal character, manners
and ways as to reconstruct, so to speak,
in their natural form and - aspect,
vegetables that have been stewed.

.~ CHAMBERLAIN'S PROPOSALS.

London Paper Says They Have Been
Brought Into Harmony With
Mr. Balfour’s Views.

London, Sept. 16.—On the heels of
Premier Balfour's academie expression
of his personal views of the fiscal prob-
lem, contained in the pamphlet on “In-
sular Free Trade,” advance sheets of
which were issued last night, came the
long promised amd much demanded gov-
ernment ‘statisties dealing with the sub-
ject.. They were issued to-day by the
board of .trade in the shape of a blue
book of nearly 500 pages of bewildering
tables of figures showing the various as-
pects of British and foreign trade, ang
the industrial conditions. No deductions
were drawn though the publication teems
with interesting notes upon what are re-
garded as points of fact. The references
to foreign trade were chiefly confined to
Frencl, German and the United States,

The Pall Mall Gazette says it under-
stands the cabinet has conclnded the con-
sideration of its fiscal po<ition and its
policy in regard thereto; that no fn
cabinet meetings will be held
present, probably not until late
autumn, and that in the meanwhile Col-
onial Secretary Chamberiain = will pro-
ceed with his expository pregramme.

The paper adds: “It will probably be
found that he has modified his propesals
80 as to bring them in harmony with Mr.
Balfour'’s vilews, as set forth in the
pamphlet. The main feature of Mr.
Chamberlain’s modifications will be the
disappearance of all suggestions in the
direction of further taxation of food
stuffs and raw materials. Consideration
of the war commission report is reserved
for further meeting of the cabinet.”

The Pall Mall Gazette believes it is
still possible that there will be more
than one resignation from the eabinet,

One of the most important phases
dealt with in the blue book are impeorts
and exports. The tables show that the
exports from the United Kingdom to the
United States declined from $145,000.-
000 in 1890 to $97.500,000 in 1902, while
the imports rose from $485,000,000 to
$635,000,000. The total exports to all
foreign countries declined in the same
period’ $90,000,000, but when the col-
onies are included, the decline only
amounts to $5,000,000. The proportion
of the United Kingdom exports as be-
tween protected and unprotected coun-
tries in the markets of the world has
been reversed since 1850. Then it was 5
per eent. to protected countries and 44
per cent. to the others. In 1902 the pro-
portion was 42 per cent. to the protected
countries and 58 per cent. to the others.

A valuable bit of information is given
on the qunoted excess of imports over ex-
ports, which has so often been held as a
sign of British trade decline. The blue
book says that while the excess yearly
averages about $800,000,000, the income
received from foreign investments, cal-
culated at $312,500,000, added to the
earnings of the British merchant fleet en-
gaged in foreign trade, calculated at
$450,000,000, “is more than sufficient to
account for the average excess of im-
ponts.”

MAFIA AT WORK,

Two Assassination$ in Trans-Caucasia—
The Murderers Escaped,

St. Petersburg, Sept. 11:—An Orthodox
architect, Vassily, was stabbed to death
in the streets - of Alexander, Trans-
Caucasia, on August 26th. The murder-
er escaped.

The Noyoe Vremya's correspondent at
Servian, Trans-Caucasia, says the mur-
der was one of a series of assassinations
committed by the Armenian Mafia, and
adds that Vassiloy had been black-listed.

The correspondent further recounts
another recent brutal murder at Alex-
andriapol railroad station in the presence
of a crowd of people. In this case also
the murderer easily made good his es-
cape.

Jiudical investigation of the many mur-
ders committed show, it is asserted, that
80 per cent. of the many recent Armen-
ian murders was the work of Armenians
who emigrated from Turkey, inspired by
fanaticism, and that the others were
simply the crimes of paid assassins.

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WERE ON TRAL OF
ALLEGED ROBBERS

EVEN BEFORE CRIME
TOOK PLACE MONDAY

Detectives Didn’t Like the Looks of the
Two—Traced the Latter to
the Mainland.

(From Wedresday’s Daily.)

Detective Maecdonald and Acting De-
tective Clayards went up to the Main-
land last night to bring back Lorenzo
and Leonard, tha two arresied at
New Westminster on the
charge of holding up the Western hotel
bar on Monday night. They wiil be
back wifh their prisoners this evening,
and it is altogether likely that the latter
will face the magistrate in the police
court to-morrow morning. They were
apprehended by the Royal City police on
lroceipt of instructions from Chief Lang-
ey.

