Jnately eased oft a bit and then went 
jn for the record, which he found was 
well within his powers, doing 56.23^5 and

Shrubb made liis great two mile record 
of 9.09 3-5 at Ibrox park on July 11, 1904. 
This track is a hanked quarter mile cin­
der track, and Shrubb admits it to be the 
fastest track in the world. The race was 
a handicap and McGough, the Scotch 
champion, was the nearest marked man, 
having 80 yards, but refused to start, much 
to Shrubb’s displeasure, as it made liis 
nearest marked man on 1*25 yards.
