for handling the cash, thus saving e 
great deal of time, and facilitating 
the checking of the different depart­
ments.

The introduction of this pneumatic 
system into the Postoffice Depart­
ment will be a long stop in the right 
way for in nothing is more rapidity 
required than in the handling of let­
ters. This has become so apparent 
that the different European govern­
ments have installed these pneumatic 
plants in all their large cities for 
the handling of mail matter.

FINEST IN THE WORLD.
The finest plant in the world is 

probably the Batcheller pneumatic 
plant installed in the Central Post- 
office in New York City. The inside 
diameter of the tubing is cjight inch­
es. It is thc circuit system, the com­
pressor and receiving ends being sit­
uated at tho central office. The send­
ing apparatus consists of two tube 
sections, mounted on a swinging 
frame inserted in the main tube, so 
that either of the swinging tubes can 
be brought in line with the main 
tube, somewhat after the manner of 
the chambers of a revolver.

COMBINED SINK AND TABLE.

The following is a good polish for 
oilcloth—Save all candle ends and 
melt in the oven. Mix with it suffi­
cient turpentine to make a soft 
paste, 
leum, etc.

It is not generally known that 
wringing out a cloth in hot water 
and wiping the furniture before put­
ting on furniture cream will result 
in a very high polish, and will not 
finger mark.

To keep sponges soft and white 
wash them in warm water with a 
little tartaric acid in it, then rinse 
in plenty of cold water. Take care 
not to put in too much tartaric acid 
or the sponges will be spoiled.

Delicious sandwiches may be made 
by spreading one slice of bread with 
butter beaten to a cream, and the 
other with honey. Thc honey must 
be used sparingly, so that it will 
not ooze out on the fingers of the 
eaters.

Do not waste tho broken- bread. 
After rolling it so as to form 
crumbs place these crumbs in a cov­
ered vessel. They will keep there 
for six months if necessary, nnd al­
ways will be available when wanted 
in cooking.

An excellent grease eradicator for 
family use is made thus—Boil one 
ounce of soap cut small in one quart 
of soft water, add a teaspoonful of 
saltpetre and an ounce and a half 
of ammonia. Keep this fluid in a 
bottle, corked tightly.

To choose a ham.—Run a knife 
along the bone of a ham; if it comes 
out clean and has a savoury odor, 
the ham is good: if smeared and 
dull, it is either- spoiled by taint or 
is rusty. Hocks and gammon of 
bacon may be tried in the same 
way

When soot falls upon the carpet or 
rug, never attempt to sweep it up 
at once, for the result is sure to be- 
a disfiguring mark. Cover it thick­
ly with nicely dried salt, which will 
enablf you to sweep it up vleatJy, 
so that not tho slightest stain or 
smear will be left.

The value of this system to thf 
Postoffice Department is obvious.

Le 
sides, the collection of mail from tlK 
tiranch offices would not be intermib 
tent as it is when collected by hors 
and wagon, and would prevent that 
congestion which is always the result 
of bringing in a wagon load of mail

The tube system would bring th< 
mail in more frequently and in smal* 
1er quantities and would render itt 
handling a matter of comparativi 
ease.

The eight-in<S tube, according t< 
Mr. Batcheller, is tho limit in size 
as a larger tube system would neces 
sitate heavier carriers, a differently 
constructed set of buffers and a great 
ly increased pneumatic force. Larga 
carriers would have to be run oi 
wheels. z

The capacity of a seven-inch car 
rier is about 500 to 700 letters, an< 
the interval despatches from eigh' 
to ten seconds. This would make tht 
carrying capacity of the pneumati 
tube system about 35,000 letters a 
hour.

After dealing ia a sugar-coated way 

with the possibilities of swinging the New­
foundland vote by “the resources of civil-

The Bond Ministry is considered by

CANADA MISSED OPPORTUNITY.
The most persistent, and the meet

“You had the chance to take os 
in then, when we were in trouble, and 
you turned us down; now we can do 
"without you, and we mean te,” is the 
first sta ermnt made by almost every 
ordinary Newfoundlander when appro tch- 
ed on the subject. Newfoundland’s 
pride was hurt, and it will need the 
cleverest diplomtey to heal the sound.

NEXT OVERTURES FROM CANADA.
It may be taken for granted, il ia not 

open to dispute, that Newfoundland will 
never eg tin ask Canada to admit it into 
the Dom пічг. The next overtures must 
come from Canada. The Dominion will 
have te make a broad and generous offer 

eras different basis entirely from the 
The terms which New­

foundland was willing te accept then 
would net bè considered now as at all 
acceptable by even the strongest advocates 
if Confederation in the. .colony. The 
t-lsnd has been developed tremendously 
in the eight years that have passed, and 
permanent resource# have been revealed 
that were then mere chimeras.

To one ef the leading statesmen of the 
island I put the question, “What should 
Canada do, supposing it were desirous of 
Newfoundland enteiing Confederation?” 
He replied : “Your terms of entry would 
have to be far above what they were 
in 1895. You would have te show our 
people that their position would be 
materially benefitied, You would have 
to shew, further, an intent on to improve 
out* harbors, etc., for the advantage of the 
fishermen, outline a scheme of develepe- 
meut, and provide sufficient guarantees 
that that scheme would be carried out. ’

. The principal obetiole to union is the 
probability ef Newfoundland demanding 
extravagant aid impossible terms, as the 
result ef its present proeoerity and the 
aysuring outlook for continued develope- 
raent.

of email wood, shocks, matches, etc. 
'Money and eutrrprisi' about expreaee* the 
chief essentials to establish euch iudustr es 
and eirry them on successfully.

"Agriculture is carried en to a fair extent. 
We have not very many vacant farms. The 
others are not worked ae they aheuld be. 
With regard to a market for eur produce, we 
have Nrwcss’ e, which ie 3£ miles away 
and Cha'Lam Ц mile*.

' Grain, root* and frnit do fairly well ben 
and bay ie wnr staple product. Quite likely 
our district іа beet suited to these depart­
ments. Meantime, cattle and hay raising 
are carried en to a fair extent; quite a lot ie 
done ie egg»; cheese and butter are not 
predueed to any great extant; sheep raising 
ie becoming leas and leas.

“There ie no growth of timber here, but 
good timber comes from various points 
up the rive-. 1 can hardly say that there is 
a future for lumbering right here, but the 
lumber industry of the eeo‘ion might be 
helped along by the establishment ef a weed- 
working factory here

" Smelt-fishing i« the chief things here in 
this department of activity. A. A E. 
Loggie, Loggievi le. are fitted in good shape 
te ean them, while W. S. Loggie, of 
Chatham, sends away immense quantities of 
frozen fish. The canning and freezing of 
these ish have become very valuable te 
the people here. '

"With regard to the teeriet traffic, very 
than y tourists go through here to the hunt­
ing and Baking grounds, three or four miles 
from us. We are nieely situ «ted on the 
river, which ie three-quarters of a mile wide 
here. Beats make four of fire trips a day, 
calling here both ways.”
