Governor General Has Sent a!
Messenger for Laurler. |

The Differences Between Sir Charles
and Lord Aberdeen.

It is Said a Compromise Was Effected—To
Transfer the Government Bank Account.

Ottawa, July 8.—The Tupper min-
istry is mo more and tonight a mes-
senger is om his v‘sy -to Arthabaska-
ville {o summon ilfrid Laurier to
the capital. When he arrlm he wil
be entrusted with the task of form- |
ing the secomd lberal cabinet since |
wnfederation.  There was ho meet-
ing of the council this morning for
the simple reason that Sir Charles ;
Tupper was at government house con-
ferring with his excellency. The pre-
mier left Rideau Hall shortly after :
one o'clock, and afted lunching at his
son’s house, came up to his office in
the state dspartment. Notices for a
cabinet meeting for three o’clock were
immediately sent out, and at the hour
appointed the ministers met in the
council chamber for the last time,
The resignation of the cabinet was
first tendered the gowernor general
vesterday, but action upon it was not
taken by his excellency nuntil today,
owing to certain points which had
arisen between the ministers and the
governor requiring adjustment. To-
day’s meeting of the ministers was
not prolcnged. The coumnieatﬁcms
which the premier had

had dispersed, Sir, C‘ﬁ&ﬁes Tupper Te-
turning to the state department. He
gemained there until 515 p. m. and
then proceeded’ to government house
for the purpose of pressing the resig-
mations of himself and colleagues. By
seven o'clock it was known officially
that the resignations had been aec-
cepted and that Lord Aberdeen had
sent for Mr. Laurier, The liberal
leader will likely armive here at noon
tomorrow, and as his slate is practic-
ally completed, the personnel of the
new dristry will be known in a daxy
or two.

Sir Charles Tupper tomight conﬂmx—
ed the news of the acceptance of -his
resignation, but on the matter of ap-
pointments said he had not Liord Ab-
erdeen’s permission to say anything,
consequently 'his lips fwere = sealed.
What action his excellency proposes
to take, therefore, regarding appoint-
ments made by his latbe advisers 'is
not definitely known tonight. There
is, however, a well defined rumor that
a compromise was reached, the mimor
offices heing approved by Lord Aber-
deen, but the senatorships and judge-
ships being fleft for Mr. Laurier to
fill. As a consequence Hon. Messrs.
Angers and Desjarding lose their seats
in the upper house, and including the
late Mr. Reads’ seat there will be four
places in the red chamber falling im-
mediately to the liberals.

The question which has been at ds-
sue between the governor general and
his late advisers since Monday is an
interesting one. All constitutional
authorities point to the right of a re-
tiring government to fill wvacanecies,
and inf@eed, this was conceded in the
matter of the Mackenzie government.

THE NOVA SCOTIA FRUIT CROP.

(From the Kentville Advertiser.)

Thegfruit prospects in the Annapolis
valley show signs of an abundant crop.
The: orchards in June were in fuller
bloom than at any previous year, and
reports indicate that the apples have
generally set well. TLast seagon there
was a large Gravenstein crop, but most
of the trees bloomed again this year,
and have a show now for another good
yield. Probably Kings will' take the
lead of all other varieties in this coun-
ty. Unless the dry weather causes
many of the apples on these trees to
fall they will not be able to bear up in
the autumn under the load of fruit
which has formed. Baldwins, russets,
ribstons and many other varietles are
all showing well and the fruit is rap-
idly developing. Many young orchards
which have never produced heretofore,
will give a mnice crop this year and:
help to largely increase the amount an-
nually exported. Reports which have
come to us from England indicate  a
short crop of apples in that country.
Already they are making anxlous en-
quiries about the Nova Scotia pros-
pects for their supply and the impres-
sion is general that prices wiX 88 good.
With better steamship facilities for
quick transit to the British market and
cold storage and other improvements
in preserving the fruit in warehouses
and on the passage, improved pros-|
pects ‘will open up to the fruit growers
of our country. Communications have'
been sent to England asking about the
advisabilty of putting Mediterranean
fruit boats on for the ap-
ple carrying  trade. These boats
could . load at = Kingsport, Hor-
“ton TLanding and other ‘ports . in
our county. 1In these boats the fruit!
would reach England in excellent con-!
dition, but the freight rates mentioned’
are considered too_high.

LEFEBVRE MEMORIAL HALL.

Your correspondent called upon Rev.
Fr. A.'D. Cormier this morning for
.the purpose. of ascertaining the par-
ticulars concerning the Lefebvre mes«
morial hall. b

The rev. father said: The alumni of
St. Joseph’s are determined to rush
the work through rapidly. The hall
is to be built of yellow olive stone, !
which is to be obtained from the
Caledonia. quarry. This stone ‘was
much the fashion in New York years
ago, and many of the magnificent
buildings of Wall street are built of
it.

It was by the merest accident that
We came upon this stone, and we were
surprised to find it in so large a quan-
tity, as there had been none found in
this country for years. We have all
the stone on the grounds.

The hall is to be seventy-nine feet
by fifty-five, and two stories high. The
first floor will be divided into four
rooms, two of which will be 'used as
museums, while the others are to be'
used as laboratories.

The second floor will be used as an
opera house, and will have a seating
capacity of 800 or 900 persons, including
the galleries, which will be reserved
for the students and faculty. The
walls and ceiling of both flats will be
of me thus rendering the entire !
building fire-proof. 3

‘We intend to spare nothing in order
to make the hall one of the finest
buildings in the province. It will be
heated with hot air .‘3%3%#;1)1 electric-
ity, and the ceiling will be painted In
the most beautiful and elaborate de-
signs. A large statue of the founder
of St. Joseph’s (Rev. Fr. Fefebvre) is
to be on a high prominence over the
main entrance. We are uncertain as
to the time the hall will be completed,
as it depends upon the success of the
alumni in receiving subscriptions. We
have already enough subscribed to
complete the outside of the building,
and we depend on the generosity of
the admirers of Fr, Lefebvre for the
rest. :

The first ‘question that rushes to
one’s lips is, Why shave these people
assembled here today and
WHO WAS FATHER LEFEBVRE?

