KONG KONG, Jan. 28—A terriflo 
rain squall broke over Hong Kong 
this morning in the space of ten min­
utes sank over fifty Chinese craft in 
the harbor, more than a hundred nat­
ives being drowned.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS22-3-tf

Any even numbered section of Doran 
inion Lands in Manitoba, Saskatche­
wan and Alberta, excepting S and 26, 
not reserved, may be homesteaded by; 
any person who is the sole head of a 
family, or any male over 18 years of 
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec­
tion of 160 acres, more or less.

Entry must be made personally, at 
the local land office for the district in 
which the land is situate.

The homesteader is required to per­
form the conditions connected there­
with under one of the following plans:

(1) At least six months’ residence 
upon
each year for three years.

(2) If the father (or mother, if the 
father is deceased) of the homesteader 
resides upon a farm in the vicinity of 
the land entered for, the requirements 
as to residence may be satisfied by 
such person residing, with the father or 
mother.

(3) If the settler has his permanent 
residence upon farming land owned by 
him in the vicinity of the homestead, 
the requirements as to residence may 
be satisfied by residence upon the said

JUST SUPPOSING.

Ever stop to think what would hap­
pen if an earthquake struck St. John? 
Not one of those amateur affairs such 
as that of which Halifax proudly 
boasts, but a fully developed quake, 
in good working order, and out for bus­
iness.

Most people will say that it is silly 
to talk about such things, that disas­
ters like those of San Francisco, San­
tiago and Kingston will never be ex­
perienced in St. John. We are out of 
the earthquake zone, so it is asserted. 
This may be all very trqe but it should 
be remembered that even within the 
past fifty years this so-called zone has 
moved up and down and all around the 
earth’s surface to such an extent that 
its whereabouts is now very doubtful. 
Only two or three years ago we had 
a dish-rattler of an earthquake here, 
and last week another shock of the 
same variety was felt in certain parts 
of Nova Scotia. If these little quakes 
are so common why not big ones? 
They have occurred in the past in lat- 
itures more northerly than that of St. 
John, and scientists who are now al­
most riving up guessing can see no 
good reason why we should not have 
the same sort of a time as Jamaica. 
Hilly districts on the seaeoast are fa­
vorite sporting grounds for earth­
quakes and we have those important 
qualifications. Stranger things have 
happened, but it is scarcely time yet 
to begin shivering. *

We are in a lucky position if anything 
of the kind should happen. St. John is 
fairly well supplied with provisions; 
the Shore Line, to say nothing of the 
I. C. R. and C. P. R. could bring an 
abundance of food if any were needed; 
citizens here are generous, and most 
of them have learned to help them­
selves. Most important of all, we have 
two telegraph companies, a wireless 
station and a long distance telephone 
by which the city could be alarmingly 
advertised. One difficulty is that the 
mayor and the United States consul are 
\not on terms of enmity such as would 
create an international sensation. Per­
haps, like San Francisco, we could dig 
up a few grafters, but this is by no 
means probable.

He was tall, of athletic build, and of 
very distinguished appearance. He 
was supposed to be a bachelor, and 
fashionable women schemed and intri­
gued to be invited to the delightful 
soirees he gave. Now, without warn­
ing, to the astonishment of- Paris 
society, the handsome marquis has 
disappeared. One morning a few 
weeks ago he received a polite note 
requesting his presence in the office of 
M. Drapier, a judge d’instruction. The 
magistrate said that a Belgian, Mile. 
Armadine Van Gelder, a beauty speci­
alist, aged 19, of Brussels, had filed a 
complaint charging the marquis with 
swindling her out of $400 and various 
articles of Jewelry.
.The marquis was astonished. What! 

He, a man of title and wealth, accused 
of swindling! He pointed out to the 
magistrate that he was an ex-embassy 
attache, that he was on the best of 
terms with many of the foremost poli­
tical men of the day, and he pulled 
out a pocketbook containing notes to 
the value of several thousand pounds.

The magistrate thought it wiser not 
to arrest him, and let him go, with 
the request that he would call again ini 
a week. Next day the marquis dis­
appeared, and he has-nqt been heard 
of since.

The doctor explained 
the. condition in which he had found 
the girl, and the treatment which he 
had administered. He had advised her 
to return home, where he could call 
to see her later.

She said she was living with Mrs. 
Reid in Ashby. The doctor continued : 
“I called at Mrs. Reid’s house as soon 
as possible, and was informed that the 
girl was not at home. I went hack to 
my office and some time before supper 
the girl came back to my office. She 
■was very pale, in fact almost in a 
state of collapse.”

The girl told him that Mrs. Reid had 
turned her out of her house. In the 
meantime the physical change which 
the doctor is accused of having 
brought about had occurred, and he 
advised the girl to return home im­
mediately, as she was dangerously ill, 
and he would call to see her later. No 
conversation as to money had passed 
between them, and he had not received 
any money for his services. The girl 
when she left him had not decided 
where to go, and she had promised to 
let him know by telephone, but as she 
failed to dc so he did not know where 
to find her. He did not remember if 
she told him she had seen another doc­
tor. in fact had not asked her.

Examined by Dr MacEachern, Dr. 
Rice gave further technical description 
of the girl’s condition. The girl was 
feverish when she came to his office 
and complained of a severe cold and 
that she had been unwell for some 
time, circumstances, the doctor said, 
Which might have caused the condition 
she was in.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 26.—With a 

score of small bottles beside him con­
taining seeds of various grasses, Re­
presentative Mann of Illinois today de­
livered a speech on the subject ot "seed, 
adulterations’’ In the house. Mr. Mann 
stated that the Canadian government 
permitted the exportation ot two of 
the best known adulterates. Dodder 
and Catchfiy, and dilated at length 
upon their characteristics.

Of 350 samples of alfalfa seed pur­
chased in the open market, 160, or 
nearly one half, were found to contain 
dodder seed. Of 521 samples of red 
clover seed obtained in the same way

Mr. Mann said that two samples ot 
red clover seed, representing about 
10,000 pounds recently imported from 
Canada, were all practically the seed 
of catchfiy, one of the commonest and 
worst clover weeds In the country to 
the north.
