A drowning accident occurred in the 
Shubenacadie River yesterday, 
the grounds on which the Orange dele-1 
bration was held at Shubenacadie, by 
which a young man named Frank 
Brown of Amherst lost his life. Brown 
and a companion named John Walsh 
went ln the river for à swim. Walsh, 
who was a good swimmer, was the 
first %o go in the water, and cautioned 
Brown, who could not swim, not to 
go out far, as the water *ae deep.

At first Brown waded out to where 
the waiter was about three feet deep, 
and after ducking himself a few times 
there, waded towards a wharf near by. 
When he reached the wharf, Walsh, 
who was out ln the river swimm|ng, 
looked for him and noticed that he 
had sunk. Walsh swam to where he 
last saw him near the wharf, but 
could, not find him ,and being unable 
to dive, gave the alarm. -

A crowd soon gathered and a boat 
and grappling irons were obtained. 
After searching for over half‘an hour 
the body was grappled and brought 
up. it being found about fifteen feet 
from where Walsh last saw him.

A coroner’s inquest was held by E. 
H. McGregor, J. P., of Lower Stewi- 
acke, with a jury, of which J. L. 
Barnhill of Halifax was foreman, and 
a verdict of accidental drowning was 
rendered. The body was torwarded to 
Amherst tonight. The deceased leaves 
a widowed mother, Mrs. John Brown 
Of Amherst.—Chronicle, I3th.
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MUSCULAR MEN LIVE L0N6EST. ROOF 6ARDENS IN ENGLAND.WA.
CHICAGO, July 10—Fat and lean 

men are now defied by the heavy, mus­
cular man. Ten of the leading insur­
ance companies of Chicago taking life 
risks have been revising their mortal­
ity tables in favor of the "heavy,# ac­
tive man" and against the fat and 
spare man.

This change. in premium rates and 
risks is not confined to Chicago—it is 
a national movement inspired by the 
medical examiners of the life insur­
ance companies. As one of the medi­
cal examiners said recently:

“In the early days of figuring mor­
tality averages there is no doubt that 
the man who was lean had an advan­
tage. The thin man was a preferred 
risk with many companies—in fact, 
with the majority.

“Two decades of collecting statistics 
on the general average of life have 
brought the life insurance companies 
to some new conclusions, based wholly 
on the actual physical condition of 
the applicant for insurance. These 
conclusions favor the heavy, active 
man, discredit the ordinary fat man 
and leave the lean man ln a state of 
doubt. The latter is no longer the fa­
vorite.

"Life Insurance гівіф for the last 20,

"The lean man is .’nervous, worries 
and gets tuberculosis. The fat man 
eats and drinks tqo much and is a 
victim of heart disease or apoplexy.”

I do not know whether the information 
is correct or nqt, but I understand that 
purchasers came all the way from aSn 
Francisco to purchase the metal and 
material of that kind that was to be 
sold by the Imperial authorities before 
they vacated the fortress. If that is 
so, we can readily understand that it 
would be very much better for this 
government to make the purchase it­
self, and allow everything to remain 
in statu quo, than to let the fortress 
be dismantled and then go to the ex­
pense of renewing the equipment.

His 
new boots, the purchase of which was 
told of by the gun, and disputed by 
the other local papers, also helped to 
Identify the remains, which showed 
the effects of toe long submersion in 
the water,

Muisse was last seen on Friday 
night, May Utb. when he left a man 
named Hancock at the comer of Union 
and Charlotte streets, after having 
been at the Opera House. Muisse was 
drunk at the time, and while foul 
play was suspected by some, the police 
did not take any stock In this theory, 
and their view has been proved to be 
the correct one.

It was known that Muisse had some 
fifty or sixty dollars with him when 
last seen, and when the body was 
searched yesterday $60.21 was found, 
also several papers, receipts, etc.

The examination was made by Chief 
Clark and Officer Scott after the body 
had been sprinkled with a solution or­
dered by the coroner. They found five 
tep dollar bills, one five, one two and 
three ones, two ten cent pieces and 
one cent, a nickel watch, rosary, pipe, 
comb, some twine, and the pocket 
book. The watch had stopped at ten 
minutes past three o’clock- One re­
ceipt found in the pocket hook was 
for $26.50 for a bicycle purchased from 
a man named Curtis In 1900. On the 
rosary were three medals, one of the 
Blessed Virgin; one of Saint Joseph, 
and one of the late Pope.

