Ottawa, Jgne 19.—The breach of

When thfe agreement was reached 
between the two leaders the Liberals 
were dealt.(with most lienently In the 
redistribution blU, but It Is now stated 
that the redistribution question will 
be reopened next session and that 
there will be amendments to It which 
will not be so favorable to the Lib* 
eral Interests as the present measure, 
is The breach of faith will react oa 
themselves.

London, June 20.—A démonstration 
of British sea power by an empire 
cruiser of the imperial squadron on 
the eve of the imperial conference, 
next year, is suggested by the Daily 
Telegraph as befitting, because the 
problem of naval defence will form one 
of the main subjects of discussion at 
the conference.

The Telegraph anticipates that, ow­
ing to the general Improvement in 
the international situation, and the 
early delivery of ships, the admiralty 
will be able to accelerate Its plans for 
sènding a battle squadron of dread­
noughts to the Mediterranean. In view 
of the accession of strength In ships 
of the swiftest class. It is proposed 
that the admiralty may determine to 
base on Gibraltar three of the four 
battle cruisers now In the Mediter­
ranean, together with the gift ship

New Zealand, as the nucleus of an im­
perial squadron. Although these ships 
would be based on Gibraltar, they 
would be free to cruise In the Atlan­
tic or the Pacific as required.

The Imperial conference, coinciding 
with the twenty-first birthday of the 
Prince of Wales, will undoubtedly be 
marked by a great awakening of Im­
perial sentiment, says the Telegrapfi.

The readjustment of our strength in 
the Mediterranean and the Improved 
international outlook, says the Tele­
graph, offers the imperial government 
a unique opportunity of Illustrating 
the ubiquity of British sea power, the 
unity of the sea, force of strategic 
principles, which the admiralty 
mends as the founda'tion of Imperial 
security and the desire of the moth­
er country to do honor to the states­
men of the self governing dominions.

Odin Sabje, the Norwegian second 
mate of the Alden, told a sensational 
story of the alleged wanderings of the 
Empress of Ireland on her way to the 
sea on May 28.

She was about six 
points off on the starboard bow. It 
was 10.20. He saw, he said, the Em­
press masthead lights first, then there 
was a red one, then both lights again, 
then only the green one, then both 
and finally the red only. This hap­
pened five or seven times.. She was 
steering badly, he Insisted. He had 
to port his helm between one and one- 
half and two points to avoid her.

"Were you afraid of a collision ?" 
asked J. W. Griffin for the Storstad

“I was. I was going down to call 
the captain," said witness.

He said the Empress passed on the 
port side half a mile away.

Hans Olveren, another sailor on the 
Alden, corroborated the evidence of 
the previous witness.

Almost one-half of the city of St. 
John was reduced to ashes by the ter­
rible conflagration which swept over 
the New Brunswick metropolis, 3-7 
years ago today, 
fire, of unknown 
neighborhood of the old Market Slip, 
but it was threatening a boiler factory 
when discovered and an alarm was 
sounded. The engines soon arrived on 
the scene and the firemen, regular and 
volunteer, did everything within hu­
man power to stop the spread of the 
conflagration. Despite their best ef­
forts, however, the fire raged for nine 
hours and devastated 200 acres, about 
two-fifths of the city. The property 
loss was estimated as high as $27,00,- 
000. More than 1,500 buildings, in­
cluding ten churches, the City Hall, 
the post office, the customs house and 
about a score more public edifices of 
various kinds; several banks and 
hotels and hundreds of shops, factor­
ies and residences, were devoured by 
the flames. A gale was blowing, and 
this was responsible for the rapid 
spread of the fire, through business 
and residential districts and along 
the waterfront. All the wharves and 
warehouses along the river's bank 
were wiped out, and the blaze reached 
many ships.||p|RRMRRHHHPH 
were towed out of the danger area, but 

ny remained to the flames. Sub­
scriptions for the relief of sufferers 
were raised in Canada, Britain and 
the States. The work of rebuilding 
the city was soon commenced and

in New York on June 20, 1858. For 
further horrible details of his career 
one turns to last autumn's files of The

the branches are much swollen and 
spongy at the point where they spring 
from the crowni If a thin slice or 
section of the swollen portion of the 
stem be examined under the micros­
cope, tiny eel worms will be seen In the 
tissues, and eggs are also generally 
present. The eelworms. as their name 
Implies, resemble an eel In shape, and 
wriggle and twist about In a lively 
manner; the eggs sre oblong, with 
rounded ends, and are produced in 
Immense numbers. ,

This disease la always due to the 
presence of eelworms In the soil, and 
not to Infected clover seed. The ease 
with which eelworms can be conweyed 
from one place to another accounts 
for their presence In new localities. 
If sheep are feeding on Infected ‘clov­
er and afterwards removed to anoth­
er pasture, their droppings frequent­
ly contain! eelworms that have in no 
wise suffered by passing through the 
alimentary canal, and this Is more 
especially true of the eggs, which are 
also capable of resisting declccatlon 
for a long period without injury Eel- 
worms thus conveyed continue to live 
and Increase in the soil, as they are 
cot restricted for their food to clover 
alone, but can also attack many wild1 
plants and several kinds of cultivated 
plants, Including oats, the latter be­
come swollen near the base, showing 
the disease known as “Begging*' or 
"tulip-root." Eelworms may also be 
distributed fro the soil adhering to cart 
wheels, tools, etc.

Sulphate of potash le the most ef­
fective remedy, applied at the rate of 
4 cwt. per acre. When a crop shows 
signs of the disease, this remedy 
should be applied at once to the dis­
eased patches, taking cere to extend 
the dressing beyond the obviously “ 
eased zone.
