Bangor’s Aroostook Railway—A New
- Battle of the Gauges.
The Bangor Commercial says:

Our readers will be pleased to learn that
‘she Uommittee of the Common Council, to
whom was referred the petition of our
citizeos in aid of the Aroostook Railroad,
bave compromised their points of disrgree-
ment, and have agreed upon a bill which
will meet the general approbation of the
voters of Bangor. To the bill as present-
ed by the friends of the road they bave ad-
ded a section whioh directs the Mayor and
Aldermen not to deliver to the company
the bonds of the city, until the company,
10 addition to a first mortgage on the
road. shall give the city a satislactory
bond indemnifying it against the interests
on the bonds to be issued.

‘The Legislature will promptly
pass the bill, the eredit of the city will be
forchwith loaned, and the building of the
road will be eommenced with vigor as soon
as spring opens.

Special information received by us
confirms the Commercial's hopes with
regard to the action of the Legislature
and the speedy beginning of the road.
This is no new scheme of doubtful char-
acter, but one that has been discussed
for years and believed in by all inter-
ested. Perhaps there is no one in Ban-

CAUSES FOR TRIAL— NEW COURT HOUSE

1n consequence ot Ilis Honor Mr Justice
Weldon having been detained in Frederic-
ton longer than was anticipated, Court was
pot opened until after the arrival of the
St. Jobn train at 2 o’clock, p. m , instead
of at the usual hour. Court baving opened
in the usual manner the Grand Jury were
called and baving chosen Stepben W.
Palmer, Esq., foreman, were addressed
briefly by His Honor. He congratulated
them upon the absence of crime, which
spoke well for the morality of- the County
although attributable in some degree to
the fact that the County Court takes cog-
nizance of the lesser crimes. Ile very much
regretted that one of the most popu-
lous and wealthy Counties in the Province
could aford no better building for the ad-
ministration of justice than the present
Court House, which was the most inferior
of anyin the Province. The County he
believed ¢ontained some one hundred and
fifty Justices and if they were all toat-
tend here for the transaction of the Uounty
business this building would not accom-
modate them.

MRS. SHERMAN.

-She is' Married Three Times, and Each
Time Poisons her Husband —Eight
Murders in Twelve Years. 5

New Havex, Cony., Jan. 11.

Lydia Sherman bas been sentenced. to
imprisonment for life, for the maurder o}
her husband, Horatio N. Sherman, by
poison. Contrary to general opinion, she
was only convicted of murder in the second
degree, but exception was taken to the
evidence by her counsel, and sentence was
not given at the time. Since the trial
Mrs. Sherman has been confined in the

sion of the murders she committed by
peisoning with arsenic, hence the sentence
to-day by Judge Sanford. The scene in
court was unaccompanied by any affecting
incidents, and after the delivery of the
charge the prisoner was immediately
placed in a sleigh and driven back %o ‘the
County Jail, whence she will soon be
taken to Wethersfietd to be there im-
prisoned for the period of her patural
life.

The tollowing is the confession, devoid
of those parts not relating to her crimes:

THE CONFESSION.

I was born near the town of Barlington,
N. J., Dec. 24, 1824. My mother died
when 1 was nine years old, and [ was sent
16 live with my uncle, Mr. John Claygay
1 never attended school much, being able
to go only about three months in the
year. At sixteen years of agel went to
New Brunswick with my two brothers,
and afterward to live with the Rev. Mr
Van Ambarg in Jacksonville, twenty-five
miles from New Brunswick and learned
to be a tailoress. [ worked three mounths
without pay and was then employed by a
Mr. Owen. He was a ¢lass leader in the
Methodfst Church of which [ became a

member. It was there that I met Mr.
Edward Struck, who was a devoted Chris
tian up to a few months before his death.
1 was his wite eighteen years; he has been
called about eight years. Our first child
we called Lydia, and after her birth we
went.to New York and resided near Kliza-
beth and Houton streets. 1n New York
we had two boys. Afterward we moved
to Carmansville where we bad four child
ren born. At the end of that time Mr.
Struck obtained an appointment on the
Metropolitan Police force. Six months
later we lost a daughter, aged twenty-two
months, by themeasles. About this time
my husband was transferred to Manhattan-
ville, and we moved to 125th street. Then
occurred our first - trouble, which came
8 out in this way.
THE FIRST TROUBLES,

A man came up to Stratton’s Hotel, on
the Bloomingdale road, and made a dis-
turbance in the barroom. He attacked the
bartender with a knife, and immediately
the cry of murder was sounded. Just at
this time the Manhattanville stage came
along, and on it wasa detective, who heard
the cry. He rushed into the hotel, bat
finding he was powerless to accomplish
anything he asked for the assistance of &
policeman. There was none near, and be
endeavored to quiet the man by talking to
him, but he could not succced. The man
appeared deranged Ihe detective struck
him with a cane, bnt the man would not
desist. He struck the officer with a knile,
when the latter drew a pistol and shot the
man dead.

