Albany, Aug. 4.—When the funeral 
train reached this city the remains were 
placed within the mounted catafalque and 
six black horses with black trappings 
were hitched to the funeral car, and at 
the head of each car as leaders were mem­
bers of the Grand Army Posts. The 
crowd at all the stoppings was dense.— 
The remains having been deposited in the 
funeral ear it was drawn out into Spencer 
street, thence accompanied by a large 
military escort progressed to the Capitol 
There Gen. Hancock dismounted and re­
tired and the remains were deposited be­
neath the great catafalque in the Senate 
corridor. Before being eo placed the 
body was conveyed to a private room in 
the Capitol building, where the under­
taker and embalmers removed the lid of 
the casket to inspect the body to learn 
its condition after its journey from the 
mountain. They found the remains in 
excellent condition. The public was ad­
mitted about five o’clock, being permitted 
to walk two abreast on each side of the 
oasket, which lay on an inclined dais.— 
7,400 persons viewed the remains in the 
first hour. The remains will lie in state 
in the Capitol continuously until 10.30 
a. m. to-morrow, when the doors will be 
closed. At 11.30 the funeral procession 
will be again formed, the remains will be 
transferred from the catafalque to the 
funeral car, at the State street entrance 
. if the Capitol, and will be escorted to the 
Central Railroad Depot The funeral 
train will leave the depot here at 12.30 
p. m.

SERVICES IN WESTMINSTER ABBEY,
London, Aug. 12.—The Grant memori. 

al service in Westminster Abbey this 
afternoon was an imposing event added 
to the history of England. The edifice 
was crowded with a congregation nearly 
every member of which was a distinguish ­
ed person. The order of service was as fol­
lows :—1st Schubert’s funeral march ; 
2nd, funeral procession up the nave of the 
Cathedral to the choir ; 3rd, opening 
burial services ; 4th, 90th Psalm ; 6th, 
the day’s lesson; 6th, funeral sermon by 
Canon Farrar; 7th, Sphoris anthem 
“Blessed are the Departed” ; 8th, Handel’s 
anthem, “His Body is Buried in Peace” ; 
9th, two concluding prayers ; 10th, the 
burial service; 11th, blessing ; 12th, 
“The Dead March in Saul.” Canon Far­
rar’s address was most impressive, and 
was listened to in almost breathless si­
lence.

The remains of the late General Grant 

now rest in Riverside Park, New York, 
the site having been selected by Mrs. 
Grant. The location is a beautiful one. 
The Park which stretches along the 
Hudson river about three miles, although 
not so well known as Central Park, is 
nevertheless a favorite place of resort, 
and with this new attraction—the last 
resting place of one of the greatest war­
riors of the nineteenth century—will 
Speedily increase in popularity, and will in 
the future attract many strangers to its 
beautlfhl glades and groves. The selec­
tion of the site furnishes evidence of the 
fact that the deceased warrior possessed 
a heart animated by the wannest and 
most generous impulses. It was not 
chosen on account of any event in his 
career of great national importance, but 
because, as stated by the deceased in his 
last hours, the people of New York had 
befriended him in his need. In another 
place we publish details of the obsequies 
at Mount McGregor on the 4th inst, and 
.the removal of the remains, first to the 
State Capitol and finally to the great 
commercial metropolis of the Union.— 
Despatches of 8th state the funeral pro­
cession was the most imposing affair 
ever witnessed in New York. The mili­
tary escort included prominent represen­
tatives from the Confederate and Union 
armies and many soldiers from both 
sides. The funeral car was drawn by 
24 coal black horses with sombre trapp­
ings, each animal led by a uegro groom 
with a vanguard of fifteen honored vete­
rans. Everywhere, at home and abroad, 
from the moment when the first sad intel­
ligence was given to the public of the 
decease, up to the hour when the remains 
were laid in the tomb to which they were 
assigned in Riverside Park, the demon­
strations of mourning and regret have 
been universal, in all respects worthy of 
the brave General who proved the 
saviour of his country at a most critics 
period in its history.

