I 
will refer to the circumstances under 
which the rope was cut later. Deputy 
Sheriffs Mooere supported the body 
In his arme as the rope was cut. This 
would be about two or three minutes 
ptter the trap had been sprung. The 
body was then earned to the corridor 
of the jail and placed on a cot It wae 
there examined agalfl by the doctor».

It was found that Swim’s neck had 
not been "broken by the fell and that 
he was breathing. Dr. McIntosh and 
Dr. Grant remained with Dr. Griffin 
for between twenty or thirty minutes 
after the body had .been placed on 
thla cot.

Que., crossing 
recently, disregarding the engine’s 
whistle, the ringing of the electric 
alarm bell, and the frantic waving of
