COMPOSITION AND FORMATION 
OF STEEL.

Before a recent meeting of the Boston 
Natural Historical Society, Dr. Jackson gave 
an account of some researches into the com­
position and manner of formation of different 
kinds of steel. As commonly known, 
steel is a combination of carbon and 
iron, made by heating flat bars of pure 
iron in combination with charcoal. The 
carbon is first converted into oxyde of carbon, 
and then unites with the iron as carburet. 
The result of this process is known as blis- 
tered steel, from the bubbless generated by 
gases upon its surface. Shear steel consists 
of parallel plates of pure iron and steel welded 
by folding, and uniting the bars of blistered 
steel. Cast steel is (used in pots of the most 
refractory material, and differs from cast iron, 
which likewise contains carbon, in this respect 
that cast iron is a mixture of coarse aggrega­
ted matters, graphite and iron, whilst cast 
steel is a chemical combination of carbon and 
iron.

From the researches of Berthier it is known 
that manganese will form si alloy with iron. 
When iron is mingled with a considerable pro­
portion of manganese, a brittle compound re­
sults ; but when combined with a very small 
proportion of manganese, a steel of a very fine 
quality is obtained, which has this advantage 
over carbon steel; carbon steel becomes 
coarse when tempered in thick masses, from 
segregation of the particles of carbon ; but no 
such trouble arises with manganese steel. 
Parties in England have lately introduced ex­
cellent wire for pianoforte strings, made of 
this load of steel, as well as for cutting in­
struments and other purposes. In the wire, 
Dr. Jackson has found one and a half per 
cent of manganese, and has established the 
fact that it resists, to a very remarkable de­
gree, the action of hydrochloric acid. Six­
teen years since Franklinite Iron was manu­
factured by Mr. Osborn into very hard and 
fine steel. This steel required tempering at a 
lower heat than carbon steel. Many of our 
manganesian irons might be manufactured into 
steel by the simple process of fusion, and a 
steel of uniform character might be made 
without previous cementation with carbon.

A HOLLOW MOUNTAIN.

Marshal Lefetrs recently delivered a lec­
ture before the Geographical Society, in New 
York, which contained many interesting items, 
but as reported in some of our daily papers, 
it contained many incorrect statements ; these 
we ignore in an abstract of it.

The lecturer traced its first discovery and 
progress of the uses of electricity for telegraph­
ing, remarking that Arthur Young, in his 
travels in France, in 1764, found a man 
who had arrived at the power of communica­
ting across a room by means of an electric 
battery, and forming an alphabet from it. Up 
to 1798 the knowledge was confined to the 
electricity of friction. Since that date that 
of chemical electricity has been known ; but 
it was only when Prof. Henry of the Smith- 
sonian Institute, made the great finishing dis­
covery of magnetic electricity, that its ulti­
mate usefulness was assured.

“ The first line of actual telegraph was es­
tablished by Morse and others in 1814. In 
Europe there are more than 37,000 mites of 
wire, divided as follows — England, 9,200 ; 
Germany and Prussia, €5,000 ; France 
4,500 ; Austria, 3,500 ; Turkey, 1,200 ; 
Prussia, 2,800; India, 500; Spain, 450; 
Denmark and Sweden, 800 ; Italy, 1,900 ; 
Switzerland, 1,000 ; Holland and Belgium, 
1,000.

We have in this country about 35,000 miles 
and it is worthy of remark that white the 
lines of Continental Europe are mostly run 
between great cities and military posts, ours 
extend over all the country.”

One new fact developed 
by them is, that iron fused a number of times 
up to a certain point is thereby greatly im­
proved in strength. Jn trials with some iron, 
it was found that its strength was nearly 
doubled by being melted and cast four times. 
This is a discovery of great importance to all 
engineers and cast-iron founders. At the 
South Boston Foundry, experiments were 
made to test the strength of cast-iron which 
had been submitted to fusion during different 
periods of time. Eleven thousand pounds of 
iron were cast into four six-pounder guns; one 
after the metal had been under fusion or melt­
ed half hour ; the second, under fusion an 
hour and a half ; the third, under fusion three 
hours and three quarters. The gun first cast 
burst at the thirty-first fire ; the second, at 
thirty-fourth ; the third was fired thirty-eight 
times and remained unbroken. This the 
strength of the metal seemed to increase in e 
ratio corresponding to the period of fusion, or 
under which it was kept in a highly molten 
state, and it might have been inferred from 
this that the fourth gun would have been the 
strongest of all.

