Ex-Slave Story
Teller Is Dead

Auburn, N.Y., Sept. 18th— Perry
Williams, perhaps one hundred and
twenty-five years old, is dead at his
home here. In his passing Auburn
has lost one of its most vivid living
reminders of the stirring days of the
Civil War. for he was a veteran of
that great struggle. He was one of
the few residents of central New
York born and reared as a slave in
the South.

He was known as a teller of tales
of the Civil War and ante-bellum
days, recounting to any one who
might wish to listen, how he spent
his early life in the Carolina hills,
his weary days in the cotton fields
and his long nights in his plantation
shack. At the outbreak of the Civil
War, he entered the service as cook
in the officer’s mess of the Ninth
Light Artillery, Union Army.

He had spent many years trying
to convince the Federal Government
that he should receive a pension ag

ITALY SEEKS T0 STRENGTHEN

works.”

Postmaster For

Thirty Years Dies

Rimini, S.C., Sept. 16—One of the
few colored men who have served

as postmasters, died here last week.
For thirty years W. M. McKnight
served as the postmaster of Rimini.
He was 75 years old. Although born
in slavery McKnight managed to ac-
quire a fairly good education. He
won his appointment in the govern-
ment service through sheer ability.
McKnight was an active church and
fraternal worker. People from
miles around were present at the bur-
ial to pay last respects to the man
who had figured so conspicuously in
their public life.

Two daughters, Mrs. Mary D. Mec-
Fadden and Mrs. Eleanor Nelson,
three sons, Samson P., Julius L., and
Manning MecKnight, and two brothers
Francis and S. J. McKnight, who is
assistant postmaster, survive the pi-
oneer postman.

Cleveland Herald, Sept. 19—With
increasing frequency the mietropoli-
tan press of the country proceeds to
saddle crimes upon members of our
race, which crimes, subsequent dev-
elopments have proved, were com-
mitted by whites. This has not hap-
pened once, nor only in the South. It
has happened many times, North and
South.

Only a few months ago the New
York press tried to fasten the brutal
murder of the Kane girl upon a Ne-
gro. A number of colored men were
arrested and held on charges of sus-
picion, for investigation. No evid-
ence, however, has as yet been un-
covered to indicate that any of these
men were guilty. More recent was
the attempt to place the kidnapping
and murder of little Mary Daly upon
a Negro. A deed to which a wealthy
white boy has since confessed.

And now comes the effort to ident-

ify Henny Horn, a colored iman, as
the midnight marauder who terror-
ied the city of Nashville for two
weeks. Although the marauder is
claimed to have worn a mask there
are those who say they recognize
Horn as the man. Horn insists that
he is innocent.
Walter F. White, Assistant Secre-
tary of the National Association for
the Advancement of Colored People,
urges members of the race to protest
to newspapers against the policy of
playing up alleged Negro crime, and,
if such papers insist on exploiting
the Negro, to boycott them. This ap-
pears to be the most effective way
in breaking this practice. It has been
tried before with good results and it
will no doubt work again.

Not very long ago there appeared
in The Dawn a very interesting art-
icle dealing with the necessity of
union among the colored churches of
Canada.

KEEP IN A CONSPICUOUS. PLACE

ASHES should be kept in metal re-
ceptacles and never in paper or
wooden barrels or boxes.

OILY RAGS OR WASTE should be
kept in standard metal waste cans,
and contents removed and burned
each night.

RUBBISH should never be allowed to
accumulate in or near buildings.

GASOLINE, NAPTHA and other vola-
tile oils should not be kept in build-
ings and should be used only with
extreme care.

STEAMPIPES should be kept clear of
all wood and other combustibles.

DON'T wuse gasoline or benzine to
clean clothing near an open flame,
light or fire.

DON’T use alcohol lamps, especially
if made of glass: they often break
and the fluid is ignited at once.

DON'T fill any lamp with gasoline or
coal oil while the lamp is lighted.
Keep the burners of all oil lamps
thoroughly clean.

DON'T fill oil lamps after dal'l-:y‘ol'
within fifteen feet of lights or fire.

DON’T put ashes in wooden boxes or
barrels. Keep ashes away from
boards.

DON’T use oils with a low flash point.
DON'T  accumulate rubbish on
premises, gellars, or workshops.
While awaiting removal, keep such

material in covered metal-lined re-
ceptacles,
