THE FRANCO-RUSSIAN ENTENTE
Paris, Aug. 13.—In recognition of the
diplomatic jubilee of Baron de Moh-
renheim, Russian ambassador to
¥rance, the Czar has conferred upon
ihe baron the decoration of the first-
class of the Order of St. Viadimir. This
honor was accompanied by a Iletter
from the Czar, in which he said: “Your
present activity, directed toward the
maintenance of friendly relaticns be-
tween Russia and France, contributes
to the accomplishment of a task dear
to my heart, namely, the strengthening
of general peace.”

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ONTARIO GAME LAWS.

Sportsmen, Bewa:e, or You May Get
Into Trouble.

During the last session of the Ontario
Legislature the statutes relating to
game were amended.

1t is unlawful to kill, trap or destroy
any bird known to live upon insects,
or to destroy the eggs or nests of such.
Penalty, not over $20, the whole to go
to the prosecutor, or imprisonment.

Elk, moose, reindeer or caribou are
protected until 1900.

Deer may be hunted between the 1st
and i5th of November, inclusive.

Two deer only may be killed.

Non-residents of Ontario or Quebec
may hunt deer and other game under
the restrictions of the game laws by
paying a license fee of $25 to the Pro-
vincial Secretary, but may export their
two deer (if they kill them) under such
license, but no other export allowed.

No hunting on Sundavs.

“Crusting,”’ or hunting deer while

i :':‘}-r.tizag, not aliowed.

cor dogs must not be allowed at
large in localities where deer are
known to be.
Partridge, grouse, pheasants, wood-
cock, snipe, rail, plover, black and gray
squirrels and hares may be hunted from
h of Scptember to the 15th of

rkeys, prairie fowl, English or
an pheasants are protected un-

idd.

Not more than 400 ducks may be kill-
ed by any one person between Sept. 1
and Dec. 15.

Gecese and swans may be killed be-
tween Sept. 15 and May 1.

Cotton-tail rabbit or any rabbit may
be hunted any time.

Batteries, swivel guns, sunken punts,
sailboats or steam yachts shall not be
used to hunt water-fowl.

No bird shooting after sunset or be-
fore sunrise.

No ezgs of game birds shall be taken
or destroved at anv time.

During close seasomn, proof of killing
must be given of game in nossession.

No poison, traps, snares, etc., are per-

mitted to procure game.
Beaver and otter are protected until
1897. From Nov. 1 until May 1 sable
and martin may be trapped. and mu
rat until May 1, but none shot duri
April.

Muskrat houses must not be destroy-
ed at any time. 5

Hunting and shooting may be pro-
hibited on private lands.

Marsh lands may be enclosed by own-
er and game protected by erecting posts
at intervals.

The fines for offense against deer are
from $20 to $50 and costs, and other
offenses $5 to $25 and costs, together
with the confiscation and sale of guns,
nets and other impiaments. One-half of
the fine to be paild to the prosecutor
and the other half to the treasurer of
the province to be applied in enforecing
the act.

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A BULLET IN KIS BRAIN.

Fred Walker’s Body Found in the
Lake Near Amherstburg.

He Belonged in Gueiph and Had Been
Following the Races.

Windsor, Aug. 14.—What may be 2
suspictous case was brought to light
yesterday by Capt. Murphy, who has
charge of the dredges working on Lake
Erie below Amherstburg. About 4
o'clock in the afternoon he found the
tody of a well-dressed man floating in
the lake, and it was taken on board &
tug and broight to Amherstburg. A
careful eramination of the body dis-
closed the fact that there was a bullet
hole in the left temple, and it was at
once suspected that the man was a
victim of foul play. In ome of the coat
pockets was found a letter addressed
to Fred Walker, and was from his
mother, Mrs. E. Walker, of (Jaelph,
Ont. It was dated July 2, and among
other things Mrs. Walker counseled her
son not to get dicouraged. There ¢was
also a telegram found which was sent
from Milwaukee on July b to Cincin-
natl. It was signed “C. S. Bush,” and
read; “If you are here Monday, can
put you on block.” Though very well
dressed, no watch nor money Wwas
found, the only other article being &
pool ticket on the Windsor races issued
by Wilson & Co.

