the closing of the passage. Shutting off 
grain from the Black Sea ports of 
Russia and other countries meant the 
stoppage of one of the chief sources of 
European supply, and coming wholly 
without warning, set the speculators 
wild.

Wheat prices jumped as much as 
2 3-8 cents and corn 2 cents. After the 
rush to buy was ended, however, fully 
half the advance was lost.

After three and a half hours’ fighting the Italians 
withdrew. = _e 11The Dardanelles, which are about 45 miles in length, and from 1% 
to 4 miles in width, have been heavily mined, owing to the activity 
of Italian ships in Turkish warshps._

When Hays went down with the 
White Star liner he had in his poc­
kets the contracts and other papers 
in a coal land deal that involved the 
exchange of approximately $10,000,- 
000, and 30,000 acres of coal prop­
erty in Belmont County, Ohio. The 
land is held in option by J. R. Paul, 
and W. R. Woodford for themselves 
and a number of others

More than a year ago Mr. Paul, got 
options on practically all of the 
Pittsburg vein or on eight seams in 
Belmont County, along the Ohio Riv­
er He spent several weeks in Mont- 
real with President Hays.

When Hays was in London he ad­
vised the purchase, of the property, 
and the board of directors authorized 
him to go through with the deal. The

MR. ASQUITH |N IRELAND.
Mr. Asquith was given an uproar­

ious welcome on his visit to Dublin. 
The statement in his speech that no 
prime minister before him since the 
act of union (1801), had visited Ire­
land, sounds almost incredible. Could 
anything be more sadly suggestive of 
the relations between England and 
Ireland than that no premier in over 
100 years set foot on the Irish shore?

It is a proof of the gratitude and 
warm-heartedness of the Irish people 
and a good omen for the future 
relations of Celt and Saxon under the 
British crown that this first pastoral 
visitation should be so enthusiastical­
ly welcomed. There could be no one 
less Celtic in nature than Mr. Asquith, 
not even Mr. Redmond himself. Men 
like Asquitli and O’Brien stand at 
opposite poles in temperament. But 
Mr. Asquith is British enough to love 
the "square deal." It Is in pure love 
of justice, not in any romantic senti­
ment or political ambition that Mr. 
Asquith has determined to grant Ire­
land the right to manage her own 
household business. The Irish people 
recognizes this. Nothing could more 
clearly demonstrate that the Irish at 
any rate do not suppose Mr. Asquith 
to be acting merely under Mr. Red­
mond’s club than this wild welcome.

• And further you can tell the people 
of Ottawa," said , Dr. McCullough, 
"that if they don't get at it and do 
something, about good water right 
away, we will apply the clause of the 
health act putting a fine of $100 per 
day for neglecting to care for the pub­
lic health."

Mash a quart of ripe red currants and I 
stir into them 2 cups of granulated sugar. | 
Cover and set aside for half an hour.

Make a dough as for quick biscuit, only I 
using a tablespoonful more butter than 1 
usual. Roll into a large round biscuit I 
about 10 inches in diameter. Bake and 1 
as soon as none split open, spread with I 
butter and then with half the sweetened 1 
currants.

Scientist Says No More Beau­
tiful Only the Lovable 

and Charming.

Vienna, July 16.—Are modern women 
as lovely, as those of yore? This is 
the question all Austria has been de­
bating since Dr. Raoul Auernheimer, 
author of “Poses Out of Reach," “The 
Great Passion" and numerous other 
romances and plays, began discussing 
it, along with the further question— 
What is the distinctive type of beauty 
today?

Dr. Auernheimer has come to the 
conclusion that there are no more 
beautiful women, but only adorably 
pretty and charming women. The his­
torically beautiful Venus de Milo, he 
says, is dead. She is supplanted by 
the attractive, coquettish, ravishing 
Venus de Medici. This tremendous

change has taken place in a mere 
couple of generations.

