An Act to incorporate a “ Board of Lumber Manufac-
turers of the Ottawa River and its tributaries.”

HEREAS it wonld be greatly to the advantage of the Ottawa
Lumber interest§ were some salutary law enacted, whereby wise
regulations  could be introduced into the trade, correct statistical infor-
mation respecting the same casily obtained, and the relation between the
9 employer and theemployed rendered more simple, certain, and effectual ;
And whereas it scems wise and politic to protect, promote and encourage,
a trade so advantageous to the Province at large: Therefore Her Majesty,
&e., enacts as follsws :

ment of the same.

IV. The said Corporation shall be governed by a Board of nine
Directors, to be clected on the first Tuesday in Junuary in each and every
year, from and by the Members thereof’: Provided nevertheless, that no
person shall be qualified to be clected Director as aforesaid, unless his
lumbering business fur the then preceding year shall have amounted to
one thousand pounds or upwards.

V. The said Board of Directors shall be presided over by a President
and Vice-President, to be clected from aud by the said Board; any
five of which Directors shall form a quorum, and shall be capable of
passing By-laws and transacting the business of the said corporation. 10

VI. The office of the said Corporation, shall be held at the City of
Ottawa, and shull be kept open daily (Sundays excepted) from nine
o’clock, A. M., until nine o’clock, P. M., or during such other hours as
may be provided by the By-laws of the Corporation, and such place of
meeting shall be cousidered as the legal domicile of said Corporation, 15
for the serving of any process or writ upon the same.

VII. The Board of Directors and members of said Corporation shall
hold all their meetings at the said office.

VII. The Board shall appoint a Registrar and other necessary
officers, whose duty shall be regulated by By-Law of the said Cor- 20
poration.

IX. The said Registrar shall open books in the said office of the said
Corporation for the enregistration of the names and designations of all
those connected with and employed in said trade.

X. All persons engaged in the manufacture or the getting out of 95
square, round or sawed lumber, for export on the Ottawa River and its
tributaries, shall register or cause to be registered on the books of the
hiring and registry office of the said Corporation in the City of Ottawa,
the name, occupation, rate of wages, and date of commencement of
engagement of each and every operative or other employed by them on 39
the Ottawa River and its tributaries in the manufacture of lumber as
aforesaid, such registration to be made in presence of the operative if
hired in the City of Ottawa.

X1. The record of said agreement shall be fully explained to the oper-
ative by the Registrar, and the operative shall receive from the said 35
Registrar at any time he may desire, a certificate of the agreement, on
payment of one shilling and threepence currency.

XII. Parties hiring operatives or others for the purposes aforesaid, -
clsewhere than in the City of Ottawa, shall forward or cause to be for-
warded to the said Registrar in the said City of Ottawa, within thirty 40
days from the date of the ecommencement of engagement, a statement
containing the name, designation, rate of wages, and date of commence-
ment as aforesaid of’ each operative or other so hired; the said state-
ment shall be signed by the operative opposite his respective naine,
and also by the manufacturer or agent so hiring. ‘
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XII. Any employer or agent as aforesaid, neglecting or refusing to Penalty for re-
comply with sections X and XII of this Aet, or making wifully false f‘;‘“‘% i‘;%“ﬂ:’::
statements respecting the same, shall be subject to a penalty of not more Koand XIL
than twenty dollars and not less than two dollars, for each operative

XIV. Any employee deserting the service of his employer, and any ge:lﬂ'gy for

Nothing in this Act shall affect any rights of Her Majesty, Her
Heirs or successors, or of any party or person whomsoever, such rights
only excepted as are herein expressly mentioned.

XXII. This Act shall be dcemed a public Act.
