—The immigration returns show that
about 65,000 settlers entered Camnada
during the year just ended.

174 over 1901.

—The returns for June of the Lon-
don, Ont., department of inland reve-
nue were $35,327, an mecrease of nearly
$4,000 over the figures for the corres-
ponding month of last year. The fig-
ures for June, 1901, were $31,535

—XKingston, Ont., inland revenue col-
lections for June were $12,887.87.  Cus-
toms collections amounted to $9,039, an
increase over the corresponding monti
of last year of $1,786.32. + The year’s
collections were $3,222.64 greater than.
for tne year preceding.

—Agccording to the assistant secre-
tary of the Ontario Immigration De-
partment, farm help is very scarce, and
wages of $25 per month with board are
being offered where a year ago $20 was
the nighest figure obtained. « The der-
partment could place 1,000 within 25
hours.

—The Picton, N.S., lobster hatchery
has completed operations for the sea-
son, and the official in charge reports
that the season has been a very suc-
cessful one, about 120 million lobsters
having been successfully hatched and
planted in the waters of Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick, especially in tne

neighborhood of the Northumberland
Straits.

—Antwerp advices state that coal has been discovered in
the Campine district of North Belgium, at a depth of 600
feet, and that Brussels brokers are seeking American capi-
tal to exploit the new discovery.

-—Kifty miles of colonization roads will be built this sea-
son in Algoma, Sault Ste. Marie, and Manitoulin districts.
Mr. James F. Boyd of the Soo, the Division Inspector, re-
ports that the famous Indian Point bridge, nine miles from
Gore Bay has been completed at a cost of $13,000, the Fed-
eral Government, paying part.

—From Ontario we learn that the weot weather is hin-

dering the farmers greatly in their haying operations.

Thousands of acres of clover and timothy have been cut
and, owing to the almost daily fall of rain it nas lain on
the ground uncured, and in danger of being spoiled unless
there comes a period of bright sunshine and dry weather.

—As a result of shipments of rice having been admitted
into Canada which were probably not entitled to the pre-
ferential tariff, instructions have been issued from Ottawa
that such shipments shall not in future be entered under
ithe preferential class, although milled in Great Britain,
unlesis the product of countries entitled to such abate-
ment, which refers especially to Japan, Java and Siam.

—Regulations have been adopted for the governance of
the ferry across the Detroit River between Sandwich and
Detrait. The maximum rates are to be: For foot pas-
sengers, each way, 5 cents; for horse and rider, 15 cents:
for each additional horse, 121, cents; for two horses, ve-
hicle, and four persons 30 cents; for each head of cattle,
20 eents; for each sheep or pig, 5 cents; for every 100 Ibs.
of freight, 2 cents.

—A London report of recent issue shows that during the
year 1901 a total of 315,056 British vessels entered the
ports of the Unit(:’d' Kingdom, a tonnage of 83,200,483, Dur-

e — L g .

ing the same period 310,537 British vessls cleared from Eng-
lish ports with a tonnage of 82,878,106. In the same year
36,061 foreign vessels entered ports of, the United King-
dom and 35,301 cleared, with a tonnage respectively of
20,609,638 and 20,326,074.

—Paris advices state that the Minister of Finance, M.
Rouvier, expects to introduce a bill in the Chamber of
Deputies this week providing for the conversion of the 3,
per cent. rentes into three per cents.

—Prosperity in Northern Ontario is freely alluded to by
Mr. William Margach, Crown Lands Agent at Rat Portage.
The sawmills, the largest industries are, he reports, busier
than ever and the expansion of business has required the
building of additions to their mills. The demand for lum-
ber for settlers who are pouring into the Northwest Terri-
tories is stated to be the chief cause of the boom. Tne
lumber is all dressed before leaving Rat Portage. Tt is
estimated that 100,000,000 feet of Iumber will be sawn in
Rat Portage and 25,000,000 to 30,000,000 feet in the sister
town of Keewatin this summer. Owing to the shortness
of last winter, it is expected that the coming winter will
be an exceptionally busy one in the woods. The immigra-
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tion into the Rainy River Valley this year is greater tnan
ever, some of the townships only recently opened, having
been occupied in part by squatters, whose rights will of
‘course be protected. Advices received by the Crown Tands
Department, show that Mackenzie & Mann have recently
made a discovery of hematite iron ore in the vicinity of
Steep Rock Lake. There is also a good deal of activity
in the gold fields around Upper Manitou Lake, north of the
Seine River. The new stamp mill at the Big Master has
been started.

—Montreal grain men attribute the increase in grain
shipments from Canadian as compared with American
ports, which thas been creating so much discussion in trade
cireles in the principal United States centres, to the large
amount of Manitoba wheat which is moving, and also to
the fact that Manitoba wheat is now, comparatively speak-
ing, the cheapest wheat on the continent. A grain expor-
ter stated that up to this year the greater portion of the
Manitoba crop had gone out late in the autumn or during
the winter, but the present season has heen exceptional
in this regard, the consequence being that Montreal as
well as other Canadian ports were receiving the benefit.

000 h.p., 75 cents; over 40,000 h.p., 50 cents. This sche-
dule, it is stated, by way of illustration, would produce a
rental of $17,750 per year in case 40,000 h.p. were develop-
ed.—The Canadian Niagara Power Company, which is con-
structing a plant to utilize tne power of the Falls on
practically the same territory, is opposing the application.
In the meantime, the residents of the Niagara Peninsula
are awaiting some actual developments.

GEORGE SWIFT, ,,
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—Mr. Wm. Hutehison, Exhibition Commissioner of Can-
aday left' for British Columbia recently to interview: the
manufacturers and producers of that province with regard
to their making a display at the Imperial Japanese exhibi-
tion at Osaka next year. The postponement of the St.
Louis Exhibition until 1904 will enable the Department of
Agriculture to devote more attention to the Japanese Ex-
hibition. Tt is understood that Canada will build a spe-
cial hall at Osaka in order to exhibit Canadian products,
but in order to do this more money will be necesssary than
was voted by Parliament. Mr, Fisher, it appears, only
asked for $5,000, a sum barely sufficient to pay Mr. Hutchi-
Son’s salary and expenses. It seems that Canada first
asked the exhibition authorities for a space of 10,000 square
feet in the Foreign Samples Hall for the exhibition of Can-
adian goods, and when informed that so much space was

not available the idea of a special building was mooted, It .

is likely that Mr. Hutehison will go to Japan in the near
future to consult with the authorities of the exhibiticn.

—-We learn from Moncton, N.B., that oil explorations are
being actively pushed there. A fortnight ago Mr. M. W.
Shaw, Petrolea, successfully torpedoed well No. 7 at St.
Joseph’s on the Westmoreland River. This was done for
the New Brunswick Petroleum Company, in which Toronta
and Halifax capital is largely interested. . Well number 50
being the second well torpedoed, was subsequently shot at
St. Josephs. This well, which taps the oil sands at about
three hundred feet, was drilled nearly a year ago. When
it was drilled and siene that time until now the oil samds
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in that well yielded a very small quantity of oil. The ef-
fect of the explosion was good. This well iy proving equal-
ly as good as number 7. This latter well has increased its
oil level to 190 feet. It started at 150 feet. The com-
bany are now erecting tanks near each well, connecting
with ‘a central tanl. The pumping machinery for the
new well is being placed in position. © Tne four existing
wells in Albert County will be exploded within a few days,
and are expected to be great yielders.

--Vancouver, B.C., advices of recent date report that the
Canadian steamship Princess May arrived from Skagway
with 200 passengers and no gold. She reports that the
American steamers are following with big treasure destin-
cd for San I'rancisco and Seattle; that the Canadian banks
are purchasing all the gold tnrough their branches in
Dawson and shipping it to Seattle in spite of the Federal
Government assay and purchasing offices in Vancouver.
Prof. Hannel,who has charge of the Dominion Assay Office,
speaking in reference to the above dispateh, said that
nothing else could be expected. He said tnat it is just as
cheap to ship to Seattle, and more convenient, as the Unit-
ed States is the ultimate market for the gold. The Gov-
ernment hopes to turn the stream of gold in the direction
of Ottawa when the mint is built, but, so long as there is
no mint, the dust must go to the States. The assay of-
ﬁm‘s have nothing to do with this phase of the question,
Laving been built for the benefit of the miners.

-—Mr. William Hutehison, Direetor of Exhibitions, has
submitted to Hon. Sydney Fisher, a memorandum in favor
of establishing permanent rooms or headquarters at Ot-
tawa. Mr. Hutchison’s idea is to gather in tnese rooms col-
lections which shall illustrate the agricultural, horticul-
tural, mineral, and forest resources and wealth of the
country, and which, whenever Canada participates in an
international exhibition, can be easily drawn upon at a

minimum of cost and convenience. Furthermore, he would

nave on view at the bureau, for the benefit of Canadian
manufacturers and producers samples of the products of
the Domdinion put up in the manner best suited to the
needs of the foreign market. The conditions of a market
vary with the country catered for, and the climate is often
an important factor to be considered. Mr. Hutchison
would have on exhibition the products wanted by our most
promiging customers put up in the manner whnich they
favor most. ;

haulage, and comimission, was one cent per pound on ship-
ments of over 200 cnickens so that sixteen cents per pound
in Liverpool equals fi fteen cents per pound in Montreal. A
Montreal merchant has made inquiry for 500,000 pounds
weight of specially fatted chickens to be delivered in
Montreal this fall. He guarantees to pay not less than
ten cents per pound. A prominent Manchester commission
merchant has written the Department of Agriculture to
recommend firms who could sell him a few thousand chick-
ens, to arrive in December, January, February, and Marcn.

