Persnaded Ly experience that when a spirit of cordiality is
preserved between the several Branches ofthe Legislature, the
true interests of the Colony are best promoted—I recommend

to you a cultivation and continuance of the barmony which
pervaded the last Session of the General Assembly; and 1 have
no doubt the result of your united deliberations will prove ben-
eficial to the country.

its infancy, with a small population scattered over ifs surface,
Ina state of society such as might be expected in newly.settled
Countries, the principles of Legislation were very im perfectly
understood; and it may reasonably be presumed that the con-
s;quences of these Acts were little foreseen by the framers of
them, .
When the first Act was passed into a Law, the Revenne de-
rived under it was altogethes insignificant, In the year One
Thousand Seven Hundred and Eighty-nine, when it had
been four years in actton, it only produced the trifling
sum of One Hundred and Seventy-fosr Pounds, Seventee
Shillings, Halifax currency. 1a One ‘Thousand Seven Hiin.
dred and Ninety-8ix, when both Laws were in fall force, their
united operation only produced 'I'wo Hundred and Twenty-
four Pounds, Beven Shillings and Five Pence, Such was the
actual state of the Revenue at that early period of the Colony.
Circumstances are now, however, materially changed; as last
year (Oue Thousand Eight Hundred and Thirty), the sum
raised under these Acts, and considered at the disposal of the
Lieuntenant-Governor aud Counnil, amounted toThree Thousand
and Forty-two Pounds, Seventeen Shillings and TenPenee ;
and, from the variety of local and natural advantages this coun.
try enjoys, there is every reason to believe that, were its ener-
gies called into action, and properly directed, this Revenue
