MONTEVIDEO, Dec. 2.— A
squadron of German war vessels is
at the mouth of the River Plate, and
a battle with a British or Japanese
squadron is expected momentarily.
Apparently the Germans, under
Admiral von Spee, who defeated the
British squadron off the Chilean coast
on Nov. 1, sending Rear-Admiral
Christopher Gradock and his flagship
the Good Hope and the cruiser Mon-
mouth to the bottom, have escaped
from the pursuing Japanese in the
Straits of Magellan and reached the
South Atlantic,

A powerful British fleet was sight-
ed several days ago off the Brazilian
coast, steaming southward, and it was
known that it had been sent to fornf
part of a trap with the Japanese for
the German squadron.

That the German vessels are lying
off this port and that their supplies
are almost depleted was confirmed to-
day by the British steamship Voltaire
bound for New York. The Voltaire
intercepted wireless messages .being
exchanged by four German warships
off the Uruguayan géast.,

These messages, the Voltaire o;cers

said, spoke of supplies required, Fear-
ing to proceed further along the coast
the Voltaire put in at Rio de Janeiro
and will remain in Rio until she is
assured that danger is past.
This word from the Voltaire caused
the British and French Consuls here
and at Buenos Ayres to hold in port
all merchant vessels flying their flags.
Thére is strong reason to believe
that a Japanese squadron is pursuing
the Germans.and that with the Brit-
ish they will participate in the great
sea battle now expected. The French
merchantman Algerine, which has ar-
rived at Rio de Janerio, reports hav-
ing passed four large war vessels,
wgich she believed to be Japanese.
The Algerine gained the impression
that the Japanese were in pursuit of
a fugitive German squadron.

TRAPPED N SOUTH
ANERAN VATERS?

Believed That Warships of France,
Britain and Japan Have Cornered
Several Cruisers of the Enemy off

British fleet, comprising at least ten
vessels, were sighted several days ago
off Brazil, steaminyg southward.

Soon after the battle off the Chil-
ean coast, in which Rear-Admiral
Cradock was lost, it was known that
at least three Japanese squadrons
were in pursuit of the Germans. One
had left Japanese waters after the fall
of Tsing-tau, another had been sight-
ed at the Easter Islands, and a third,
composed of two cruisers had left
Hawaii after the German cruiser
Geier was interned. It also was said
that two or more Japanese vessels
were proceeding south along the
North American coast to form a trap
for the Germans.

No doubt is expressed here now
that Admiral von Spee escaped from
this Japanese trap, and, as he sped
through the Straits of Magellan from
the South Pacific to the South At-
lantic he was pursued by the Japan-
ese. With the Germans at bay off the
mouth of the River Platte, the Ja-
panése coming up the coast from the
Horn, and with the British closing
in from the north, a naval engage-
ment of importance is expected.

The Germans are to be supplied im-
mediately. with pro¥isions from this
port by the German steamship Pai.a-
gonia; by the Sierra Cordoba, which

is taking on coal, and by the Mera4

which is taking on board coal and

water.
PROVISIONS FOR GERMANS
These vessels will leave their piers
as soon as they are loaded and run

down the River Platte to where the|

German squadron is waiting.

Several British and French vessels
which were to have left this port to-
day have cancelled their arrangemencs
and will remain in port. The same
condition exists at Santos and other
ports along the coast/ The British
and French ' merchantmen will not
leave their ports until after the ex-
pected battle at sea.

While the British and French Le-
gations and Consulates here and at
Buenos Ayres have no confirmation
of the report of the presence of the
German squadron, it is accepted as
true because of the coal and provi-
sions which are being shipped to war
vessels off the Plate by the Patagonia,

Will YouHelp The Hospital
for Sick Children, the Great
Provincial Charity ? —$»

‘| Dear Mr. Editor:—

Thanks for the privilege of appeal-
ing through your columns on behalf of
the Hospital for Sick Children. The
Hospital takes care of sick and de-
formed children, not only in Toronto,
but in the Province, outside of the city.
This coming year, of all the years
in the Hospital’s history, has a more
gerious outlook, as regards funds for
maintenance, than any year that has
passed its calendar.

So many calls are being made on the
purses of the generous people of To-
ronto and Ontario, to help the soldiers
of the Empire, that as I make my
daily rounds through the wards of the
Hospital, and see the suffering chil-
dren in our cots and beds, the thought
strikes me as to whether the people
will as of old, with all the demands
made upon them, answer our appeal
and help to maintain the institution
that is fighting in the never-ending
battle with disease and death, in its
endeavor to save the stricken little
ones in the child-life of Ontario.
Last year there were 394 in-patients
from 210 places outside of Toronto,
and in the past twenty years there
have been 7,000 from places in the
Province other than Toronto.

