Why the Certificate is so Important
Unregistered persons cannot lawfully 
purchase transportation tickets, and 
may find themselves barred from travel­
ling on railroads, steamboats, etc. 
Similarly they may be denied board > 

and lodging at any hotel, restaurant, 
public house or boarding house.

In a word—All persons remaining 
unregistered and all persons having 
dealings with unregistered persons, 
knowing them to be such, incur heavy 

enalties under the law.

For failure to register a maximum fine 
of $100 and One month’s imprisonment 
is provided, also an added penalty of 
$10 for each day the penon remains 
unregistered after June 22nd.
Persons remaining unregistered cannot 
lawfully be employed, and cannot draw 
wages for work done after June 22nd. 
Employers who keep unregistered per­
sons in their employ will be liable for 
fines equal in amount to those re­
coverable from the unregistered em­
ployees.

Erect on Runners Island—The Po­
litical Namesakes. *

In respect to the revival of ship­
building along the shores of the Cobe- 
quid Bay, some remarkable feats are 
told, but the feats in that respect in 
connection with that shore are no 
greater, if as great as they were more 
than a half century ago;

We recall that the late James Mc­
Culloch of Debert River, Colchester 
County, uncle of Conductor Hugh 
McDorman of the C.G.R., New Glas­
gow, and Mr. James McDorman, of 
the same road, Truro, built two schoon 
ere, in his mill yard, at the first nam­
ed place. They were built on runners, 
and drawn by oxen, three miles to 
Masstown where they were launched 
into the Bay waters. The names of 
the crafts were the Curlew, and the 
Brooks, and one of Mr. McCulloch’s, 
sons, George, was lost when the Brooks 
was wrecked on a voyage from Boston 
to Masstown. • .

It was about the time of the America 
war, and the vessel used to carry tour 
from Boston, to Nova Scotia, which 
sold for fourteen dollars a barrel.

About the same time two schooners, 
were built by Hefller Bros, at the head 
of Bedford Basin, and were named 
one the Dr. Charles Tupper, and the 
other the Joseph Howe, after the two 
great political leaders of that day, 
and if their voyages were attended by 
as big tempests as Tupper and Howe, 
used to stir up in the provincial build­
ing in Halifax, in dali ate they had a 
rough career of it.

THE LEGAL APPLE BARREL The Rhodes-Curry property in Sydy 
ney has been acquired by the Sydne- 
Milling Company, a new $60,000 cor­
poration, which will start operating 

flour mill by about July 1 In­
cluded in the plans of the company 
is the erection of a 50,000 bushel ele­
vator. Thq flour mill will have a 
capacity of 150 barrels dally when 
complete, but there will also be quip- 
ment to produce 300 barrels of corn- 
meal, 40 to 50 tons of feed, and mac­
hinery for making crimped and flak­
ed oats, oatmeal and other cereals.

The act calls for a barrel with inside 
measurements as follows,—26 inches 
in length between heads and 17 and 
one eight inches measurement inside 
the head. Some coopers had cut 
heads with a diameter of 17 and one- 
eight inches not allowing for the croze.

It will be necessary for coopers to 
cut their stock about as follows;—

LOAFERS IN NEW YORK STATE 
EVEN GENTEEL LOAFERS ^ 
WITH INCOMES MUST 
WORK OR GO TO JAIL.

Albany, May 22—Gov, Whitman 
announced today that on June 1 he 
would issue a proclamation putting 
into effect the Robinson Anti-Loafer 
Law, which hits the wealthy id.r and 
the tattered ne’er-do-well alike.

“In these times of war and supreme 
sacrifice by our people” said the Gov­
ernor, “there is no place for the slack­
er or the idle, rich or poor. The peo­
ple of the State have responded nobly 
to the demands of the war and of 
the essential industries.
