Loodon, March 27,-Teetotalers have
been roughly shocked by the publica-
tion of the Government analysis of
so-called temperance Ariuks, which
shows ap astonishing  precentage of
alcoliol i certain favorite teetotal
beverages. The liquor lows wake
drinks containing more than 2 per
cent, ol alcohol taxable as intoxicants,
but of 4,147 samples of temperance
Arinks tested in the last lour years no
fewer than 3,008 excesded the limit,

In a majority of cases the excess was
alight, but {n several of the samples
as much a8 B per cent, of alcohol was
found, while in a few nine or ten per
cent, was revealed, Ove sample of a
mysterioun decoction called dandelion
stout contalned 12 3 per cent,

The chiel offending drinks were
ginger beer and herb beer. Many
namples of these were found to be as
intoxicating as claret or hocks, while
others contained as much alcobol as
beer, The temperance advocates were
startled to learn that a child drinking
