The Farmer's Advocate, London, 
Out., for April opens with an article 

! on the month. The season in West— 
1 ern Canada |is, especially in the pen­
insula, is considerably earlier than 
with us. Their wheal is all the im­
portant crop, and the first care of the 
farmers in spring ; here, hut few 
farmers compari lively, look with 
anxiety after the snow has passed 
away to see if it has been well per­
fected, and if the plant is all right. 
But that tlie difference between West­
ern Canada and New Brunswick in 
plagin soil culture is not so great as 
to make the following hints quite 
inapplicable here, when the snow has 
passed away, and the heavy drifts 
over the fences are fast disappearing :

Bun over your wheat-fields with a 
harrow and roller when the ground 
is tit. Try part of a field, if you 
doubt its efficacy, and watch the re­
sults at harvest time. Do not be in a 
hurry to plough up a field if it looks 
thin. Tbe recuperative powers of 
thin, poor, miserable looking pieces 
of fall wheat have astonished us more 
than any c.op we have seen. Sow 
salt and plaster liberally. The Eng­
lish farmers find it profitable to send 
hero and purchase our superphos­
phate. Good seed wheat is scarce, 
reports of different kind are so con­
flicting that we are at a loss to know 
which to recommend as the best 
Most varieties are badly shrunken. 
( Our farmers have the advantage of 
the seed exported by the Govern­
ment.)

Try and raise as much young stock 
as possible this spring. It wo can 
keep infectious diseases from this 
Dominion, we may expect a great 
increase in the prices of all classes of 
stock.

There is a difficulty in procuring 
peas free front hugs this year. Do not 
sow buggy peas if you can procure 
sound ones.

Maple Sugar.

At a time when so much is being 
said of sugar beets i.nd amber sugar 
cane, it will be well for the . farmer 

-whatever experiments he may make 
with either beet nr cane, not to forget 
the staple maple. A writer in the 
Dirigo Rural, giving his experience in 
making maple sugar, says :—

It is surprising to see how the 
facilities for making it and the amount 
tti.^t is made increase with the age of 
the û'tms. Bock y hills and wot 
ravines anJ lands that had better 
never he el caret-' for cultivation, worth 
more for wood and -’’hade without the 
use for sugar, are every vear improv­
ing for making sugar and a.5 an orna­
ment to the farm, besides giV*iog a 
perpetual supply of wood. And it is 
safe to say, that with modern improve 
ments for making, there are hundreds 
of sugaries which, when once set 
firmly a going, will give for a com­
petent man’s day’s work, with a small 
boy, wife or girl to tuck up the fires. 
100 pounds for each day so that if 
they sell for three cents per pound, 
there is a profit, in it. If the season 
is a poor one or a failure, there is no 
loss, as there is so little out-lay ; and 
much of tho product is equal to the 
best honey or refined sugar in market.

It seems lamentable that so many 
poor families as there are without 
sugar seemingly do not know bow 
they might get their sugar when they 
have but little else to do.

Do not let the cattle go tramping all 
over the meadows in search of a bite 
of grass ; it will do both the cattle 
and the meadows more harm than 
good.

Have it well dug and man­
ured for litem. Arrange your flower­
beds, and sow your onions carrot and 
lettuce as soon as possible, lie sure 
and buy good stock, from reliable 
men.

Young Beef.—Taking tho top price 
of beef at 9d. per pound, the Hereford 
which weighed at 2 years and 4 
months (that is, 121 weeks) 140 stone 
or rather more than 9 pounds a week, 
returned in money for the period of 
his life Cs. 9d. per week ; and tho 
Shorthorn did almost as well. They 
bad been sufficiently fatted, hut were 
they fed for profit, and killed a little 
younger, they woqjd have given the 
coder quite as much hoof per week at 
a less cost. Bullocks that are proper­
ly finished off, and their flesh made 
firm instead of flabby, can hardly ho 
killed too young. They gain more 
per week and pay the feeder better 
when killed under instead of over 2 
years old. And the same general 
rule applies to mutton. Young 
mutton, like young beef, pays best.

Potato Water in Requisition.— 
Potato water, or water in which 
potatoes have been boiled, is now 
recommended in various quarters as 
not only an effective, but an immedi­
ate remedy for lice on cows and oilier 
cattle, also for licks. The affected 
parts are to he bathed with the potato 
water; one application is generally 
sufficient. This remedy (if remedy it 
proves) has the merit of being ex­
ceedingly simple, easily employed 
and without danger of injury to the 
cattle. J 1

By the common admission of all 
competent to form opinions on the 
matter, remuneiativc meat production 
cannot bo ensured at the present day 
without early maturity and rapid fat­
tening. Young pigs fed from birth 
rapidly, and sent to the pork shops at 
about six weeks old, may be made to 
pay, but tho production of bacon can 
only bo accomplished at a loss. 
Lambs taught to nibble oilcake as 
soon as they will cat anything, and 
kept steadily moving so that they fat­
ten as they grow, may at about ten 
months old be brongbt to heavier 
weights of carcase than our fathers 
used to bring their sheep to after keep­
ing them three or four years. And 
cattle-feeding, to he rendered remun­
erative, must be conducted precisely 
in the same way. The calf must never 
be stinted of food, hut have plenty of 
milk at first, and then milk and meal 
with a littlo oilcake. As he grows 
bigger and devours more of tho 
natural food of the farm, whether it bo 
hay and root pulp or green food, a por­
tion of the milk may lie taken off, or 
skim-milk tbiokened with linseed meal 
or linseed boiled to a mucilage, may 
be substituted for the whole milk, but 
when this is done the allowance of 
oilcake should ho increased. The calf 
should at all times be fed so as to go 
on steadily putting on flesh more and 
more as it grows, never being allowed 
to have a check at any time, but to en­
joy7 one continuous, progressive de­
velopment, with greater aud still 
greater allowances of oilcake or meal, 
tho result of which will be tbe pro­
duction of two year old beef.

Well-breed young steers and heif­
ers, iu short, may be ripened into tol­
erably good maturity at two years old 
if only they are of the right strains of 
blood, for a great deal depends on this. 
Practical men of great experience are 
well aware what astonishing differ­
ences present themselves in the cap­
abilities of animals to lay on flesh ra­
pidly7, and arrive at maturity quickly. 
Of a number of stock picked up indis­
criminately at a fair or market, the 
proportion of “ ne’er do well” ones 
would be large, while others would 
thrive to a wish. Here and there a 
few excellent judges of stock may he 
found capable of picking out the good 
doers from the band at a glance, ere 
their capabilities have been tried. 
But this is a rare gift, and can scarce­
ly he termed a feat ol skill to be ac­
quired, consequently the necessity of 
graziers, who desire to produce two 
year old beef on a large scale, rearing 
their own stock, manifests itself. 
Those who do so can, with the oxer 
cise of ordinary skill, generally man 
ago to rear the right kind of stock ; 
for employing a good pedigree bull 
will alone do a great deal towards ac 
complishing the object in view. ‘A 
hull forms half a herd’ is a proverb 
often quoted in parts of Englan t, and 
the extent to which calves of ordinary 
grade will turn after the sire if he be 
of high pedigree is astonishing.

Dirty Milk Cans.

It may not be generally known that 
cans that are not kept thoroughly 
clean are liable to impart to the milk 
a dangerous fermenlive poison. Very 
recently a case occurred in London 
where a family suffered an attack of 
sickness and purging immediately 
after partaking of the usual morning’s 
milk. A physician was called in who 
traced the causes of the attack to the 
dirty cans from which the milk hail 
been taken. Dr. Muter, in his report 
of the case, says that the milk deliver­
ed to him was in the can in which it 
came, and also a larger amount of the 
same milk whicli had been boiled was 
likewise submitted. From the latter 
ho made a careful search for poisons, 
but with a negative result. Ou open­
ing the can he was struck by the foul 
smell which emanated from it, and on 
putting the milk under the microscope 
he found nothing which indicated 
disease, but noticed some bodies which 
appeared to be fungoid cells. Ho 
then turned his attention to the can 
and found that the smell, although 
'partly communicated to the milk, 
really existed chiefly in that vessel. 
On washing the can he obtained 
decided appearances fungoid growths, 
and some bacteria adhearing to the 
joints, which were entirely fille 1 by a 
mass ofdeeomposing mill constituents. 
He at once concluded that the milk 
had been rendered poisonous by be­
ing placed in this dirty can, and he 
reported accordingly. His conclusion 
is that a poison, probably of a fungoid 
nature, can form in milk vessels when 
they have had the milk hardening in 
them, an|j are only given a slight per­
functory rinse.

Wo think that selling skim milk, or 
milk adulterated with water, is a 
virtue as compared with selling milk 
brought to our doors in dirty cans. 
We are nqtrxin favour of increasing 
the class of"f)ublic officers known as 
inspector^, but a rigid official exami­

nation of tho milk cans brought into 
our cities, made at frequent but ir­
regular periods, wo think, would be 
eminently salutary. Cans on their 
return from tho cities should always 
undergo a thorough scouring and 
scalding before being again filled. It 
is a poor excuse for tho farmer that 
his cans are kept so long on the road 
that ho has no time to clean them. 
They should be bright, and shine both 
inside and outside every time they 
leave the dairy farm —American Dairy 
man.

