Music For Every Day 
And Every Day Music

It really begins to look as if 

though Ontario kiddies were at last 

going to get a chance to learn, in the 
public schools, how to love and un­
derstand music intelligently. So
far little has been done outside of 
Toronto, and even in the city, little 
more than the beginning of a foun 
dation has been laid. But what has 
been begun in Toronto will eventual­
ly extend to the rural schools. Of
this there is not the slightest doubt 
Indeed a certain amount of prelimin­
ary work has already been done here 
and there in the province to pave the 
way fdï the big undertaking now well 
under way in the city.

The man whom the music lovers 
have to thank for the vision and 
courage that has been the means of 
raising music in their schools from a 
mere side-issue to a place of real im 
portance in the public and high 
school educational system is Duncan 
McKenzie, M. A., biusical director of 
the Toronto Board of Education.

Up until the advent of Mr. McKen­
zie a year ago there was little evi­
dence of any constructive thought 
Dehind the periods devoted to music 
in the schools. No one seemed to 
have any real idea of just why music 
was taught or how the children 
would benefit from It. To most 
the- music period ws little more 
than an interlude to break the mono­
tony of the “Three R.’s.” No one 
took It seriously. No one could, 
for the studies in music" began and 
ended nowhere. It remained for 
Mr. McKenzie to make music really 
mean something, and the results of 
his one years’s work are quite amaz­
ing.

Duncan McKenzie is a graduate of 
Edinburgh University and a trained 
musician of recognized ability. He 
is a young Scotsman, embodying in 
his six feet and odd inches, all the 
steady common sense and evenly ha!-

• lie throws a light upon the history 
of the nation, that gives it a fresh 

| ness and color unknown to those of 

us who were school children a de­
cade or so ago. This is just one ex­
ample of his method, which is fol- 
owed out through other lines of 
tudy.
The way in which good music*— 

classical music, if you will, is accept 
ed and understood by even the youn­
ger children is quite astonishing, ac­
cording to Mr. McKenzie. Only a 
Yury small percentage of the children 
about two per cent., he says , to 
be exact, have no natural love for 
music, while once the others are 
introduced to the higher forms of 
composition they will have nothing 
else.

Mr. McKenzie’s method is to lead 
the children from the primary forms, 
through the simple forms of song 
music, explaining the way in which 
simple airs are devised and built up, 
along through the realms of folk 
music up to the higher developments 
In oratorio and part singing and even 
orchestral music.

One of the first things Mr. Mc­
Kenzie did was to introduce the 
music memory tests and competi­
tions. Through the medium of 
phonographs—of which each Toronto 
school now has one, purchased by 
the pupils themselves, he Introduc 
ed the youngsters to a number of 
classical compositions. These were 
explained in form, meaning and the 
children were shown wherein they 
were greater than the popular jingles 
of the street. Competitions were 
then held, pupil against pupil, to see 
who could remember the greatest 
number of pieces when they heard 
them, and tell what they had learn 
ed. Th'e winners formed class teams 
who again competed for school hon 
ors at a great competition, with a 
real orchestra to play, in Massey 
Hall.

The results Mr. McKenzie says, 
were astonishing, and mean that a 
large number of Toronto school chil­
dren have packed away fn their 
minds a store of knowledge which 
will grow and bear fruit when they 
find on leaving school that the fine 
concerts of great music are not 
"over their heads, but forms of en-

tion has been issued, making “Turn 
To The Right” the rule of the road in 
New Brunswick, on and after Decem­
ber 1st, 1922.

The Province of Nova Scotia will fall 
in line, too, as soon as legislation has 
been completed.

In view of the fact that the Why 
and Wherefore of the change has al­
ready been given full publicity In the 
press, it is almost unnecessary to go 
into details at this - time. Thousands 
of tourists from the sister country to 
the south visit this province every 
year, and our own people travel by 
motor car In the United States as 
well as in other parts of Canada. It 
is to prevent confusion. that we are 
falling in line with the majority by 
making the rule of the road—“Turn
