Care of Plants In Winter.

Water growing pot plants only
when they need 'it, then water them
thoroughly. When the soil beging
to get dry and powdery on the sur-
face, or when the pot is tapped with
the knuckles or a knife handle and
it emits a ringing sound, the plant
requires water. Give sufficient water
tom of the pot. Water plants in the
morning in cold weather,

Humidity in the atmosphere is
one of the main requirements to be
succes#ful with plants indoors. Place
pans or saucers of water on the heat-
ers or registers. A steaming kettle
or pot of water on the stove is a
great help in this respeet.

When the pots become full of
roots, or where the soil is poor, worn
ouf or exhausted, liguid fertilizers
can be given plants.
