the Dominion. He had pre
viously asked for certain
papers bearing on the ques
tion, from the department of
the Interior ; but now he said
the copies of the documents
furnished were not satisfac-
tory and he asked that the
original documents he pro-
duced, in order, as he said,
that omissions. in the copies

quest was resisted by Mr.
Oliver, Minister of the Inter—
ior, in whose department the
required papers, were filed.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier backed up
the Minister of the Interior,
and the Government support-
ers were asked to vote against
the motion for the production

It was
pointed out by Mr. Foster,
for instance, that: the very
hand writing in the original
documents would be a suffi-
cient reason for requesting
their production. ~ All the
arguments of the Opposition
were of no avail ; the Gov-
ernment arbitrarily. voted
down the motion for the ori-
ginal papers.

It is not at all unlikely that
these originals contain state-
ments, ommitted from the
copies, that are quite. damag-
ing to the Government,
However that may be the re-
quest for the production of
the documents was not only
reasonable and constitutional;
but altogether in accord with
the principles of representa
tive government. The re-
fusal to produce them, strikes
a blow at the very root of our
representative institutions,

The prisoner
each time requested permission for just a
word more before coming to the point ; but
each time wandered farther and further
away and oontinued talking at a terrifio
rate, At last the Chilef Justice stopped
him and asked the jury to retire and delib-
erate as to the prisoner’s sanity. In an
hour or 8o the jury came down with a
verdiot of “ Insanity.” That was the end
of the case. Brown was sent back to
prison, and will likely be sept to the In.
-ane Asylum,

In the forming of this trust and
its development, tragedy #nd ro-
manoce run riot, The killing of rival
traders in close encounter, in duels
and in pitched battlea; tke acoi-
dental death of many a man engaged
in his perilous work ; the kardship
of Tife-im isointed sestione, to some of
which mail, even at this day, goes
only once a year; the commercial
romance connected with hLay-tree
growlh of cities in the wildernesa—
these things might, if inanimate
objsots could epeak, be told by the
fur which drapes feminioe shoulders
or is exposed for ssle in the store
windows.

Before the Hudson’s Bsy Com-
pauoy absorbed its rivel sud formed
the first trust of tbe continent, its
stirriog history bad a'ready »xtend-
ed over a century and a balf, and a
long time enjoyed a monopoly of the
rich fur field.

Misled by its many namer, many

“Lakes — a country hardly smaller
than the whole of Europe, This
immense region was populated by
abont 260,000 Indians, Halisbreeds
and E«quimos,

Only twenty years after the land-

ing of the English at what is now
" Jamestown, Va, — to be exact, in
1627—the nuclens of the Hudson
Bay Company had its birth,

At the present day the only thing
in this country that can be compared
with the struggls is the sheep feuds
of the Northwest, in which shots
have been taken at shepberds at
sight and the sheep drives over cliffs
to death.

Ivstead of paying salaries to its
men, as its rival did, the Norlhwest
permitted them to work oo commis-
8ion, or to acquire a partnersbip in
the busjness, and 8o in & few years
it was making annusl profit of $200,-
000, which in ten years jumped to
$600,000.

The principsl “ Northwesters,” aa
partoers in the Northwest company
were called, formed an e:olosive
aristooracy in Moctreal and Quebec,
living in a lordly style, yet preserv—~
ing sssociations with superintend-
ents of their trading pests, j ining
them in pleesures, dangers, mishapa
and novel adventures.

When they ascended the streams,
it was in magnificent barges, decked
with red fars, with every luxary at
band, oarrying with them their
cooks and barbers—like a soversign
making a progress.

Colonists cama from Great Britain,
their coming spurred the French
Northwesters, on 10 acts of intimi-
dation and violence. At this tims
Lord Selkick, acquired a controling
interest in the Hudson’s Bay Com-~
psoy and determined to punish the
pertinacions rivals,

Where they established s fort they
placed onme,

Every method that artifice, frand
or violence could suggest was adopt-

{ed to get the skins from the Indians,

who cared not who got them 8o long
as the money and firewater was
suffioient,

What ruses were tried to gain the
upper hand in this old rivalry!
Ounce the Hudeon’s Bay peopel, on
the pretence of making friende, got
up & grand ball with the Northwest-
erns a8 their guests, and while the
‘merriment was on, a few agents
slipped out to meet a company of
Iodians whom the scouts had report-
ed as headed for the town. When,
next day, the Northwesters learned
of the Indiane’ approach, they found
them all gloriously drunk and not a
skin left, .

Another time, two trading parties
met in the woods. The Northwest—
ers proposed a fire and a round of
drinks, Then, while the others
drank, they poured their liquor on
the ground,

Finally, when every Hudson’s Bay
man was helplessly drunk,the North-
westers bound them to their sleds,
turned the dogs towards the Hud-
son’s Bay camp, and then hurried on
to the ladian camp. This time they
had the skins all to themselves.

Forts were attacked, burned and
the settlers and officials made prison=
ers and terribly maltreated.. In vain
did the Governor-General of Canada
exhort and threaten. These bloody
sceoes led up to a frightful battle at
Fort Garry, the post of the Budson's
Bay people, in which seventeen men
and three officers of the company, in-
cluding  Governor Semple, - fell,
pierced by bulleets.

Officers and men on both sides
werg hired with a view to their fight=
ing qualities; prices were sent so high
and firewater flowed so plentifully
that the trade was ruined.

Such was the condition when, in
1821, the cooler heads of both come
panies got together and formed the
first trust on this continent. Like
those of today, it was for mutual pre=
servation.