It was known that they had boarded
the Victorian at Sidney just before she
left for Port Guichon yesterday mora-
ing. A great deal of credit for this dis-
covery is due Mr. Beauchamp, the pro-
duce dealer, who had gone out to Sidney
on the morning train. He had got off
at the wharf and was proceeding in the
direction of the hotel when he saw a
short man hurriedly leave the brush and
hasten towards the slip. A few seconds
later he saw another man glance warily
out from the brush and then cautiously
emerge and follow in the direction taken
by the other. Mr. Beauchamp was not
aware of the hold-up at the Western
hotel, but he instinctively felt that they
had been up to some crooked work and
Were anxious to avoid pursuit. He
watched them until they boarded the
steamer, ard then continued on his way.
When he returned to town about 11
o’clock he observed Detective Sergeant
Palmer and  Detective Macdonald con-
versing with- Conductor Forbes gt the
station. Thinking that they were ques-
tioning the conductor about the two 8iis-
picious looking characters he had s-em,
he approached atid fotind that his sar-
mise was correct. He described the pe-
culiar conduet and appearance of the
men, and the detectivés were certain
that they were the couple wanted, A
telegram was at once dispatched to the
Roy_al City deseribing the fugitives and
asking that they be held. In the after-
noon a reply was received stating that
toe men had been arrested. A subse-
quert telegram from New Westminster
stated that a search of the prisoners re-
vealed a revolver, two watches, a pair
of eye-glasses, chain, watch charm und
$46.

That the detectives were on the trail
of the pair even before Monday right’s
hold-up is evident by the folicwing: On
;\londuxy afternoon Detective Sergeant
Palmer and Detective Macdonald in
making their rounds came upon Lecnar
and Lorenzo in a certain resort in town,
The latter was recognized as a man who
had been summoned for vagraney tiree
months ago, but who had not appeared
when called in court. A warrant had
therefore, been issued. Detective M(u\'
donald said to him: “Hello, young fel-
low, there’s a warrant out for ycu.” The
other replied: “Give me a chance, I'm
going to ‘get out to-night.” Sergeant
Palmer in the meantime had been en-
gaged in conversation with Lorenzo’s
companion, whom he interrogated very
closely. The man said he had come
from the other side and was a waiter
by occupation® The officers’ detective in-
stinet and knowledge of physiognomy
told them that this man needed watching
so they made a mental note of his ap-
pearance.

That evening they went down to the
_Sound steamer to see if the two were go-
Ing to leave town. In facot had they
boarded- the steamer the officers would
likely have arrested Leonard, the 1aller
of the two. in order to find out some-
thing about him. Although there Wos no
charge against him they felt that he was
a bad character. Neither, however, put
In an appearance,

About 10 o’clock that night as Datee-
tive Sergeant Palmer was on his way
home, he noticed the pair come from
Herald street along Douglas towards the
St. John’s church. They didn’t see him
and appeared to be talking earnestly.
The taller man had a reddish-brown
overcoat, too small for him, and a soft
hat. The other wore a handkerchief
around his neck. The detective shadowed
them until they disappeared down Fis-

men
yesterday

A guard. He then went home feeling satis-

fied that if a crime was verpetrated
during the night he could lay his hands
on the men who did it. As told in theve
columns, the Western hotel bar was held
uwp about midnight. Detective Mae-
donald, who was on hand when the re-
port came in, suspected that Leonard and
Lorenzo were in the job, and he worked
for hours trying to locate them. The
next morning Sergeant Palmer, Defee-
tive Macdonald and Constable Clayards
renewed the search. As subsequent de-
velopments disclosed, the two men had
evidently walked to Sidney and lay con-
cealed all night in the woods awaiting
the departure of the Victorian.

The minute description given the New
Westminster police by the authorities en-
abled the former to bag the men with-
out trouble. "

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WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

Victoria Meteorological Office,
9th to 15th Seéptember, 1903.

The weather during this week may be
divided into two distinct t¥pes, overcast
and rainy for the first threé-days, and the
remainder fine and comparatively warm.
These conditions not only prevailed im-
mediately on the Coast, but were general
throughout the province.