Here is what your correspondent has
gathered about him:

Father Lefebvre, whose death took
place at Memramcook in the latter
part of January, 1895, was emphati-
cally a man with a mission, who filled
for three decades an important, though
not particularly prominent, place in
the educational history of New Bruns-
wick. He was the apostle of the Aca-
ddans, who have solid reason for hold-
ing his memory in everlasting remem-
brance. - Camille Lefebvre was born
February 14th, 1832, in the parish of
St. Phillipe, province of Quebec. The
son of a well-to-do Canalan farmer,
he received a sound and liberal edu-
cation. After some years’ attendance
at the parochial school in St. Phillipe,
he entered the Sulpician college .at
Montreal, and later St. Laurent col-
lege, at that time a young institution
conducted by the Fathers of Holy
Cross, a religious Congregation im-
ported to Canada from France-about
1847. A few years at St. Laurent fixed
his future career, and he entered the
Congregation of Holy Cross, being the
first Canadian cleric to enter its ranks.
Soon after his ordination in, 1855, he
was appointed vicar of St./Bustache,
Quebec province. The exceptional ora-
torical abilities of the young priest
speedily brought him into prominence
in ecclesiastical circles, and he was
in frequent request as a preacher of
retreats and missions throughout the
diocese of St. Hyacinthe. Aftar nine
years in this sphere of labor, he began
his real mizsicn.

In 1864 the Fathers of the Holy Cross
were invited by His Lordship Bishop
Sweeny to 2ccept charge of the Aca-
dian parish of Memramcoodk, a.nd’ i
establish a school or academy¥. In re-
sponse to this invitation came Father
Lefebvre with one or two companions.
To form an adequate idea of Mather
Lefebvre’s labors in that field, it is
necessary io bear in mind ‘h: con:i-
tion of the Acadians at the date of
his arrival among them. It is no re-
proach to say that they wera sub-
merged in the slough of ignorance.
“The greatest misfortune of the Aca-
dians,” says that learnei Canadian
author, the Abbe H. R. Casgrain, “was
not their dispersion, but the almost
complete abandonment in whizh they
were left for nearly a century. During
that whole sad period they had, prac-
tically, no means of education.”

Thirty-five years ago the Acadians
of New Brunswick, except in a few
isolated cases, had no representatives
in ‘the liberal professions, in the civil
service, or in commerce. Politically
they were without leaders and without
influence. In agrizulture and in archi<
tecture their methods were” for the
most part primitive rather than acien-
tific. 'What wonder, thea, that they
were looked upon by their more fa-
vored Anglo-Saxon fellow-countrymen
as an inferior race? ;

The lack of irstruction was the basic
cause of thelr weakness, and the new
pastor of Memramcook at once began
to apply the remedy—education. A
very few months after his arrival in
the parish, he prepared a medium-
sized wooden bullding, organized a
teaching staff, and on October 10th,
1864, opened St. Joseph’s college. Li%le
importance was attached, at that time,
by the masse, to the establishment of
a boarding and day school, in which

fties that erabled Father Lefebvre to
take first ramk among the orators of
the countrv.”

Do you take *‘a space—the only one
left,” in a thousand and one schemes
that come around every year? Do you
Suppose you ever got a cent’s worth of
benefit out of any $10 you ever spent
that way?

If all the dollars that are diverted
from the newspapers into these and
similar -channels were used in buying
space in the best paper in town there
would be fewer merchants who say
that advertising is a doubtful under-
taking. :

There’s nothing doubtful about it. It
is as sure as any other.business trans-
action. The funny part of it is that it
is generally given less attention than
any other department of a business.

Brothers in the Christian Ministry and

It would be simply unnatural to re-
ceive so0 evidently cordial an address
on the occasion of my approaching de-
parture from this pleasant city with-
out some expression of gratitude and
reciprocal kindly wishes.

unassuming, and having a thorough
distaste for anything that would tend
toward notoriety, Mr. Calnek was very
popular among all classes, and his
death will call forth general expres-
sions of heartfelt sorrow. He was born
in 1821, and was a son of the late Maur-
ice Calnek, a former resident of the
same vicinity. The deceased was edu-
cated in the academy of instruction
presided over by the late Mr. Hender-
son, a4t Annapolis, and besides his
other studies commeneced early in life
that of land surveyor, a. branch in
which he rapidly progressed and be-
came very proficient.

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SILVER MEN WIN.

Senator Daniel Defeats Mr. Hill
for Temporary chdrman

Opening Session ef mp Demoeratic
Convention at Chicago.

Bland is Yet Regarded as the Favorite—A
Red Hot Platform Adopted.

Chicago, July 7.—In the magnificent
and capacious Coliseum in Jackson
park, beneath clear skies, with a cool,
:lnvlgora,tiné breeze, snapping at the
flags and trappings and the blue waters
of Lake Michigan, stretch away to
the north, the democratic national
convention met today.  Aftér a brief
but decisive battle in the arena, the
silver men vindicated their supremacy,
They wrested from the hands of the
gold phalanx the control of the con-
vention and gathered ,.the. reins of
power into their own hands,. There
was a reminiscence of that pld great
Coliseum whose fall marked the de-
‘struction of an empire, where = men

were butchered to make a Roman hol-|

iday. A champion who has often en-
tered the list to do battle in demo-
cracy’s cause among the shouts and
wild excitement of his party was put
to the sword that silver might be su-
preme. It was with reluctance that
many of the friends of Senator Hill
turned. their thumbs downward as the
arrogant patricians of the empire that
ruled the world did when the populace
cried for mercy. But like the gladi-
ators who entered the arena to the
blare of trumpet and the clang of
steel, the silver men beat back their
sympathies and hardened their hearts
that the issue might be squarely drawn
and decided even though it invoked
the doom ef one whom they had de-
lighted to honor in the: past.

By one of those strange fateful co-
incidences is was BSenator John W.
Daniel of Virginia who several years
ago nMominated Mr. Hill for the pre-
sidency, who was selected to give the
fatal blow to the man whom he would
have exalted to the first place in the
republic. No more elogquent comment-
ary on the revolution which has di-
vidéd the party and made this conven-
tion so memorable could be needed. Tt
was not without a walil of agony, how-
ever, that some of the spectators who
could not fathom the mysteries of
political manoeuvering and the neces-
sify of grinding men beneath the heel,
saw the old champion, whose slogan
and proudest boast was: ‘I am a demo-
crat,” go down. Even after Senator
Daniel had reached the platform and
assumed the gavel they called loudly
for the defeated leader, but the gen-
eral, who has tasted bitterness of de-
feat, as well as the sweets of victory,
smiled grimly.

This was the first result of this re-
nfarkable convention which is ready to
sacrifice all else that the white banner
of silver may float above the party as
its ensign and rallying cry.  Never be-
fore Has a convention met in sucn a
capacious and admirably adapted
structure. On the north side, where
the platform and the press benches are
situated, the galleries rise ohe above
the other, sheer from the floor, while
in front from all sides of the railed en-
closure where the delegates sit each
state is marked by staffs, slope away
the wilderness of seats in gentle ter-
rances to the most remote limits of
the Coliseum, which are almost 400
feet in a direct line from the chairman’s
table. The galleries in front are en-
twined with national colors, while at
regular intervals large crayon por-
traits of the patron saints of the party,
Jefferson, Jackson and others, Ilook
down upon the successors to thelr
faith. A large portrait of Mr. Cleve-
land was off to one side, the only one
displayed of a living democrat

While the wast space filled, almost
to the outer walls, with a forest of
people, an unusually large number of
whom were leaders, there was mno de-
monstration during the day for any
of the candidates, but many of ‘the
leaders, Hill and Whitney.of New
York, Blackburn of Kentucky, ex-Gov-
ernor Russell of Massachusetts, and
Daniel of Viriginia were the recipients
of individual ovations.