Chief Clark, as soon as he was satis­
fied of the identity of the man, tele­
phoned to Musquash asking that Mrs. 
Muisse be notified. No inquest will be 
held.

The mystery surrounding the disap­
pearance of the Indian guide, Joseph 
Muisse, has been cleared up by the 
finding of the unfortunate man’s body 
floating in the slip almost in front of 
the Neptune Rowing Club boat house 
it York Point.

Former Foreign Minister Delcasse 
Talks on the Situation at Present 

— Means More Than Germanyr The government has delayed 
business to an unprecedented degree. 
Although the session was called early 
In January, fully six weeks were wast­
ed because there was no business 
ready for the house. Then came the 
long drawn out autonomy bill debate, 
due almost entirely to dissensions and 
bickerings in the cabinet as well as 
among its supporters, the final draft 
of the measure having been so am­
ended and altered as to present, by 
comparison with the original, the ap­
pearance of a crazy quilt pattern. The 
essentials were there, however, at the 
last stage, ln as bright colors as at 
toe outset, but mixed and muddled to 
deceive the Ontario eye and yet not 
disgruntle Quebec.

PARIS, July 12,—Former Foreign 
Minister Delcasse n toe course bt ак 
Interview published bÿ the fjalols to­
day upon the British and French na­
val amenities at Brest, was induced to 
discuss his general policy relative to 
Great Britain and Germany. He said:

"The policy of nations' nowadays is 
not based on sentiment or antipathy, 
but upon their material Interests. As 
between Germany anti Great Britain 
our commercial balance shows where 
our Interests lie. Great Britain is our 
best purchaser, while Germany buys 
almost nothing of us and tries to sel! 
us all she can. Moreover, it is evi 
dent that we could not leave open ir 
ritating controversies with Great Bri 
tain which might precipitate àn-armed 
struggle, for Great Britain holds In­
disputably the empire of the sens. For 
every warship We build she builds four 
or five. It is therefore well to accept 
these facts and consider the valus 
which co-operation would give us In 
.certain eventualities. The greatest 
Intrinsic value of such co-operation 
would be the virtual impossibility . ir 
which it would place Germany of mak-„ 
ing war upon us.”

M. Delcasse was asked If he ednsid 
ered the recent menaces in connectiot 
with Morocco as being serious. H«. 
replied: "Not at all. In case of wai 
Great Britain would be surely with us 
against Germany, and then what 
would the infant fleet of Qermany 
amount to ? What would become of 
her. ports, of her commerce, of her 
merchant marine ? It would 
nihilation. That Is the real signifi­
cance of toe present exchange of visits 
between the British and French 
squadrons. An understanding betwèeifr 
these powers and coalitions of theti 
navy would create a navaf” Wdt- ma­
chine so powerful that neither Ger­
many nor any other power could risk 
conclusions upon the sea- It is thf 
sea which it is necessary to command 
today, and toe war in the far east ha* 
conclusively demonstrated that.”

Continuing Minister Delcasse dis­
cussed the policy which had ,been pur­
sued.

“In Anglo-French cordial under­
standing," he said; "was an achieve 
ment toward a definite understanding 
between Russia and 
and this ‘understanding would - have 
been toe work of French minister for 
foreign affairs.

“The success of such a t$ugk would 
have strengthened our influence in 
British councils and assured .for a long 
time the peace of the world.”

In conclusion, Minister Delcasse was 
asked for his opinion of France’s 
cepting a conference on Morocco, to 
which, he gave the following texthe 
sponge ; "To go to a conference is a 
mistake, and suoh a mistake.”

US BOSTON, July ‘YLüiHatAhg suffered 
oppression, persecution and massacres 
at the hands of the Russian govern­
ment, toe Russian Jews have at last 
decided to resort to arms. The Jews 
all over the world are liqw establish­
ing a fund to be known as the Jewish 
Self-Defense Fund, and ln every city 
an organized effort Is being made to 
raise thousands of dollars, which is to 
be controlled by the "Jewish Bund,” 
so-called, with headquarters ln Geneva/ 
Switzerland.