The stage drove on and soon met Mr.
Struck, and, as ho was a policeman, the
driver told him the circumstances about
the killing of the man at the hotel. Mr.
Struck started immediately for tho hotel,
and when he reached there he found that
THE MAN WAS DEAD,

Word was seat to the Manhattanville po-
lice station, and the doctors gave itas their
opinion that the wan was doranged. My

husband reported headquarters
soon after 1 rumor prevailed that he would |
not arrest the man because hé had a pistol. |
This was incorrect, but the employes of |
the hotel testified that Mr. Struck was at|
the place and was afraid to go in. The
result was that be wasdischarged from the
police force. ;
Then my husband became down-hearted
and discouraged. Capt. Huft tried to get
him back on the force, but failed. and then
Struck, who had always been a good work-
inan; did nothing but _fret all the time.
Sometimes he would lie in bed for seven or
eight weeks without allowing me to send
for a doetor. Une day hesaid he wanted
to see his daughter Gertrude, who was
married to a Mr. William Thompson, 80 I
went to New York and took her up to see
him but he said very little to her. Ger-
trude sent a-‘doctdr 1o sed her lather, but
the latter said he was not siek. Once he
put a pistol in bis mouth and threatened
to blow bis head off. On apother day be
tried to get a razor to cut his throat, but 1
took it away from him. Then 1 sent for
Capt. Hart, but when he came my husband
would neither look, speak, nor bave any-
thing to do with him. The Captain said
he was out of his-mind, and advised me to
bave him sent to an asyluw.
MEETING TOE TEMPTER.

One night alter this he was acting very
vadly, aod I called in Police Sergeant
Mec—, who lived in the lower part of our
house. The Sergeant advised me to put
bim out of the way, as he would pever be
4oy good to me or himsel again. I asked
him what he meant, and be told me to get
a certain quanity of arsenic and give him
some of it. I paid ten cents for it, put it
in some oat-meal gruel, and gave him some
of it during the afternoon. That night he
was very ill, and at 8 o’clock the next
morning he died.

THE MURDER OF HER FOUR CHILDREN.

The- following Jaly I made up my mind
that my two little children, Mary Ann, six
years old, and Edward, two years younger,
would be better off it they were out of the
way, sq after thinking the matter over for
several days L made them some ot the same
kind of gruel their father had eaton. They
only survived a short time.

The doctors said that the children died
of gastrie fever, They-had not. the least
suspicion of the truth.

MARRIED AGAIN.

I continued to keep house, and had four
children with me at the time. My son.
George Whitfield, Who was then 14 years
of age, was living with me.. In the latter
part of August be was taken sick, and 1
sent tor Dr. Oviatt. He said the boy bad
painters' colic, and as he did not improve
1 became discouraged. and mixed some
arsenic in his tea. He died the next
day, and the doetor said it was painters’
colic.

Then my little daughter Ann Eliza took
the chills and fever, and was contirually
sick. ' This made me downhesrted and
discouraged again. 1 had sowe arsenie in
the house which I purchased in Harlem.
and 1 put it in the medicine 1 bought for
her to care the chills. 1 gave it to ber
twice, then she was taken sick as the
,thers were, and died about novn four days
afterward. She was the happiest child 1
cver saw.

1 then kept house untll the following
May, going out as usual to do nursing.
About that time Lydia,myeldest daughter,
went to New York with work, wss taken
sick, and afteran illoess ol 21 days she
died a patural death. I never gave her
-«nything the degtor did not ovder Then
1 went to Sailordville, Pa , with_a family
named Mazom. It was nut a profitable
venture, so 1 returned to New York and
went to live with my step-daughter, Mrs
Thomson. Then I took a situation with
Mr. Cochran, who kept a sewing machine
establishment in Canal street. There 1
hecame acquainted with Mr. James Car-
tiss. 1le asked me to go to Stratford,
Conn., to take care of hisaged mother and
keep house for them. 1 consented to g0
for $8 per month. 1 lived there eight
montbs. One day Mr. Jobn Fairchild, at
whose store 1 bought our groceries, arked
me if I would like to keep house for a
man who bad ' just lost his wife. in this
way I became acquainted with Mr. Hurl-
burt, who lived in Coram, Huntingdon.
After I had been a few days with him he
asked me to marry him, which 1 did: Nov
232, 1868. ‘The ceremony was perf.rmed
by the Rev. Mr, Morton, in his own house.
We lived” happily for fourteen moaoths
About three months after we were mar
ried Mr, Hurlburt made his will. e was
suhbject to fits of dizziness.