The Company are 
responsible to the public for the safe and 
satisfactory running of the boats, and if 
any person holds the opinion that this is 
not being done it is open for such person 
to give expression, to his views in any 
paper he sees fit to select for that purpose. 
The insinuation that the correspondence 
emanated from this office is quite in line 
with the usual course pursued by the Ad­
vance. Its own tactics too often lead it to 
ascribe unworthy motives to others in the 
profession, and when occasion offers it 
endeavors to drag down others to its own 
level. The statement that the Advocate 
is hunting after defects in the Company’s 
boats is as false as it is contemptible. 
From the very outset this paper was in 
accord with the scheme to place a boat 
on the route down river, and in the issue 
of the Advocate of Elec. 10, 1884, we 
said—“ So far as the down river boat is 
concerned we wish the Company every 
success believing as we do that the fish­
ing interests of that section of the Coun­
ty, and other trade interests, can be very 
materially advanced by regular steamboat 
communication.”

....................... ... of Acadie” is at present making his marmonopoly of the lumber trade of America 
east of the Rocky Mountains. This view 
is, of course, liaised upon the rapid con­
sumption of the forests of the Northern 
States and a belief that the United States 
will for safe protection have to admit 
lumber duty free. There is no doubt 
that when the neighboring market is 
opened to our lumber the trade will 
receive a great impetus, and large amounts 
will be invested in manufacturing estab­
lishments by Americans. It is therefore 
not improbable that one may see Freder­
icton and Gibson become the headquarters 
of a large lumber shipping trade. The 
river and the railways will bring the 
manufactured lumber to these points to 
be shipped hence by water during the 
summer months, and in the winter such 
shipments as made by rail will go- vest 
from this point. Notwithstanding the 
great annual cut of lumber the supply in 
New Brunswick is far from being ex­
hausted. An experienced woodsman 
said the other day that if a good market 
were available for cedar more money 
could be made in getting that wood upon 
the Nashwaak than has ever been made 
in getting spruce logs there. The idea 
he wished to convey was, of course, that 
the supply was enormous. What is true 
of Nasnwaak in this respect is true of the 
Miramichi, the Tobique, and, in fact, 
nearly every important river in the coun­
try. The lumber yet to be cut is worth 
as much, at least, as what has been cut; 
indeed, if we attempt to put a merchant­
able value upon our hardwoods it is worth 
a great deal more.

“Instances are rare of such sui­
cides being accomplished,” said a medical 
man of great experience at sea, “but the 
desire to throw one’s self into the sea 
after ocean nausea is a common and dan­
gerous incident of seasickness.”

VER HAY.

If you ate going to seed the hay, 
It will probably pay you hotter to let 
the clover grow until the blossoms 
are dead, than to out while they are 
in full bloom, for the simple reason 
ilia’, you will get more liny per acre. 
But there can be no question that 
such hay is not nutritious, and what 
is si ill mire important, not as pala­
table or digestible, as that which is 
out earlier. It does not pay to out 
too. early—certainly until the clover 
is in full blossom. But the blossoi 
do not all appear at the same time. 
Some may ho just forming, while 
others are dead. A common rule is, 
to cat when most of the blossoms are 
just beginning to turn brown. Some­
thing, of course, depends on the 
weather, and on the character of the 
crop. A crop of clover while grow­
ing, evaporates an immense amount 
of water every day. During the 
night this evaporation ceases to a 
considerable extent, while the roots 
keep on sacking up the water from 
the soil below. It follows from 
this, that the crop of clover contains 
much entire water in the morning than 
in the afternoon. Other things being 

j equal, therefore, the best time to cut 
clover, is in the afternoon and even - 
ing. You have far less water to get 
rid of. If you out clover in the 
morning, therefore, unless it is cloudy 
weather and the atmosphere is charg­
ed with moisture, it is desirable to 
rake into windrows, and still better 
to make it into small cocks. "On the 
other hand, if you cut clover in the 
afternoon, it contains much less wat­
er to start with, and as there is less 
to be got rid of, the clover will cure 
rapidly. In this state, rain or dew