MINISTRY RESIGNED.
THE political news of the week, is embraced 

in the resignation of the Coalition government. 
A very racy debate was maintained in the 
House, for several days, on a motion of want 
of confidence, proposed by Mr. Papin, and an 
am endment moved by Mr. Holton, expressing 
the disappointment of the country in the gen­
eral policy of the Government. The yeas 
and nays on this question will be found in an­
other column. We are much mistaken if the 
vote given by Mr. Shaw, from South Lanark, 
and Mr. Supple from Renfrew, will not create 
a want of confidence in their representatives, 
in the minds of the electors in these constitu­
encies. After all their professions of inde­
pendence and progressiveness, they have 
voted « through thick and thin,” with one of 
the most corrupt and unprincipled govern­
ments that have yet cursed our soil. Never­
theless, a majority of Upper Canadians stuck 
to their colors like men, and their votes 
showed a majority of six against them, and 
the result is, that the whole ministry,—who 
appeared to imagine that they had a life lease 
of office—and whom, the Postmaster General 
declared, « would cling to it till the bricks of 

the tumbling House fall about their ears,”— 
resigned, and the Governor General sent for 
Col. Tache, and charged him with the task of 
forming a new administration.

Matters were in this position at our latest 
advices; but we shall probably have further 
particulars before going to Press. In the 
meantime, we observe, what we conceive a 
just indignation against the course pursued by 
His Excellency, who, instead of shouldering 
the responsibility of the government, upon the 
Opposition —who were the means of breaking 
down the Coalition —has placed his confiden ce 
in Col. Tache, as if the government under his 
guidance would receive more favor from the 
Opposition, than under the leadership of Sir 
Allan McNab. The Leader has some sen­
sible remarks upon this point, which we can­
not do better than transfer to our columns :—

.“ The time for a readjustment of the Gov­
ernment was allowed to pass unimproved when 
the Duval case was before the House. And 
we much question, from the spasmodic strug­
gle to keep their retainers together to the 
last, whether the Upper Canada colleagues of 
Sir Allan NcNab would not have eaten 
every morsel of filth they bad cast upon the 
Premier, and consented to follow his leader­
ship for another year.

THE NEW MINISTRY.
It was understood in town on Wednes­

day evening, that Col. Tache had been 
charged by the Governor General with 
the formation of a new Government.

On what principle his 
Excellency could make this selection, we 
are at a loss to comprehend. These are 
hardly the times when the Premiei of 
the Government can with any propriety 
be selected from beyond the people’s 
house ; these are hardly the times when 
even in Lower Canada, the last progres­
sive of all her public men can properly 
be placed at the helm of public affairs; 
and certainly this is not the moment when 
the people of Upper Canada could feel 
flattered by having a French Canadian, 
Roman Catholic Tory—and he a Quebec 
man, with all the sins of the last two 
Governments on his shoulders—set up to 
rule over them. We venture confidently 
to assert that the selection of Col. Tache 
as the guiding spirit of a new Administra­
tion would be received throughout Upper 
Canada with astonishment and indigna­
tion. Col. Tache is the last man to meet 
the difficulty, of the present hour. He 
may command the confidence of a ma­
jority of Lower Canadians—though we 
would regret to believe it ; but the present 
crisis has been brought on mainly by the 
dissatisfaction in Upper Canada.