The man was about 40 years of age
and the body was in good condition,
showing that it had not been in the
water long. The fact thet the man had
no money and that his mother caution-
ed him not to get discouraged might
indicate that he half committed sdl-
cide, which would aocount for the bul-
let hole in his head. Beyond this it is
hard to account for thz body being
found in the lake, and this gives riso
to the supposition that the man may
have been shot and his body thrown
into the water. An inquest will be
held and the case thoroughly investl-
gated. Mrs. Waidker was also notified
of the case.

WHERE DID THEY -GET IT?

Three Suspicious Locking Men Arrest-

The second set has a Dutch collar,
vadded under-band, blind bridle, with
brass ornaments, and brow band trim-
med with brass. A new red neck yoke,
an old halter, and a bag marked “E.
Newcomb, Harwich, Ont.,”” were also
found in the risg. ;

The police believe the harness has
been stolen, and while the prisoners

are held on suspicion, the horses will
be faitened.

The Dog That Bit Baby Evans Dies
in Qreat Distress.

Vork Pasteur Institute for
Treatment.

The dog that bit the little 4-year-old
Evans girl, as mentioned in Tuesday’s
«Advertiser,” died during the night, of
what is claimed to be a genuine case
of hydrophobia.

After the animal bit the little girl,
it was locked up in the barn.

Care of Shoes,

I have before me a pair of shoes; omue,
save for the shape of the foot having de-
stroyed the stiff outlines of newness, look
ing as if iv might have just left the store,
the other shoe looks as if even a tramp
might pass it by with contempt. Yes
they are mates.

One has been cleaned, the ather has not,
is all the difference; yet neither have ever
been blacked; the shoes have never been
wornt wish rubbers, yet when cleaned the
leather is soft and pliable as one could
wish ; yet with all the spick and spanness,
they are half worn out. How is it done?

Have three small chan cloths, a basin
of water, a bottle of cosmoline, vaseline,
petroleum je®y,or whatever name you like
to call it, it is all the same, and a clean
shoe polishing or cloth brush.

The shoes should be wiped as free of
mud as possible before drying, and
should be hung in a warm current of air
say two or three feet above a register or
stovepipe, not underncath the kitchen
range where they will be scorched on top
and wet underneath.

When they are perfectly dry, wipe the
mud stains off with a damp cloth; be
sure and get them all off; then rub hard
with a dry cloth, then polish with the
brusk, being careful about the stitchifg
and around the sole. It is best to do only
a part at a time, say, first the vamp, one
side, then the other, not forgetting the
Reel.

Unless your shoe$ have been badly
scuffed and rotted by bad shoe dressing,
they will look almost like new. Now rub
casmoline over them with a clean cloth
and rub it well in; use it liberally, for too
little will only destroy the polish, while
plenty of cosmolise improves it. The
whole shoe should be carefuily done, even
among the buttons and button holes, and
presto! your shoes are soft, pliable, black
and just polished enough to look well;
will not stain your anderclothes or fingers
when putting them on, and a little water
will do them no harm.

Try it once, and you will never want to
do it any other way.

Girls who are so fortunate as to have
plenty of tiie on their hands, and no
better way of occupying it, are busy this
summer making some exquisite handker-
chiefs for use in next wenter’s campaign.
They buy at the shop three-eighths of a
yard of the very finest and sheerest linen
made.

Then with fine needles and finer
thread, they hemstitch the airy square
with narrow hem, and edge it with real
lace—either Valenciennes or Duchesse—in
narrow widths. The handkerchiefs thus
made far surpass in daintiness and beauty
anything that can be bought at a reason-
able price, and, besides, have that quality
so much desired in suminer needle work
of looking pretty and ‘‘feminine’’ in the
making.

ists. Bu. the reader will search in
vain Mr. Mill’ communication for
one sentence or word or syllable ex-
pressing sympathy with prohibition.
On the contrary, his whole communica-
tivbn breathes an enimus of contempt
for the reform. Speaking of a prohi-
bition caucus at Ottawa, he says, “Nor
do I know that I would have attended
it if I had known.” He repeats at
great length, and with evident relish,
the old, stale and exploded objection
of liquor men to prohibition, that we
cannot by law change the hearts of
men, as if any sensible man ever
thought or sald we could. I want no
stronger proof than Mr. Mills’ own
communication of the correctness of
myv contention, that it is utter folly
to expect prohibition from the present
Reform party. A simple declaration
from Mr. Mills that he will work and
vote, irrespective of party shackles, in
the House and out of it, for prohibi-
tion, would be a more effective reply
to me than columns of vituperation.
But that simple declaration he will not
make. It would alienate liquor votes
and money. And yet he will expect
temperance people, Iike 50 many sheep,
to follow him.