A dispute has arisen as to whether 
it is possible for a national type to 
change in a couple of genrations. The 
objectors say that the apparent change 
is due to a different fashion of doing 
the hair, to different hats and dresses. 
Herr Raschy, a competent authority of 
Buda-Pesth, retorts that the physical 
type of a locality may change quickly. 
He quotes a traveller’s observations of 
a village near Pesth, in 1825. “The na­
tives," said the traveller, “are dark 
and rather small." Today this village 
is noted for the high stature of its 
population, and for their remarkably 
fair skins.

Beauty Has Changed.
Dr. Auernheimer holds that beauty 

has changed, not only in Austria-Hun­
gary, but all over the world. To some 
extent it is ,a change of ideals. When 
a particular beauty type becomes fash­
ionable, women of that type are pushed 
into the foreground; they become 
prominent on the stage and are chosen 
as models by artists and photographers. 
The type which they have dispossessed 
in public favor continues to exist, but 
nobody notices it. Today, says Auern­
heimer, there live unadmired many 
women who, in the middle-nineteenth 
century, would have been acclaimed as 
miracles of beauty. The modern world 
is busy admiring, painting and singing 
the praises of women whom fifty years 
ago, no one would have noticed.

Auernheimer finds that the beauty 
idea changes in a series of wave-like 
movements. The strictly beautiful wo­
man dominated the eighteenth century, 
and attained her height toward the end 
of the first French Empire. By the 
30s of the nineteenth century the type 
was extinct. In art this was due to the 
rise of mean, bourgeois ideals. ;

“Every age," says Auernheimer, “has 
the woman it deserves.” Of late there 
has been a slight revival of beauty. 
Vienna today has more lovely women 
than it has had at any time since the 
generation of the painter Hans Ma- 
kart.

But this new Viennese beauty would 
not have been considered very beauti­
ful in the old days. It would have been 
considered merely charming. Charm is 
the characteristic of the modern 
beauty. The old beauty was somber, 
imposing and almost demonic. The 
charm of the new beauty lies in its 
brightness, childishness and tenderness. 
The old beauty tended to be red-blond, 
whereas the new is chestnut. “The 
modern beauty," says Auernheimer, 
“inclines to keep a small pet dog, and 
to wear on its face the exclamation, ‘it 
does not bite.’"

Has No Profile.
Another characteristic of modern 

beauty is that it has no profile. That 
is why it is usually painted full face 
or three-quarters face. Such an irreg­
ular, winsome beauty is not dangerous. 
The day of the "femme fatale," with 
pale cheeks and vampire eyes is dead 
forever. The modern beauty may set 
a man's heart on fire, but she does so 
in a spirit of levity. The conflagration 
does not worry her. She leaves It to be 
extinguished by the nearest fire bri­
gade.

This theory of beauty is accepted by 
most of the Austrians who have writ­
ten on the subject; but they hold that 
it touches only the surface. It neglects 
to explain why the modern beauty is 
charming and not heroic. The reason, 
says the artist Rheinlander, is that wo- 
man in the early twentieth century ex­
ists only in relation to men.

Woman today more than ever needs 
man, because the difference between 
poverty and wealth is greater than 
ever, and the modern beauty seeks the 
man who will provide her with all she 
needs. Here the heroic beauty of the 
past type cannot compete. She is too 
cold, too austere. “The woman who at­
tracts man must be coquettish, grace­
ful and adorable."______

One of the many gigantic works 
which the Canadian Pacific Railway is 
carrying out at the present moment is 
that" connected with the double-track- &ing of the bridge which crosses the St. 
Lawrence River at Lachine, Que. To­
day the work is going forward with all 
speed, and it is expected that in the 
course of a week or two t* ankla- 
tracking will be completed on both the 
down-stream side and the up-stream 
side to the point where the longest 
spans are to be placed, which will re­
place the present cantelever pattern 
spans; The Canadian Pacific Railway, 
in carrying out this great work, is 
continuing its policy of double-tracking 
throughout its entire system, and it is 
anticipated that before many years 
have passed away, the country will 
boast of a double-track along the C. P. 
R. from St. John to Vancouver. Owing 
to the great difficulty in securing the 
requisite number of men in various 
parts of the country, the company is 
somewhat handicapped in pushing for­
ward the huge work of double-tracking. 
It was prior to July, 1910, when the 
C. P. R. came to the conclusion that 
the time had arrived to carry out the 
work of double-tracking the Lachine