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A DRY GOODS LESSON FROM SAN FRANCISCO.

recent visit to the chief centre of the silk industry of
France, a leading and progressive wholesale merchant of
this city made the acquaintance of one of the principal
wholesale dealers in San Francisco. =~ As both were on
the same errand as buyers, and as their respective local in-
terests did not clash, heing divided by the continent, they
arranged to buy together as thus they could secure bet-
ter terms and other advantages. They naturally com-
pared notes as to the methods of business in vogue in

of ideas and experiences ever took place hetween a promi-
nent Canadian and a leading wholesaler in San Francisco.
One of the main lines on which they agreed, their difficul-

being common to both, was the ob-

struction to profitable business cansed by there heing so
many in trade to whom might be justly applied the severe
language quoted by Paul, the Apostle, to thé people of
Crete, one of whose poets described them as “liars.” The
Californian said with emphasis, “Tt is wholly impossible
to make any headway in the dry goods business nowadays
unless you beat the Government.”

To illustrate the nature of this (]Iﬂl(‘l]“y he instanced
the example of a very large importing house in the capi-
tal of the Pacific Coast.

This firm finding themselves
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running behind so that disaster was inevitable, conceived
the idea of “fighting the devil with fire” by securing
cheaper goods through the connivance of the local Cus-
toms Department. This game was regarded as a safer
one to play than cheating the Government out of reve-
nue by a system of false entries, such as have been made
by dishonest importers elsewhere. To effect this an offi-
cial was approached, his salary enquired into and this was
found to be barely enough for his living requirements.
Like Othello with Desdemona’s signs of sympathy, “on

this hint he spake”; he pointed out how easy it would be

to enlarge his income by passing the goods of the firm so
as to evade all or the larger part of the Customs duties.
The official “did seriously incline” to fall in with this sug-
gestion, the outcome being that this Government officer
became the paid agent of a private importing firm who
doubled his salary for his treachery. It is believed that
the importing firm in course of a certain number of years
avoided the payment of duties to the extent of $700,000.

Whatever may have been the sum it changed the firm’s
fortunes. Instead of years without profits the gains each
year were large, and all was going on swimmingly when
the official was taken ill. In his absence the plot was
diseovered ; an investigation followed, and the importer
was fined $70,000, a sum which, though very large, suffi-
cient, indeed, to ruin a smaller trader, amounted to only
about 10 per cent. of what had been saved by cheating
the Customs.

How the neighbours and competitors of this firm fared,
and what their speculations were in regard to the reasons
for the remarkable cheapness of their rival's goods, are
questions not recorded. They no doubt did a lot of
thinking, probably algo some scheming on their own ac-

~of business nearer home.

count, but certaintly they, to use a current classic phrase,
were “up against” a condition which was as embarrassing
as it was mysterious. According to a certain class of
economist,—inasmuch as the public were gainers by
goods being sold cheaply, owing to the evasion of duties
—the position and circumstances were admirable; for this
school of economists consider that, as buying in the
cheapest market is the first duty of man, it is most com-
mendable to 'provide this “cheapest market”; in fact,
these two propositions are to some as sacred as the articles
of a religious creed. ~The old saying is, “The public
health is the supreme law”; the modern one of the ultra
Free Trader is, “The pockets of a section of the public
constitute the supreme law of a State!”

The above narrative has a bearing upon the conditions
There is a feeling abroad that
there is room for stricter supervision of certain classes of
imports by Customs officials. The great body of our
wholesale importers scorn to incriminate themselves by
evading Customs duties by any form of trickery. There
are, however, suspicions that directly by themselves, or
indirectly by the methods of exporters abroad, some trad-
ers manage to secure foreign goods by paying less duties
than would be imposed were the Customs officials fully
alive to the facts concerning certain imports.  That
goods for this market are made outside Great Britain, or
any British country, and so made, marked, packed and
invoiced as to pass as goods of British origin, is almost
certain ; indeed, a German newspaper recently stated in a
boastful spirit that the manufactures of that country
were exported to Canada, via England, and entered here
s0 as to receive preferential treatment.

Another point worthy of notice in the above statement
is the advantage possible to be derived by importers pool-
ing, as it were, their purchases in foreign markets. Two
or three buyers acting in concert could secure more ad-
vantageous consignments than by each buyer acting
alone. Such a combination would enable them to buy
more varied lots of goods in smaller quantities adapted
for the particular trade of each buyer, especially in the
case of very expensive dress goods, and thus without un-
duly encumbering their warehouses they could each have
a far more attractive selection than by each one’s pur-
chasing only for himself. This plan would be helpful
to those storekeepers who find their limited variety of
goods a difficulty in competing with a large departmental
rival.  As to the Californian’s wail that dry goods busi-
ness cannot be made profitable by a trader who desires to
maintain his self-respect, it is a complaint not adapted to
Canada. It reveals conditions of business and social life
existing on the Pacific Coast which are a scandal to the
country.  Our leading and prosperous dry goods mer-
chants not only maintain their self-respect but enjoy the
respect of their competitors and the community at large,
and this under occasional developments by a class whose
methods call for more rigid treatment by those “who
have the power.” '

THE ST. LAWRENCE ROUTE.

Canada has never, from the earlier days of its history
to the present, been without its full share of far-seeing
men, who have had it firmly fixed in their minds that the
St. Tawrence water route to the great lakes would be the
natural outlet for the trade of the whole of the north-
western part of this continent. A succession of strong
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men have for a long time back bent their energies upon
bringing about the necessary improvements to ensure
this desired end.

With that object in view, much has been done by the
Government already, and much is being done at the pres-
ent time, all of which is tending to improve the channels
and perfect the aids to safe navigation.  When these
are completed there is ample evidence for believing that
the route will prove so cheap and convenient for the
Western trade that it will be utilised to its full capacity
within a very few years.

It is evident that our neighbours to the South of us
are beginning to realise the danger of Canada taking
their trade away from their Atlantic ports. A commit-
tee of the chief mercantile exchange of New York has
recently issued a statement showing this danger. It is
there stated that in the week ending 28th June last, 710,-
522 bushels of grain were shipped from Montreal, as
against 385,122 hushels from New York, whilst in the
same time the total shipments of grain from all Canadian
ports was 1,002,265 bushels, as against a total of 742,806
bushels from all the United States Atlantic ports.

+ That, to many of our good friends and close neigh-
bours, must have had a startling effect. The bare idea
that Montreal could nearly double the export trade in
grain from New York and that Canada should export
more grain in that specified time by 50 per cent. than
the whole of the American Atlantic seaports put to-
gether was a shock to the pride of the Atlantic ports and
was intended—doubtless—to be so, the primary object
being to promote the enlargement of the Erie Canal to
permit the passage of vessels of 1,000 tons burden. The
committee urge that that question of enlargement should
be submitted at the earliest possible moment to the vote
of the people of the State, which if carried by the popu-
lar vote would enable the work to be carried out and
then— as we read it—the intimation is given that the
trade of the West will be prevented from taking the
Canadian route and will centre in New York.

A question—which, however, as Canadians we have

nothing to do with—is how the enlargement of the Erie

Canal will benefit the other American Atlantic ports,
which have never favoured its enlargement,—if it is a
fact that now Canada does 50 per cent. more in the ex-
port trade of grain than all the American Atlantic ports
including New York—put together.

In a way, this may he gratifying to our Canadian feel-
ings but we should not make so much of it as to believe
that the hattle is won and that we are fairly out of the
woods.  That would be a mistaken and short-sighted
view of the position. ~We have always been taught to
believe that one swallow does not make a summer—nei-
ther does one week’s statistics make a stable basis for
comparisons of this nature.  We are firm believers in the
great future in store for the St. Lawrence route, but we
have no reason to think that the figures given by the
New York committee will bear the same proportions the
season through. \

At the present time and under present conditions it
would be unreasonable to expect such a result. Tt is
more than likely that there was in that particular week
taken to describe the relative position of things an ab-
normal condition that will not continue throughout the
season. . That would be too much to expect this year,
but in a short time, after all the works now under way
are completed, it is not at all unreasonable to’expect, or,
so optimistic as to appear visionary, that within the next
two or three years that the export trade via the St. Law-

rence will exceed the proportions annually indicated by
the figures given' for the week ending 28th June last.

The works now going on in the harbours of Lake
Huron and the Georgian Bay will all tend to promote the
trade of the St. Lawrence route as will also the works
on the channel improvements from Prescott down to La-
chine.  Under the vigorous management of the present
Minister of Public Works, the Hon. Mr. Tarte, the im-
provements in the river channel from Montreal to Quebec
are proceeding so well that soon a 30-foot deep channel,
450 feet wide, will be available—even at all stages of the
tides. = The aids to navigation in the way of better light-
ing and buoying of the river from Montreal to ocean are
being proceeded with under the present Administration
of the Marine Department, and the unequal discrimina-
tion in insurance matters against the St. Lawrence route
will soon be a thing of the past. Hitherto the dangers of
the St. Lawrence route have been much exaggerated,
many of the losses that have occurred have arisen through
causes not attributable to the imperfect aids to naviga-
tion, of which so much has heen made in the past, but
otherwise.  So far there have been two lamentable acci-
dents in the lower river this year, hut as yet no satisfac-
tory explanation of the causes have heen given publicity.
From this it is evident that the aids to navigation are
not to blame, or doubtless we should have heard of it he-
fore this. Tt isto be presumed that a searching inves-
tigation in these cases will yet be held and the real cause
of these losses brought to light.