It costs us $2.34 per patient per day
for maintenance. The municipalities
pay for patients. $1 per patient per
day; the Government allows 20 cents
per patient |[per day; so, deducting
$1.20 from $2.34, it leaves the Hospital
with $1.14 to pay out of subscriptions
it receives from the people of Toronto
and the Province.

Although ow-
ing to  the scarcity of tonnage,
rates have risen rapidly since Sep-
tember, five vessels have cleared from
Montreal for a French port during
the past ten days, the. charter par-
ties averaging 28 cents per 100 1bs.
on oats and $8.00 on hay, a saving
of close on 50 per cents on current
commercial rates. In addition to this
the C.P.R. has made no charge for
use of its docks by  the chartered
vessels and has warehous_ed every-
thing free—being helped in this re-
spect by the Allan line, which also
placed portions of its sheds at the
disposal of the government.

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THE SITUATION.

Once more it 'is said the Germans
will attempt to reach Calais, although
death nad destruction have attended
all their ferocious efforts for a month
past to secure a footing on the Eng-
lish Channel. The strategy behind
this effort is obvious. Knowing full
well the reserve force which Britain is
bringing into the war, the Germans
are making a tremendous effort to
make it as hazardous as possible for
the transport of troops from England
to French ports. “Give me command
of the English Channel for six hours,”
said Napoleon, "and 1 will rule the
world.” The Germans to-day are not
even in Napoleon’s position, because
they have not got the Channel ports,
and it is not likely that they will get
them. Possession of Calais, Dunkirk,
and even Havre, is not possession of
of the English Channel “or the
Straits of Dover, by any means, but
with air craft and submarines avail-
able, thé strategic advantage would
prove far greater than in Napoleon’s
day. There seems little reason to
doubt that on the failure of the enemy
to reach his present objective there
will be scant outlook for the achieve-
ment of success in any other part of
France by the “Kaiser’s army. Thus
it is that the ‘recent battle has been
one borne of desperation, and the re-
sistance offered by the British was the
inspiration to Sir John French when
he penned that remarkable tribute to
the sons of the Empire.

It is now frankly admitted that the
alleged victory of the Russians was
one conjured up by the newspaper
and even Havre, is not possession
membered, are working under difficul-
ties and at long range from the scene
of the actual fighting. In Petrograd
military circles the situation is regard-
ed as of extraordinary and unprece-
dented impoftance.

BRITAIN’S FINANCIAL
STRENGTH

Too little attention has been paid
on this side cf the water to the very
favorable speech imade a 1ew days
ago by Chancellor Lloyd George. The
brief cable despatches show that 2
war loan of $1,750,000,000 has been
over-subscribed by more than . 100,-
000 persons; that this fcllows former
short time berrowings of $450,000,000,
that the Bank of England has dis-
counted $600,000,000 of bills, and that
there are now $180,000,000 of new
currency bills out, while the Bank of
England has at the present time $427-
000,000 of gold reserve, or more than
twice as much as it had a year ago. In
brief, Lloyd George shows that the
nation’s credit has come through the
crisis and emerged in a sounder con-
dition than at any time in its his-
tory.

It is indeed a remarl\able tribute to
the strength and scundness of British
tinancial and commercial institutions
to be able to state that four months
after the war has broken out that con-
citions are almost normal, that the
country has recovered from its first
shock and that the bznks are in a
position to meet not only the com-
mercial demands of th: country, but
the war demands as well. In this
connection it is interesting to note
that the various joint-stock banks are
making larger current loans now than
they were making in July, while the
Bank of England shows “other secur-
ities” of $550,000,000 against $135,-
000,000 last year, and “private de-
posits” amounting to $780,000,000,
against $200,000,000 last year. In
brief, Chancellor Lloyd George claims
that the British banking position is
relatively very strong.

In contrast to this, it is interesting
to note the German reports.

Private messages also have been
received confirming the report, and
those commercial houses receiving
such messages usually are kept well
informed on what is transpiring at
sea. They have ordered all their
steamships to remain in port.

- Therefore shipping along the South
Amencan coast is practically at a
standstill until the expected naval
battle has been fought. Warnings
kave been issued to all 'mariners that
travel at sea is dangerous, these or-
ders aﬂectmg the vessels flying the
flags of the'nations at war. There
are comparatively few other vessels.

BERLIN OFFICIAL

BERLIN, Dec. 1.—Via London.—
The following otficial announcement
was given out in Berlin to-day:
“There is no news to hand from the
western arena of the war, In East
Prussia and in douthern Foland, it
'was generally quiet “yesterday. In
Northern Poland, ffsouth of the Vis-
tula, our war booty was increased
still further as a result of the success-
es announced yesterday. The num-
ber of prisoners taken by us has been
increased by about 9,500 men and we
have taken 19 more cannom, In ad-
dition 26 machine guns and numerous
ammunition carts fell into our hands.