Manuring7

Says tho Maine Farmer on this sub 
ject, on which too much cannot lie said 
as it is tho substructure of farming :

Thero is no expenditure on n furm, 
so safe as that for manure ; and the 
labor required to increase it is never 
labor lost, at any rate, it llie labor is 
directed by un ordiuruy amount of ag­
ricultural knowledge) and skill. Every 
source of supply should be made avail­
able, and especial care should he taken 
that nothing capable of fertilizing is 
lost.. If the farmer returns to the soil 
as much as he takes off, the farm will 
retain only its original fertility; the 
true farmer is never content with this. 
To add to its fertility, and the amount 
and quality of the crops taken from 
tho soil, is tho aim and ambition of 
ever)7 intelligent husbandman. When 
this is done, his labor is diminished, 
his profits are greater and his farm 
more valuable; nor should the plea­
sure arising from beautiful fields, gol­
den harvests, fine animals and accu­
mulating prosperity ho omitted in 
making up the estimate of the advant. 
ages of successful culture. Manure 
may be a homelyt subject hut on its 
preparations and use, successful agri. 
culture must ever depend.

The preparation of manures invol­
ves care and labor but it is labor that 
pays. The work of preparing a com­
post is much greater than simply 
drawing from the yard the droppings 
of the animals, but it is much more 
economical in tho end, because the 
quantity is so much increased and the 
quality so much improved* The only 
other method that can compare with 
it, and that is not so satisfactory be­
cause there W'ill be more or less waste 
is to spread tbe substances, muck, 
stable litter, leaves, wash of roads, 
leached ashes, &c., over the yard and 
allow them to be fermented there. 
The fundamental principle of tho pre­
paration of manures is that of impre­
gnating the earths used in the process 
with tho soluble salts and the gasses, 
which in the ordinary method of rot­
ting, are wholly or at least partially 
lost to tho farmer. The great busi­
ness of the farmer who aims at profit 
in his business, should ho to convert 
useioss into useful matter ; to change 
dead, putrid substances into organic 
matter, into corn, grain and roots ; 
into meat, milk and wool ;—into all 
the products of -tho farm-into the 
means of wealth and rational happi­
ness.

True and False Economy.

The practice of economy is essential 
at all times hut there has rarely been 
a time when thero was greater need 
of it than now. The lower price of 
farm products aud tho difficulty with 
which remunerating sales are made, 
all indicate that the farmer should ex­
ercise groat prudence in the manage­
ment of his affairs, and give special 
attention to his income and expendi­
tures. This is especially the case 
with those who are in debt, or who 
having little in advance, are depend­
ent on the annual proceeds of the farm 
and their labor for their support. 
There are those in qyery community 
whom the pressure &£ the times, the 
prices of living or the scarcity of 
money hardly over reaches. They 
are those who subsist on the fees of 
office or on the interest of their ac­
cumulations. Lessons of economy 
are not necessary to such.

But while we would enjoin the 
strictest economy in ail our expendi­
tures, wo would by no means narrow 
the broad distance between economy 
and parsimony ; between prudence 
and covetousness, if reform in ex­
penditures is necessary, the farmer 
should see that it falls on those things 
which are tho least essential to his 
present and future prosperity. It 
would be downright foolishness to 
commence a system or curtailment by 
dispensing with any of the necessary 
implements of the farm, the absolute 
need of which would produce the evil 
which he seeks to avoid. .Equally 
erroneous would it bo ior retrench­
ment to fall on any of those things 
necessary to inform and improve tho 
mind, and thus promote the intelli­
gence, respectability and consequent 
happiness of the farmer and his fami­
ly. Bettor would it bo to dispense 
with a new coat, and nyike the old one 
last another year, than to part with 
the moans of instruction ; to forego 
the luxuries of tho table than to starve 
and dwarf the mind,

The importance of this particular 
point cannot be too strongly urged 
or too frequently enforced upon the 
mind of the farmer, or the truth too 
frequently impressed, that economy, 
or rather parsimony in this direction, 
is a serious crime and the means of 
inflicting untold and irreparable in­
jury. It is not in this, nor in similar 
things that economy should be begun, 
but every farmer when tempted to 
purchase anything, should first ask 
himsolf tho question, if it is necessary 
for him to have it, and not purchase 
it until this query is fully and satis­
factorily answered. Then make it a 
rule to pay in advance for everything 
that is purchased, for this is one of 
the most important of all tho aids to 
the practice of true economy. A far­
mer who is in the habit of paying 
down for his purchases, of course, has 
almost unlimited credit, if he chooses 
to make use of it, and thousands have 
been wrecked and ruined by having 
such excellent credit.—A/dme Farmer.

Farm Yard Manure.

The following extract, from a lec­
ture (reported in the North British 
Agriculturist,( on Farm Yard Manure 
delivered before a body of English 
farmers, is worth attention :—

The value of any sample of farm­
yard manure depended greatly on the 
manner in which it had been kept. 
If exposed to rain, as was unfortunate­
ly to much tho case in this country, it 
very rapidly deteriorated—ammonia 
escaped into the air, and potash and 
phosphoric acid were washed out of it. 
The commmon practices of storing it 
in a corner of a field, and of leaving it 
to bo trodden in open courts, were 
both wasteful, aud should be abandon­
ed. Careful experiments made by 
Voelcker and others showed that the 
best mode of storing farmyard man ■ 
are, was to put it in1 water-tight pits 
protected from rain, but watered oc­
casionally to prevent its becoming too 
dry. Thq liquid manure was thus 
preserved; and might ho pumped up 
over the heap from lime to time. It 
had been shown that manure so treat­
ed Was nearly twice as valuable as 
that which had been for mouths ex­
posed to the weather. Various sub­
stances were sometimes added to man- 
aro heaps, with a view of fixing thoir 
ammonia, such as tho mineral acids, 
gypsum, charcoal, aud lime ; but in a 
well made, piled, and covered heap, 
these were not much required. Con­
trary to expectation, it was found that 
lime had a very good effect in pre­
venting waste of ammonia in a man­
ure heap, but to bo of any value it had 
to be added only to fresh manure. 
The application of lime to rotted man­
ure was attended with great loss >f 
ammonia.

Much discussion had taken place as 
to the best mode of applying farm­
yard manure. Itwis a wide question 
and could not be answered in a single 
sentence. Much depended on the 
condition of tho manure, the kind of 
land, and the season of the year. On 
stiff land, it should bo carted on the 
land when fresh ; and after being al­
lowed to lie there for some lime till 
some of the soluble matter had been 
washed into the soil, it should be 
ploughed in, so as to loosen the soil 
and promote weathering. If this were 
done in autumn, there need be no fear 
of any loss from ordinary rain ; a stiff 
retentive soil would retain all it ab­
sorbed. On light land thero would 
be a great risk of loss if this method 
were adopted, on account of the feeb­
ler absorptive power of tho soil.— 
Well rotted dung was host suited for 
it, and it should bo applied near the 
time of sowing; and, if tho weather 
were warm and dry, it should bo at 
once ploughed in to prevent loss of 
ammonia. In cold, moist weather, 
fermentation and evaporation were 
checked, and no loss was sustained by- 
leaving it on the land.

Pasture of the best kind will pro­
duce more milk of the best quality 
than any other feed. A quart of 
meal, twice a day, is worth some­
thing in promoting gentleness. Corn 
and oats, ground and mixed in equal 
quantities, make tho most valuable 
meal, and a given quantity of such 
meal is worth more than any other ; 
though barley and meal made in 
“pearling.” and meal from making 
split peas, and shorts and ship-stuff's, 
are hold as of great value to help 
sustain the yield of milk during the 
winter.

Thero are many farmers who have 
extra good butter cows and do not 
know it. They have poor pastures 
in summer, and poor shelter and in­
different feed in winter. In the 
bouse they have no conveniences for 
for making butter, the milk is set 
where thero are no arrangements for 
keeping it cool in summer, and in tho 
living room exposed to the odors of 
the kitchen in winter ; and neither 
the quantity nor tho quality- are auy 
index of what a cow can do,

Poultry Feed.

An exchange says all fowls like 
variety in food, so bread, dry, or soak­
ed to be soft and pulpy, or bread and 
meal and cracked corn together, or 
potatoes mashed up with all or either 
are ready market on their feeding 
ground. Above all, every fowl loves 
moat, raw or cooked—raw best. If 
you live near a city or large town, it 
is easy to get to tbe butcher’s raw- 
bone scraps. Mash this up with a 
heavy stone-sledge, on a sawtd-otf 
block of hard wood, and chop up the 
mashed mess fine^with a hatchet. 
This is the cheapest food out, if you 
except scraps. Poultry relish tine- 
pounded raw bones better. It is egg 
food and shell material for laying 
fowls. It may be given quite largely 
with plenty of other food, though 
scraps are above all available for those 
distant from large marts, and can be 
reached by all. Chop or pound them 
fine and soak ; or soak them and then 
chop fine; or chop and pound tine and 
feed dty. Either way will do, as they 
like tho change. But above all, about 
young ducks, remember that soft food 
is their delight. It rejoices their 
souls to muddle it around after it is in 
a thick soap-like liquid. “It’s their 
nature, too.” Boiled potatoes are the 
one thing that leaveneth the lump to 
thoir bean’s content. They live by 
the shifting and search which they 
give to the mudhoio and tho pool, and 
the soft food they there find. So give 
thorn soft food—meal and bread soak­
ed in a little milk or tho water in 
which moats have been boiled, and 
the sundries of the swill-tub. Plain 
stale bread, mpal aud water mixed 
with boiled potatoes, will in either 
state meet with welcome. Another 
whim about young ducks, that they 
must not bo allowed a bath until some 
weeks old. This is a mistake. It is 
needed best until they get strength 
and growth of some weeks ; not let 
them wander around loose after it or 
to tramp with their mother duck or 
old hen through tho wet grass. But 
in the little pon, to which at first they 
should be confined, a sunken shallow 
pan or basin, or any reservoir out ol 
which they can readily climb, will bo 
their delight.