The rainy conditions were caused by the
summer type of high barometric pressure
which has prevailed over this province mov-
ing further south. This movement permit-
ted a series of ocean low areas to spread
inland across Vancouver Island. Thesé,
conditions continued until Saturday, 12th,
when an important high barometer area
appeared over the northern portion of the
province and gradually spread southward.
The effect of this movement,K was to cause
a general fine spell, not only throughout
this province, but across the continent to
Manitoba; in the latter district it was pre-
ceded by rain, which turned to smow, and
in some places it amounted to 10 inches on
the level. Sharp frosts have occurred In
Cariboo and the Territories upon the last
three days of the week.

At Victoria, the amount of bright sun-
shine stered was 42 hours and 24 min-
utes; rainfall, .50 inch; highest tempera-
ture, 64.2 on 4th; lowest, 45.0 on 15th.

s AMICABLY ADJUSTED.

Satigfactory” Arrangement of the Affairs
of the A. O. U. W. in British
Columbia.

As a result of the special meeting of
the A. O. U. W. Grand Lodge yesterday
thie misunderstanding between the Grand
Todge and the Supreme Tiodge has been
aniicably settled. Brothers Stevens and
Tate, representatives of « the =~ Supreme
Lodge from Mauitoba and Colorado, ex-
plained matters so that it was apparent
to all delegates that the-differences re-
férred to were caused through the execu-
tive of the ' British Columbia Grand
Lodge not having a thorough under-
standing of ‘the action of“the.Supreme

‘body.

In their addresses they : pointed
that the increase in the assessments of
the members over 55 years of age did
not necessariiy-affect the lodges of Bri-
tish * Columbia. 'This. was a. low rate
jurisdiction, and ,the mnew regulation
adopted by the Supreme Lodge did not
affect any but tie ‘high rate districts.
Of course ifiit was the desire of the
lodges of this province to adopt the new
regulation there would be no onjection
to their doing so, but it was not com-’
pulsory, as members of the:British Col-
umbia Grand. Lodge seemed to think.

Continuing, it was explained that the
reason the Supreme Lodge had found it
necessary to levy an ‘increased assess-
ment on the older members of the lodges
belonging to what are termed the high
rate jurisdictions was because of the
very heavy death rate which, during the
past few years, had resulted in a con-
stant drain oh 'the reserve fund. *

After both 'gentiemen had spoken the
chairman, Grand Master Workman H.
C. Edwards,’who, in opening - the pro-
ceedings, explained the reasons for call-
ing the special meeting, requested any
of the delegates who wished to ask the
Supreme Lodge representatives ques-
tions to do so. This resulted in many
queries, all of 'which were answered
clearly and té the point. ]

Another point, which no doubt had
considerable to do with deciding the
Grand Lodge in favor of the supreme
body, is the fact that under the new
regulations members over 55 years of
age not only pay the same rates as
heretofore, but' will not have to con-
tribute to the guaranty fund, as has been
the case up te the present.

The Grand Iodge came to a decision
last night when, after consideration, it
was decided to-adopt the guaranty fund
as embodied in the mnew. regulations,
which means the continuing of the pres-
ent rate of beneficiary assessments. This
action is an expression of the intention
of the Grand Lodge to support the Su-
preme body. The vote was a!most unani-
mous. e £

Bducational Clisses to Be Started in
Connection With Local Association.

One of the strongest features of the
work of the X. M. C. A. is its educa-
tional department, and much of the
energy of the gssociation is bent in this
direction. This department has develop-
ed until to-day in North America 110
colleges and upiversities accept for ma-
triculation the certificates won by the Y.

The course for the coming season in
the local assoeiztion will cover six
months, and will include bookkeeping,
penmanship, ‘eommercial arithmetic,
elementary and advanced, mechanical
and architectural drawing and mineral-
ogy. The staff-of teachers will be from
among the best-in. Victoria, and will in-
clude A. J. Pineo, M. A., of the High
school; Leonard Tait, principal Vietoria
West school; Davjid Tait and others. No
doubt thé young men who desire to im-
prove themselves will take the advan-
tages offered. The aim of the associa-
tion is not primarily to make money,
but to give young men a chance for
self-improvement, as is shown by the
small fees charged. Registration for
these classes willl begin on Monday next.