On the platform were members of
the mational committee. Among the
distinguished guests sgeated in thelr
rear were a number of gold leaders
who have been congpicuous in pre-
vious conventions, but who were swept
aside by the silver cohorts in their
states.

But sirangest of all on the platform
were the little coterie of silver sena-
tors who bolted the conveatioa at St.
Louis, at present without a party,
who seek entrance to the democratic
party cn condition that it select Mr.

Tha Nova Scotia Steel company is g

The treasurer
reported $944.95 for foreign migslens,
and upwards of $150 for home mis-
sions. There is still mdbré money to
come in. The 15 boxes of clothing,
etc., sent to the forelgn fields were
valued at $164.20, an Increase over
last year of seven boxes and $39.47.
The recommendation of presbytery
that the W. F. M. S. make an effort
to raise $400 for the support of ordain-
ed missionaries within the bounds
was submitted to the members, voted
upon and carried. ' A discussion arose
as to whether the W. F. M. 8. can be
both home and foreign, also whether
there can be two W. H. M. societies
in the same presbytery.

The report was ' received and Rev.
L. G. Macneill and Rev. J. Ross were
appointed a committee to express the
gratification of presbytery at the show-
ing made in the report, and also to
answer the question asked.

The certificate of Rev. J. W. Pen-
man was received and filed. . Mr. Pen-
man is néw filling Rev. Mr. Burgess’s
place in Carleton.

Rev. W. W. Rainnle was appointed
moderator of session for Pisarinco dur-
ing the vacancy of that charge.

Give it full swing,
and it will pardon every sin, heal evory
wound, cure every trouble, emancipate
every slave and ransom every nation,
Ye Christian men and women who g0
out this afternoon to do Christian work;
as you go into the Sunday schools; the
lay preachiag stations and the peniten-
tiaries and the asylums I want you lo
feel that you bear in your hand a wea-
pon, compared with which the light-
ning has no speed, and avalanches
have no: heft, and the thunderbolts of
heaven have no power. It is the arrcw
of the omnipotent gospel. Take care-
ful aimn. Pull the arrow clear back un-
til the head strikes the bow. Then let
it fly. And may the slain of the Lord
be many. .

Again, 'if you want to be skillful In
spiritual archery, you must hunt in un-
frequented and secluded places. Why
does.the hunter go three or four days
in ‘the Pennsgylvania forests or over
Raquette lake  into the wilds of the
Adirondacks? It is the only way to
do.. The deer are shy and one “bang”
of the gun clears the forest. From the
California stage you see as you go
over the plains here and there a coy-
ote. trotting along, almost within range
of the gun—sometimes quite . within
range of it. No one cares for that; It
is worthless. The good game is hidden
and secluded. Every hunter knows
that. So many of the souls that will
be of most worth for Christ and of
most value to the church are secluded.
They do not come in your way. You will
have to go ‘where they are. Yonder
they are, down in that cellar; yonder
they are, up.in that garret. Far away
from the door of any church, the gos-
pel arrow has not been pointed at them.
The tract distributer and city mission-
ary sometimes catch a glimpse of them,
as a hunter through the trees gets a°
‘momentary sight of a partridge or a
roebuck. The trouble is we. are walt-
ing for the game to come to us. We are
not good hunters. We are standing in
some street. or highway expecting that
the timid antelope will come up and eat
out of our hands. We are expecting
that the, prairie fowl will light on our
church steeple.. It is not their habit.
If the church should wait 10,000,000 of
years for the world to come in and be
saved, it will wait in vain. The world
will not come. What the church wants
now is to lift its feet from damask otto-
mans and put them in the stirrups. We
want a pulpit on wheels. The church
wants not so much cushions as it wants
saddlebags and arrows, We have got
to put aside the gown and kid gloves
and put on the hunting shirt. We have
been fishing so long in the brooks that
run under the shadow of the church
that the fish know us, that they avoid
the hook and escape as soon as we
come .to the bank, while yonder Is
Upper Saranac and Big Tupper's lake,
where the first swing of the gospel net
would break it for the multiude of the
fishes. There is outside work to be
done. What is that I see in the 'back-
woods? It is a tent. The hunters have
made a clearing and camped out. What
do they care if they have wet feet, or
if they have nothing but a pine branch
for a pillow, or for the northeast storm.
If a moose in the darkness steps int>
the lake to drink, they hear it right
away. If a loon cry in the moonlight
they hear it.

So in the service of God we have ex-
posed work. We have got to camp out
and rough it. We are putting all our
care on the people who come to our
churches, What are wo doing for the
thousands upon thousands that do not
come? Have they no sculs? Are they
sinless that they need no pardon? Are
there no dead in their houses that they

‘need no comfort? Are they cut off from

God ‘to. go into eternity—no wings to
bear them, no light to'cheer them, no

“welcome to greet them? I hear to-day

tiful churches, and it blots out all this
scene from my eyes to-day, as by the
misis of a great Niagara, for the dash
and the plunge of these great torrents
of .life dropping down into the .fathom-
less and thundering abyss of. suffering
and woe. I sometimes think that just
as God blotted out the churches of
Thyatira and Corinth and Laodicea be-
cause of their sloth and stolidity he
will blot out American and English
Christianity and raise on the ruins a
stalwart, wide awake missionary
church that can take the full mean-
ing of that command, “Go into all the
world and preach the gospel to every
creature.”’.: - e

Oh! to attack
this' great monster of Intemperands, |
and the kindred monsters of fraud and
uncleanness, requires you to rally all

past shows that our people as a whole
can be trusted to do their duty, and

! their spiritual leaders trust them.

Rare indeed are the instances in which
Presbyterian people as a body have
gone wrong wheh wisely led. Our min-
isters and elders have a.grand army
of men and women to-lead, and we
have a pretty strong conviction-that if
ever the Presbyterianism of Canada
dwindles and dies,the captains, not the
rank and file, will be mainly to blame.

Now -that the assembly meeting Is
over we ‘would like to impress upon
the minds of all-the good people who
read this column that, humanly.speak-
ing, success depends mainly upon in-
dividual effort. A ten days’ meeting
of. four hundred ministers and elders
i$' an important thing, no doubt, but
the work all the year round must be
done by the officebearers and mem-
bers of the church. If the people do
not work, and pay. and plan, and
pray a General Assembly cannot do
much for -them. In faot, there would
people ceased to take an active and in-
soon 'be no General Assembly if the
telligent interest in church affairs. The
assembly is an important, influential
body mainly because it has a large,
intelligent and influéntial body of peo~
ple behind it. The members are, of
course, excellent men indlvidually, but
i® you took the church from behind
thém they would not loom up as much
as some of thém did last week. The
Presbyterian Church in Canada is a
prétty prominent pedestal.