It is from Geneva that the leaders 
of this bund are to manage this great 
movement. While It is nothing new In 
Europe, this system of collecting 
money for the purchase of arms and 
weapons has just been begun ln this 
country. The young men and women, 
who have recently Immigrated to toe 
United States, have the matter ln their 
hands, and their tales of the hardships 
and persecutions that they and their 
people have experienced raise still 
more feeling, and toe response to toe 
appeals for money 1» very gratifying.

Wha movement has reached this city, 
and a committee of about 25 young 
men and women has been organized, 
with M. A. Slobodkin, a prominent 
Jewish banker, appointed treasurer. 
This committee has already been at 
work. tw° weeks, and several meet­
ings have been held. Two collections 
have been taken and the sum qf 
$360.37 turned over to the treasurer, 
who has already sent the money to the 
leaders vin Geneva.

The method of collecting this money 
Is unique and successful. Every Sun­
day the members become collectors, 
and wearing a little button with the 
inscription, “Boston Committee for the 
Jewish Self-Defense Fund in Russia,'1’ 
printed In Hebrew characters, make a 
house to house canvass. The amount 
received la punched on a long card 
bearing figures, and these cards are 
turned over to the treasurer, who- sees 
that the amounts handed in tally with 
the amounts punched.

It Is the intention Of the committee 
to send appeals to ail the Jewish so­
cieties, unions and other organizations 
in the city. It is hoped that several 
thousand dollars will be collected.

Literature in various languages Is al­
so printed and distributed throughout 
all sections of Russia calling upon the 
Jews to stand on their mettle and not 
tolerate any further persecution from 
toe Russians. The circulars are very 
bitter ln denunciation of the Tsar and 
his government.

Even to this city have some of 
these found their way, and the Bos­
ton committee, In its own circulars, 
has not been lax In Its denunciation of 
Russia.

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NICKEL COINS FOR CANADA.

The proposition that Canada shall 
have coins made of pure nickel has 
much to commend It. Canada Is a 
source of the world’s supply of this 
metal. Such material for fifty, twenty- 
five or ton cent pieces would cost per­
haps one-fifth as much as that In the 
silver coins now used. In fact, 
the nickel coins would be as 
much tokens as the bronze 
coins are now. But that does, not 
seem to be an objection. On the con­
trary, it has the advantage of giving 
larger profit to the government Silver 
coin is not a legal tender in Canada 
except for small amounts. It Is not 
used for reserves In the government 
treasury or In banks. It can be circu­
lated only In limited quantities. Silver 
coins are now tokens to the extent of 
more than half their face value. ^There 
Is no point In insisting that they shall 
represent intrinsic values to the extent 
that they do now. Formerly our silver 
coinage represented a bullion value 
much nearer the face value than It 
does at present. No great calamity 
has resulted from the depredation ex­
cept that when the government, which 
has Issued the coins and made one 
hundred per cent, out of the transac­
tion, dishonestly refuses to accept 
them when they are slightly worn, the 
holder suffers a loss. It would seem 
to be worth while for the government 
to consider whether silver should not 
be replaced by pure nickel, the coins 
when worn to be redeemed by new 
ones at the face value. But It would 
b a long time before they would he 
much worn.

PUBLIC OWNERSHIP IN GLAS­
GOW.

The returns of the Glasgow street 
railway business for the year ending 
last May have recently been given to 
the public. Glasgow citizens are so 
wise and fortunate as to operate their 
own tramway, for their own profit. 
Fares are so lorw that the average 
payment per passage Is one cent and 
a quarter, or one-fourth of the St. 
John rate. The system is not allowed 
to declare large proofs, for the muni­
cipality believes that the benefit 
should go to the people who use the 
road. Yet last year the Glasgow 
tramway receipts paid the cost of op­
eration, the interest on the cost of the 
property, a sinking fund allowance, a 
■urn of (645,000, or fourteen per cent of 
the total Income, for depreciation and 
renewals, and a further sum of (340,000 
for special depreciation. After all 
this there remained (125,000 of profits, 
which was handed over to the city re­
venues, and (86,000 carried forward to 
revenue acount. Last year’s surplus 
was $64,000 greater than that of the 
year before. If the car fares of Glas­
gow were as high as they are in some 
other cities most of the municipal ser­
vices might be maintained out of the 
profits, x"

His Appointment a Guarantee of Peace

—A Sketch of the Career of

Russia’s Best Hated Man.