THE FIFTH MURDER.

One day he was unwell, and he ate
clams and drank cider with sals@ratus in it.
'I'hen he-became worse. On one occasion
he made me drink cider and saleratus,
\ter which T became very sick and dizay.
1hd F ook to vomiting, Finally Mr. Huorl
surt became worse, and-about 5 o’clock
one morning the old man died. Now l
wish to say that [ never gave Mr Hurlburt
anything that would cause sicknes:,though
there may have been arsenic mixed with
the saleratus which be putinto the cider

. About two months atter Hurlburt died,
I heard that Horatio N. Sherman of Bir-
mingham wanted me to take a little baby
toboard. I met Mr. Sherman one Sunday
morping, He introduced himself to me,
and said that ho had another object in call-
ing besides getting me to take care of his
baby. He wanted me as his housckeeper,
because his mother-in-law and his daugh:
ter could not get along well together. I
suid 1 would think about it. Two weeks
later he came again and offered to marry
me. - I told him we ought to be better ac-
quainted. He said that he was compelled
to get some one, as he could not have the
old woman in the house, as she was creat-
ing a constant disturbanee. He then went
away, and I did not see him for three or
four weeks , but at the end of that time
he found me a tenant for my farm, which
ended in my lending him §300.

THE THIRD HUSBAND.

In July, 1870, 1 lent him $300 more, and
on the 2d of September, 1870, we went to
Mr. Sherman’s sister’s house, in Bridge-
water, Mass., and were married.

Alter we had been married about two
months, Mr. Sherman said one day that he
wished his babe (Frank) would die, as then
the old woman should not stay another day
in the house. 1 was full of trouble, and
not knowing what to do, 1 was tempt:d to
give him (Franky) something to get him
out of the way, for I thought he would le
better off. [hey had a senic in the house
The old lady bad used it before to poison
rats. 1 pat some of it in some milk, and
only gave it to him once. Being quite
feeble, he began to be sick and to vomit.
[ sent for a doctor, but he said the child
was not out of danger, though he was bet-
tor. 'This was in the forenoon. ‘Lhat
night the child died at 11 o’clock. This
was Nov. 15, 1870.

MORE TROUBLE.

Iostead of making matters better, every-
thing grew worse. Mr. Sherman and his
mother-in-law kept constantly quarrelling
about a piano, for which she claimed Mr.
Sherman owed her $70. [ sold my farm
for §1,100. of which 1 received $300 cash ;
so0 | gave Mr. Sherman $100, told him to
pay her, which he did, and then the old
woman left us.

Mr. Sherman then took to drink, and 1
sapported the family for about six months.
During this time I found that he had dis-
sipated the money 1 geve bim, instead of
payiog his bills with it,s0 I had to pay out
about $300 more for hm. Then came
Christmas, and Ada devoted a great deal of
time in decorating the church I turnished
her with all her civthes and paid ber dress-
making bills. On Chr stinas eve Ada was
taking sick and Dr. Beardsley was again
rent for.

The Sidewalks of St. John.

OFricE o Caier of Porics,
St. Jonn, Jan. 15, 1873. ;

The following part of Section 27, of a
Law to prevent Nuisances in the City of
Saint John, is published for general fnfor
mation : i

¢ That the ownet of occupier of the lower
or ground flat of each and every house or
other building, and the owner or occupier
of any lot or lotsof ground fronting ob any
street in this city, shall between the first
day of December and the first day of April,
after every Iall of snow, cause the said
sidewalks to be cleared and the gutters
opened in front of their respective premises
as aforesaid, by shovelling the snow to the
outside of said gntters, and levelling the
same towards the centre of the streets or
squares of the said city, and removipg the
ice irom the sidewalks and gutters to the
0 1tside of the said gutters, and having the
same swept clean, 80 as to render the same
safe for passengers, within two hours after
1t shall eease snowiog, il 1t shall cease be-
fore the hour of three of the o’¢lock in the
afternoon, and if not, on or before nine of
the clock on the following morning, under
the penalty for each and every neglect of
ten shillings.”’