THE NEW LOUVRE, PARIS.
Some idea of its magnificence may bel 

formed from the fact that, during the year I 
1855,among materials used, besides im-I 
mense quantities of granite and artificial 
stone, were upwards of four million cubic I 
feet of brick work ! Upon the parapets 
of the roof have been arranged sixty- Bree 
beautiful allegorical groups ot of idren, 
representing science, industry, art, com­
merce, ect. Sixty statues of eminent 
Frenchmen, of all ages, somewhat larger 
than life, are placed above the collonnades 
of the ground floor. The various pavilions, 
doorways, ect., are all richly ornamented 
with historical and allegorical groups, and 
in many parts of the building, the entire 
surface of the walls is covered with the 
richest and most elaborate carvings. One 
hundred and fifty-five of the most eminent 
artists of the day have contributed two 
hundred and sixty-one pieces of sculpture, 
more or lees important; and have receiv­
ed the sum of $329,000 for the same.

Chits Canal.
The works connected with the construc­

tion of this Canal have progressed steadily 
since the date of the last Report. The 
contractors have, until lately experienced 
great difficulty in procuring a sufficient 
number of laborers and mechanics, and 
have been obliged to incur heavy expense 
in the erection of houses, &c., to induce 
them to remain there, as, from the great 
demand for labour, and the remote and 
unpopulated position of this work, it was 
difficult to retain them there for any length 
of time. A large portion of the rock, of 
which there is much to be excavated, has 
turned out to be of an extraordinarily 
difficult nature to work, owing to the great 
proportion of iron pyrites, with which it is 
charged. These as well as other natural 
difficulties of the locality, have no doubt, 
caused the rate of progress to be less than 
it otherwise might have been.

The force, however, has been recently 
much augmented, which gives reason to 
believe that a number of the lock-pits will 
be ready for the foundations early next 
summer. Good quarries have been open­
ed ; part of the lock stone has been prepar­
ed, and arrangements have been made 
to urge on this portion of the works with 
energy.

• MB. EDITOR,

The great event of the week 
has been the resignation of the ministry. On 
Wednesday week Mr. Holton moved the fol­
lowing Resolution :

“That it be Rosolved that the course of 
the Administration with reference to the 

"question of the seat of Government, and 
" other important public questions, has disap- 
" pointed the just expectations of the great 
"majority of the people of this Province.”

Then came the tug of war; and after five 
successive days and nights, of as determined a 
political struggle, as ever I witnessed, the 
vote was taken. The House opened on Mon­
day, at 3 o’clock, and sat without intermission 
till 12 o’clock on Tuesday night, no less than 
thirty-three hours. The result of the divi­
sion was for ministers 70 ; against them 47 ; 
apparently a triumph, but after all, a defeat, 
so far as the U. C. section of the cabinet was 
concerned ; for they had said that if not sup­
ported by U. C. votes, they would resign. 
Now, 1 wish you distinctly to understand ; 
that I do not approve of the double majority 
system. I look upon it as a system likely to 
lead te the most disastrous results ; and in the 
event of Representation based on Population, 
being obtained, it would be utterly impractic­
able. But it would appear that some . of the 
ministers chose to recognize the principle, and 
to act upon it, and accordingly, on Wednesday 
morning, Messrs. Spence, McDonell, Mor­
rison and Cayley, tendered their resignations, 
in the course of the day the remainder of the 

administration went to pieces.
The Governor General, now having the 

matter entirely in his own hands, went to work 
to reconstruct his Cabinet, but, either from 
ignorance of public opinion, or for want of 
sound timber, he has made a machine which 
will not survive the shock of the opposition 
for one week. Colonel Tache, late Receiver 
General, having been charged with the for­
mation of the new ministry, has, it is under- 
stood, recalled all the late members, with the 
exception of Sir A. McNab, and in his place, 
he has put Mr. Ross, late Speaker of the 
Legislative Council. He has merely shuffled 
the cards, without adding any new ones ; and 

no matter who turns up trumps, the result, so 
far as the public are concerned, will be the 
same, and will not give much satisfaction.

Yesterday the House met for two or three 
hours, but, in the absence of the ministry no- 
thing could be done. It is to be hoped, that 
on Monday, they will be ready to go on with 
business, for the time ' already wasted, has