Mr. Mills claims credit for having,
seventeen years ago, voted for local
option. All the worse for his present
position. Once he voted with Hoi.
Alexander Mackenzie, now he votes
with Brewer John Carling. Once he
voted for prohibition, now he votes
to give prohibition what the Globe
calls the “polite hoist.” This is just
my charge, that the party today is
not what it once was. He Jjustifies
his present attitude towards prohibi-
tion by telling us that, when the Re-
form party gave the country the Scott
Act, the Conservative prohibitionisis
did not join the Reform party. Here
Mr. Mills unintentionally gives us an
irsight into the utter lack of moral
principle that characterizes our poli-
tics at the present time. It is n®t right
our politiclans are seeking, but votes
for the party. To the pcor time-
serving policy of Mr. Miils I oppose
the following noble words uttered the
other day by John Morley, the great
British statesman, “Our bill (local op-
tion) is a bill by which, stand or fall,
we abide. I do not believe in Govern-
ments and I do not believe in men who

guestion at present hefore the Privy
Council of England. This plea 1 char- |
acterized in strong language, but not

too strong. No one knows better than |
Mr. Mills that there is no doubt, and |
never has beeen a doubt, to the
authority of the Dominion Parliament
to prohibit. The doubt has been as
to the authority of the Provinces, and
therefore Mr. Mills’ plea was a false
and hypocritical one. The independ-
ent press of our land has without ex-
ception so declared it. Take the Mon-
treal Witness, a Reform journal, but
a paper loyal to temperance and pro-
Libition. This is how it speaks of Mr.
Mills on that occassion. It says: “The
other excuse was that the 1imit_s of
jurisdiction as between the Provinces
and the National @ Government were !
now at issue before the courts. This
was a hypocritical excuse, as the fact
hat Parliament possesses the power of
prohibiticn was established long years
ago by the Privy Council, and nobody
has ever questioned it since.” &0 much
for the *“‘hypocritical plea.”

Hon. Mr. Mills asks why do I ‘“con-
fine my attack to Liberals?”

AN ENEMY OF PEACHES.

2 New Disease Discovered in HKany
Orchards.

Casco, Mich., Aug. 14—In the peach
orchards of this vicinity growers have
discovered a new malady of the peach
which, it is feared, will rival the devas-
tatmg “yellows’” in virulence. The trou-
ble exists in many orchards, and is
not confined to the trees of the thrift-
less grower, but attacks even the most

carefully cultivated orchards. Isolated
cases have been noticed for several sea-
sons, but its prevalenee is much more
general this year, and its increase is
thought by the growers to plainly mark
the disease as contagious.

A number of interested peach grow-
ers sent for Prof. Taft, the noted hor-
ticulturist, who made an inspection of
some infected trees, but without satis-
factory results. One of the first indl-
cations that a tree is affected is the
turning of the color of the foliage to
yellow and red, mainly the former color.
So pronounced is this that the infected
orchards or pants may be distinguished
at as great:a distance as they can be
seen. The leaves are small and clus-
tered to some extent, though not as in
rosette, which disease is not known to
exist in Michigan. 'When the young
peaches reach the size of piums they

stop growing; and when they ripen are
watery and tasteless, like fruit affect-
ed with the ‘“yellows,” or even more 0.
The fruit ripens later than that of the
same variety on healthy trees.

Prof. Taft examined the foliage,
bark, wood, fruit and roots, but discov-
ered m»thmg in the way of insects, and
was entirely at a loss as to the cause
of the disease.. Last year was a good
one for the growth of the peach, and
€0 this disease is not believed to be th
résult of drought. There are already
enough of the infected trees in this re-
gion to cause not a little alarm among
the orchardists, and they contemplate
sending for Prof. Erwin Smith, of the
D\Daltment of Agriculture, or some
other expert in such matters. As the
disease appears to be either contagious
or epidemic, many of the growers are
6f the opinion that it i1s of bacterial

origin rather than being due to climaitic
conditions.