of the bridge in spans 3,138 feet. The 
bridge was “cut down" so to speak 
from four 240‛s to eight 120‛s as far as 
pier 7. The piers on which the girders 
are resting consist of open casement 
to pier 7, counting from the island side, 
and from 8 to 15 inclusive, the pneu­
matic casing was used. Eleven spans 
were erected from the main line on the 
down-stream track out to pier 7, and 
then a cross-over enabled the traffic 
to reach the new steel and the work of 
bridging was continued without the 
traffic being in the slightest degree in­
terrupted, beyond that caution was 
used by the trains in crossing the 
bridgé, every train travelling at a slow 
rate of speed.

The changing or reducing of the 
spans to smaller ones, and the device 
used for putting them into place, re­
sulted in the saving of thousands of 
dollars. The introduction of the small­
er spans had no tendency to reduce the 
strength of the bridge, but on the other 
hand it greatly increased it, as the 
weight was being carried by more 
spans on shorter lengths. During the 
carrying out of the work only two 
cross-overs were necessary to complete 
it to the eleventh pier, from which 
point the huge three spans or channel 
spans, which are 408 feet long, com­
mence. The placing of the spans has 
reached such a point that no further 
cross-overs will be required, and the 
traffic will cross on the steel on the 
west side of the bridge until the east 
is totally completed, which It is ex­
pected will be by this fall, provided 
everything goes on swimmingly. The

The father’s effects have been seized 
by the Spanish military court to pay 
Ithe expenses of the prosecution. 
Among them is a cunningly devised 

valise, in which the prisoner has se­
creted Bank of England notes for 
€ 35,000 (or some like sum) accumu­

lated in Cuba and deposited for safety 
in London on his way home. This 
sum, the existence of which is for­
tunately unknown to his enemies, he 
intends settling on his daughter and 
the American relative.

While to most experienced people 
the probability of the foregoing be­
ing a swindle would be evident, it 
must be said, in justice to the victims 
that the letters are so convincingly 
written and the legal documents and 
seals so impressive and cleverly coun­
terfeited, that their deception is per­
fectly comprehensible. In most cases 
an American accomplice of the gang 
looks up family history and obtains 
the name of some relative, probably 
of an older generation, which the 
prisoner in Valencia states was re­
lated to his beloved wife.

Variations in Scheme.
During the past month what is ap­

parently much the same scheme in 
two new disguises has again broken 
out. The two imitations 
much like the original in 
though different in detail, 
of these, the weakest, concerns . a 
Russian banker who absconded with 
5,000,000 roubles and afterwards shot 
a compatriot while in hiding in New 
York. His letter, from a Spanish 
prison, incloses a newspaper clipping 
in English giving his history and the 
story of his arrest, and his letter 
tells about the portmanteau with the 
secret pocket containing the voucher 
for $480,000, of which he offers a third 
as a reward to his American rescuer. 
He also, as in the other schemes, in­
structs his victim not to write, but 
to cable In case he is interested and 
is willing to assist the prisoner. From 
here on the swindle is the same as 
in the case of the "Cuban prisoner.

The third scheme, that of the Paris 
banker," is by far the most clever 
and at the same time the most danger­
ous. This opens like the incident or 
the Russian absconder, but more 
guardedly, and without the mention 
of a crime. The victim is requested to 
cable. Upon receipt of his reply he 
is asked to bring $2,400 in gold with 
him in order to pay the costs and 
free the prisoner’s effects, being as­
sured that he will have nothing to 
pay until, through the agency of a 
friendly prison guard, he has actually 
seen the hidden draft and telegraphed 
to New York to inquire if it is good 
and would be paid to the bearer. This,