When the long-promised facilities for handling traffic
in the Montreal harbour are carried into effect, as in some
way they must surely he, the trade of the great West
will rapidly tend in the direction of the St. Lawrence
route.  Notwithstanding the disorganized condition of
the harbour at present, it is gratifying to see that the
business of the harbour as regards its sea-going traffic is
growing.  One of the most hopeful signs of progress to-
wards getting these harbour facilities is the arrangement
said to have heen completed with the Grand Trunk Rail-
way. At this writing the full text of that agreement
has not yet been made publie, as we think it might well
have been; but, if, as is generally expected, it provides
clearly that the water-horne traffic is to be treated on
fair and equitable terms and on the principle of first come
first served, as should he the case, the outcome cannot
be otherwise than beneficent to the country.

The grain trade is doubtless of great importance, but
so is the package freight.  This latter is very largely
carried by the railways, and is generally the most profit-
able part of the ocean vessels’ carrying, and that hranch
of traffic should he encouraged in every possible way by
the harbour authorities.

’I“his movement of the Grand Trunk to develop still
further, than it has done of late, the trade of the St.
Lawrence route, will doubtless stimulate the Canadian
Pacific—our great national highway—to yet greater ef-
forts to build up a still greater trade here than it has yet
done.  In the past that road has been eminently success-
ful in all it has undertaken, but it will require ‘more fa-
cilities than it now has to bhe on an equal footing with the
other great railway when its new plans go into effect.

In the meantime other railways are now seeking for an
entrance into the harbour and in the near future others
will follow and those interests should bhe provided for.
The inland water-borne traffic is also sure to inereage
rapidly with the improved inland system of navigation,

That interest is of vital interest to, if it is not of the first
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importance to the St. Lawrence route as a whole, and its
proper accommodation must ever be kept in mind.

On the whole, the outlook for the future is most pro-
mising for more extension of trade in this direction, and
notwithstanding the shock it may be to some of our
neighbours to the South, when they contemplate and
realise this, they should act the part of philosophers and
satisfy themselves with the knowledge there will always
be sufficient trade and business in the different parts of
this continent to go round, and provide a comfortable liv-
ing for all.

We have written thus far without mentioning the note-
worthy fact that the construction of the Georgian Bay
water route to the Ottawa River and Montreal is only a
question of time. When that time comes vessels of
twenty feet draught will be able to come from the head
of the great lakes to Montreal without breaking bulk.
That would suit our Western friends beyond the lakes,
but it might not suit those living in the Atlantic ports.
From the favourable reports made by surveying parties
under the direction of the Minister of Public Works, and
from that Minister’s remarks on various occasions, the
first step in that direction will be the improvement of
the navigation of the French River to the upper end of
Lake Nipissing, so as to reach the Canadian Pacific at
North Bay. That it will be remembered formed part of
the plans to reach the West, as proposed by the Macken-
zie Government, when it was in power.

On a future occasion we may have more to say on
this question, which is a large one, and one that in the
near future will in all probability, be a very important
factor in the matter of inland transportation.

THE HALF-YEAR’S CAPITAL APPLICATIONS.

As might have been expected, the close of the war,
which, however, was largely discounted in monetary cir-
cles, has given a new impetus to borrowings for the pro-
n‘lot_ion of enterprises more or less awaiting the festora-
tion of peace.  Reviewing the situation from the world’s
great centre, the Economist gives a succinet account of
the operations for the earlier six months of the year: .

Government borrowing has once more been the prom-
inent feature in the applications for new capital, as the
beace came too late in the half year, and too near the
Coronation holidays for company promoters to make use
of the opportunity for which they had been waiting. In
the last three months the sum offered for subscription
amounted to £58,000,000,as compared with £48,000,000 in
the first quarter of the year, and £84,000,000 in the
June quarter of 1901.  For the six months, therefore,
the total amounts to £106,000,000, as compared with
£119,000,000 in the first half of 1901. The difference
is more than accounted for by the reduction in British
Government horrowing since, in April, 1901, £60,000,000
Consols were issued at 93 per cent., while this year just
one-half that sum was raised, and the price was 93} per
cent.  The following is a statement of the capital ap-

Although the announcement of peace in South Africa
was not made until June 1st, the feeling that it was ap-
proaching created confidence in the investment market,
and brought about a favourable condition for the placing
of gilt-edged securities. ~ The Colonial Governments
have taken full advantage of the opportunity, and have
raised during the half year a sum of £16,367,000. 1t is
hardly surprising that the South African colonies have
taken a good slice of this, the Cape Government having
issued £2,500,000 34 per cent. stock at 102 and £3,061,-
600 3 per cent. stock at 96. From Australasia have come
a loan of £3,000,000 3 per cent. stock by the State of
New South Wales, of which the issue price was 944, and
£1,500,000 3} per cent. stock by Western Australia at
1024.  The Crown Colonies have also been in evidence,
Ceylon, Trinidad, Newfoundland, and the Gold Coast
Colony having raised between them about £2,800,000,
while the Secretary of State for India has made an issue
of £1,500,000 3 per cent. stock, at 99. Three loans
classed under Foreign Government issues have appeared,
one by the State of Para-Brazil in 5 per cent. bonds, at
88, a Greek 4 per cent. loan, and a further issue of
Bgyptian Irrigation certificates. = The following table

British municipal authorities have been fully aware of
the more favorable market conditions, and have alto-
gether made 19 issues of stock, all of which except one
were in 3 per cent. stock. The prices at which they
were offered afford an interesting study of the compara-
tive credit of municipalities of varying extent. The dif-
ference hetween a borough whose population entitles its
stock to the status of a trustee security and one which is
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below the limit of 50,000 is usually about 3 per cent.
The lowest price at which a 3 per cent. stock was offered
was 90 per cent. by the borough of Taunton, and the
highest 984 per cent. by the London County Counecil.

British railways have made public allotments of new
capital amounting to £5,327,100, the principal issues be-
ing £2,050,000 London and North-Western 4 per cent.
Preference stock, at 125, and £605,475 London and South-
Western Ordinary, at 175. Among Colonial and Foreign
railways the most important item was £4,000,000 in
bonds of the Baltimore and Ohio railroad.

Coming to the company issues, mining shares once
more constitute an important portion of the total. There
have not, however, been many new promotions, the bulk
of the amount consisting of allotments of new shares to
the proprietors of South African mines, large sums being
required for the development of deep-level and other
properties, which have lain dormant during the war. It
is obvious that further large sums will be required for
these purposes in the near future. Apart from South
Africa the principal mining promotion was an offer of
£1,000,000 in shares of a Norwegian iron ore mine, on
which Mr. Edison’s process of extraction is to be worked.
Most of the amount for Exploration anda Financial com-
panies was also offered by South African undertakings,
the largest individual item being £1,250,000 offered by
the Charter Trust and Agency Company for rendering
assistance to mining companies in Rhodesia. Even
amongst Breweries the only item of any importance was
£250,000 raised by the South African Breweries Com-
pany.

The applications by ordinary joint stock companies do
not call for any extended notice.  As before stated, pro-
moters have been waiting for the conclusion of peace,
and as the holiday season is now approaching, it is an-
ticipated that the bulk of the ventures awaiting. public
issue will be further held back until the autumn. There
is, however, a large amount under the head of Stores
and Trading, this comprising £4,000,000 of capital of-
fered by the ITmperial Tobacco Company, and £1,000,000
in preference shares by the “Shell” Transport Trading
Company.

There is every probability of an era of investments on
a large scale during the current half-year—if nothing un-
toward intervene.

FRAUDULENT TRANSACTIONS.

It would appear that the inclination to act dishonest-
1y is so strong in some minds that heavy risks will be as-
sumed before giving up the habit, and even the know-
ledge that the law against such practises will be vigor-
ously enforced does not deter the persons accustomed to
doing wrong. It is generally believed that a man, once
found deliberately defrauding another, no matter what
sort of cloak he is using in order to shield his acts from
public knowledge and public censure, can never be de-
pended on again in any transaction where honor and in-
tegrity are at stake.

As the world advances in industry new avenues are
constantly opening up through which persons of ques-
tionable character find entrance to the field of commerce 2
and, once in, their influence or rather example, is a source
of constant danger, not only for those with whom they
deal, but owing to the effect their questionable transac-
tions have on their general surroundings for the time.
There was recently enacted a law forbidding the fraudu-

lent packing of apples, strawberries and other fruit and
the Government have gone to considerable trouble during
the past year in so enforcing, or rather threatening to en-
force the penalty in this respect.  Yet despite this law,
regardless of these threats and timely warnings and total-
ly blind to the fact that this law has been framed and en-
forced for the simple protection of one man against the
deliberate dishonesty of another, we are reminded al-
most daily in the press of such frauds still being perpe-
trated. : .

The following reached us this week from Ottawa:—
“One of the fruit inspectors for Manitoba and the North-
west Territories, reporting to the Department of Agricul-
ture at Ottawa, states that, after visiting nearly all the
towns which are fruit-distributing centres hetween Win-
nipeg and the Rocky Mountains, he finds everywhere
great dissatisfaction from the losses attending the hand-
ling of Ontario apples.  Most of the merchants said they
would handle no more of such fruit, packed as it had
been in the past. They say they are disgusted with the
dishonesty which leads packers to put small apples in the
middle of the barrels, and the unsound and damaged
fruit in packages which are represented to contain only
sound fruit of first-class quality.  The inspector also re-
ports that the merchants have been receiving from the
Western States supplies of apples which, though not near-
Ly as good in flavour or texture as the Ontario apples, are
packed just for what they are represented to he. He

‘'states further that the Northwest country is filling up

with wonderful rapidity and is only in its infancy as a
market for Ontario fruit, but unless Ontario packers and
shippers get hold of the trade this year in a manner that
will reflect credit on them they are likely to lose the
market permanently. It is to be hoped that the Ontaric
packers and shippers will profit by this warning informa-
tion given to them in good time before the beginning of
the season’s business.” v

When a teacher chides a pupil for deliberate wrong-

‘doing and the latter continues to disregard the reproof, it

remains with the teacher to adopt stricter or harsher mea-
sures. ~ Were a much-heavier fine imposed for the first
offence in such cases, and the amount doubled, together
with imprisonment, for a second offence, there is little
likelihood that we should continue hearing of such frauds
being carried on. It is only within recent years that the
fruit trade of Canada has developed so as to attract out-
side attention. Wherever Canadian fruit has been
shipped, if properly packed, it has delighted and astonish-
ed the buyers. But, as on every tree there are a few un-
sound fruit, in every community there are a few unprin-

cipled dealers who, if permitted to mingle in a commer- ,

cial way with honourable dealers and shippers, will even-
tually destroy all that has been done in the matter of
Canada’s export fruit trade.