How the Body is Built tip.

The muscle and fal of the body, 
remarks the Journal of Chcmistrv, 
are derived from the food, and ani­
mal heat is evolved from their com­
bustion or their combinati m with the 
oxygen admitted by tho lungs. When 
the muscles u7*o inactive, slow com­
bustion goes on ; and for every grain 
of carbon bnrncd, a perfectly definite 
amount of heat is produced. When 
the muscles contract, the combustion 
is quickened, and the additional heat 
is liberated in the muscles themselves. 
If external work be done, as in lift­
ing a weight or hammering a nail, 
the heat is no longer developed in tbe 
body, but transferred to the weight 
lifted or the raised hammer, and is 
liberated when the fall, and tho heat 
thus liberated is exactly equal to the 
combustion inside the body, Thus 
tho body is an apparatus efficient be­
yond all others in transforming and 
distributing the energy with which it 
is supplied, but it possesses no crea­
tive power. A man weighing 150 
pounds, by the consumption of a 
single grain of carbon can lift his 
body to the height of eight feet, and 
by the consumption of two ounces, 
four drachms, twenty grains, to a 
height of ton thousand feet. Mayer 
mountains, against Liebig and others 
that the muscles in the main play the 
part of machinery, converting fat 
into the motive power of the organ­
ism. He saw that neither nerves 
nor brain pussessed the energy neces­
sary to animal motion, and believed 
they held fast or let loose muscular 
energy as an engineer, by tho motion 
of his fingure in opening or closing a 
valve, liberates and controls the 
mechanical energy of a steam engine. 
These views are now quite generally 
accepted by scientific mon.

Potato Culture.

Tho soil acknowledged as best ad­
apted to the requirements of the po­
tato-plant is a sandy loam, neither 
too wet nor yet too dry ; heavy soils 
induce a watery insipidity of flavor, 
and render a dry, mealy product im­
possible. A lich, fresh sod yields 
probably tho host-flavored potatoes 
and those less liable to disease. A 
calcareous soil produces good tubers 
and generally a sure crop, though if 
there is Iitttle lime present it should 
bo added.

Salt, ashes and gypsum are excel­
lent fertilizers, and have boon known 
to produce on some lands astonishing 
results. A dressing of salt and un­
leached ashes applied in tho growing 
season acts not only as a fertilizer 
but is a preventive of tho grub 
prevalent in richly-manured lands. 
Bone-dust also greatly benefits a 
potato soil. Fresh barnyard manures

are not advised. They are liable to 
affect the flavor of the potatoes 
and induce a luxuriant growth of 
tops at the expense of the tubers, 
which in consequence become an easy 
prey to blight. When necessary to 
apply manure it is recommended 
that it be scattered broadcast and 
plowed in.

The relative merits of whole or cut 
potatoes for seed agitates the agri­
cultural world each recurring season. 
Botli systems find advocates among 
successful growers. This fact proves 
that it is of little consequence which 
mode is followed, other things being 
equal, The general rule arising from 
conflicting experiences and thoir res­
pective results is : Select for seed 
none but tho best, and when the 
tuber is cut leave bulk enough to in­
sure sufficient sustenance to the .young 
plant.

Tho distance apart of both bills 
and drills depends on the character 
of the land and variety of potato 
planted ; some sorts grow much larger 
tops than others. Thorough culti­
vation during the early season is im­
perative. The young tubers require 
a suitable bed to swell in, and become 
irregular and fail to attain the desir­
ed size when they have to struggle 
with hard ground.

After the vines begin to bloom, 
when the potatoes are forming and 
near the surface, cultivation should 
cease) beyond pulling out auy weeds 
that may make appearance.—N. Y. 
World.

the vigorous parts and as late as pos 
sibleon the feeble parts except always, 
any shoots which may be too vigor 
ous for their position. (6). Lay in 
the strong shoots on the trellis early, 
and leave tho feeble parts loose as 
long as possible in espalier trees.

Second. The sap acts with greater 
force, and produces more vigorous 
growth on a branch or shoot pruned 
short than on one pruned long; hence 
the practice of pruning short where 
wood branches are desired, and long 
for fruit branches.

Third. The sap tending always to 
the extremities of the shoots, causes 
the terminal bud to push with greater 
vigor than the laterals.

Fourth. The more tho sap is ob 
structed in its circulation, the more 
likely it will be to produce fruit buds.

Fifth. The leaves serve to prepare 
the sap absorbed by the roots for the 
nourishment of the tree, and aid the 
formation of buds on the shoots. All 
trees, therefore, deprived of their 
leaves, are liable to perish.

Sixth. When the buds of any shoot 
or branch do not develop before the 
age of two years, they can only be 
forced into activity by close pruning, 
and in sumo cases, notably the peach, 
this oven will often fail.

Treatmont of Grapes to Avoid Rot.

In grape culture all sorts of soils 
and exposures arc not equally good 
in spite of the fact that the grape will 
fruit almost everywhere. 1. Strong 
clay soil is worth a little ; 2. Marshy 
or low-lying laud is worth still less; 
3. Loamy soils yield well, but not 
giving a sweet grape, are worth littlo 
more for wine making purposes ; 4. 
Exposure toward the north, north­
east, northwest and west, should lie 
considered out of the question ; 5. 
Even the best of drainage is not us 
good as a soil naturally propitious, 
and should also ho avoided. The land 
and exposures above indicated should 
never he taken if others can be hud, 
as the result cannot fail to he bad in 
respect to quality and quantity of crop 
the rot of the grape, and the produc­
tion of a wine of little value.

Vineyards should he planted in the 
following positions iu the orders 
named : 1. Looking toward tho south 
2. Toward the southeast ; 3. Toward 
the east (but southwest as little as 
possible); 4. The ground should ho 
level, il dry, and not retentive of mois­
ture. To make first class wine the 
soil must ho dry, eilhorstony orsaudy 
and as deep as possible.

But how to plant well is the ques­
tion. To use the plow is more or 
less had—always bad. 1 say take 
tho spado. I am told it is impossible 
— too long a id hard a task, ridiculous I 
This is because the process has not 
been taught or tried. When one 
knows how to use the spade, it is very 
simple aud not hard—much more 
rapid and less costly than could be 
thought. Au acre dug to a depth of 
20 to 24 inches costs little relatively ; 
the vines find ample support in a soil 
thus worked, and the grapes will not 
rot.

This, however, is not our only way 
of fighting the grape rot. Tho soil 
should ho thoroughly worked in 
spring with a spade, followed by four 
or five hoeings in the summer, whether 
thero are weeds or not, in order, to 
keep tho ground constantly stirred, 
and a path should be made in each 
row to work from, so as never to stop 
on tho soil itself. All cultivation and 
other manipulations should bo done 
in fine weather and when the land is 
dry. Keep tho ground worked always 
as deep as possible with tho hoe; it 
will thus remain cool, tho vines will 
grow wonderfully, and tho fruit or tho 
wine will be of first quality.

Principles of Pruning.

Barry, in his “ First Garden,” rests 
the theory of the pruning of fruit 
trees on six general principles :

First. The vigor of a tree subjected 
to pruning depends in a great measure 
on the equal distribution of sap in all 
its branches. To accomplish this tho 
following means are devised to bo sue 
cessively employed : (1). Prune the 
blanches of the most vigorous parts 
very short, and those of the weak 
parts long. (2). Leave a large quan­
tity of fruit on the strong part, and re­
move tho whole or greater part, from 
the feeble. (3). Bond tho strong 
parts and keep tho weak erect, as the 
more erect tho branches are, the great­
er will bo the flow of sap to the grow 
ing parts. This remedy is especially 
applied to espalier trees. (4). Re­
move from the vigorous parts the 
superfluous shoots as early in the sea­
son as possible. (5). Pinch early 
the soft extremities of the shoots on

boun inserted.

Hiving Bees Without Swarming.

We have tried a new plan of man. 
agingour apiary this season. In the 
burning of our house last winter, w< 
were unlortuuate in losing all but « 
few colonies. There were a few lefi 
out doors in chaff hives. Whet 
swarming time came it was scarce!} 
possible to watch them, owing to the 
press of work, so we determined U 
try the expediency of dividing the 
colonies instead of permitting then 
to swarm naturally. As soon as the 
queen colls were nearly ready for the 
new queens to come out, we placed t 
new hive beside the old one, and lift 
iug out first a frame with at least two 
queen cells in it with plenty of brood 
placed it in the new hive, follower 
up the work until one-half of the 
flames ‘of honey aud brood were 
transferred, being careful to leave the 
old queen iu the old hive. Then fill 
ing the empty spaces in each hive 
witn new frames, the new hives were 
placed on the stand and the old onei 
removed to a new place. In a fevt 
days both colonies were at wort 
nicely. Old apiarists have practices 
this plan more or less for years, bu: 
this was my first experience. With
hut low colonies to look after_toe
tew to pay lor the trouble of constam 
watching during swarming season— 
this seems to work admirably, A 
any rate, it is much less trouble, and 
all the colonies we divided last sum- 
mer have done well and given a fair 
amount of surplus honey. Of course 
this is done where some kind of frame 
hive is used. Wo use the Langstroth 
ten frame hive with a second story 
above the brood chamber for surplui 
honey. With me the question of the 
superiority of the Italian over the 
black lice, is settled conclusively 
They are more pleasant to handle 
better workers, and under the same 
conditions will gather more honey.— 
Husbandman.

Tomatoes.