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THE HOLD-EP MEN
IN POLICE COURT

THEY WERE BROUGHT
BEFORE MAGISTRATE

Both” Will Probably Plead Guilty -—
Leonard Wanted to Be Tried
First.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

“Well, I plead guilty now, Your Wor-
ship, and I request you to sentence me
at once.”

This was the rather strange  utterance
of James Leonard, the leading spirit in
the hold-up at the Western ~hatel - on
Moaday night, this morning when he and
his alleged partner in crime faced the
magistrate in the police court. The room
was filled with spectators,. and the
prisoners were the cynosuré of all eyes.
The- other two occupants of the dock,
the only Larry Mooney and a shaggy
aborigine, were neglected.- Habitues of
the police court in Victoria - don’t  see
men charged with so serious a erime as
that hanging over the two men mention-
ed every day.

In Leonard’s face a physiognomist
would find an interesting study. It re-
flects the character of the man with
striking accuracy. It is.the face of one
who could not only plan ' a desperate
deed and carry it into execution, but who
could sway others to associate them-
selves with him in its accomplishment.
It is long, and anguiar, and lighted up
by a pair of eyes as keen as those of a
hawk. They are blue gray, somewhat
shifty, and utterly lacking in tenderness.
It was their cold, hard expression which
attracted the attention of the detectives
on Monday afternoon, and it was in
them that they saw the index of a char
acter from awhich they could expcet any-
thing,

When his name was called in thed
police court to-day he stood with his
back to the spectators, and lcaning his
Lhead upon his hand he stoically listened
to the charge preferred agiinst him,
namely, the robbery with violetice from
Peter Nelson of three watclhes, a gold
chain and $45. His companion in the
dock and the man who is accused of be-
ing implicated in the hold-up is less of
a stranger to the Vietoria police. © He
was summoned for vagrancy about three
months ago, but slipped out of town. He
is considerably smaller than Leonard,
and not so unprepossessing‘ in appear-
ance. He has dark hair and moustaché,
while the other is clean shaven,

When the charge was read -Leonard
was given an opportunity-of electing as
to the manner of his trial. “I’ll waive
the jury trial, Your Worship, and be
tried by you.”

Lorenzo, on the other hand;i asked: for
an adjournment until Saturday in order
to consider the matter. Leonard = was
asked if he wanted an adjournment also,
the magistrate pointing out  that the
cases should be dealt with togeffier. The
larger, however, strenuously objected to
this course. ¥

“I want to be tried now, Your Wor-
ship. Why can’t you go ahead with my
case at onice and take his up later?” he
said. )

“No,” replied the magistrate, “I'll
either try both together or neither. If
Lorenzo elects to be tried by me I'll try
you, but if he prefers a jury trial I will
refuse to try you. I will not separate
these two trials.”

“Yes,” Your Worship, “but isn't it my
right to be tried by you if I want to?”
persisted the prisoner, evincing a
singular anxiety to have his case dis-
posed of before the other,

The magistrate refused
the cases. Then Leonard made a
startling observation. <“Well, then, I'll
plead guilty to the charge right here,
and I request you to punish me as soon
as you can.”

Magistrate Hall, however, refused to
be dissuaded from his decision to try
both men together. The prisoners held
a brief consultation together, and
Lorenzo finally said that he still wanted
a postponement until Saturday. Both
men were then removed.

During the discussion this
Peter Nelson, the bartender
Western, who was the man *
entered the court room and sat in a
chair a few feet from the prisoners.
“Are those your men,” he was asked by
a Times representative.

“Yes, those are-the men,” he replied.
Neither Leonard nor Lorenzo paid any
attention to their vietim of Monday
night. The former acted as though he
was no stranger to police court. pro-
cedure, and did not manifest much
curiosity on this A score. He. seemed
anxious to have the whole thing disposed
of without any waste of time, and the
chances are that if he adheres to his de-
termination to plead guilty and gets a
stiff sentence he: will receive it with the
stoicism of one to whom the experience
is no novelty.

TECHNICAL TRAINING.