The elder who works up his district
properly, keeps his eye on his families,
helps the weak brethren, gets the
cdreless to attend church, visits the
sick, ¢ools down friction, and looks
after the young, is doing just as im-
pbrtant work for the church as any
elder or minister did in the General
Assernbly.

*Fhe Sabbath school teacher who
108ks well after his or her class is:do~-
ing just as useful work as the As-
sémbly’s Sabbath School Comnuittee
ever did or ever will do: If the teach-
ers and officers of each school fail in

. tHeir work. there will soon not be any-

thing for the committee to report ex-
cept ‘the failure.

Mission work very properly takes up
a large part of the ggsembly’s time
and attention. The redl work iis done
in' the congregations and on the mis-
sion flelds. The congregations find the
money and the missionaries. The as-
sembly through its commiitees dis-
burses the money and assigns the mis~

sionaries to their work. A report of+i

‘“Home Mission night” or “¥oreign
Mission night” looks big in print. The
ae¢tual work is done by the men and
women of our congregations who are
scattered over the whole of Canada.
The men who give the money, the
women who manage the Missionary
Socleties, the grls who form the Mis-
sion Boards are the real workers at
home. The ‘missionaries themeselves
are the real workers abroad. The of=
ficials of the assembly are workers too,
but the assembly, as such; simpiy has
a fleld day on missions.

. The fact is, everything in the church
depends in the last analysis on in-
dividual effort. It is easy to talk
about church, courts and committees,
gocieties and associations, and say
what wonderful things they do. Even
ia these organized bodiés nearly every~
thing depends on individual effort.
There i8 no* churgh court apart from
the individuals who comprise it. Com-
mittees are made up of individual
men. Societies are composed of in-
dividual men or individual women. If
individuals stop working the whole
machinery must instantly stop.

Let each member and officer-bearer
of the church feel that in his own
place he has work to do, and that
the welfare of the church, ‘humanly
speaking, depends on: individual ex-
ertion. :

2. “To bring up from thence the ark
of Gpd!_ whose name is called by the
hame 8f the' Tiord of Hosts that dwel- |
leth between the cherubim.” Baale |
of Judah is Kirjathjearim (see margin),
where the ark had been in the house

. of Abinadab in the hill since the Phili-

stines and sent it home in the new cart

(I Sam. vii, 1) ; probably over 50 years,
for it wagithere long ‘before Saul was '
‘ : . king, and ‘he reigned 40
years (Acts xiii, 21). The ark was the |
special symbol of the presence of Gocd,
and when it was first made He told
Moses that He would commune with
him from above the mercy seat, from
between the two cherubim (Ex. xxv,
22). So that it was the place of meet-
ing amd of communion betweeen God
and ‘'man. It was a wondrous iype of
Christ as the end of the law for !
righteousness, and as the atonement '
for our sins.

3. “Angd they set the ark of God upon
a new cart.” It was well enough for
the Philistines to do this, for they had
no instructions from God as to  His
Pleasure, but Israel had commands
from*God that the ark should be borne
upon thé“shoulders of the Levites set
apart for.that purpose (Num. iv, 24, 25;
vil, 9); David also knew this well (I
Chron. xv, 2), but, leaning upon human
wisdom, he was for ‘the timie turned
from the wisdom of God. We must
lean wholly upon God in all things.

4, 5. “And David and all the house
of Israel played before the Lord.” It
was- a joyful procession, and it was
seemingly to the glory of God, for
were they not praising Him and bear-
ing His ark triumphantly to a place
prepared for it in the Holy City ? It
was a grand display in a good cause,
but it was not according to God’s com-
mand and however well a thing may
look, and though it may seem to be
for : God’s honor, yet if contrary to

8 way, it is simply disobedience,
and His word concerning it is, “Who
hath required this at your hand?” (Isa.
i, 12.) As one hag said, ‘“The work of
the Lord must be done in God’s way,
else it camnot be for his glory.”

6. “Uzzah put forth his hand to the
ark of God and took hold of it, for the
oxen shook it.” The margin says that
they stumbled. This was the begin-
ning of the trouble that day, or ratner
the beginning of God’s manifest dis-
approval of this way of doing things,
for the trouble began with David’s not
inquiring of the Lord. Then came the
new cart instead of the shoulders of
the Levites. This new cart of David
is very sp,ggestive of all the worldly
Wways adopted by the people of God to-
day to carry on what they call the
Lord’s work. When Israel adopts
Philistine methods rather than God’'s
ways, trouble is gure to follow, so when
the church tries to follow the world
in the amusement or entertainment
business to get the world to go to
church, instead of giving herself to ex-
alt the Lord Jesus Christ and honor
His word, He will in due time mani-
festly disown the whole thing. For
every Saul that the people of God hon-
or in their attempts to be like the
world the world will produce a Goliath
and thus keep ahead till some David
comes in the name of the Lord and
overcomes the defiers of God.

7. “And the anger of the Lord was
kindled against Uzzah, and God smote
him there for his error, and there he
died by the ark of God.” One would
think that if there was a place of safe-
ty on the face of the earth it would be
by the ark of God, and yet there Uzzah
died. There is no life but in the way
of God’s commandments.

8, 9. “And David was displeased,”
“And David was afraid.” Displeased
with the Lord and afraid of .the Lord.
How unlike David! How unlike the
man who, in the name of th% Lord, had
slain Goliath ! How great the contrast
between one walking humbly with God
and one with some person or plan be-
tween them and God! David’'s great

" thought that day was to get the ark

of the Lord to himself at Jerusalem, as
appears from this ninth verse. His
thought was not so much God’s glory
and God’'s way as David’s glory and
David’s way. Thus the intimacy be-
tween them was for the time broken,
and David lost fellowship with God.’

10. “So Davd would not remove the i
ark of the Lord unto him into the city
of David.”

11. '“And the Lord blessed Obed-edom
and all his’ household.” This is the
record concerning the home where the
ark rested for three months. When
the Lord Jesus is -homestly and simply
received into the heart, such a one be-
comes a child of God (John i, 12) and
is blessed with all spiritual blessings
in Christ (Eph. i, 3), made a partaker
of the Divine hature, and also of the
glory to be revealed (I. Pet. v, 1; II
Pet. i, 4). Apart from God there is no
blessing, but ‘‘Blessed is the man that
trusteth in Him.”