ST. PETERSBURG, July 13,—12.53 p. 
m.—Emperor Nicholas has signed the 
appointment of M. Witte, president of 
the committee of ministers, yestefdàÿ 
to be the chief plenipotentiary repre­
senting the Russian government in the 
peace negotiations to be conducted 
next month in the United States. The 
appointment which was signed after 
midnight clothes M. Witte with pleni­
potentiary powers. Notification of the 
designation of M. Witl^ to head the 
mission was based partly on his state 
of health and partly on the fact that his 
sage on the North German Lloyd 
steamship Kaiser Wilhelm der Grosse, 
which sailed from Cherbourg, July 26.

PARIS, July 13.—The St. Petersburg 
correspondent of- the Echo de Paris 
stated that the disinclination of M. 
Muravieff to head the Russian peace 
mission was based parly on his state of 
health and partly on the fact that his

FLAG EVENTS.

We have flag incidents on both sides 
of the line. It Is stated that a party 
of Orangemen in London, Ontario, an­
gered at a national insult offered by 
an American excursionist, tore down 
the Stars and Stripes brought by his 
party and trampled It under their feet. 
If this trampling was intentional it 
was an undignified and discourtèous 
proceeding. The flag had committed 
no offense, and it represented more 
than the drunken author of the insult. 
The punishment should have been in­
flicted upon the offender.

But the London incident is not of 
the same class as that in which Un­
ited States Collector Bump figured. 
The latter In his official capacity order­
ed a Canadian captain to haul down 
the flag on his own ship where it had 
the right to be. When the captain de­
clined to haul down his -colors the of­
ficer refused his clearance papers until 
he obeyed the order. This customs of­
ficer will be reprimanded by his su­
perior, and an apology will be sent to 
Canada-

No national apology Is called for by 
the London Incident, which was an un­
official proceeding, but the orderly 
members of the Michigan excursion 
would probably be Informed that the 
trampling under foot of the Stars and 
Stripes Is not approved In this coun­
try.

M. Witte twice refused to become the 
successor of M. Muravieff on the mis­
sion on the ground that he did not wish 
to be a mere figurehead in the trans­
mission to Emperor Nicholas of the 
peace terms offered by the Japanese. 
His selection therefore cannot but be 
taken to mean that the emperor has 
yielded to his Insistence that the power 
of a plenipotentiary be conferred upon 
Russia’s principal representative in the 
peace commission.

Mr. Tarte doe* not believe In the 
project of loading passengers and mails 
at North Sydney from the Allan steam­
ships. Confusing North Sydney with 
Sydney, he speaks of the difficulty of 
taking large vessels anywhere near 
the Cape Breton port, and points out 
the Belle Isle route is much shorter 
than that south of Newfoundland. Mr. 
Tarte reaches the conclueion that the 
use of Sydney as a mail port will in­
crease the ocean journey by two days, 
which seems to be a rather absurd con­
clusion. "Let St. John and Halifax be 
the winter ports of our country," says 
Mr. Tarte. “We are disposed to make 
sacrifices to build up these parts. But 
we ought to stop there."

Sergius Witte, ghief of the Russian 
plenipotentiaries may be regarded as 
the leading liberal statesman of Rus­
sia.

He is about fifty-six years old, and 
has worked his way up from the posi­
tion of an underpaid railroad clerk, 
who occasionally acted as porter to the 
leading statesman of Russia, in spite 
of the fact that his enemies are numer­
ous and include some 
powerful men in Russia, 
is known as a welMiated man, but his 
honesty and ability have never been 
doubted even by his worst enemies. 
One of the reasons for his unpopularity 
is the fact that Witte is very remotely 
Russian. Hie father was of Dutch de­
scent and he himself was born at Tlflis, 
Caucasia.
in 1591, but he has generally been re­
ferred to as “M. Whitte.” He is thor­
oughly familiar with the Far Eastern 
question in all its bearings.