It is pleasing to know that exporters of apples are, as a
rule, most assiduous in regard to the quality of their ship-
ments; yet even then there are complaints that some
stock sent abroad in recent years was “filled” in the pack-
ing. It is within ‘the confines of the Dominion,
trading between themselves, that the most unscrupulous
measures are adopted. The person who will pack a bar-
rel of harvest apples for market and place a bushel of
wilted, shrunken, fruit in the centre should be given as

heavy a sentence as the person who steals a dollar in cash -

from another’s pocket.  The latter is sometimes “gent
down” for a term of years, while the former i, apparent-
ly, permitted to train himself to a similar eourge and go
on defrauding his fellowmen from day to day,

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l ; WHAT CANADA BUYS.

. With the object of affording readers of “The Journal of Commerce” doing business abroad, especially in the
: United Kingdom, who may be desirous of opening up a market for their products or other goods in Canada, we
, begin this week an official list of the articles imported during the fiscal year ended 30th June, 1901, the latest re-

turns at present available.  This will enable the enterprising ones among our kin beyond the sea to judge in some
measure for themselves in the matter of their having an outlet in this direction. ~The Government of Canada
has during the last few years reduced the tariff on articles of British manufacture, that is, within the British Isles,
by one-third as compared with the rate levied on goods from other parts of the world,—and there is a sentiment
that it may not long rest here. We believe that this timely concession on the part of our Government is leading,
‘ and must lead to good results, but it should be remembered that a stream of the volume setting northward for so
3 many years, with its well-smoothed channel, is not to be stopped or diverted without persistent endeavour and
patience—the characteristic patience and persistence which opened up India and South Africa and other regions
to that British trade which, following the flag, is in evidence on every sea in every harbour of the world.  Our
people are not insensible to the fact that strenuous endeavours are being made by rival (though friendly) nations
—who seem to follow the old university professor’s advice, “Strive mightily, gentlemen, but eat and drink as
" friends”"—to capture, the whole of it if they can, and by hook or by crook. ~ Witness the recent capture of the
wire-nail trade of Turkey by the United States Steel Corporation, as described some months since in our columns.

The 8th annual report of above Company shows the
net profit of the past year to have been $86,477. The
gross revenue was $227,634, and gross cost of manage-
ment $115,244, being within a fraction of 50 per cent. of
the revenue. The company has been spending a consid-
erable amount on permanent improvements, much of
which that was charged to operation and maintenance
might have been treated as capital expenditure.  This
policy will bear fruit in the future by leaving a larger
amount of the profits for distribution to stoekholders.
The number of the company’s customers increased from
5,208 in 1901 to 5,820 in 1902, and is steadily advancing.
There are 104,407 incandescent lights supplied by the
company, as against 93,207 last year, and 752 arc lights
compared with 650 a year ago. The directors consider
that a dividend is assured for the current year, which
seems justified by the statement in the Report.

ATTEMPTING TO INJURE BRITISH TRADE WITH
CANADA.

One of our contemporaries has taken up an attitude ad-
verse to the preferential tariff from the first, although in
doing so0 it had to turn itself inside out. This Journal, on
the other hand approved of there being a concession given
to British traders, and has persistently defended that policy
and strenuously endeavoured to develop trade between Can-
ada and Great Britain. Our efforts in this direction have
been pushed with great vigour and a degree of success
which has put our contemporary into a fiv of envious rage.
Persons in this condition say things which are born of an
excited fancy; they exaggerate, twist, distort, and discolour
what is true, and put a malicious interpretation upon mat-
ters which are not in accordance with their ideas. There
is usually a plentiful display of ignorance as well as bad
feeling in the utterances of spiteful envy. One specimen
of this we will refer to.

It is ché,rged that the agents of some un-named Canadian
L‘)a.per have urged British manufacturers to send samples of
goods to Canada which are made plentifully in the Domin-
iom, whiech is spoken of as the work of “a shyster.” Now, if
our excited. con’oemporé.ry knew anything about trade af-
fairs, which he does not, he would know that it is a very
common thing for a country to import large quantities of
goods which are manufactured in its borders. | Steel goods,
for instance, which are made in England, are also imported

’

into England, and the United States buys heavily several
classes of goods in foreign markets—goods that are made
in the States. All this is news, of course to a green jour-
nalist, who fancies he can’obtain an influence by malign
attacks upon another journal which he has so miserably
failed to acquire by talent and enterprise.

After a quarter of a century’s labours our contemporary
stands even in a worse position than at the start; his paper
is no larger, nothing like so well edited, and shows clear
signs of being distrusted by advertisérs. This Journal in
the same years has trebled in size, is far ahead in circula-
tiom, is recognized as the leading trade and financial paper
of Canada, and its enterprise in trying to develop Britisn
trade has given it a prestige without any rival. The poor,
broken-winded tortoise of the West sits by the wayside
wailing at being beaten by the hare, and abusing its rival
in the far distance. Now, we freely admit that in pushing
our business there may have been some inflated language
used by our English agents. Every merchant and manu-
facturer knows the tendency of trade-agents to overstate
their claims, but no sane one ever raises a row over this,
as it is too common, and too well understood to create ex-
citement. Nor can we deny that some of our friends have
not been as successful in selling goods in Canada as they
deserved to be, and would have been had they known this
market bettér. We have persistently advised our British
friends to get into close touch with Canada. We have ad-
vised them to ascertain what are our wants, our tastes, our
prejudices, in all particulars, as to style, quality, shapel,
make up, prices,—as this country is not England, and we
Canadians have our own notions and ideas, which mlllst
be catered to. Merely sending out catalogues to Canada
will not ensure trade; that we have said over and over
nlga,m. ‘ It ma?r (?pen a connection, it will often lead to cor-
responduen.ce, ft is frequently like ])l'eaking up of a new
1':;1dth.1y torli']:ture tralde.

only be restrained by stronger influences than we desire
to exercise, but for the honour of Canadian journalism we
protest against the cowardly and malignant insinuations
which a contemporary recently published.

The first issue of the “Journal of Commerce,” issued on
the 20th August, 1875, drew from our contemporary the
only attack received at our birth—and this amid words of
high appreciation and cordial welcome from our brethren
of the press in every quarter of the Dominion. We still
live.

DOMINION REVENUE.

Up to June 30th last the revenue of the Dominion on con-
solidated fund account was $56,303,694, and the expéndi-
ture under the same head $42,255,316. This would give an
apparent surplus of revenue of $14,000,000. The capital
expenditure up to the same date was $11,532,155, and, de~
ducting this from ordinary receipts and sinking fund,
there would stil be a seeming excess of over $5,000,000 on
the right side of the ledger. It should be remembrd,
however, that outstanding receipts and liabilities for the
fiscal year just ended amounting to large sums in the ag-
gregate, have still to come in, so that when the books
for the past twelve months are closed there will be a con-
siderable change in the statement as it now appears. For
example, last year the receipts which came in after June
30th amounted to $1,778,000, while the outstanding liabili-
ties totalled $8,291,000, and the capital expenditure $1,560,-
000. This year, accepting those figures as a basis, the
revenue will total $58,000,000, the ordinary expenditure
$50,746,000, and the capital expenditure, the $13,00,000. De-
ducting surplus and sinking fund from. the capital expen-
diture, the net result of the year’s operations would be
an addition of $3,000,000 to the public debt. It is quite
probable that the capital expenditure may be larger than
here estimated, but, the addition to the debt is certain to

be from two to three milion dollars less than was antici-

pated by Mr. Fielding in his ibudget speech. The financial
statement, as it stands at present, shows an increase over
the preceding year in ordinary revenue of $5,567,000, in or-
dinary expenditure of $3,680,000, and in capital expendi-
fure of $1,975,000. The healthy and buoyant character of

the revenue is well illustrated by the following increases,
ihe figures in-each class being for the twelve months and
past month respectively: Customs, $3,807,652, and $619,926:
sxcise, $822,145 and $88,627; post office, $379,929 and $16,748:
public works and railways $678,264 and $69.515.

the death of President McKinley, effectually stopped the
wild upward movement which began in the spring of 1901.
Looking backward it is remarkable how little injury these
misfortunes have done; in fact they may have proved bless-
ings in disguise, for it is certain that they prevented specu-
lative excesses which if permitted would soon have impair-
ed our present prosperity. The loss of nearly 600,000,000
bushels of corn made practically no impression upon rail-
road earnings; 'while Czolgosz’s dastardly bullet simply
shocked credit in a manner that served to demonstrate its
soundness. These troubles brought speculation to a time-
ly halt; and, once the momentum was stopped and reason
regained its sway, the danger of excess became self-evident
and the public quickly left the market to the care of the
big men who really controlled the situation and who were
thus obliged to carry their stocks until more propitious
times for marketing. How well they have proved their
ability to sustain the market is shown by the following
comparison of active stocks, giving present prices, those
of a year ago and the highest in 1901 and 1902. = Tt will be
noted that railroad shares are generally higher than a
year ago, though lower than the highest prices since Janu-
ary 1, 1901:

The success of the big holders in disposing of their load
will depend entirely upon the continuance of prosperity,
which in turn hangs chiefly upon aprpoaching harvests. So
far we seem secure from scarcity. Of cotton we seem likely
to have a large abundance; of wheat plenty for home and
export requirements, and of corn a good crop if the wea-
ther proves favorable. Excessive rains and cool weather
recently caused some injury ,but thus far nothing serious
except in small sections. At present, therefore, the harvest
prospects are fairly good, and we shall probably export
more wheat, corn, and cotton next winter than we did last
—a very important consideration in view of the fact that
we are still large borrowers in the foreign money markets.
In mercantile circles there is a hopeful feeling, and the
merchandise movement promises to be liberal except where
high prices are checking distribution.