When an early7 crop of tomatoes is 
desired, set out the plants in a light, 
sandy loam, not too dry nor yet too 
rich. Prepare the land by thorough­
ly plowing, harrowing and rolling. 
Sot the plants in rows laid four feet 
apart, and allow about the same 
distance between plants.

Water the plants previous to trans­
planting, so that they may be set 
with considerable wot earth adhearing 
to them ; a shovelful of finely-pulver­
ized and well-rotted manure, applied 
in each hill at tho time of planting, 
will greatly accelerate the growth of 
the crop. Cultivate with the hoe until 
the vines cover the ground.

To hasten the maturity of the first 
fruit Iliât sots, pinch off tho extremi­
ties of the tops, and all the secondary 
shoots which afterwards appear above 
the flowers.

On suitable soil, with ordinary care­
ful cultivation, one aero of land will 
yield about four hundred bushels of 
tomatoes. In small gardens, where 
space is limited, a greater quantity of 
fruit can bo obtained by elevating the 
branches of the plant from the ground 
with brush or on frames made for the 
purpose. But for market on a large 
scale this extra labor is not advised. 
—Ex.

NEWS ITEMS.

An Ohio cow last week broke a man’s neck 
by a kick.

Since paper napkins were introduced by a 
manufacturing firm in Wisconsin, a year ago, 
one Boston firm alone has sold 250,000 of 
them.

The Dominion Rifle Association have 
chosen the 12th of September as the day for 
the openingof their annual meeting at Rideau 
Range.

The net profits divided by the eight part­
ners in Bass & Co.'s brewery, at Burtcn-on- 
Trent, England, last vear.amounted to $2,- 
100,000.

Mrs. Hoyt, wife of the convicted Bridge­
port fratricide, says that he wanted her to sit 
at his side at the trial and pretend to weep, 
so as to affect the jury.

Nearly 11.000 tins of preserved salmon, 
lobsters and bet-f have been ordered to be 
destroyed by the Liverpool, England Magi­
strates as unfit for food.

Judge Schafer of Lucerne, in Switzerland, 
has just been condemned by the court of 
which he was formerly a member to four 
years’ imprisonment for embezzlement of 
public money.

A telegram from Sydney says that every­
thin.- will be ready for the opening of the 
International Exhibition on the 1st Septem­
ber. The building has been “ designed on a 
scale of great magnificence.”

Of the inmates of the Iowa insane asylums 
ninety-two (including twenty-one women) 
have gone mad through intemperance, and 
120 (including forty-nine women) owe their 
insanity to religious excitement.

The International Rifle Association of the 
United States have extended an invitation, 
through Adjutant-General Powell, to the 
Canadian forces generally, as well as to the 
Provincial Rifle Association, to attend the 
annual prize meeting at Creedmoor in Sep­
tember next.

A fine specimen of the Irish was heard in 
the House of Commons the other day. Mr. 
O'Conor Power, in the discussion upon the 
Chancellor of the Exchequer’s resolution, 
said, “ Since the Government had let the 
cat out of the bug there was nothing to be 
done but to take the bull by the horns.’’

Australia, Tasmania, and New Zealand 
have an area of 3,114,301 square miles, and 
a combined population of 2,515,371. Their 
imports are annually $240,000,000, nearly 
half those of the United States ; their exports 
are nearly as much. It will be seen that a 
large field is open to Canada to secure a good 
portion of this trade.

In the House of Commons on Tuesday 
night, Major O’Gorman asked the Secertary 
of State for the Home Department whether 
it was his intention to recommend t^fi. re­
lease of Sir Roger D. Tichburne, or at least 
the reduction of his punishment. Mr. Cross 
replied : No, Sir ; I have no intention of 
doing anything of the sort.

A Maine paper relates that an Ellsworth 
man visited one of the logging camps, and on 
leaving forgot his mittens. He did not miss 
them until a mile away. He wrote a note 
and gave it to his dog, with instructions to 
go back to the camp and give it to the cook, 
which he did, and returned in a very short 
time with the mittens in his mouth.

In Leipsic 14 out of every 1,000 dwelling 
places are in cellars, and 104 higher than the 
third story. In Berlin the corresponding 
numbers are 108 and 83 ; in Hamburg, 58 and 
38; in Dresden, 38 and 183: while Pestb, 
notwithstanding its almost annual inundation 
has 108 families in its cellars, and 5 only of 
every 1,000 above the third story.

Dr. Newman, the new English Cardinal, 
plays on the violin and violoncello with ex­
quisite tasto and skill. The symphonses of 
Beethoven are his evenings’ delight. On be­
ing [challenged by an eminent Methodist 
divine to discuss the merits of their faiths 
in the Birmingham Town Hall, he declined, 
but said be would “ play the violin against 
him.”

Lord Chelsford has said he had no idea 
what a difficult country Zululand was till he 
got into it. It looks, indeed, like a miniature 
Afghanistan. All along the west side of the 
narrow Amaionga plain rises a steep ridge of 
mountain of from 5,000 to 7,000 feet, sinking 
gradually in the west to a rough and broken 
table land of about 2,000 feet which is again 
bounded toward Transvaal by another range 
of from 5,000 to 7,000 feet.

From sunflower seeds is expressed a pala­
table, clear and flavorless oil, the demand 
for which in Russia is very great. It is ex­
ported from St. Petersburg at about $52 per 
gross ton, and is said to be extensivelv 
used, like cotton seed oil, after purifying, for 
adulterating olive or salad oil. A consider­
able quantity is grown in Russia for oil pres­
sing ; the plant being largely cultivated in 
Kiels and Podalia, also eastward on the 
black soil lands, the stalks being used for 
fuel.

Queen Victoria is reported to have taken 
leave of the Prince Imperial with almost 
maternal solicitude. When he appeared she 
received him with touching kindness, thank­
ing him in a tremulous voice for his interest 
in England and its army. During the inter­
view the Prince sat upon the sofa, to which 
the Queen had drawn him, and as he was 
leaving the room she took from her own fin­
ger a ring which she placed upon his, bidding 
him wear it as a mark of her grateful regard. 
The Prince is said to have been visibly 
effected by this kindness.

Miss Rye has just returned from Canada, 
having placed most successfully all her child­
ren who accompanied her on the last voyage. 
During his recent tour in America, Dean 
Stanley, accompanied by a number of friends 
visited the homo at Niagara, and was great! v 
pleased at the appearance of the children and 
the nature of the work carried on. Miss Rye 
intends to start again for Canada early in the 
spring, and will be glad to hear of suitable 
cases of poor little girls between the ages of 
five and twelve years who need homes, and 
the opportunity of making a fair start in lift». 
Miss Rye's London address is Avenue House 
Peckham.

The wife of farmer Henderson, of Pouch- 
keepsie, took the bull by the horns on Tues­
day last. Her son had been attacked in the 
barnyard and thrown high in the air. Down 
came the boy on the roof of the shed, and as 
he was sliding down towards the yard where 
the bull was waiting for him father appeared 
upon the scene with a pitchfork. He under­
took to drive the infuriated animal into 
the stable and was himself cornered. At 
this moment Mrs Henderson having heard 
the alarm, entered the yard, and seizing a 
four-lined pitchfork, charged the bull with 
such impetuosity that he beat a hasty re-

The Suez Canal cost 472,021,790 francs. 
The stock of the Company co hi prases 400,000 
shares at 500 francs each. These shares are 
sold as low ns 100 francs each. At the open­
ing of the canal they had advanced to only 
30Ô francs. They are now quoted at 717 
francs, and are probably worth more. The 
British Government paid about 568 francs. 
The number of shares bought in 1875 bv 
Lord Beaconsiield at this price was 176,602. 
The balance of the stock is held by a large 
number of persons, mostly Frenchmen. The 
revenues have risen to over 30,000,000 francs, 
while the expenses are but little more than 
17,000,000 francs; and while the income is 
steadily increasing the expenses are either 
decreasing or stationary. The saving of dis­
tance to vessels going'to the East Indies is 
almost 5,000 miles.

The financial outlook in England is very 
gloomy, to say the best of it. It is rather 
significant that even the most cautious news­
paper articles on the subject give as chief 
ground of hopefulness the fact that the 
country has every reason to expect great 
disaster, and that disasters rarely come when 
expected, and when the commercial com­
munity is prepared for them. That is hoping 
against hope with a vengeance. The Pall 
Mall Gazette of the 21st alt. observes, for ex­
ample, that tiie aspect presented during the 
past vffeek in Lombard street has been such 
as to remind one of occasions preceding great 
disasters in the past ; that institutions of 
high standing are distrusted ; that trade is 
notoriously distressed ; that the Eastern trade 
has been in a state of collapse fur years ; 
but that it should be borne in mind that 
disasters that do happen are rarely foreseen. 
There is not much comfort to be got out of 
(hat style of reasoning.—Spectator*

Early Amber Sagar Cane.

* Sir,—The following important practical 
information communicated by Mr. E. T. l eas 
to the Prairie Farmer as to the proper time 
for the planting of the above cane, is worth 
considering by intending growers in this 
County before planting their seed :—

“ Many farmers seem in a hurry to sow 
their cane seed, but my experience is it is 
better to make haste slowly. I have known 
amber planted in this neighborhood June 
20th, that worked up the first week in Sep­
tember, sufficiently ripe for the production 
of the best syrup. Last spring two of my 
neighbors planted cane seed the last of April 
in adjoining fields. One planted early amber- 
and the other Liberian. The latter did not 
vegetate, and after waiting about a month 
for the seed to grow, the farmer plowed his 
land again and planted early amber. In Sep­
tember when the cane was cut, there was no 
perceptible difference in the ripeness of the 
two lots. Cane seed will not grow until the 
ground has become warm, and the seed 
should not be put in until the corn-planting.”