The following letter has been received by
Mr. R. E. Gosnell, secretary of the British
Columbia provincial bureau of information
and immigration:

Dear Sir:—It has occurred to me that, as
Agent-General of your colony, you may be
frequently asked for information by parents
wishing /their sons to come to England in
order to acquire a thorough . technical
training in the various branches of eommer-
clally applied science. I therefore beg to
bring to your attention the technical labora-
tories here, which include the only model
mill in the United Kingdom for teaching
on a works basis the principlés underlying
the manufacture of colors and paints, the
‘bolling, refining and bleaching of ofls, gum
running and varnish making. The mumber
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of pupils recelved here is limited to ten,
and, at the present, we have only two
vacancles. You will see from the enclosed
pamphlet what the nature and scope of this
institution is, and should you, at any time,
receive inquiries from colonists desiring to
have their sons trained in these various
branches of science, 1 shall be glad if you
will bear in mind this institution at Ayn-
some. It is, as I said before, unique of its
kind in England at the present time, and
the only other place of which I know
where any such training could be obtained
Is at Vienna, and, whilst feeling that it is
always an advantage to be able to assist
our colonies and support British trade, 1
think you will agree with me that it is a
considerable additional advantage to be
able to obtain in England a training which,
til very lately, was entirely in the bands
of the foreigner.

When the company’s steamer City of
Nanimo sailed- for Nanaimo and
Comox on Tuesday morning last, she
had-on board $34,000, the monthl) pay
money for the Cuxnberland miners. This
sum was kept in a leather bag ang in
tue charge of the purser as usual, When
the bag was operned at the office and the
contents examined it was found that
$9,000 had been taken from it. The
police have been notified and detectives

.are diligently employed in trying to lo-

cate the missing moaey, and the person
who stole it;

Officials of the company and the police
are reticent in regard to the affair and
particulars, but as far as can be gather
ed there does not seem to have been any
special watch over the monty. It was
placed in charge of the purser. as has

TRADE AND. WAGES.

‘Some Interesting Facts Published in Blue
Book Just Issued.

PRI S

London, Sept. 16.—The various aspects of
British and foreign trade are shown in the
bodrd of trade blue book just issued. 1t
contains a number of tables giving lmports
and exports. Americans have made large
investments In the United Kingdom of re-
cent years, and American repurchases, of
raflroad and other securities are admitted
to have, to some extent, affected the fiscal
figures. *But they are not likely to form
a serious factor.” Much attention is divert-
ed to the tin plate indusiry and the effect
of the Dingley and McKinley tariffs. The
figures show that the total exports of tin
from the United Kingdom have ‘déclined
only a little over $5,000,000 since 1897, with
a2 marked increase in the quantity produced
and in the value of a number of mills in
1898.

Dealing exhaustively with the tariffs of
all nations, the blue book says the Ameri-
can system of dlawbacks ‘‘necessarily re-
sults in inequality of treatment. angd may

vield an export bounty to the best equlpped {

manufacturers while others sustain a loss.’
In a table showing the ad valorem,
equivalent to import duties, levied by for-
eign countries on-the principal articles of
British export, Russia comes first with 131
per cent.,

per cent. Though Germany comps\ sixth,
it is poipted out that her existing tariff Is

so effective as to be more highly protective |

against Great Britain than the percentage
shows.

Before the trade of the United Kingdom
and dny of the colonles could be reserved
to British vessels, the board of trade states
that the existing
Greece and other countries would have to
be denounced.
United Kingdom is most dependent on im-
ported wheat.

The question of wages and the cost of
living, especlally the price of food, which

has figured so largely in the recent Cham- 5

berlain agitation, takes up pages, and is
summed up as follows: ““The average level
of wages In the United States are 11% |
times greater than in the United Kingdom, |
while in Germany wages are only two-

thirds, and in France three-quarters of the l

average prevgiling in the United Kingdom.”

The percentage of family incomes, taking |
New York as the capital of the United '
States, is estimated on the basis of 100
per cent. for the United Kingdom, for the
United States 123 per cent., for France 83
per cent., and for Germany 69 per cent.

The mean weekly rate of wages in skilled
trades in the United States is estimated at
159 per cent. of the same basis. Dealing '
with the iron and steel trade the board re-
ports that employment has fallen off in the
United Kingdom since the “introduction of
American tariffs, but that very few works |
have actually closed.

It points out that imports from the Unit-
ed States have decreased since 1900.

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SCALED MT. BAKER.

David Ogilvy, a Resident of This City,
Ascended Mount Baker in 1868.