12. “David went and brought up the
ark of God from the house of Obed-
edom into the city of David with glad-
ness.” The children of the Levites
bare the ark of God upon their shoul-
ders, with the staves thereon, as Moses
commanded, according to the word of
the Lord. This was “after the due
order” (I. Chrom. xv, 13, 15), but the
former proceeding, which caused the
trouble, had no authority in the com-

sanctifying the Levites to their work.
We now read of bummt offerings and
peace offerings unto the Lord, and of
the blessing of the Lord upon the peo-
ple. All is well when we are in Christ
and walk ia . with Him,

The r=-
pudiate the right of clerical intc:iler-
erce ia the affairs of state, and in this
some Roman Catholics are at one with
them, for all Roman Catholics are not.
papists. Remembering St. Bartholo-
mew and the fires of Smithfield it
is importaxnit to walk carefully and mot
unwisely, What a pope has decreed
he may decree again, and would if it
could be carried out. We should walk
in the light of the past. Be not de-
luded by the hope of papal toleration,
but be ready to defemnd the glorious in-
heritance won by our forefathers in
face of the rack, the fire and sword.
Rome is now seeking to get comtrol of
education. To enftrust the priesthood
with education is to confess that
igrorance is the mother of devotion,
and knowledge a source .of weakness.
Rome is still the Rome that watered
‘the plains of Burope with the blood of
the saints and kindled the fires of
Smithfleld—Rome ‘“drunken with the
blovd of the saints and with ‘the blood
of ‘the martyrs of Jesus Christ.” In
Canada the history of older countries
bas repeated itself. The years preced-
ing 1690 hiad their counterpart in Can-
ada in 1896. We have passed through
a great crisis, and the end is not yet.
Orangemen and Roman Catholics have
vied with each other in condemning
papall interference with 'the affairs of
this coun'ry. The heirarchy of Que-
bec dipped ‘the sap for the government,
and when they had received it they
immediately went out.

In conclusion the speaker urged his
hearers to live up ito their obligations
and to 'the great principles of their or-
der, and cherish and defend the glori-

«ous heritage of Canadians.

At the evening session J. F. Tilley,
provincial dairy instructor, read a
valuablz paper on Ch2apening the cost
of the production of milk.

It was, he said, necessary if we were
to live in the future on our profits
from dairy farming, that we should be
a:ble to make milk for fless than we
are now ‘doing. To attain this end we
would: 1st, have to secure cows better
adapted to the dairy than the aver-
age animal mow kept; 2nd, we must
have a suitable place in which to keep
her; 3rd, we must feed more nutritious
and succulent food than now usually
falls to her lot during the fall, winter
and spring months. Mr. Tilley en-
larged on these points and gave many
practical suggestions.

Doctor Twitchell spoke at the even-
ing session mpon Structure, the foun-
dation of purpoge. Two cows of dif-
ferent typez were led up before the
audience, and a half hour was devoted
{0 scoring the points of these animals,
and a valuable object lesson was given.
Much interest was manifested and
many questions asked. The doctor
then dwelt upon the importance of
following and working in harmony
with the great natural laws that gov-
erned plant and animal life. The suc-
cessful farmer had to be the greatest
lawyer in the world. The laws he
studied were undeviating in their ex-
actions ,and it was nezessary to know
their workings If sugcess 'was expect-
ed.

Watts, seconded
by G. L. Holyoke and carried, that the
next quarterly meeting of the associ-
ation be held at Wooadstock between
the 7th and 10th October at such day
and hour as the executive may decide.

The care of
the fruit garden was a mass of little
details, and none of them were unim-
portant. ‘The dnfluence of the home
life upon the young men and young
women of the province was by some
considered of no: account, but it was
one of the most important factors in
determining who would work these
farms and populate this country in
the mext generation.

W. W. Hubbard was introduced end
spcke bmiefly upon the outlook for
dairy work, the care of milk for the
cheese factory, the nec2ssity and value
of cold storage in the marketing of
our perishable products and the pos-
sibilities thet this system opened up
o us.

superannuate in order to get positions
for our friends, and the Mackenzie
government of which I was a member,
did not do so. In Nova Scotia, we
only made one appointment, Judge
Weatherbe, in place of Judge Wilkins,
who resigned. In regard to the su-
preme court of Canada, we took a sim-
ilar position.”

“I see by the papers that the tariff
will not be revised at the summer ses-
sion of the house. I expected that it
would in regard to six or seven things
that all parties are agreed upon, but I
suppose it s better that at the winter
session it be taken up in the strictest
and most thorough manner.”

The afternoon session opened with a
fifteen minutes’ service of song and
praise.

. Rev. Mr Gates and T. H. Hall, in
moving its adoption, heartily endorsed
its suggestions and paid a high tri-
bute to the worth of the Messenger
and Visitor as a denominational news-
paper. '

N. B. Cottle, speaking to the mdtion,
denounced much of the denomination-
al Mteratlure in the Sunday school H-
braries as trash, and on the paragraph
particularly advising the young Dpeo-
ple to study the new  testament he
took the ground that they should read
and study all parts of God’s word, the
old as well as the new testament.

Rev. Mr. Kierstead endorsed the
Messenger and Visitor, saying that its
historical sketoch of the late Joseph

Crandail was the finest thing he had!

ever read outside of God’s word. He
expressed the hope that the Messen-
ger would publish still more informa-
tion about the pioneer Baptist fath-
ers.

Rev. Mr. MclIntyre said he could not
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laid in the report on the necessity of
familiarizing the denomination -with
the works of the standard ' Baptist
writers. Such reading led to a deep-
er loyalty to the fundamengal prin-
ciples of the Baptist faith, and he
deeply deplored the absence 'of this
loyalty ain mg the young men of the
church today. Their opponents haﬂ
dropped attacking baptism and were
now assailing fthe denomination i &
quieter and more dangerous way. The
argument that one church weas &8 good
as another was having its effect, and
the denomination was losing by '‘the
seduction of evangelists who knew'10
one denomination but were working
on union lines. He drew attention: to
the lamentable fact that not ten per
cent. of the authors to be found in their
Sunday school libraries were Baptists.
This was not the case with other de-
nominations.

Rev. Mr. Hughes said that the long-
er he lived the more he was pained to
find a disposition to get away from
the standands of their fathers and the
apostles. The young men should be
grounded in the old truths so as net
to .be unsettled by unionism. In the
early days the Baptists were despised
and persecuted. Now they are deem-
ed worihy of more considerate. treat-
ment, superficially, and a great deal]
of overflowing gush was tendered to
them. 'The expression of love to the
Baptist church from some quarters
reminded him of the old story of "the
converted Sussex squaw, who when
tendered the cup at the sacramental
table, remarked, ‘‘Me love my Lord so
much that I drink Him all up!’ and
swallowed all the wine it contained.
Unless the denomination stood firm
against the advances made to them,
he feared that the Baptists were a lost
people. (Applause.)