Practically It was M. Witte’s disap­
proval of Russia’s Far Eastern policy 
and the creation of a vice-royalty in the 
East that caused his downfall as min­
ister of finance. During his trip to 
Port Arthur, in 1903, M. Witte was in­
vited by the Japanese government to 
visit Japan, which would indicate that 
the Japanese probably will welcome the 
selection to conduct the peace negotia­
tions on behalf of Russia, knowing 
that they will be dealing with the Rus­
sian statesman who understands the 
situation and is more likely to reach 
an agreement mutually advantageous.

CANADA’S SHAME.

The Hastings and Frontenac ballot- 
box frauds, discussed In parliament 
the other day, are a disgrace to the 
party responsible for them, and It 
would have been creditable to the 
leaders to have confessed that much. 
No more Impudent attempt was ever 
made In any country to swindle the 
people out of their rights as electors. 
It was a carefully arranged plan, ap­
parently discussed beforehand at To­
ronto, Ottawa, Kingston and the local 
centres. The principale were men of 
sufficiently high standing In the liberal 
party to be the candidates at a federal 
election. Both are now fugitives from 
justice, living in the country from 
which the bogue ballot-boxes were pro­
cured. If they had succeeded and 
escaped detection they would today be 
high in the councils of the party at 
Ottawa.

It Is a striking fact that the ma­
chinery of the party and the election 
machinery worked beautifully together 
in this business. Deputy returning 
officers were required who were not 
too good to operate bogus ballOt-boxee. 
Incidentally they were expected to 
commit perjury and several criminal 
offenses. It was aleo necessary to 
procure bogue ballots, and this in­
volved some collusion with officials. 
The Importation of Hawkeye, a pro­
fessional wrestler, brought from the 
States and given the charge of a poll 
In the county of Frontenac, where the 
bogus ballot-box was to be used, im­
plies a conspiracy of an extensive 
character. All the persons concerned 
to this appointment must have known 
that this man was there for a bad pur­
pose.

This bogus ballot-box conspiracy 
follows several plots to recent elec­
tions, all intended to reach the name 
result by somewhat different methods. 
Stealing of ballots, shifting of ballots, 
false counting, the Wholesale Impor­
tation of pereonators, and various 
other devices have made the Laurier 
and Ross machine In Ontario notorious 
throughout the country. These scan­
dals throw discredit on all election 
returns following campaigns in which 
the machine participated. They cast 
doubt on the recent election of Mr. 
Hyman, for London Is Abe home of 
some of the experts who have becotile 
notorious.

Not all the performers in these elec­
tion scandals' are In open disgrace. 
Some have been rewarded with office 
and are moving in high society. Very 
few have received the punishment they 
deserved, and some who have fled are 
known to have been in receipt of an 
allowance from their party while they 
were out of work. Today an active 
campaign manager to the west is 
holding a public office, though he was 
shown to have been guilty of embez­
zlement to the public office last held 
by him. Another, who has been re­
cently appointed to a new federal 
office, is awaiting trial for perjury 
and fraud in making out naturaliza­
tion papers to foreigners who were 
not entitled to them, but whose votes 
were wanted for his pirty.

The minister of justice may protest 
as he likes, but these frauds would 
not be so persistently practiced and 
continued it the perpetrators 
apprehensive of severity on the part 
of the department of justice.

THE COW FOR THE CHEESE FAC­
TORY AND CONDBNSBRY.

Prof. E. E. Elliot of Washington Ex­
periment Station at Pullman, saya; 
We are considerably Interested In the 
Holstein breed and are doing what we 
can to extend its Influence throughout 
the dairy sections of the state. With 
the recént extension of the condensed 
milk industry in this state, as well as 
the production of cheese, we find that 
the Holstein is growing more and more 
In favor. We have also a show calf 
which we are feeding which Is the pro­
duct of a Shorthorn bull out of a pure 
bred Holstein cow. This calf weighs 
850 pounds at the age of eight and one- 
half months and the Judge who recent­
ly passed on him remarked that the 
Individual was a splendid Illustration 
of the possibilities of good feeding cat­
tle from such a cross;

Other 
departments of the government may 
have short and easy hours. Not so the 
auditor general's, which always has 
vast arrears of work to overtake.