Apparently the coal strike, like the big strike in the
iron trade a year ago, is doomed to failure. So far the
struggle has been carried on with comparatively little ac-
tual disorder, which is to the credit of the men; but as
time progresses it is evident that the movement was a se-
rious mistake, and some of the leaders may find them-
selves dethroned and the unions seriously weakened by
entering a struggle the inevitable outcome of which wz{s
defeat. The miners are entitled to sympathy for the
losses they have ineurred; but they should choose more
capable leaders, if they wish to succeed—men who can
treat the subject as a business and eco
instead of as a source of personal ag;
matter of mere sentiment, Meantime a few simple les-
sons have been learned that should not be forgotten.
A'mong' them these: that the right to work is equal to the
right to strike; that whoever leaves g position has no right
t? interfere with his successor; that labor has no greater
right to stifle competition than capital; and that the sym-
pathetic strike is a failure, in the end onl :

some new issues; the most likely being tariff, trusts and
Cuba. As for the trusts, once the mosgt inviting subject
for legislative attacks, the prospects are now for less radi-
cal action than at one time seemed probable. These in-
stitutions nave completely failed in their efforts to sup-
press competition, and are gradually succumbing to the
economic penalties of over-capitalization and attempts to
unduly control prices, Many of the evils of the trust sys-
tem can be safely left to correct themselves; still the pub-
lic will not rest satisfied until some restraint is placed 1ipon
the power of these corporations, and among the prop isi-
tions thus far advanced those favoring reasonable publicity
and national corporation laws seem to be the most accept-
able. A national corporation law would avoid the radical
measures of some States, and at the same time prevent the
abuse which permits the corporation of one State to break
the laws of every State except its own, which very likely
has granted it powers not permissible within its own terri-
tory. ¥

The period of summer quiet has fairly begun and no
great activity need be expected until vacations are over and
results of the harvest are known. The general situation,
however, is sound and confidence is general. While these
conditions last good railroad stocks are a purchase on
sharp declines and a sale on the pronounced rallies. The
fall months may witness renewed efforts at manipulation,
in which case icnreased activity must follow. ’

CONDITIONS IN THE TRANSVAAL.

With peace restored many eyes are now turned toward
that great centre of former strife, svith its unlimited pos-
sibilities in mining and its attractive climate for agricul-
tural pursuits. Mr. J. W. Taylor, correspondent member
of the Canadian Manufac¢turers’ Association in Johannes-
burg, in a letter to the Association has this to say about
South Affrican trade: “Valuable time is being wasted by
Canadian manufacturers. The Transvaal is the colony in
South Africa which your attention should be given to, not,
as at present, Cape Colony, which should be considered
only—(outside of its local trade)—as a stopping port for
ships on their way to forwarding ports, for the more im-
’po_rt:mt centres,  Apsfralia, United States, and European

counrties are now booming their wares nere while Canada
sleeps.”

Our manufacturers realize the importance of the market,
put distance, transportation and proper representation are
difficulties which some of our exporters do mot care to
grapple with, they, however, appear greater than they
really are, and are overcome in ﬂlany instances very satis-
factorily. For the Transvaal trade it is not sufficient to
send catalogues and price lists to Cape Town, but they
must be sent to the business centre of the Transvaal, Jo-
hannesburg, and the Association’s representative, wishes

, to call this fact to the attention of our exporters, and asks

any interested in this trade to forward him catalogues and
other information.

Another point to notice in this connection is that goods
for the Transvaal can be shipped more advantageously via
Port Elizabeth rather than via Cape Town, as the via Cape
Town route involves a longer rail haul, and takes consid-
crably longer time in transportation.

The Transvaal presents an excellent opportunity for al-
most every kind of Canadian manufactured goods, and al-
ready there is a strong and growing British sentiment
even among the burghers.

Mr. Taylor, in speaking of furniture, says that bed room
cuites are made after English designs, and such coming'
from Canada would have a ready sale.

THE GROWING CROPS.

We hear more and fear more regarding the excessive
raing in the East than is apparently worrying the owners
of productive acres throughout the West. = A circular let-
ter was sent out recently by the Dominion Immigration
Agent at Winnipeg to Government agents at various points
in Manitoba and the Territories, asking for estimates of
acreage, crop prospects, and general prosperity. The re-
plies which have been received throw a very optimistie
light on tne situation, and the consensus of opinion seems
to be that, although early and continued rains damaged the
crop considerably in early stages, it is recuperating, and,
although growth was delayed, the present warm weather
will repair the damage. Many of the reports are enthu-

SAULT STE. MARIE CANAL TRAFFIC,

The returns from Sault Ste. Marie show that the total
freight carried through tne United States and the Can-
adian canals during the month of June amounted to 4,721,-
608 tons, against 4,519,075 tons in June, 1901, and 4,107,602
tons in 1900. Of this quantity the Canadian “Soo” sup-
plied 1,118,564 tons in June, 1902, against 1,235,055 tons in
June, 1901, and 294,681 tons in June, 1900. The Canadian
“S00” carried 23.69 per cent. of the total carried in June,
1902, 27.33 of the total in June, 1901, and 7.17 per .cent. in
June, 1900. Of the total carried by the Canadian -‘Soo”
in June of each of the taree years, eastbound freight con-
stituted 900,133 tons, 986,449 and 178,514 tons, showing that
in June, 1902, the freight passing east was less tham in
June, 1901, by $6,316 tons, but more than in June, 1900,
by 721,619 tons. The westbound freight was 218,431 tons,
248,566 toms, and 116,167 tons, showing that in June, 1902,
the westbound freight on the Canadian canal was 30,135
tons less than in June, 1901. The total freight carried by
noth canals both ways during the three months of the
present season was 11,486,501 tons, against 6,767,120 tons in
the three months of 1901, and 8,673,481 tons in the same pe-
riod of 1900. Thus during the present season the “Soo”
canals have carried 4,719,381 more tons than in the same
period ‘in 1901, and 2,813,020 tons more than in the 1900
period.  During the present season the Canadian “Soo”
has carried 1,650,752 tons against 1,386,734 tons in 1901, and
680,061 tons in 1900. The details of the eastward bound

DRINKING WATER FOR WORKMEN.

- Overlooking what may be considered the minor details
of life is often the cause of trouble which, started, grows
with time and oceasionally ends in disaster for those con-
cerned. The following brief article from a recent issue of
the Iron Age, may be of some practical benefit to Can-
adian Manufacturers: A Louisville, Ky., forge firm describe
as follows their experience in furnishing prepared drink-

ing water to their workmen during hot weather, especially
those employed in their forging, foundry and other depart-
ments, where there is intense heat. They take stone jars
or kegs holding about ten gallons of water, filled with
water and a small quantity of ice, pack the jar in a barrel
with sawdust between the inner and outer vessels. Thus
the water is kept cool with a minimum of ice. Each morn-
ing they place about half pint of oatmeal, rolled oats, or
any other form of crushed oats in the water. This crushed
oats thus used makes the water a remarkable thirst quen-
cher. During the several years they nave thus provided
drinking water they cannot reeall a case of heat prostra-
tion or iliness due to excessive drinking of water by men em-
ployed in their shops, where the heat is great. They also
find that this water reduces the appetite for intoxicating
drinks, and in general tne effects are so excellent that
their men are telling it to workmen in other shops and
cities. The jar should be emptied and thoroughly cleans-
ed every morning, as the oatmeal sours over night, and,
of course, the drinking cup also ought to be scalded and
scoured for obvious reasons each day. They believe the
water snould be drawn from a spigot, as, of course, from
a sanitary point of.view, the use of a dipper in the top of
of a jar is not as it should be, but the oatmeal clogs the
spigot or strainer leading to a spigot. It has contribut-
ed not only to the comfort of the men, but also permitted
them to continue at work when the heat might otnerwise
have prevented, and has greatly reduced the temptation
of the men to seek intoxicating cooling drinks, For a few
days the oatmeal flavor may not be relished by all of the
men, but very soon they find it palatable and are delignted
by the relief afforded. While this mode of quenching
thirst is common in some sections it is well to'increase the
knowledge and even recall its benefieial effects to thoge
already acquainted.

Some of it
is of very high quality—especially late arrivals of genuine
grass butter. The season in Siberia is reported to be a
very good one. Imn the United States prices remain high,
and imports from there are consequently low. The season
there, also, is a very good omne, but it will be another
month before prices will fall low enough to make exporting
profitable. Cheese.—The demand for Canadian is sluggish,
and prices are about a shilling lower on the week. New
Zealand is now in very small compass, and values are about
28 lower than last week. Canadian choicest, 498 to 50s.
Corresponding date, 1901, Canadian choicest sold at 47s to
48s and finest at 44s to 46s.

EASIER MONEY.