The article promised two weeks ago, (the 
appearance of which was prevented by cir­
cumstances over which I had no control) 
may be looked for in the next number of the 
Agriculturist.

The Last Opposition Move.

.There was something stirring in the minds 
of the opposition and their friends at the 
close of last week that appeared to afford 
them malicious comfort. Some were heard 
to say, with silent reference to the result or 
no result of the debate on the budget (during 
which everything that bore the appearance 
of iniquity (political), it might have been 
supposed, had been dragged to light, to 
shame the administration) with a meaning 
smile, and a slight ironical emphasis on the 
last words, “ the government is safe now.” 
In the beginning of the week (and so early, 
that, in some the eagerness to begin the fray 
must have prevented their minds attaining 
the fit devotional frame) it was evident that 
the opposition meant mischief. Something 
damning to the government had been dis­
covered in the transactions connected with 
the Chatham Branch Railway ; somebody 
had put the leader of the- opposition (who, 
notwithstanding his intense study of all the 
ins and the outs, of that episode in provincial 
political history had failed to seize the point 
that told most against the powers that be) up 
to a wrinkle, given him some special informa­
tion that would effectually do for the govern­
ment, and give the meritorious opposition 
their long wished for reward.

On Monday forenoon Mr. Blair arose and 
put his case before the House, reading and 
commenting on several papers, the chief of 
which, the bill in equity, he had read and 
extensively commented on in the budget de­
bate. Nothing new, nothing “ to send a 
thrill ” through the House did he disclose ; 
his chief aim being to put the government 
in the most unfavorable light before the 
country as using their power to vent personal 
grudges ; to show that, in stepping in as they 
did to stop the sale of the railway, they were 
not acting out of concern for the public 
interest, but merely to give force to the 
political and personal antipathies entertained 
by them, the Surveyor-General, especially, 
towards Mr. Snowball who held the mortgage 
on the road, and who was on the eve of 
entering into a hot political contest in North 
umberlaud. Being an able counsel, and ac­
customed to make something out of the 
shadiest of cases, his speech seemed effec­
tive as long as the sound of his voice was 
heard, and until the Attorney-General rose, 
and clearly showed that his chief assumption 
was a baseless slander.

After the leaders of the opposition and the 
government had spoken on Monday afternoon, 
it was evident, that, Mr. Blair had failed to 
show any reason why, as regard the Chatham 
Branch Railway they should be condemned ; 
but still there was great uncertainty as to 
the way his resolution of want of confidence 
would be treated in the House. A majority 
of the members might have taken a kink 
against the government, and might vote for 
anything that would have the effect of break­
ing them down. There was much excite­
ment on Monday evening ; private meetings 
and consulations of members were held, 
rumors were rife as to those who were safe 
to go over. Tuesday morning opened brightlv ; 
political change seemed to be in the air ; in 
the offices of the hotels, in stores, at the 
street corners, the fate of the government was 
discussed ; the respective strength of opposi­
tion and government were nicely computed ; 
the members of the new government were 
freely named; even the names of those 
officials whom the new government were 
determined to sacrifice to. their personal and 
political antipathies were handed about. 
Towards noon, there occurred a change in 
the current of rumors and gossip which de­
cidedly set in in favour of the government. 
In the afternoon, when the House met, there 
was no sign that anything unusual was about 
to happen ! the galleries and lobbies were not 
crammed as they are wont to be crammed 
when anything special is about to take place ; 
an uumistakeably tame atmosphere pervaded 
the House ; when the order of the day was 
taken up, the speakers spoke shortly, and 
most unexcitedly ; the speeech of Mr. Elder, 
the chief convert, fell flat, and, though in 
favor of the resolution told in favor of the 
government ; none of the members seemed to 
care to prolong an useless discussion ; a few 
members were out of their seats when the 
Speaker proceeded to put the question, and a 
call of the House had to be made, and when 
the vote was taken, 11 voted for the resolu­
tion and 26 against it ! Only 11 for Mr. Blair 
after all the excitement, the anxieties and 
hopes, the feverish speculations of the pre­
ceding two or three days ! Never has such a 
political “fizzle," never so much ado about 
nothing.

Mr. Blair resolutely and valiantly knocked
his head against a stone wall. It is rather 
difficult to understand his tactics ; why he 
should have elected to found a want of confi­
dence resolution in the Government’s rela­
tions with the Chatham Branch Railway, 
rather than on their general policy, and why, 
since he always contemplated testing the re­
spective strengths of the Government and 
Opposition he did not do it before. If he 
had moved an amendment to the address 
when his charges against the Government 
were fresh, and when the confidence in him 
as a leader was unshaken by check or dis­
comfiture, he would not have defeated the 
Government perhaps, but he would have 
doue better for his party and himself. The 
Opposition are now in a worse position than 
when the House met, and the leader has ex­
pended all his projectiles, Reconstruction, 
Chatham Branch, and Financial Mismanage­
ment have burst, and cannot do service any­
more. Has he any reserve of charges, and, 
if not, how will he carry on the war ?

The 
leader of the Government, t hough the photo- 
tograph, fine as it is, hardly does him justice, 
looks pleasant through the (pictorial) shadows 
on his face ; the leader of the Opposition ap­
pears to have no cares, but wears a pleased 
smile ; Mr. Colter comes out well in his pic­
ture and has a look of capacity ; no one 
viewing Mr. Thompson’s photo., where he 
looks smart, smiling, and a little conscious of 
his advantages, would imagine there is such 
volcanic energy within him. Some of “ Our 
Members " come out better under the photo­
graphic process than others. In a few the 
lines of thought and care and age are visible, 
but on the greater number the furrows have 
not appeared. Who would accuse the full, 
smooth countenanced legal representative of 
Kent of taking life too anxiously or asceti- 
cally ? The most remarkable portrait is that 
of the member of Carletou, who once ex­
hibited his photograph in the House and in­
formed the members that he was considered 
a good looking man,—that was years ago. 
What a contrast does the portrait of -the 
member of Victoria present. Next the At­
torney General’s is a tine likeness of the Dr.

over liim,) and who sat in the Speaker's 
chair in the ante and anti-post-confederate 
years. What changes he has seen in the House 
in his time ? A new generation of members 
have grown up and pushed the old represen­
tatives from their stools.

This tine picture of “ Our Members ” is 30 
by 40 inches ; and it is the intention of Mr. 
Schelyer to reproduce copies of it on a small 
scale—10x12—so that all who wish a 
memento of the New House which first met 
in 1879—will be able to possess themselves 
of one, on agreeing to Mr. Schelyer’s terms, 
of course.

Map of the New Brunswick Railway 
Company’s Lands

We have bad the pleasure of inspecting a 
map, showing the lands in possession of the 
New Brunswick Railway Company, which 
has been executed by Mr. T. G. Loggie, of 
the Crown Land Office, for Alexander Gib­
son, Esq. It is a large map, nine feet long 
by five feet broad, and the scale is two chains 
(a mile and a quarter,) to the inch, and has 
occupied the draughtsman, out of office hours, 
since last September. It has been compiled 
from the most authentic sources, from plans 
in the Crown Land Office, the line of the 
railway has been drawn following the origi­
nal surveys, and great paius have been taken 
to assure the correctness of the parish boun­
daries. The tinting and the lettering, the 
demarcations between, and the designations of 
the various settlements and lots, and unoccu­
pied blocks are most beautifully and clearly 
executed, and altogether it is a very excellent 
specimen of linear drawing. The map is a 
specially interesting one. The lands owned 
by the company in the Counties of Carletou, 
Victoria, and Madawaska, are colored piuk, 
the lands settled and still unoccupied, and 
owned by the government are left white. A 
minutes glance at the map shows clearly the 
enormous amount of territory (a large portion 
of it beiug the best land still unsettled in the 
Province,,) in the hands of the company. 
Patches of white, here and there, amidst the 
pink, show where the surveys of the com­
pany have avoided burn districts, and left 
them to the government. The government 
has still some fine unoccupied lands, especi­
ally about the Tobique, but not more than 
400,000 acres, while the company holds one 
million six hundred thousand. The facts 
which this map disclose, as to the comparitive 
extents of territory in Carleton, Victoria, and 
Madawaska, held by the Government and 
the company, are as strong arguments as can 
be adduced in support of any measure where­
by the Government could get back into their 
hands, and under their control, the whole or 
the greater part of those held by the com-

The British Sitnition.