“Among those who came down on the
Princess Victoria from Vietoria, B. 5
last Saturday was David Ogilvy, one of
the pioneers in the Pacific Northwest.
Mr. Ogilvy is of Scottish descent, but
was born in Canada, and he has many
an interesting story to tell jof his trips
through Iowa, Illinois and Wisconsin in
the eary 50's. He came to Vietoria in
1859, and has since made that his home.

“In 1868 he was one of a party that
climbed to the top of Mount Baker. The
party was headed by T. M. Soleman,
who was at that time a well-known
English traveller and explorer. While
on the mountain Mr. Coleman made a
number of sketches and these were pub-
lished in Harper's Magazine in the fol-
lowing year, in connection with an in-
teresting article descriptive of the trip.

“In the party were Thomas Shatton,
Mr. Tennent and Genéral McKenny, all
well known pioneers 'in Washington.
When the top of the mountain was
reached the Doxology was sung. Follow-
ing this an American flag, which had
been made by Miss Eldridge, a sister of
Mr. Eldridge, a well known citizen of
Whatcom, was placed on the mountiin
top, where it was left. Beside the flag
was placed a copper plate bearing the
names of the exploring party.

“The ascent of the - mountain was
made in August, apd was not as diffi-
cult as might have been expected. Mr.
Ogilvy believes that his party was the
first party of white men to ever ascend
the mountain. He is greatly interested
in the history of the Northwest, and in
the few moments’ time he had at his
disposal he mentioned many interesting
bits of history to a Daily News re-
porter.”—Tacoma Daily News.

COLLEGE STANDING.

Toronto University May Grant High

School Pupils Recognition in Art
Course,

Professor Loudon and Professor Mec-
Lennan, of Toronto University, while
visiting this. city, had a long conference
with the officials of the education depart-
ment, as a’result of it there is eyery
probability that something may be done
by which the ‘High school examinations
in this province may be accepted by the
faculty of that iastitution. The profes-
sors will report wupon their return to
Toronto and steps may then be taken
to give the successful candidates at the
departmental examinations in British
Columbia recognition in the arts course
of the great Toronto University.
After consulting with Inspector Wil-
son and Inspector Cruikshank, the To-
ronto visitors seemed very much taken
with the course of study adopted in the
provincial High schools.

At the present time the Ountario High
school curriculum and that of Toronto
University are prepared so that the same
examination papers are used, and the
departmental test is therefore accepted
by the faculty of the provincial univer-
sity,

Already the High school examinations
in British Columbia are recognized by
McGill University, Montreal. If the
present scheme is accomplished High
school pupils, who pass the intermediate
and senior grade examinations, will be
given the additional advantage of being
accepted in Toronto University, which
has the largest attendance of the Can-
adian educational institutions.

SWEEPING VICTORY
FOR HOTEL BY-LAW

PASSED WEDNESDAY
BY A SPLENDID VOIE

Oaly Eighty-Five Opponents to Proposal
-—A Record Triumph—Mayor Ex-
presses His Delight.

These figures tell the story of the
most decisive victory that ever crowned
the arms of progress in Victoria. K The
ratepapers have carried the hotel by-law
en masse, smothering at the polls the
insignificant opposition represented in
the eighty-five votes recorded against the
measure, The splendid vote polled shows
that the property owners of this city
fully realize the importance of the mat-
ter, that they are alive to the benefits
which will inevitably follow the ratifi-
cation of the by-aw, and that they are

determined to smite most mightily. any

poliey which stands for retrogression.
The returns just quoted afford additional
testimony. They evidence conclusively
the thorough organization of these most
active 'in their efforts to secure the en-
dorsation of the by-law and forceful
manner in which the various features of
the proposal were brought to the atten-
tion of the voters.

And the eight-five who voted against
the by-law. 'Their identity, of course,
will never be: known by their ballots,
and the chances are they will be-anxious
to preserve the secret. A few Ccitizens
before ‘the voting.quietly expressed op-
position to the measure, but they did not
anticipate the overwhelming triumph
which leaves them in the cold. It would
be uncharitable to insinuate that they
were not actuated by sincere motives,
but the day of the policy for which they
stood is past forever, and by the superb
vote of yesterday Victoriaa has opened
up an altogether new era—an era of
expansion and gratifying prosperity, It
is a pity the meagre band of opposition-
ists were so inflexibly closed to conviction
and conversion, for it would have been
eminently proper to pass so deserving
a by-law unanimously.