Rev. Mr. Gordon said Jomah might
aot have been & good Baptist, accord-
ing to the present standard, but - the
whatle that swallowed. him could mot
digest him. Jesus Christ had given
them his policy, and as long as Bap-
tists clung to that they were all right.

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THE LAURIER MINISTRY.. .
The Laurier ministry is now 'com-
plete, with the exception of the depart-
ment of the interior, which is one of
the most important positions in the
cabinet. 'When this office is filled the
ministry will contain fourteen depart-
ments. No previous government has
" had so many salaried heads of de-
partments as -Mr. Laurier will have
gathered about him. The goverfment
as constituted on the death of Sir John
A. Macdonald, and as reorganized by
Sir John Abbott, contained thirteen
salaried ministers. ‘Thelir’ salaries
amounted to $91,000. Sir John Thomp~
son was the first to bring into opera-
tion the system of controllerships.
This system dispensed with the min-
isters of custogms and inland revenue,
creating in their stead & minister of
trade and coramerce, awith a oontroller
in each department under him. The
salary of the controller was placed at
$5,000, and the officers were at first

inet’ ministers. The salaries of the
twelve departmental 'heads and the
two controllers amounted to $)4,000.
Mr. Laurier’s party has complained
that the ministry as recently comsti-
tuted was too large and too expensive.
The contention was not without force,
and was supported by many Iliberal
conservatives. Mr. Laurier on coming
into power had an excellent opportun-
ity to make a reformation. All that
he need have donme was to leave some
of the positions unfilled, as has often
been done, and to have submitted his
new system to parliament at the first
session.

with a salary roll of $98,000 to start
with. The only matter of public busi-
ness whichl Mr. Laurier has yet under- |
taken is probably a foretaste of the
manner in vthich he proposes to g.lve:

demand the strictest economy in ‘the
edministration of the government of
the country.”

The administration, when the min-
ister of the interior is eecured, will |
include seventeen officials. Only one |
ministry in the history bf Canada has'
had so mwany as that, and that one
contained three ministers without sal-
aries, whereas Mr. Laurier has only .
two colleagues without office. '.[‘he
Laurier opposition oandemped the ap-,
pointment of a solicitor geneéral. The
tion is the omly one that Canada has
seen in which Quebec has had seyen
members, and the Laurier cabinet the
only one that has had six Quebec
members. The usual number of Que-
bec ministers has been four, and until
now five has been the outside number
from that province in the whole gov-
ernment. For the first time walso in
the history of the dJdominion New
Brunswick has only one minister. In
the first government of the dominion,
when the cabinet was smailer than it
is now, Sir Leonard Tilley and Mr.
Mitchell had importamt portfolios. In
the Mackenzie government Mr. Burpee
and Mr. Albert Smithi were headg of
departments, and Mr. Anglin from this
province was speaker. When Sir Joln
returned to power he asgsociatéd the
late Mr. Robert Wilmot with Sir Leon-
ard 'Tilley. Afterwards Mr. Costigan
took the place of Mr. Wilmot, and still
later Mr. Foster succeeded Sir Leon-
ard Tilley as a cabinet minister. A
subsequent recomstruction - gave Mr.
Foster the department of finance, and
ultimately he became leader of the
commons. The only representative
that New Brunswick has in the Laur-
ier ministry-is Mr. Blair, and to ap-
point him the premier has gone out-
side the list of members elect.

This brings us to ancther pecultar-
ity of the Laurter government. Of the
fourteen heads of departments . only
seven are provided from the members
elected last month. Two are defeated
candidates, and three were two days
ago office holders in their respective
provinces., Sir Ol:lver_.; Mowet, Mr.
Fielding and Mr. Blair have so keen
an eye to the main chance that they
clung to their provincial seats until
after the elections, and even when the
result was declared, adhered to their
provincial offices to the last moment.
They will be able to jump from one
ministry to- the other without losing
a day’s salary. In each provihce
strong men, who have taken great
rigks and made large sacrifices, have
been passed over, while the chief po-
gitions in the ministry have fallen to
those who looked on at the wvarious
eontests from ithe serene eminence of
their salaried positions. Mr. Blair has
been lately in dlose attendance on Mr.

But
the premier of Ontario has more than
doubled his expenditure; the leader of
the New Brunswick government has
trebled the provinclal debt in ten
years; the leader in Nova Scotia, who
found the province free of debt and
left it with two and a half million dol-
lars net liabilities; the supporters of a
Quebec regime which ran up the debt
by ten millions in five years are'in the
Laurier government. Sir - Richard
Cartwright appears to have been
effaced by Mr. Fielding. Dur-
ing  the campaign it was oc-
casionally said that Mr. Laurier’s
party had abandoned the policy of pro-
tection. 'One day Bir Richard Cart-
wright contradicted the report. He
told his andience that if the govern-
ment was dJefeated he would himself
be the finance minister. That was the
guarantee that protection must go.
Sir Richard was mistaken. He is not
finance minister. Mr. Fielding is the
tariff maker.

It has been said that Mr. Laurier has
some able colleagues. But he has few
who have shown any capacity for deal-
ing with national affairs. Sir Oliver
Mowat has always been/ an Intense
provincialist. To him Ontario is Can-
ada, and the great duty of a public
man 18 to head off the central govern-
ment. Mr. Fielding is a marrow man
of the old anti-confederate school. He
has only once shown his interest In
Canadian affairs, and that was when
he started and led a Nova Scotia
movement for the repeal of the union.
It was no youthful escapade, but was
undertaken years after he became
leader of the Nova Bcotia government,
and nearly twenty years after confed-
eration. Mr Fielding is not and can-
not be made a public spirited Cana-
dian. He is not broad enotigh. Mr.
Blair has been ready to work with the
narrow or the broad type of Cana-
dlans. He has had no federal politics,
but has alwaeys been an opportonist.
Mr, Paterson and Mr. Mulock, like Sir
Richard Cartwright, have a Ilolty
scorn of all Canada outside of Ontario
and Quebec.

‘We fear that the ministers with all
their cleverness will be found a rather
feeble aggregate when it comes to dif-
ficult questions of = statesmanship.
Even those who are most likely to dis-
play competency in the management of
their departments are not the kind of
men who would be expected o deal
strongly with great national emergen~
cles. They do not belong to the party
in' Canada which has the instinct of
nation-building. Their traditions are
all the way of provincialism and sec-
tionalism. By training and tradition
they are parish politicians. The Mac-
kenzle ministry was as competent as
this one that Mr. Laurier has formed.
But the five years of that government
are a blank in the devolopment or uni-
fication of Canada. It remains to be
seen whether Mr. Laurier’s gqvernment
will make any figure in history.