SIR JOHN AND THE AUDITOR.

As a rule, Mr. "Macdougall say* little 
about his business outside of what he 
is required to state in his official 
capacity. But sometimes he unbends. 
Two or three years ago he told the 
Canadian Club in Toronto how, liberal 
though he was, he had been backed by 
Sir John Macdonald in the discharge 
Of his duties- Soon after the conser­
vatives came into office ho had occa­
sion to object to certain proposed pay­
ments. "I went," says Mr. Macdougall, 
“to Sir John to get his aid in prevent­
ing some expenditure. I said: 'Sir 
John that wouldn’t do the government 
any good,' ‘No, no, you are quite 
right,' said he. ‘It would only give 
rascally grits like you a ground to run 
up and down the concessions abusjng 
us. You can always count upon my 
helping you. Be sure to cali upon me 
when anything like that occurs.' "

On another occasion Mr. Macdougall 
asked Sir John for two extra chief 
clerks. “He answered,” says the audi­
tor, “without a moment’s delay: 'You 
have a reputation for economy. You 
know' that you have always my sup­
port. Why do you come to me? Go 
to Foster and the rest.’

“A few days later I had- reason to 
see Mr. Foster about something else. 
As soon as I entered his room he smil­
ed and asked what I had done to Sir 
John.
"‘About whatr I asked.
“ ‘Your chief clerks.’
“ ‘He said he would support me, and 

told me to see you and his other col­
leagues.’

“ ‘That isn’t what he told us,’ 
swered Mr, poster. ‘He said we must 
do what you wanted.’ ”

UNDER SIR MACKENZIE BOWELB

Another good friend of the auditor- 
general is Sir Mackenzie Rowell. Of 
his relations to that gentleman Mr. 
Macdougall says: "It was a common 
practice of his when on his way to the 
council chamber to call at my office 
and say quite abruptly: 'What the 
devil are you doing now?’ 
what?’ 'And so-and-so.’

Yet a few 
months ago he said of Sir Mackenzie 
Bo well: “I cannot restrain the ten­
dency to acknowledge my obligations 
to this straightforward politician 
whenever his name* is mentioned in 
my hearing. He seems to have the in­
stinctive faculty of being on the hon­
est side whenever money is involved/'

UNDER LAURIER.

For 18 years Mr. Macdougall kept 
watch on his political foes, the very 
fact that they were conservatives and 
he a liberal making his guard the 
closer, The* came the Laurier gov­
ernment to power, and he felt that the 
long vigil was over and that he was 
with his friends at last. But his trou­
bles now began. Raihs were made up­
on the treasury and the government 
stood by the raiders. It seemed to 
Mr. Macdougall that he was In the 
enemies’ -camp.

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When the Norwegian Storthing, by" "ТНИ 
a simple decree, declared the union 
with Sweden dissolved and that the 
king of the two countries had ceased 
to act as King of Norway, the material 
loss of King Oscar and the royal fam­
ily of the Bernadettes was not so great 
as might seem at the first blush. The 
union has been more nominal than real 
and the golden link of the croyvn has 
never been particularly solid. King 
Oscar has, indeed, at one stroke lost 
nearly half of his subjects and consid­
erably more than one-third of his ter­
ritory, but in Norway the monarchy 
has never drawn from the state rev­
enues an excessive income. King Oscar 
has never encouraged a lavish expen­
diture in the management of his court, 
and a modest civil list, supplemented 
by a moderate private fortune, has suf­
ficed for the needs of the royal family, 
which has In many respects formed 
habits of democratic simplicity.

The civil list of King Oscar as King 
of Sweden is about $363,710, and the 
royal family enjoys also an annuity of 
about $82,000, voted to King Carl XIV, 
and hie successors on the throne of 
Sweden. Norway allowed the mon­
arch a civil list much less than half 
tjiat granted by Sweden, about $126,260, 
од which to maintain the royal dig­
nity.

By law King Oscar was bound to 
pass six weeks annually In Norway.
Until recently—and it must be remem­
bered he is in his seventy-seventh year 
—he attended every year the opening 
of the Norwegian Storthing, and on his 
visits to Norway resided In one or the 
other of the royal residences at Chris­
tiania, the Royal Palace and his coun­
ty seat, Oscarthal.