Even Spain is reaping the benefit of improved credit the
world over. That governmen't Tecently asked for a loan
of about $70,000,000 at 4 per cent., the minimum tendered
to be under $450. Ten times the amount was subseribed,
so that 10 per cent. in reality filled the loan. Althougn
much of the subscription was believed to be speculative,
even this shows confidence in the State, and an extent of
capital seeking investment which was hardly suspected.
This is the more remarkable because of recent statistics
whica show that over 50,000 clerics of both sexes are living
as unproductive workers; and this besides the fact of the
violent attitudes of the anarchists and agricultural labor-
ers, the latter of whom complain that they receive no regu-
lar wages, but are paid merely by the job, the ultimate re-
sults of which may be more easily imagined than des-
cribed.

In presenting to you the report of the transactions of
the Company for the past year together with the accom-.
panying statements of its operations, your Directors desire
to express their gratification at the results which have
been attained. The proceeds from the sale of stock amd
bonds referred to in the seventh annual report of the com-
pany, together with the net profits from the business of
the past two years have enabled your Directors to practi-
cally complete the more important of its new works and
10 fully provide for all the obligations of the Company. The
completion of the new power house with its more modern
system of generating and distributing electrical energy has
enabled the management to effect the contemplated econ-
omies with most pleasing results, as a reference to the
accompanying statements will show, notwithstanding that
it was only possible to put the majority of such economies
into full effect during the latter half of the year, dating
from the opening of the new power house on the 16th No-
vember last. The Company’s operations for the past year
show a gross revenue from all sources of $227,634.83, being
an increase of $31,271.61 over the previous year after mak-
ing liberal provision for bad and doubtful debts. The gross
cost of operating and maintenance was $115,244.02, leaving
a profit of $112,390.81 from which profit is deducted $25,-

Your Directors deem it important to mention that a con-
siderable amount of work done during the past year in the
nature of permanent improvements which was charged to
operation and maintenance, might properly have been con-
sidered as capital expenditure.

The Directors
are satisfied that the Company is now in such a satisfac-
tory condition that the resumption of the payment of a
dividend is assured for the year upon which we are enter-
ing.

Their efforts together with the good and
Steady service maintained by the Company are reflected
by the general expression of satisfaction among the Com-
pany’s customers.

—A strike of 9,000 freight-handlers in Chicago was called
on the 7th instant, and every freight house of the 24 rail-
ways concerned is practically tied up. Business men fear
that the strike will be the most serious which has affected
their interests in years. The strike was called by a com-
mittee appointed at a meeting of 1,000 freight-handlers
The committee was instructed to call a strike within 48
hours unless the rairoads met the demands of the men at
once for an increase in wages, extra pay for overtime and
holidays, and recognition of the freight-nandlers’ and ware-
housemen’s union. Many of the railroads had small forces
of men previously hired on hand when the strike was call-
ed, and by adding to it men from other departments man-
aged to handle perishable commodities. In the niring of
non-union men it is said the railroads run a serious risk of
bringing about a strike of the teamsters, who recently won
their fight from the packers.

—TLife Insurance Decisions.—It is not duplicate taxation '

to require a license tax of both an insurance company and
the agents working for it.

83.—In an action on a life
policy, the falsity of statements in an application need not
ve specially pleaded, but may be shown under the general
issue.

(R.T.) 1049.—Under a provision in a policy tnat if any of
the statements in the application are alleged to be other
than ttue, and the party in interest fails to furnish the
company evidence satisfactory to it to the contrary, then
the policy shall be void until evidence is filed with the
company, if the evidence furnished as requested by the
company is such as a person of ordinary common Sense and
honesty would consider satisfactory the insurance com-
pany will be bound by such evidence, whether, as a matter
of fact, it is accepted or not.

3,273 knots—will be the longest in the world, the next be-
ing the French cable from Brest to Cape Cod, 3,174 knots.
The section connecting Australia and New Zealand has
been in operation for some weeks and is said to have done
a good business. The different sections of the new cable
have lengths as follows: Vancouver (Grappler Creek) to
Fanning Island, 3,273 knots; Fanning Island to Fiji, 1,895
knots; Fiji to Norfolk Island, 889; Norfolk to Southport,
Queensland, 793; Norfolk to Doubtless Bay, 453;; total, 7,-
303. It is understood that the Canadian Pacific lines will be
used for crossing the contiment, and the Anglo-American
cable for crossing the Atlantic.

—On account of the many nets that are set in the es-
tuary of the Fraser River, B.C., navigation has been some-
what impeded, and during the fishing season these nets are
continually being injured and destroyed by steamboats.
A new invention has.just been completed by Mr. Wurzburg,
a former salmon canner on the Fraser River, but now resi-
dent in San Franecisco, which it is claimed, will overcome
the difficulty. A mechanical device is so arranged on the
hull of the steamer as to lift out of the way anything
which obstructs, and the patentee asserts that the vesssel
so fitted can pass through a fleet of fishing nets without
causing them injury or being impeded.

—Mr. T. Southworth, Ontario Director of Forestry, re-
ports inquiries from Eastern Canada as to owners of white
ash timber. A similar communication was received a
short time ago from an English firm. Mr. Southworth says
that white ash is very scarce in this Province, and Ontario
manufacturers themselves cannot get sufficient quantities
of it. The wood is used by carriage and saddlery manu-
facturers, and owing to its scarceness and the demands
for it it is exceedingly valuable. He thinks that Ontario
farmers would find it valuable to plant the tree in their
wood lands. It is a prolific seeder, grows rapidly and is
commercially valuable in about ten years.

—The new Government steamer for oyster culture pur-
poses, which was recently launched at Yarmouth, N.S., has
reached Charlottetown, P.E.I. It has proved eminently
satisfactory, and Mr. Kemp, the Government oyster expert,
reports that she is eminently fitted for her special work.
The vessel will during the next few weeks be engaged in
culture operations off the east end of Prince Edward Is-
land, and later on will take up similar work off the New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia coasts.

—The export figures for Hamilton, Ont., show that city
to be making successful efforts to forge ahead. The ex-
ports from Hamilton to the United States during the year
ending June 30 last amounted to $405,187. TIn blue grass
seed the exports amounted to $35,500. Hides and calfsking
to the value of $36,500 were sent across the line, $22,612

worth of rubber scrap, $44,000 of shorthorn cattle, $15,000 off
tin plate, $42,000 of wool, $12,000 of coffee, $12,338 of tea,
and $5,000 of sausage casings. There were $8,500 worth of
pickles in brine shipped from Burlington.

—Tne report of the Toronto fire department for last
year has been issued, and it shows that the losses by fire
in Toronto during 1901 were the lowest in fourteen years,
and the number of alarms or actual fires was the lowest
on record.

A Pioneer Railway on the Gold Coast.
—(Reprinted from the Daily Graphic).
—“A eorrespondent sends a photo-
graph of the pioneer locomotive and
railway on the Gold Coast. The rail~
road (he writes) was constructed by
tne Manager of the Wassau (Gold

Coast) Mining Company, and inaugur-

t

ated in November last. It is situated
at the mines of the company, about*
(fifty miles inland from the coast, in a
'direct line to Kumassi, in the distriet
fof Wassau. Considering that all ma-
chmery had to be conveyed first of all
{some sixty miles up river in surf-boats
{and thence twenty-five miles overland
iby native carriers one can easily im-
iag'ine the difficulties: which had to be
fovercome in getting this locomotive up
to the mines. The undertaking, now-
ever, has been a complete success. The
line runs for the conveyance of gold-
bearing ore to the mill. In the cab
of the engine, in the illustration, is the
manager, and Mr. Vroom, the District
Commissioner, who opened the line
with great ceremony.” The whole of
this plant was specially designed and
manufactured under the personal su-
perintendence of Mr. C. F. E. Swin-
den.

ern Canada has at last aroused the
world’s attention.

Whhat will be the result? It is al-
ways the mountaintop in the distance
that first attracts the eye in a wide-
spreading landscape. He would be a
dull man, indeed, who, seeing what a
century of immigration has done for
the United States, did nog dream of the
Canada of the future, and its place
among the nations, when these vast un-
tenanted spaces of the west become
thickly peopled. A century in the his-
tory of nations is but as g year in the
life of a man. There will be between
three and four hundred million people
in North America at the close of the
twentieth century, ang Canada, small
as her population is now, and humble
as her place is in the sisterhood of na-
tions, will then be one of the world’s
great powers, mistress, by virtue of
occupation, as well ag geographically,
of half the continent and fifty millions
of people.

million cattle every year. The C.P.R.
reports indicate that 250,000 cattle
could be easily pastured under irriga-
tion where only 50,000 are now kept.
The market for the cereals of the east-
ern slope of the Rockies will be found
on the Pacific. China is awakening,
and she and Japan will be great flour
consumers ere many years pass. The
supply of food for the masses of China
has long been a serious problem, and
the Government of China strictly
enforees the prohibition of the export

irrigation.

of rice. The productive limit of cen-
tral and southern China ‘has been
reached, the system of culture being

adapted to the growth of the largest
possible yield that unceasing labor can
secure. The seaboard provinces of
China will some day awake to indus-
trial and manufacturing activity, as
Japan has domne, and Canadian wheat
and flour will find a market there, in
competition with the cereals of Wash-
ington, Oregon and California. To com-
pete effectively, that wheat must be
grown near the Pacific, and on the ir-
rigated slopes of Alberta and Assini-
boia it will be produced. So confi-
dent are the Canadian Pacific people
of the future of the waste lands under

irrigation that they are willing to take
all the area that can be reached by the
Bow River waters as part of their land
grant. They own the alternate sections
already, and if the Government with-
draws the others from settlement they
will take them as part of their grant,
and begin work on the canal.

This project has been presented at
some length, as showing how even land
riow held to be useless will be utilized
in the coming years, and how men of
affairs are looking to thne Pacific and
the future of Canadian trade in the
countries bordering upon it.