Good Friday.—Yesterday, Good Friday, 
was one of the stormiest, days in the year, the 
season appeared to have retrograded a couple 
of months, and thrown us again into the 
middle of winter,

The British Government and British peo­
ple have, besides the pressure of internal 
troubles—arising from depression of trad(‘, 
foreign competition, and financial insecurity— 
three causes of external anxiety. They have 
two wars on hand, in Afghanistan and South 
Africa, and another threatening in Burmah. 
These little wars are irritating and costlv— 
they dissipate England’s small army and 
bring no glory ; they are the penalties that 
England pays for maintaining an Empire that 
is scattered over the four quarters of the 
globe. She is, indeed, passing, now, through 
a gloomy and Irving time, but she will 
emerge, jt is to be fervently hoped, stronger 
and more glorious than ever. Amidst the 
gloom the people see one speck of comfort ; in 
spile of expenditures in anticipation of war, 
and on actual war there will be, this year, 
no increase of taxation ; the revenue appears 
bouvant, and the Chancellor expects that 
there will be an ex jess of revenue over re­
ceipts of £2,901,627. But to come to the 
little wars. Considerable doubt hangs over 
the situation in Afghanistan. Over a week 
ago, it was reported that Yakoob Khan, had 
rejected all peaceful overtures and was de­
termined to resist the British to the last ex­
tremity ; but dispatches of 8th April says 
that the fitful and capacious tyrant is in 
a different mood now, and desires a peaceful 
solution. As the snow must have by this 
time nearly disappeared from the passes, al­
lowing the forward movement of troops, we 
may soon hear, notwithstanding Yakoob 
Khan's reported peaceful mood, that Gen. 
Roberts and Browne have advanced from 
Jellalabad and to Candabar upon his capital— 
Cahill. So little is absolutely known of the 
actual situation of the British troops in 
Afghanistan, (there being a strong disposition 
to prevent any but favorable news to be sent 
to England,) and of the real mind of Yakoob 
Khan, and of the strength of the forces at his 
command, and of the disposition of the wild 
surrounding tribes, that it will not be sur­
prising , if it turns out, that the fierce fight­
ing in Afghanistan ia now only about to 
commence.

But Zululand which has sprung from ob­
scurity into baleful notoriety since the bloody 
day of Isandula, is the source of the deepest 
anxiety. Reinforcements have arrived,and are 
arriving at Capetown, and the spirits of the 
colonists have a little revived. No confi­
dence whatever was placed in the professions 
of a desire to avoid war, which Cetewayo ex­
pressed, through the mouth of a missionary 
bishop ; he cannot be trusted, and the British 
have no ether alternative than to take re­
venge for the day of Isandula, and inflict 
summary punishment on the savage chief ; 
aud that will be no easy task. Iu the first 
place they must relieve Col. Pearson, who 
since the 25th of January has been encamped 
at Ekowe in the enemy’s territory. He has 
with him, six companies of Buffs, three com­
panies of the 97th Regt. one company of 
engineers, and a naval brigade. His camp is 
very strong, and he could beat off the assault 
of any number of Zulus, who are swarming 
around it, hut it was provisioned for only two 
months, and the two months have now 
elapsed. But the relieving expedition set off 
from Durban to Ekowe on the 28th March 
and by this time, Col. Pearson must be re­
lieved, or a disaster worse than that of Isan- 
dula must have occurred. We cannot believe 
that Col. Pearson will have succumbed to 
famiue iu the camp before the expedition ar­
rives, but we do believe that the successful 
relief of his camp will be the first event in a 
successful campaign that will annihilate the 
strength of Cetewayo, deprive him of his 
throne, if not his life, and secure for the Cape 
colonists under the rule of Oham his brother 
(who surrendered himself and a band of war­
riors to Col. Woods last month) peaceful 
neighbours in the warlike Zulus. But still 
the situation is full of uncertainty and was 
viewed by the London Times, a fortnight ago, 
with something like dismay, “ So unsatisfac­
tory a spectacle’’ it said as is now presented 
by the British forces in Natal has rarely been 
seen in our colonial history. The position of 
Colonel Pearson is scarcely less discouraging 
than the disaster at Isandula. We have not 
merely suffered a considerable defeat, but we 
are so completely checked as to be unable to 
send relief to a column entrenched a short 
distance in advance in the enemy’s country. ’ 
It is to be hoped, that the next news from 
the Cape will show that relief has been most 
effectually given.

A late dispatch, April 9th, which has been 
confirmed, says that Col. Pearson attempted 
to free himself from his critical situation and 
made a sortie.

The Zulus attacked the sortie party in 
great force, and the fighting was desperate. 
To add to the misfortune of the English, a 
heavy and dence fog came un, and their 
advance became bewildered. The result was 
that the sortie was repulsed, nearly all the 
English troops in the party being killed. Few 
particulars of the affair have as yet arrived, 
but it appears certain that Col. Pearson's 
situation is now very alarming, and that his 
destruction with all his command is inevi­
table unless the relieving force has reached 
him before this. It is even thought prob­
able that ere reinforcements can reach him 
he will have been destroyed, and that King 
Cetewayo will then attack and probable de­
feat the advancing regiments in detail.

Further advices from Cape Town state 
that 4,(XX) Ziflus attacked, between Derby 
and Luneburg, and overpowered a company 
—composed of 104 men—of the 80th Regi­
ment, Col. Rowland, who were escorting a 
waggon train to the front for the relief of 
Col. Pearson at Ekowe, and only five of 
them effected their escape.

burlesque, “ the Mischievous Nigger," will 
close the performance.

The Vote on the Tariff Debate,

Easter Beef.—Messrs. Cameron and 
McCarthy have for sale at their stall on York 
Street, some splendid fat beef, from two ani­
mals, reared and fattened, one by Mr. Andrew 
Grant, and the other by Currie Bros., of 
Kingsclear.

The.elections came off in Prince Edward 
Island last Wednesday, and the new Conser­
vative, Sullivan, Government has been sus­
tained by a large majority.

The debate, in the House of Commons, on 
the tariff was brought to a close, early on 
Thursday morning. Mr. Anglin was the last 
speaker, and he addressed the wearied and 
impatient members, amidst a din of parlia­
mentary noises, and verbal interruptions and 
wittiesms. When the division was taken, 130 
members voted yea, and 53 nay, for the tariff 
resolutions. Of the New Brunswick repre­
sentatives, 11 voted among the nays, 5 among 
the “yeas." So the national policy is sad­
dled upon the country, and if the 130 yeas 
trully represent the opinions and wishes of 
their constituents, with the approval of a large 
majority of the people of the principal Pro­
vinces, except New Brunswick. The tariff 
has been praised as the essence of fiscal wis­
dom, and condemned as the quintessence of 
fiscal stupidity and injustice. Predictions of 
the wonders it will effect, in promoting pros­
perity, have been accepted as fact ; calcula­
tions have been made of the heavy additional 
burdens it will impose, hut it will take time 
before the effect it will have in encouraging 
manufactures, and in increasing taxation, is 
appreciated. The people of Canada generally 
will have a much clearer idea of what the 
national policy means, this time next year 
than they have at present ; but as for the peo­
ple of New Brunswick the facts and figures re­
garding the amount of dutiable articles they 
import, (greater iu porportion than the amount 
imported by the people of any of the other 
Provinces,) and the additional cost that the 
new increased duties will impose on them, 
which have been given by some of their repre­
sentatives in Parliament, and through the 
press, preclude hope that they have any thing 
to expect from it except heavier burdens.

The Killed at Isandhlwana.

Natal, Feb. 10, 1879.
The dark gloom which hangs over Natal 

seems to increase daily, and colonists of all 
degrees look in vain for the silver lining of 
the opposive cloud which enshrouds social, 
political, and commercial affairs here at pre­
sent. The awful reverse of Isandhlwana 
continues to be the one theme of comment of 
the public and the press, and there is little of 
a reassuring or cheering nature from the 
seat of the war across the border. The offi­
cial list of those who met their death at 
Isandhlwana is now published, and it is more 
appalling than the worst accounts had led us 
to expect. The killed consisted of 2 officers 
and 61 non-commissioned officers and men of 
the N Battery 6th Brigade Royal Artillery, 
3 officers ( one Colonel Durnford) and 4 non­
commissioned officers and men of the Royal 
Engineers, 16 officers ( one Colonel Pulleiue) 
and 402 non commissioned officers and men 
of the 1st battallion 24 Regiment, 5 officers 
and 169 non-commissioned officers and men 
of the 2nd battallion of the same regiment, 3 
men of the Army Service Corps, 1 officer and 
10 men of the Army Hospital Corps. 1 offi­
cer and man of Army Medical Corps. 13 
men of the Mounted Infantry, 26 men of the 
Natal Mounted Police, 2 officers and 20 men 
of the Natal Carbineers ( many of these the 
most prominent young men in Martizburg), 2 
officers and 4 men of the Newcastle Mounted 
Rifles, 3 men of the Buffalo Border Guard, 
aud 17 officers and 57 non-commissioned 
officers of the Natal Native Contingent. 
Total Europeans killed, 49 officers and 774 
non-commissioned and men. To this sad 
list must be added the loss of say 500 of the 
natives belonging to our battalions of Kaffir 
levies. Thus we have a loss of upwards of 
1300 lives on the memorable 22d of January 
last through the blunder of neglecting the 
simplest measures for the defence of the 
British camp.

How Wallace Ross Rows, &c.—In its 
remarks on the race between Wallace Ross 
and Francis Emmett, the London Referee 
says ;—“ It must not be forgotton in estimat­
ing the winner’s calibre, that, unlike most of 
our successful scullers, he rowed at the one 
even pace throughout, and was just as stead­
fast after he had caught and passed Emmet 
as he was when ho was a couple of lengths 
or more behind. If he can row faster, all I 
can say is he must have been wonderfully 
confident. It is not at all unlikely that men 
who learn to row with a long, dragging 
stroke of from twenty-eight to thirty to the 
minute, are unable to spurt without com­
pletely altering their style. Once set going, 
they row right to the end at the same 
measured pace, no matter whether the goal 
brings them victor or defeat. Such a man as 
Ross must therefore be always dangerous, as 
in many of our races it has been shown that 
after a mile and a half men do little move 
than drift with the stream, their exertions in 
the early part of the race having completely 
used them up. Under such a system as that 
brought into use by Ross, races of four and a 
quarter miles will be such, and not fierce 
struggles to Hammersmith on the principle 
of he who breaks pays.