The extent of Tuesday’s avalanche
becomes more patent when comparison
i3 made with the votes on former by-
laws. Once has the total number of bal-
lots recorded surpassed the aggregate of
yesterday, and that was when the Term-
inal railway by-law was submitted to
the ratepayers. But even then the vic-
tory was mnot so signal, as the number
of opponents was proportionately great-
er. The total vote polled on that occa-
sion, November 29th, 1900, was 2,055,
of which 1,728 were in favor of the by-
law and 319 against. Large votes were
polled 'when the “big four” improve-
ments were endorsed in 1901. The mud
flats by-law went swinging through to
the tune of 1,210 to 177; the Point Ellice
bridge proposal was. ratified by a vote
of 1,278 to 142, and the Government
street paving by 1,094 to 211. The High
school by-law had’a narrow squeak, the
vote being 854 for' and 440 against. The
nominal majority yesterday was 1,725,
but the official plurality was 1,052, esti-
mating on the basis of three-fifths of the
total, To carry the by-law 1,137 votes
were required. The vote cast in favor
of it was 673 in excess of that number.

The next thing to be done is to form-
ally pass the by-law in the council, The
agreement will then be duly executed
and a copy forwarded to President
Shaughnessy. The city has four months
in which to deed the site of the railroad
company, and the latter must commence
work within a month after this is done.
The flats are to be filed im within a
year, The property owners of Victoria
have done their part well, and it mow
remains for the railroad company to do
theirs, Tuesday night Mayor McCandless
wired the results of the polling to Sir
Thomas Shaughnessy, and will probably
receive a reply during the day.

Mayor Highly Pleased.

“I am glad such a large vote has been
polled in favor of the by-law,” Mayor
MeCandless remarked to the Times on
Wednesday. “I felt sure that it could be
carried, but I wanted to see a big turn-
out. This has been the case, and shows
that the people appreciate the import-
ance of ratifying a proposal which will
work wonders for the city’s advance-
ment.” /

His Worship further predicted that
next year would witness marked pro-
gress generally throughout Victoria, and
that there would be more budding than
at any time since what was known as
the “boom” days. Mayor McCandless
is not the man to make idle predictions.
He is thoroughly alive to the signs of
the times, and Has taken note of the un-
mistakable indications which undoubt-
edly point to marked progress in the near
future.

In this connection it is not generally
known, but it is pretty cdrrect to say,
that within the past few days a hun-
dred thousand dollars’ worth of property
has changed hands. One prominent real
estate dealer, as stated in the Times
on Tuesday told a reporter. that
on Saturday morning he made sales
amounting to seven or eight thousand
dollars. The total does not consist al-
together of residential sites, because
some good business property has also
changed hands. ?

Mayor McOandless has every reason
to feel gratified at the result of yes-
terday’'s polling. The manner in which
he and the counmcil have conducted the
negotiations between the corporation and
company is deserving of great commen-
dation. The interests of the city have
been fully protected throughout, while

the best of feeling between the two par-
ties has prevailed.

Until Sir Thomas Shaughnessy’s visit
this summer there was very little ground
for hope that the company would erect
a hotel here. He was waited upon by
a committee representing ~the various
public bodies, headed by Mayor Mec-
Candless, -on (behalf of the council, The
matter was laid before the knight to
,such good effect that he promised to
recommend the erection of a hostelry
here on certain conditions, among which
were exemption from taxation and
water jates for twenty years. Mayor
McCandless ‘said this was too long a
time, and he did not think the people
would consent to it. Sir Thomas Shaugh-
nessy thereupon agreed to reduce the
period of exemption to fifteen years. In
this connection it might be recalled that
last year it was proposed to give the
company the whole of ‘the flats with éx-
emption from rates for twenty years or
more if they would build.

Before a by-law cowld be submitted
to the ratepayers it was necessary to
have a special act put through the legis-
lature. It was passed on .the last day
of the session, truly a narrow escape.
The Mayor and council then drew up a
draft agreement and forwarded it to
Montreal. Sir Thomas sent out one
which he thought would answer the pur-
pose better. This was taken under con-
sideration by the council, and several
important amendments were inserted
thoroughly safeguarding the interests of
the city. The agreement was then sub-
mitted to Sir Thomas Shaughnessy and
accepted. Yesterday the property own-
ers of the city accepted it, and,as a
result six or seven hundred thousand
dollars will be expended by the company
on the conversion of the mud flats into a
place of beauty.