But Mr. Bryan is after all the kind
of candidate who would naturally be
selected by the authors of the new
democratic platform. The whole sil-
ver movement ‘has a thysterical tone to
it, and it is not surprising -that a
scmewhat wild and radical speech
shiould suddenly move the effervestelit]
convention to select the speaker asthe
proper representative of the sentiment
and aspirations of the democracy as
now controlled.

It is really a new democracy. Of
the more eminent leaders of the party
in the past few will be found to re-
main in the ranks. Senator Hill and
the New York men have abandoned
the convention, and were home before
the proceedings ended. If President
Cleveland votes in November he will {
probably cast a ballot for Major Mc-
Kinley raither tham for Mr. Bryan.
The New York Sun, which claims to
represent the Jeffersonian type of the
democracy, has already declared for
McKinley and republicanism in pre-
ference to the silver platform and an-
archy. The party as represented at
Chicago abandons with a lght heart
all the east and morth and appeals to
the south and west. ‘Whether those
who ‘“‘bolt the platiform” will support
the republicans or organize a new
party the next few days will tell. It
will be remembered that the republi-
can delegates of two or three westerny
states withdrew from the republican
convention when the geold standard
was adopted at St. Touls. The eles
ments for which' they spoke will prob-
ably be found in the new democracy.

A bet-
ter dressed and more orderly lot of
visitors never came here. It was th
same at Hampton village.

‘When the procession returned to the
Court house the brethren and hun-
dreds of the excursionists lined up in
front of the stand. Past Grand Mas-
ter Fowler, who had been selected to
preside, called ths gathering 'to order.
Acconding to the time-honored cus-
tom, he said, they would have speeches
from some of the prominent members
of the order. Mhey would necessarily
be brizf, 23 everybody must feel fat-
igued after such a long march.

Major Armstrong, deputy grand mas-
ter of British America, was the first
speaker. Without speeches, he said, it
would not be a fit and proper cele-’
bration of the day. When so much
groung had been covered it was hardly
right to expect a man to make a
apeech. On such occasions men should
be hired to deliver the addresses. When:
he visited this place the other day to
look owver the ground with the local
committee, it was suggested to him
that he should say something about
the principles of the ordcr. He was
glad to see many present outside of
the order. A pleasing feature was the
large gathering of ladies. While it
was impossible to make Orangemen
of the ladies, in St. John they were
making Orangewomen of them. Tak-
ing up the constitution, he read from
the general declaration of principles.
Therein it was stated that the Loyal
Orange association was flormed of per-
pons desirous of supporting the prin-
ciples and practice of the Christian re-
ligion. 'All must agree that that was
a good thing. When a candidate en-
tered the lodge room he would find the
Bible on the altar, and before he got
through with his initiation he would
find that he had been misinformed as
to the order before he went into it.
He would quickly make the discovery
that.the members did not go 'to the
lodge room to villify the Roman Catho-
lics, as not a word was said against
them. The aim was to educate the
members, not to do wrong or say any-
thing that was improper. What fault
could be found with that? 'Why, then,
were Orzngemen called bigots? There
was no bigotry about the order. Then
the declaration of principles went on
to say that the order was intended to
maintein the laws and constitution of
the country. Very few: could find any
fault with the order for trying to do
that. There was no bigotry in striv-
ing to maintain the laws of our coun-
try, which were the best in the wofld.
We lived ‘under the best and freest
constitution known. The constitution
gave us the right to talk as he was
doing, and to do what we saw fit, as
long a8 we did not talk treason.

EDUCATIONAL REPORT.

T. H. Hall read this report, which
set forth that while there was nothing
very cheering to record, so far as New
Brunswick was concerned, the doors
of St. Martins seminary being still
closed, it was incumbent on the Bap-
tists of the province to establish an
academy in St. John, or some equally
central spot, at dn early day. Loss
of prestige was no excuse for further
delay, as the Baptist youth were now
being drawn away to other schools
and academies.

HOME MISSIONS.

Regret
was expressed that nothing had yet
been done in the wcause of French
evangelization in this province, and
2n appeal was made for funds to put
two Baptist missionaries in this field
during the coming year.

Rev. Mr. Mclntyre, speaking to the
report, said there had been harmony
and fair success in the work, while
all the committee hoped for more
means whereby the whole province
could be properly covered. It they
could have half a dozen home French
missionaries there was work ready for
them, but at least they should put
two of the Grand Ligne students in
the field. Two English and two French
evangelists were needed, with settled
pastors in all the churches, and $4,000
would meet the expemse. This surely
was not beyond the means of the Bap-
ists of New Brunswick.

Moderator Lavers emphasized Mr.
Melntyre’s points, adding that he had
a proposition to lay before the home
tnlvsaion committee.

Bland, After the First Ballot, Was
Slaughtered by His Friends.

Nomination Made Unanimous - Seleetion of
Viee-President Takes Place

Chicago, July 9 —The ten acres of
people on the sloping sides of the Coli-
seum today saw the silver helmeted
gladiators in its arena overpower the
gold phalanxes and plant the banmer
of silver upon the ramparts of demo-
cracy. They saw whkat may prove the
Cisruption of a great political party,
amid scenes of enthusiasm such as
perhaps never Lkefore occuwrred in a
national convention. They saw 20,000
people with imagination inflamed by
the burning words of passionate ora-
tors, swayed like wind-swept fields;
they heard the awful moar of 20,000
voices burst like a volcano against the
reverberating dome “Overhead; they
saw a man carried upon the shoulders
of others, intoxicated ~with emthu-
eiasm, amid tumult; they saw appeals
jority seal its vidtory and the van-'
quished stalk forth (nto the daylight.

Battile for the supremacy of demo-
cratic principles was fought out in
a session that lasted from 11 o’zlock
in the morning until 5 o’clock in the
afternoon. Pach side sent its cham-
pions to the forum. Senator Tillman
of South Carolina, Senator Jones of
'Arkansas, ex-Congressman Wm. Jen-
nings Bryan of Nebraska crossed
swords with Senator Hill of New York,
Senator Villas of Wisconsin and ex-
Governor Russell of Massachusetts.

The sinister looRing senaftor from
California, with his eye blazing de-
flance at an audience which manifest-
ed its unfriendliness by a storm of
bisses, opened the debate with a
wildly passionate speech, in which he
affirmed that the battle for ‘the restor-
ation of silver was a war for the eman-
cipation of the white slaves, as the
war of 1860 had been one for the
emancipation of the black slaves.
Disruption of the dJdemocracy ' had
brought about one, and he invited am-
other disruption if it -would result in
this other emancipation. He' went to
the extreme of glorifying in the sug-

Demonstration followed demonstra-
tion at frequent intervals throughout
these speeches, but it was Senator Hill
who aroused the gold forces to their
wildest enthnus-.:ui;, and Bryan, the
boy orator of .

TO MAKE ORCHARDS PAY.