The Royal Palace, situated on an em­
inence in the western part Of the city, 
was built in 1822-1848, and with the 
gardens did not cost more than $122,000', 
voted by the Storthing. The private 
apartments contain paintings and 
sculptures by Norwegian artists, most 
or whom were presented to the king 
and queen on their silver wedding, in 
1882. The throne room contains' por­
traits of Oscar I. and Queen Josephine, 
besides other members of the royal 
family.

The second royal residence ("Oscar’s 
Hall”) makes » favorite excursion for 
visitors to Christiania, as it is beauti­
fully situated on the Christiania Fjord, 
two miles from the city. It was built 
in 1847 by King Osear I., in Anglo- 
Gothic style. It wae sold by Charles 
XV. to the government, but was set 
apart for the use of the reigning mon­
arch. The painter Tidemand is well 
represented by some of his character­
istic pictures of Norwegian peasant 
life. In the grounds are to be seen an­
tique Norwegian buildings,
Norwegian church, dating from the 
twelfth century and typical farmhouses 
of the country.

making of jewelry that many women 
who began to work along other lines 
are confining themselves to it exclu­

Among people of taate there is a 
constantly growing demand for jewel­
ry and ornaments unusual and beauti­
ful in conception and workmanship. 
More and more is jewelry becoming 
something besides a mere combination 
of gems and metals: Originality, taste 
and individuality characterise the fin­
ished product.

The materials used and the tools 
necessary to the fashioning of hand­
made Jewelry are almost a» interest­
ing as the jewelry itself. Many of the 
finer tools are made by the worker 
herself.

The method employed In making a 
piece of Jewelry is different from that 
of handling metals for other purposes.

The design is then copied in soft 
Cuban Wax. From this design the 
worker makes the Piece of jewelry, 
cutting from plates of silver, gold or 
copper all the different parts, which 
when put together, form the finished 
whole.

The dedication of 
the chapel, April 24, was on a most 
suitable date, a. day on which the 
whole Catholic world was com­
memorating the tercentenary of the 
birth of St. Vincent de Paul, after 
whom the Sisters of Charity of St. 
Vincent de Paul are 
The next notable Improvement to 
the building line was the erection of. 
a new wing for educational purposes 
to. 1892, whereto are the primary and 
the high school grades, from the lat­
ter of which year і a band of bright 
graduates receive diplomas. The year 
1902 saw the erection of the handsome 
St. .Vincent’s chapel, on the site of the 
first convent. The# edifice Is certainly 
a beautiful one, and is used exclusive­
ly by the sisters and orphans. The 
chapel erected to the convent ln 1876 
was thus transferred and more room 
was given to the convent itself- for the 
carrying on of the work of the order.

From St. John the order has estab­
lished branches, to different parts of 
Bishop Casey’s diocese until at present, 
besides St. Vincent’s Convent, there 
are houses In the North End, Carleton, 
Moncton. Fredericton, Buctouche, 
Mtmramcook and Silver Falls. Start­
ing with a membership of about five 
sisters, the - order now comprises 108 
sisters to the different New Bruns­
wick houses.

Sister Michael, at present living at 
St. Vincent's Convent, will celebrate 
her golden jubilee to connection with 
the order next year. Though all the 
pioneer members of tbe order in this 
district have passed away. Sister 
Michael, who entered the order to 
1856, still enjoys good health. Most 
of her years have been spent at St. 
John and at one time she was to 
charge of the academy at Memram- 
cook.

The order of the Sister^ of Charity 
Is essentially of French origin. It was 
established in France ln 1620 and was 
first Introduced Into America about 
1805. About 1830 an American branch 
was organized and under Mother Sea­
ton progressed. Branches were estab­
lished from the mother house at New 
York throughout the United States 
and Canada. The first branch to cross 
the line was founded at Halifax to 
1852 and two years afterwards that of 
St. John was opened. At present the* 
Halifax order has a mission to north­
ern New Brunswick. The alms of the 
order, charity, education and looking 
after the orphans, have always been 
faithfully adhered to , and nowhere 
more faithfully than in the diocese of, 
St. John.