Ward three elements in the rapid set-
tlement of the Canadian west hereto-
fore absent:

(1)—American capitalists seeking an
Outlet for surplus funds formerly used
In land operations at home have in-
Vested very largely in Canadian lands,

and avill advertise them all over the
Union.
(2)—The American pioneers and

fI‘Ontiersmen, who have led the move-
Mment of settlement in their own coun-
try, from Iowa to Minnesota, and from

Minnesota to the Dakotas, have reach-

ed the limit of the good land in their
Own territory, and are coming into
Canada in thousands. .The reports
they are sending back will for many
Years to come result in increasing im-
Migration from the United States, for
the land they are settling upon is ad-
Mittedly better than that of any of the
States west of Towa.

(3)—The rush of European immigra-
tion into the United States, which was
beglm when there were vast tracts of
free land - there, still continues, and
Cannot be stopped Many
Years must elapse before it becomes
generally known to European agricul-
turists emigrating to jAmerican that
there is no longer room in the Western
States. A large part of these belat-
ed land-seekers will c¢ross the border
Into Canada and find homes with us.

Of the economic effect of this move-
Ment and its result upon the national
life T have written at some length in
former Jetters, The yolume of immis

speedily.

gration will steadily increase for a
long time. Mr. Obed Smith, Commis-
sioner of Immigration, estimates that
the number of immigrants during the
present calendar year will be from 70,-
000 to 75,000. “This number will un-
questionably increase from year to
Yyear until it may reach a maximum
of 250,000. It is as certain as to-mor-
row’s sunrise that there will be in the
west from a million and a quarter to a
million and a half people when the
census is taken in 1911, where there
were but 600,000 a year ago. They
will afford an ever4increasing market
for the products of eastern Canadian
factories, which by a persistent fight
at the outset and the adaptation of
their goods to prairie needs can se-
cure the market almost exclusively,
except in a few special lines of agri-
cultural implements that American in-
ventiveness have evolved especially for
tilling the soil on the pains. The
manufacture even of these, however,
is likely to drift across the border to
our own side. The chief American im-
plement makers, finding a steady and
constantly enlarging demand, will im-
evitably establish branch factories in
eastern Canada, and at points such as
Sault Ste. Marie, TFort William and
Port Arthur, in New Ontario, where
gpecial facilties for manufacturing are
to be had.

The effect upon population growth
in eastern Canada of the peopling of
the plaing is somewhat diffieult to es-
timate in figures. TLooking broadly,
however, at similar conditions in  the

United States, we may safely say that
for every million settled on the plains
there will be need for a quarter of a
million in the manufacturing centres
of the east. Toronto and Montreal
will become, even more than they are
at present centres for the financing of
great projects for opening up the west,
and there will be legitimate employ-
ment in loan company business for a
very large amount of eastern capital.

A closing word as to the outlook in
the national sphere and in the matter
of intellectual and mioral development.
One hears frequently in the east that
there is damnger of the west becoming
Americanized by the very great influx
of settlers from the United States. The
men who today are engaged in the
making of the west have no such fear,
so long as the people of the older re-
gions, and especially of Ontario, do
their duty in bringing Canadian ideals
within reach of the nmewcomers, and
in providing them with educational fa-
cilities and the ordinances of religion.
The Government of Ottawa should
spare neither money mor men to rein-
force the efforts of Premier Haultain
to provide that every child coming in-
to these lands shall ‘learn the history
of Canada, and speak = the English
tongue. !

The suggestion made from time to
time to reduce the Mounted Police and
leave the maintenance of order in the
unorganized portions of the Territo-
ries to the local authorities, should be
digregarded.

the visible symbol of Canadian author-
ity. He is doing a work that could
not be done by any loeally constituted
force, no matter how well organized.
With these, three factors, the church,
the school and the policeman, working
unitedly for the development of Cam-
adian national sentiment there need be
no fear of foreign ideals, political, edu-
cational or religious, taking root in
the west. In the material condition
of the people there will be nothing
to breed discontent. The soil is more
fertile, taxation less heavy, the duties
of citizenship lighter than in the lands
from which they thave come. In all
the ‘west no mamn need suffer hunger
or go shelterless who is willing to
work. Unconsciously the settlers from
other countries will cast away the hab-
its bred of former conditions and be-
come no less enthusiastic Canadians
than their brethren in the east.

Heretofore there has been - but one
great cause of dissatisfaction, the un-
due cost of transportation and the dis-
tance of many parts of the settled
country from the railways. The ra-
pid filling up of the Territories, as we
have seen, has resulted in the develop-
ment of great railway building plans
that are now being carried out, and
the settlers will sogn be so numerous
as to command the attention of Par-
liament and force the passage of laws
establishing a railway commission and
other machinery for the equalization
of rates.

The direction of the intellectual and
moral development of the west is per-
haps more difficult to forecast than its
material future. For the moment men
are too much concerned in laying the
foundations of empire to think much
of literature, the arts and the sci-
ences. There is, however, among the
population of the plains a remarkably
large percentage of people to whom
the term cultured can properly be ap-
plied. In the early days of ranching,
many English unversity men of good
family and of scholarly attainments
were among the settlers, and their in-
fluence has unquestionably been great
in the social and intellectual life of the
Territories. That the Canadian west
will develop its own type in prose-writ-
ing and verse, and choose its own out-
look on life, is to be expected, and
symptoms are not wanting of the be-
ginning of this process of differentia-
tion from eastern standards. . In mor-
als our west will undoubtedly compare
most favorably with eastern Canada.
There is something that makes for so-
ber living and deep thinking on those
illimitable plains where the star-jewel-
ed sky forms an unbroken canopy in
the still night. The man of a reflec-
tive disposition is forced back upon
himself and develops a contemplative
type of mind ‘that is very rarely met
with among the bustle and hurry of
eastern cities or even of Ontario town
life. The thinking man is seldom an
immoral man, and one can well be-

lieve that on these plains there will be
evolved a type of Canadians who “fear
God and mone else besides,” who will
be tender to the weak, unbending to
the strong, who will do justly, love
mercy, and make of the great north a
home for millions of the unfortunate,
the distressed and the submereged of
other lands.

missing man, Bateman. Mr. Bateman’s

brother-in-law, who, curiously enough,

was the engine driver of the train that
went over the man, was called upon to
view the remains, and he at once said
they were not those of Bateman. Mrs.
Bateman, the wife or widow, while
identifying the insurance policy and
letter as her husband’s, denied abso-
lutely that the body as his; and the
ostler at the livery stable swore that
the dead man was not the man who

hired the horse and conveyance. There
the inquiry ended and so far as we
know the mystery has never been
solved.

The “Port Erin Mystery,” as it was
called, is not yet forgotten, but is,per-
haps, of too debatable a character to
warrant referemce here. An almost
equally remarkable case occurred not
long before. The present writer 'had
obtained an insurance proposal from a
gentleman for a small amount—either
£7100 or £200. Shortly after the insur-
ance was completed the gentleman and
his wife went to a popular seaside re-
sort for a holiday. One day, while his

wife and he were standing at the door
of the boarding house before going for
a drive, the lady, discovering that she
had forgotten her gloves, went upstairs
to get them. She was absent only a
few minutes, but when she returned
her husband was not to be seen,nor has
he been seen since. Some weeks after
a headless and legless trunk was picked
up in the bay; but as there were no
means of identification, “Found dfrown-
ed—person unknown,” was the only
verdict possible.

One of the strangest claims ever
made was that which came to light
in an ‘American law court in 1896. A

able to his wife, for two thousand
pounds. Having borrowed money from
his partner in business, the policyhold-
er transferred the policy to the said
partner, as a sort of collateral securi-
ty. The partner thereupon employed
a negro, who, for a fee of three hun-
dred dollars, murdered the person in-
sured. The negro was sentenced to
imprisonment for life, the instigator of
the crime committed suicide in jail,
and widow of the murdered man sued
the company for the amount of the
policy!

As a set-off against the horrible
grimness of the above case, this article
may be concluded by the quotation
of a couple of accident claims, which
were humorously narrated by Mr. R.K.
Munkittrick in the columns of a New
York paper: “A certain company re-
cently paid sixty dollars to a merchant
who had sprained his knee in kicking
a dog. The same company paid seven-
ty-five dollars to a man who had missed
a dog he attempted to kick and in so
doing injured his great toe upon the
sofa. It will thus be seen by the lynx-
eyed student of affairs that it is more
profitable to miss the dog and kick the
scfa than to miss the sofa and kick the
dog. It cannot be expected that a
man can reach two objects at the same
time with one kick; and yet, if we real-
ize fifteen dollars more by missing the
dog and kicking the lounge than by
kicking the dog direct, it opens up a

BLEACHING AND UTILISING PALM
OIL.

The high prices prevailing in the fat
markets have affected palm dil to a
less extent than some less valuable
soap fats, so that just now palm oil
constitutes one of the relatively cheap-
est fats and is often preferred—after
bleaching—for the manufacture of light
colored soaps. . Palm oil is worthy of
much attention, since it yields a fault-
less soap, of an agreeable odor; in
point of yield it is equalled by but few
fats. The palm from which this oil
is obtained is indigenous ' to Africa
chiefly, but now largely cultivated in
Central and South America as well; it
abounds especially on the west coast of
Africa throughout its extent; the best
krown varieties of oil are Lagos, Old
and New 'Calabar, Bonny, Cameroon,
Popotogo, Upper Guinea, Bonnin, Kon-
o, Zanzibar, Pomba, ete.. the best and
best known being named first.