The Referee gives currency to a statement 
to the effect, that if Ross is unable to get on 
a match with anyone of inferior calibre, his 
London backers will let him have a chance 
for the championship, and will on their part 
allow the winner of the Howdon-Hanlan 
match te stand in.

Wallace Ross’ colors measure 31 by 33 
inches. They are of a rich brocaded silk in 
two shades, lemon and cardinal red. The 
centre is a large lemon-colored square, with 
a deep border in two bars, three inches each 
in width, with a space between of ^ inch, 
interwoven with the lemon-colored ground, 
producing a beautiful and subdued shade, and 
forming at the corners four squares of cardi­
nal red.

Rival Greyhounds.—Two greyhounds 
named respectively Gladstone and Disraeli 
were entered for the Harbottle stakes at the 
Ooquetdale Coursing Meeting, and, by a 
curious coincidence, were drawn together. 
They met on Tuesday, when Gladstone beat 
Disraeli—as our correspondent puts it in his 
report, “ Gladstone, with a three-length lead, 
fairly made rings round Disraeli.”

The Sugar Maple

It is a pity that the sugar maple is not 
move exiensively grown than it is at present. 
As an ornamental tree its outlines are very 
symmetrical when young, while in advanced 
years it usually assumes a diversity of form 
seemingly dependent on the soil and situation. 
It sometimes reaches the height of seventy 
or eighty feet, although it is generally con­
siderably smaller, and it is remarkable for 
the brilliancy of' its autumnal colors. As 
firewood it ranks next to hickory and is the 
most valuable wood we possess for charcoal. 
The curled and bird’s-eye varieties are prized 
for cabinet-work and interior finishing, while 
the strait-grained kind is used for a number 
of household and artistic purposes as well as 
for shipbuilding. Moreover, a maple orchard 
or sugar bush, as it is called, is a source of 
no small annual income on a farm. The pro­
duct is cane sugar, is cheaply and easily 
manufactured and is preferable on some ac­
counts to that from sugar-cane. The syrup, 
too, as the best iu the market, always finds a 
ready sale, brings a higher price than any 
other, and some makers dispose of all their 
product in this form. According to the 
census of 1870, the total production of maple 
sugar in this country was 28,443,645 pounds. 
Twenty-eight different States contributed to 
this quantity, of which the following viflded 
the largest amounts:—Vermont,JÏH94,302; 
New York, 6,692,040*, Ohio, 3,46S#28 ; New

and as far as the action of the governm-Mit 
was concerned it was not inconsistent with 
the course they took last session.

Ihe total quantity of maple molasses or svrup 
was 921,057 gallons. Of course, the actual 
production of both syrup and sugar must 
have been considerably greater than the 
amounts returned by the census, for in all 
such cases the sins of ommission are alwavs 
numerous. The industry is at present con­
fined chiefly to the few States mentioned, 
with small contributions from the other 
States east of the Mississippi and north of 
the 40th parallel of latitude ; for west of the 
Father of Waters the sugar maple is seldom 
met with, while in the Southern States it is 
found only along the mountains. The black 
sugar maple which Michaux classed as a 
distinct species is now regarded as only a 
variety of the common kind, and is generally 
considered the most productive sort.—Rural 
Neiv Yorker.

Many people must have been puzzled to 
understand how two charges could have been 
placed in the gun which exploded about two 
months ago on board the Thunderer. The 
first charge was 4 feet 9 inches long, and the 
second 4 feet 7 inches. How was it that the 
men did not observe the presence of the first 
load when the second was being rammed 
home ? Why was it that no one noticed by 
the lack of sound that the gun had not been 
tired as had baen intended ? Lord Elpbin- 
stone has answered these questions iu the 
House of Lords. The whole battery of the 
Thunderer was discharged at the same 
moment by electricity, and thus the absence 
of sound from one gun was not observed. A 
gun in the forward battery also missed tire, 
the fact escaping notice till the men came to 
loud it by hand. The piece which exploded 
was, however, loaded entirely by machinery, 
and the rammer used was telescopic, its for­
ward section working inside of the back part 
as the charge was pushed home. Consequent­
ly the fact of the first charge being still in 
place was not discovered by the gunners. 
Much blame is laid against the constructors 
an^ officers in charge, as very little fore­
thought woul l have sufficed to show them 
the probability of just such an accident 
happening some day or other.

Ladies who move in the highest circles of 
Russian society have joined the Nihilist con­
spirators. No fewer than three young ladies 
of high birth took a leading part in the out­
break at Kieff. The policeman who was 
killed during the struggle fell by a ball 
aimed at him from a revolver which was 
tired by Olga Raffowska. Two preliminary 
meetings of Nihilists were held before th'e 
affray—one composed exclusively of men, the 
other of women. At the latter, according 
to the same authority, appeared the daughter 
of General Gerstfeld, whose father lives in 
St. Petersburg and belongs to the highest 
official class of the Empire, and also the 
enthusiastic Countess Panin. The name of 
the young Countess is inscribed on the books 
of the University of Kieff. She is a zealous 
student, and rebo.wned for her singular 
beauty. Her mother is dead, but her 
mother-in-law is a Court dame of the 
Russian Empress, and a power in St. Peters­
burg society. Her great grandfather was n 
favourite of the Empress Catharine, and 
was the second Imperial Chancellor of the 
Russian Empire.

An extraordinary trial has been taking 
place at Saarbruck. Three girls, daughters 
of agricultural labourers at Marpingen, a 
village in Rhenish Prussin, spread a report 
that they had seen the Virgin in a neighbor­
ing wood, and this story being spread by the 
priests of the district caused thousands of 
persons to Hock to the spot, where cures 
were pretended to be effected by the girls, 
who professed to have hourly interviews 
with the apparation. The Government how­
ever, thinking that a political object was at 
the bottom of this movement, set on foot 
a prosecution against tue parents of the girls, 
five village priests, and six other persons. 
During the trial one hundred and seventy 
witnesses were examined, but the result was 
not expected to be known for weeks to come.

The deepest mine in the world now work­
ed is said to be the Adalbert lead and silver 
mine in Austria, which is 3,280 feet deep. 
The next is the Viviers coal mine in Belgium, 
5,847 feet. It was sunk to the depth of 3,- 
286 feet, but, no coal having been found, the 
working is at the former level. The deepest 
coal mines in England are the Dunkirk 
colliery in Lancashire, 2,824 feet, and the 
Rosebridge in the same locality, 2,458. The 
deepest mine in this country is the Yellow 
Jacket of the Comstock Lode. It is now 2,- 
500 feet below the surface at the mouth of 
the main shaft, and 2,933 below the Gould & 
Curry croppings. The Savage stands second 
on the list, and the Imperial the third, both 
being nearly as deep as the Yellow Jacket.

Our Tariff.—Speaking of our proposed 
tariff the Detroit Free Press says :—“ The 
London Advertiser says. It is wise for 4 
millions of people gratuitously to challenge 
44 millions to light ? It would not be very 
wise in a real tight, bnt the combat is gon-- 
into at the call of duty ( thirty per cent,) 
and will soon become a mere onatter of cus­
toms, so to speak.”

it was an outrage to decency that he should 
continue to hold his position. He was con­
fident that a majority of the représentâti\e 
would not be able to reconcile the action of 
the Government, as evincing proper regard to 
the public interests, and to political decency. 
The question was not as the Attorney Gene­
ral contended, one of money merely, but it 
was one of principle.

The Attorney General said in effect that 
the leader of the Opposition had taken up a 
very considerable portion of the time of the 
House in discussing this Chatham Branch 
Railway matter, and its discussion w.mld 
cost the country more than the suit brought 
against the Company. If he had nothing 
more on which to formulate a vote of want of 
confidence against the Government, he hail 
very little stock to build upon. Neither the 
President of the Council or the member of 
Westmorland were defendants in the suit 
brought by the Government—they were 
stockholders—whereas the suit was brought 
against the directors only. He denied iu a 
manner most unqualified, that, the Govern­
ment had instituted proceedings in order to 
alay a political foe. The proceedings were 
comm need before the Surveyor General 
entered the Government. The Governme^L 
had no desire to injure or embarass 
Snowball, they only wished him to postpone 
the sale of the road for a week. These facts 
demolished Mr. Blair's arguments and took 
the sting out of his remarks. If the Govern­
ment had not instituted proceedings but al­
lowed the line to' be sold under mortgage, 
would not Mr. Blair have been loudest in de­
nouncing the Government for neglecting the 
public interests ? If no public interests would 
be conserved by the. action taken by the 
Government what private interests would he 
served by their entering upon it P No 
member of the Government had any political 
feeling to gratify. If Mr. Blair judged them 
by so low a standard as that, it was no wonder 
that he was wrong in his inferences or that 
his opinions were erroneous. The leader of 
the Opposition desired the House by his re­
solution to affirm two propositions—that it 
could see no reason why the Government 
should involve the country in litigation 
which would produce no beneficial results. 
He was prepared to show that it would. 
The second proposition was not founded on 
fact ; the President of the Council was not a 
defendant in the suit; the proceedings neither 
dirdctly or indirectly affected him, and how 
then was it irreconcilable with public interest 
that he should be peimilled to remain in the 
Government ? The Attorney General then 
proceeded to sh iw, from the papers, that Mr. 
Blair was.wrong in his assumptions, and con­
cluded by saying that he, (Mr. B.) sought to 
commit the House to propositions to which 
he (Attorney General) did not think it would 
assent, and by avowing that in this matter 
the Government’s hands were clean.

Mr. Covert spoke briefly in support of the 
résolution, accusing the Government of 
having had from political motives, an injunc­
tion placed on the line.