At Qal-
gary and Winnipeg similar associations
were formed, and it is the intention te
effect another at Spokane, where many
graduates of the Toronto University
have made their home.

The federation scheme by which many
of the universities in Ontario joined
forces with the provinecial institution,
thus affording exceptional advantages in
the way of concentrating the work of the
various colleges, has led to the ‘desire on
the part of the faculty to extend its
range. Offering unexcelled advantages,
it was thought! best that President Lou-
don should visit Manitoba, the Northwest
Territories and British Columbia, with
the object in view of seeing just what
could be done towards giving the candi-
dates in the High schools the advan-
tages of recognition in the university ex-
aminations. ’

The president wili report very favor-
ably respecting British Columbia, The
visitors were pleased with the course of
studies prescribed, and it is quite prob-
.able that those passing the departmen-
tal' examinations in this province may be
accapted to standing in Toronto Univer-
sity without any further test of scholar-
ship. 5

Speaking of the need of a university
in Vietoria, both of them spoke very
encouragingly of it. Prof. McLennan
thought it should be ‘an admirable loca-
tion for such an institution. With the
funds now available for Toronto Univer-
sity that institution would be made tha
nuclens of the smaller institutions.
would be at that great centre that he
hoped to see graduates from the others
take their post graduate courses instead
of going, as in the past, to John Hop-
kins and other American institutions.
He says Toronto University is fast tak-
ing an important place for advanced
courses in arts.

SELKIRKS AND ROCKIES.

Mountains Ascended By German
Mountaineer—Glories of Mount
Sir Donald.

E. Terves, a member of the Alpine
Club of Germany, is on the Coast after
spending the summer in climbing some
of the most notable of,the Canadian
peaks on British Columbia mountains.
Mr, Terves is a merchant of Bremen,
Germany, but every summer for a num-
ber of years he has devoted his time to
his favorite sport, and has acquired a
reputation among mountain climbers for
the hazardous climbs he has made.

Mr, Terves is now in Seattle. In an
interview with the Seattle Post-Intelli-
gencer, Mr. Terves said:

“From the mountain climbing stand-
point, Mount Sir Donald will compare
with anything to be found in the Alps.
In America mountain climbing may be
said to have a great future. The Rockies
are making their history now. They may
be compared to the Alps of fifty years
ago. Much remains to be done. Verx
little is known of ‘the northern part of
the Selkirks and Rockies, especially in
Alaska, where it is not even known ab-
solutely which is the highest mountain.

“The mountains on this Coast, such as

voleanic origin, and while high and very
‘beautiful to the ordinary man, are con-
sidered as only second-rate mountains
to the mountain climber. This is true
beeause all voleanic mountains are easy
to elimb. By voleanic mountains I mesun
mountains with cpaters. Such mountains
are so easy to ascend that we hardly
call it climbing, but just walking up.
As a matter of fact, the Rockies and
Selkirks are the only mountains on this
continent, in the mountain eclimbers’
sense; the others are just big hills,

“The great difficulty in climbing Ameri-
can mountains, as compared with the
Alps, is the difficulty of reaching the
base. This is due to the dense forests
which abound in the mountainous dis-
tricts of this country, In the Alps,
mountain climbing has been carried on
soslong that there are well-defined trails
clear up to the point of ascent.

“The ascent of Mourt Sir Donald was
made especially difficult from the faet
that there had just been a fresh fall of
snow. Then, too, ow the north side the
ascent is rendered doubly difficult from
the great number of falling stones. One
of my Swiss guides was struck, but for-
tunately the stone was too small to do
any great damage,

“The view from the peak Wwas the most
magnificient I have ever-%een. Never
from the Matterhorn have I had such a
sense of vastness forced in upon me. To
t!m north, the south, and in every direc-
tion as far as the eye could see, glacial
peaks arose. Many of these have never
been ascended, and it was a sight calcu-
lated to fill the heart of the mountain
climber with an unquenchable enthusiasm
as ‘he surveyed the wealth of mountain
climbing' which yet remains to be done
in the northern part of the continent.

“Prof. Fay, of Tuft’s college, and
Prof. Parker, of Columbia - university,
were both working ip .the Selkirks this
summer. Prof. Fay made the ascent of