INlustrations That Tell an Effective Story
of Care and Lack of It.

The accompanying illustrations, en-
graved from photograplis taken at the

e | same distance so as to preserve the

exact relative proportions of each, tell
the story of the difference between
care and neglect of a young orchard.

Each of these trees is the best—not a
repregentative, but the best tree to be
found in the orchard from which it is
taken, though the larger (Fig. 1) is
more nearly representative than the
smaller (Fig 2). The tenants on five
adjoining farms owned by one man,
were furnished with a hundred or
more trees to the farm. Thus the
Airees were all planted at the same
time, in simiar soil, and from the
same lot of trees, so that the only dif-
ference must come as a direct result of
the planting and after-care received.
In the best one of thess orchards there
was no stinting in digging the holes.
The roots were carefully spread, and
the soil, mixed with stable manure,
firmly packed about them. Bvery
winter the ground has been covered
with manure taken directly trom the
stable, a few extra forkfuls being
thrown close about each tree, and dur-
ing the summer the soil has been culti-
vated in truck and potatoes. It re-
quires some care to pass the trees
without injuring them, but they will
very quickly repay this extra atten-
tion, Each spring, about the time the
leaves begin to put out, the trunks and
larger branches are thoroughly wash-
ed with a strong sunds made from soft
soap, using a soft rag to apply it. It
keeps the bark healthy and almost as
smooth and glossy as thatr of the
tender last .year's shoots. Thesé or-
chards are now seven years old, and
in this particular one only weveral
trees have been lost, in spite of the
extremely dry summers, though I
know of one of the orchards which

THE BLACK KNOT.

How the Pest Works and the Only
Means of Destroying It.

No fungous disease of fruits is
easier to recognize than this. Lhe
black, wart-like excrescences upon ‘the
twigs and branches of plum and
cherry trees are too well known to the
majority of fruit growers. In many
cf the older settled portions of the
country, the disease prevails to such
an extent that it has led to the practi-
cal abahdonment of the culture of
these fruits; and a similar condition is
threatened in other countries unless
‘preventive measurds are vigorously ap-
piled. The fungus attacks nearly all
varieties of wild and cultivated plums,
an@i most varieties of cherries.

During the earlier years of the pre-
gent century there was much discus-
sion egncerning the cause of ‘the
black knot. Some horticulturists con-
tended that it vas due to insects;
some that it was a constitutional al-
fection of the trees; and some that it
was due to fungi. The latter proved
the correct supposition, the life history
of the fungus having been first work-
ed out in 1875 by Dr. W. G Farlow.
Like other fungi this one reproduces
by means of spores. The knot first ap-
peared as swollen places on the twigs.
As the 'swelling increases the bark
cracks open longitudinally, and the
fungus produces quantities of spores
within these cracks, making them ap-
«pear as if covered with a velvety, olive
coating. These are the summer spores.
They are blown through the air by the
swind, and washed from twig to twig
by rain. Those that Jodge upon the
tender bark of young shoots send out
a germinating tube and Start gnotlher
knot.

“Ag the season advances,” says Dr.
Halstead, “the young knots and the
fresh growth of older ones lose their
olive, velvety appearances, turn of ‘a
dark color and develop a hard ‘incrus-
tation on the surface. Within _the
substance of this black brittle layer
many spherical pits are formed, and
as winter advances minute sacs are
produced upon the wall of the cavity,

_that toward spring bear each eight

oval bodies that are known as sac
spores. These escape from their long
sacs and pats out through a pore at
the top of the cavity, and are then
carried by the winds tu the surface
of a young cherry or plum twig, and
thus begin another knot, which, in the
course of time, produces a new crop
of summer and anothe?* of winter
spores, and thus the disease is pre-
gerved and propagated.” '

Thre only ‘sucessful treatment for a
badly infested tree is to cut and burn
it, trunk  branch .and'all Knots on
trees but little affected should be cut

and durned. Never leave the removed
knots on the ground, as spores are
developed off as well as en the tree,
When young knots appear on large
limbs, or on limbs that ome dees not
wish to remove, it is belleved that
painting them with a mixture of red
oxide of iron in linseed oil will destroy
them. Probably an application of the
Bordeaux mixture weuld prove equal-
ly effective. All trees liable te Injury
by the knot should be examimed at
least once every winter and the knots
removed.

Concerted action is necessary among
all the fruit growers of a neighbor-
hood if thé disease is to be stamped
out. Local horticultural eocieties
shouléd agitate the matter, and create
a public opinion that will render it
Uncomfortable for any one to allow the
knots to remain on his trees as a
source of contamination for his neigh-
bor’s orchards. In some states laws
have been enacted compelling the de-
struction of the knots. Wild cherry
trees should be included in the ex-
aminations for digseased limbs.

Potash in the ©rchard.

All fruit growers know that potash
in large amounts is necessary fer bear-
ing fruit trees. But they are very apt
to delay its application until late in
spring or sometimes until midsummer,
waen the young fruit is fast falling
from the trees for lack of the ma-
terial to form its seeds. Then it is too
late for the potash to do any good that
season, or there is seldom rain enough
after midsummer to dissolve the pot-
ash and carry it within reach of the
tree roots. The proper time to apply
any kind of fertilizer to an orchard
is in the winter. Then the melting
snow and spring rains carry its soluble
portions into the soil. There is in every
direction from a vigerous tree such a
network of roots that there is no pos-
sibility of the fertilizer being washed
away through th: soil without being at
some point taken up and brought into
the tree. I: is best not to use much
stable,K manure on orchards., It pro-
motes large wood grewth but it is
also likely to breed fungous diseases.
which grow most vigorously in the ex-
cess of sap in tree that have teo much
nitrogenous and too little mineral fer-
tilizer. The pear especially needs to
be mainly fertilized with mineral man-
ures, as these last will net cause
blight, but will tend rather to prevent
it by promoting healthy foliage

Value of the Garden.

The varied diet the garden affords is
just such as promotes the best of
health and furnishes the really essen-
tial elements necessary for growing
children. The tables of the wealthy
in cities and towns are always well
supplied with the luxuries of the sea-
son, which are the earliest and best
vegetables. The farmer feeds all, it is
said. Then why, not have the home
table supplied with the real health-
promoting luxuries 7 The wise farmer
now studies how to keep the garden
occupied with some kind of a crop
the entire growing season. The early
row will "have lettuce in between the
heads in the same row. The lettuce
is gone time enough to give the proper
late cultivation, and does not in the
least interfere with the first working
of the cabbages. Early radishes may
be raised instead of lettuce in the same
place. Celery can follow on the ground
of the early peas. Many kinds of beans
can also be planited en the ground
that has been used for early peas. Cu-
cumbers for pickles can follow several
early crops of different things, as they
need not be planted until the first of
July.