The melting point of the oil is be-
tween 27 and 42 deg. C., the specific
gravity is 0.945 and the saponifieation
number 202 to 205: hence it ranks
among the best fats. Tt is contained
in the flesny part of the fruit and oozes

out of the latter on mere pressure with
the finger nail. From this fruit the oil
is obtained in Africa largely in a very
primitive fashiom, that is to. say, by
boiling and then skimming off the fat
rising to the surface; such fat is even
used for edible purposes. TFor the
commercial fat even less ‘care is often
employed, for to save the boiling, the
fruit is left piled up to ferment, then*
pounded in mortars, the kernel re-
moved, and lastly pressed in sacs. The
press cake is then sometimes boiled in
water also and the fat again skimmed
off. There are but few Ilarge es-
tablishments in Africa for the manufac-
ture of thiy oil; in general, where
there is no slave trade, negro families
occupy themselves with this work.
Owing to the very impure condition of
the oil so made, the latter is usually
refined once more on ship board. - For
these reasons the less known brands
enter the market in a quite impure
condition, and the purchaser of cheap
oil must always be prepared to find in
it much impurity and had better have
it examined for its real percentage of
oil. *

Fresh palm oil has the consistency *
butter, has a dark yellow to yellowish
red color and a violet-like odor, with a
sweetish taste. As it readily turns
rancid on exposure, while its eolor at
the same time becomes lighter, it is
rarely received in anita f«n~=™ saoandition.
With its varying degree of rancidity
the melting point also raises or falls.

any other fat are perhaps to be found
in the admixture of several readily
changeable constituents of the flesh of
the fruit.

For soap-making purposes the oil ber
comes adapted especially by bleaching
it first, for without bleaching it forms
a yellow soap.  Owing to the unstable
character of the coloring matter, the
operation of bleaching is easily per-
formed by either light, air and heat, or
by oxidizing agents as oxygen and
chlorine., The method of bleaching se-
lected depends in part on the arrange-
ment of the soap factory; where there
is steam at disposal, the process of air
bleaching is the simplest, and one of
two ways in use; the older method con-
sists in melting the oil, settling well,
pumping into a clean reservoir,warming
to 80 deg. R. (212 deg. F.), and then
pumping air through it so as to keep it
continually in motion, whereby the col-
oring matter is gradually decomposed.
A very serviceable apparatus for this is
Koerting’s air aspirator. The stem ap-
paratus for this purpose is usually
made of hard lead, but if not acids are
to be used (as in bleaching other fats,
it may be of iron simply. This appar-
atus has a closed steam coil for heat-
ing and a steam injector to produce a
partial vacuum, so that air will pass in
through a suitable air pipe. On the
other hand there are also pressure ap-
paratus operating by air being forced
through the oil instead of by suction.
Here and there sulphurous acid may
take the place of air in bleaching, but
not often. For want of steam some fac-
tories, not wishing to employ chemi-
cals, have various mechanical contriv-
ances for exposing the melted and
warmed oil to the air; the simplest of
these is an iron sieve with small per-
forations, suspended over the kettle by
a rope from the ceiling; it is lowered
into the oil and drawn up when filled;
the thin jets of oil falling back are thus

freely exposed to the air. This opera-
tion is continued for several hours and ;
is particularly effective if towards the '
end the temperature is raised still a |
little higher, say to 90 deg. R. (232 F.). !
With some care a verl light colored oil
results which, made into soap, retains
the desirable, violet odor that is nearly
lost by bleaching with acids and bichro-
mates.

Next there is the bleaching by fire
heat, which is somewhat dangerous as
to fire, however. The oil after melting,
settling and pumping over, is covered
up and then heated to about 140 deg.
R. (350 deg F.); gradually the natural
color turns into a brownish green and,
with contiued heating, ¢hanges to light |
yellow. Toward the last it is essen-
tial to heat slowly, as with too strong
after heating the oil would become
dark brown instead of light yellow; it
is for this reason also advisable to cool
the oil off at once at the end of the
bleaching operation. It may be ob-
served that at 212 deg. F. the oil will
apparently boil up, in consequence of
the oil contained in it; then a white,
acid penetrating vapor will form which
indicates that bleaching is proceeding
well. With this process the violet or
orris-root odor is partly destroyed.

Lastly, there are tne methods of
bleaching by means of acids; the most
popular is carried out as follows: The
previously melted and settled oil is al-
lewed to cool to about 100 deg. F.:
meantime a pound of bichromate of
potash (for each 100 pounds of oil) is
dissolved in two pounds of boiling wa-
ter, and for each two pounds of the bi-
chromate there are weighed off (in
separate wooden containers) 3% Ibs.

Lagos palm oil and
the other better varieties are best
amenable to bleaching.

In the same manner as last described
are used permanganate of potash and
acid. Hydrogen peroxide is also a very
siutable agent for bleaching, 5 per cent.
of the commercial 10-volume solution
being simply crutched through the oil
from time to time; this process, how-
ever requires several days.

Bleached palm oil can be used with
excellent results in all hard soaps, and
gives a good yield; it also is well
adapted to replace tallow in figged
soaps.

INSURANCE DECISJONS.

Paid-up Policy.—Under a policy of

THE, SENNA INDUSTRY IN INDIA.

Our native friends, says a Calcutta
paper, complain of the natural wealth
cf India being drained from the coun-
try by foreign capitalists and specu-
lators, and yet there are almost num-
berless directions in which native capi-
tal and enterprise could be profitably
invested even to the exclusion of for-
eign agencies. For instance, in South-
ern India there is the senna leaves in-
dustry. At present Xurope obtains
senna -principally from Egypt, Ara-
bia, the Punjub and Tinnevelly. The
Arabian supply is first exported to
wombay, from where about half of it
is re-exported to Europe. It is not
very highly valued, and this is easily
explained by the fact that the plant in
Arabia grows wild, and much care does
not seem to be expended on the collec-
won and preparation of the leaves. Of
late years the variety suipped from
Africa, and which is known to ctm-
merce as Alexandrian senna, has im-
proved considerably in quality, chiefiy
because it is not now adulterated. 'Tne
South Indian leaf is kunown in com-
merce as Tinnevelly senna and  East
India senna. It is obtainel from the
plant known as cassia angustifolia,
which is supposed to have been orig-
inally introduced into Southern India
from Arabian seeds. It is reputzd to
yield the finest senna of commerce,and
this being so, it is strange that *he
plant, which develops very favorably
under careful cultivation, is not more
extensively grown. Cultivation, so far,
has been confined almost exclusively

it

to the Tinnevelly district, although
within recent years, some attempts
have been made to grow it in Madura
and Trichinopoly. 6 The soil suited to
the plant is red or black loam, and the
dry ground is prepared in 'April by
plowing and manuring. The following
mcnth the seed is sown broadcast and
plowed in. Weeding is then carefully
attended to. Much water is not re-
quired. In fact the native planters say
that the plant requires irrigation only
four times. On the other hand, too
little rain during the period of cultiva-
tion is calculated to injure the crop.
About forty days after sowing, the
iender spikes and blossoms are plucked
in order that the strength of the leaves
may not be impaired. At the end of
three months the crop is ready for
picking. Indication of this consists
in the formation of an ashy color on
the surface of the leaves and in their
readiness to break when subjected even
to very gentle pressure. Much care is
exercised in the plucking of the leaves.
The first picking takes place in
August, after which there is a second,
fifteen days later, and the third after
a fortnight. On being harvested the
leaves are dried in the shade, and then
passed through a sieve, the meshes of
which admit of the separation of the
leaves according to their size. The
leaves are then compressed in bales
for shipment. This would be in about
two or three weeks after harvesting.
About 5,000 candies of senna leaves
are annually shipped to the United
Kingdom from Tuticorin. Tt is esti-
mated that an acre of land would yield
about 1,000 pounds, or two candies of
dried senna leaves, and the cost of

cultivation is so moderate, that the in-
dustry cannot be other than reasonably
remuneraive, notwithstanding that
prices have fallen in the European
market within recent years. Senma,
leaves were until recently wused enf
tirely for medicinal purposes, but I be-
lieve, they have mnow been found
serviceable for dyeing cloth and yarn,
wherefore there is increased scope for
the development of tne industry. I
know of individuals in the Tinmevelly
district who 'have acquired wealth and
become landed proprietors entirely
through the cultivation of the senna
plant. The more extended cultivation
of the plant would not only create a
profitable export trade, but would meet
an important local demand, for while
the natives largely use senna as a
medicinal agent, the quality that is
sold in the bazars is execrable, con-
«sisting  usually of fragments of old
leaves, pieces of stems and other rub-
bish. Adulteration with a very similar
looking leaf is also common. Good
Tinnevelly senna leaves are large, thin
entire leaflests, from ome to two or
more inches long, sometimes half an
inch broad at the widest part, yellow-
ish green color on the upper surface,
with a somewhat duller color on the
under surface. Tinnevelly senna, like
the Alexandrian variety, is official in
the British Phamacopoeia.

PUMICE STONE.

During the summer of 1897 several
extensive deposits of pumice were dis-

covered in Nebraska, the most exten-
sive being in Sioux, Dawes, Scott’s

Bluff, Banner and Cheyenne counties.

South D:l’k()le, about three miles east
of Pine Ridge Agency. The voleanic
ash of which these deposits were com-
pesed was probably brought by tne
winds from volecanoes, in Colorado and
New Mexico, and deposited in the lakes

time covered this region. A deposit
of lump pumiee stone has been found
in Millard County, Utah antt is the
only known deposit of lump pumice
stone in the United States. A large
deposit of pumice is reported as oc-
curring in Sonoma County, California.
On account of the distance of these de-
posits from the railroad and from tne
large markets, they have not been able
to compete with the pumice imported
from Lipari, Sieily, which is shipped as
ballast and sells in New York, after
being round and bolted, at from 2 to
2Y, cents per pound. No record of the
pumice imported into the United
States is kept, but it is estimated as
being $45,000 and $65,000.