Hon. Mr. Hannington spoke at length 
against the resolution, going over much of 
the ground taken by the Attorney General, 
and fortifying some of his arguments. He 
defended the Government as reconstructed, 
and held that by their acts they merited the 
confidence of the country, and lhat 
cogent reasons for withdrawing it than those 
advanced hv Mr. Blair would have to be 
given before they were condemned.

The debate was postponed until Tuesday at 
2.30 p. m.

In answer to enquiry by Mr. Gillespie, the 
Provincial Secretary said that the Govern­
ment were not prepared at the present time to 
reduce the rate of at unipage, but would take 
the matter into consideration.

Tuesday, April 8.
Further progress was made in Bill relating 

to procedure in Courts of Stipendiary Magis­
trates, &c.

Mr. Whites Bill to amend Chap. 69, 
Consolidated Statutes, of Municipalities, was 
after discussion, rejected.

Bill committed by Mr. Killam, to empower 
the Council of Moncton to exempt manufac­
tures hereafter to be established for a term 
uf (ten) years, was passed as amended.

Bill to provide for simultaneous elections 
in the Province, was committed by Dr. Vail. 
There was considerable discussion over it, the 
majority of speakers strongly favoring the 
holding of the elections on one day, as tend­
ing to prevent undue influence being exerted 
by the Government on the elections, and as 
assimilating Provincial, to Dominion practice 
in this respect. It was supported by Dr. 
Vail and Messrs. Willis, Marshall, Davidson, 
Blair, Hill, and opposed by Messrs. Crawford 
Woods Ryan, and McManus. Progress was 
reported.

At three o'clock the order of the day was 
taken up, when Hon. Mr. Hannington resum­
ed his speech.

He asked Hon. members to bring a fair 
and independent judgement to bear upon t he 
question before them. He felt that the Gov­
ernment would be judged by their general 
policy,, by their acts and measures, and not 
upon one charge that had been brought

>f the Supreme Court in motion to carry 
out some malevolent work. He did not 
think that Mr. Blair did himself credit bv 
making such accusation. With regard to 
the committee of inquiry which went to 
Chathom (of which so much had been made 
by the leader of the Opposition), he would 
say that there was not thj least pretence to 
hold a court. He (Provincial Secretary) and 
the Surveyor-General, simply went to inquire 
into the mortgage and the position of the 
Company. The government had no knowl- 
-dge regarding tile matter, aud all that they 
desired was a fair, full, and explecit state­
ment with regard to the mortgage; but, that 
was not given them ; they found that they 
were placed at arms length, and they felt 
that they had no alternative, if they were to 
protect the public interests, but to place an 
injunction on the road and to enter upon the 
suit against the company. If they had not 
taken that course, if they had allowed the 
road to be sold under mortgage, they would 
have been severely condemned, and by none 
more 1 >udlv than by the leader of the opposi­
tion, the mover of the resolution. In insti­
tuting proceedings, the government he was 
satisfied, had done right. Mr. Blair had told 
the government that in doing so, they btpl 
instituted a sham, but he did not think that 
Mr. Blair was well advised when he used 
that word. There was no sham in the pro­
ceedings ; if there was, there were able and 
acute lawyers in court who would soon detect 
if the suit had been commenced on sham 
pretences. The government acted as they 
had done, purely, in order to guard the 
public interests ; “ the head and front of 
their offending had that extent—no more.” 
After a call of the House was made, the vote 
on the resolution was taken, and the House 
was divided as follows :

The sum of $15.873 wae voted to extend 
the new wing of Provincial Lunatic Asylum 
building. In the course of the discussion 
Mr. Ritchie spoke of the admirable accomo­
dation given in the new part of the'building 
tor male patients, but, it was, now, found 
that there was not room enough for the 
female patients, and he asked the Provincial 
Secretary if it was his intention to ask money 
to provide for the construction of a new wing 
for that purpose. While acknowledging the 
necessity of the additional accomodation re­
quired, the Secretary said, that the govern­
ment were not at present prepared to ask an 
appropriation for the purpose.

$2,000 were revoted for a railing around 
the Normal School grounds. The Hon. 
members Opposition and Government who 
discussed this vote, Messrs. Blair Willis 
Elder and Covert, were anxious to have a 
handsome stone and ornamental iron railing 
around a building, which was a credit to the 
Province, the only fault they found was, that, 
$2,000 was not a sufficient amount and that 
the railing had not been put already. Hon. 
Mr. Fraser did not say that the $2,000 would 
be sufficient, but that that amount would be 
made to go as far as possible, in providing a 
suitable fence.

$32,847,98 was voted to meet over expendi­
ture on 31st October 1378, for Surveys &c., 
and in the Public Works department.

Mr. Elder was understood tu ask the Pro­
vincial Secretary, if the government were 
prepared to aid settlers under the Free Grant 
Acts, to which the Secretary said that the 
government hoped to be able to arrive at 
some conclusion before the close of the 
session.

$0,947,53, balance due for the construction 
of the Exhibition Building was voted. Hon. 
Mr. Fraser explained the circumstances that 
caused the government to grant additional 
amount to pul the Building in a fit state to 
receive articles sent for exhibition.

This amount concluded supply ! and the 
Secretary, in moving, that, progress he re­
ported, and leave asked to sit again, (there 

016 being supplementary estimates to be brought 
down,) complimented the Chairman, Mr.

Hoqi_Jlr. W edderburn gave notice of fol­
lowing motion :

Revolved, That Government shall during 
ensuing summer by public advertisement 
call for tenders, to be addressed to Chief 
Commissioner of Board of Works, showing 
cost of erection and completion of new Legis­
lative buildings at Fredericton according to 
competitive plans on fvle in Board of Works 
office, which may be adopted for that pur­
pose, said tenders to be laid before House 
during the next session of Legislative.

Hon. Mr. Wedderburn presented a state­
ment of accounts of Central Fire Insurance 
Co., and returns of minutes of council in 
connection with Albert Railway.

Mr. Leighton introduced a bill to amend 
chapter 23 of Consolidated Statutes, of agri­
culture.

A Bill relating to the will of Mark Valley, 
deceased, was committed by Mr. Elder, and 
was discussed up to 6 p.m. and during an 
evening session, Messrs. Elder, Fraser, White, 
Marshall, Willis, Wedderburn, Hill, Gillispie, 
Hannington, spoke in support, Messrs. Sayre, 
Davidson, Barbarie, Hutchison, in opposition. 
Bill finally agreed to.

Thursday, April 10.
In the afternoon the Provincial Secretary 

moved that the Supplementary Estimates be 
taken up on Saturday.

The Provincial Secretary then moved the 
resolution to appoint a committee to confer 
with a committee of the Legislative Council 
on the question of the abolishment of that last 
named body. In support of the resolution, 
it was argued, that the question should be ap­
proached in a calm, deliberate manner, and in 
one best calculated to advance the public in­
terest, and not in the harsh way in which it 
had been dealt with in other Provinces of the 
Dominion by the introduction of a bill, with­
out any previous conference or consultation 
with the members of the body which it was 
sought to abolish ; on the other hand, it was 
contended, that the government in intro­
ducing the resolution so late in the session, 
were not in earnest, or being divided, wished 
to shift the responsibility from their own 
shoulders on to the Houss. They should have 
proceeded by bill brought down at an early 
day Of the session instead of pursuing an un­
precedented course. It was shown that owing 
to the want of confidence debate, the govern­
ment were unable to bring on the question 
sooner, and that it was the practice, both in 
the British and Dominion Parliaments to in­
troduce important measures by resolution. 
Messrs. Wedderburn, Fraser, Hanington, 
Elder, White, Lynott and Johnson spoke in 
support. Messrs. Blair, Covert, Willis, Sayre, 
Ritchie, in opposition. On the question being 
put, the resolution was carried, 28 to 9.

It is all 
but over. The battle is lost ; but the - 
Twenty-fourth Regiment must be true to 
its flag.

At the mess-room table, and round the 
fire in the barrack-room, they have told 
with pride the story of the old colors of 
the corps, which for ten years past have 
hung a trophy in St. Mary’s Church, War­
wick. Every private soldier and young 
lieutenant in the regiment has read about 
the battle of Chillianwallah in 1849, and 
has been tired with enthusiasm at the 
record of the regimental flag which was 
carried oil the field by four officers in suc­
cession, all of whom died defending it, 
until at last the stout flag-staff was shot 
away and the colors were left deserted on 
the ground from which the regiment 
were compelled to retreat. Then came 
the turn of Private Richard Perry, a War­
wick man, who, when lie heard what had 
happened, rushed back in the face of" the 
advancing Sikhs, and found poor young 
Pennycuick in the agony of death, f rom 
his faithful grasp he took the colors, and 
then, returning triumphant with his prize 
—receiving a bullet through his hat, a 
second on his pouch, and a third riddling 
his h iversack—he was hailed with a cheer 
by his anxious and expectant comrades.

With this brave precedent as an ex­
ample, it was not likely that the colors of 
the Twenty-fourth would drop without a 
struggle on the savage field ot Isandula. 
The sacrad charge was entrusted to 
Lieuts. Melville and Coghill, and no 
Knights of old, more faithfully did their 
duty. At the last moment, when the 
disaster was complete, horses were got 
out, and these heroic gentlemen started 
off with their treasured flag. Cutting 
their way desperate energy, the colors 
folded around young Melville’s heart, 
they pierced the Zulu ranks. The feat 
was not accomplished without serious 
efforts, and an officer, who nad managed 
to escape, reports that he saw Coghill 
slashing right and left, in spite of a 
severe wound.
