Ready Captain Campion.—The Chi- 
csgo Inter-Ocean thus refers to a former 
Goderich boy, brother to our townsman, 
E. Campion, Q. C. :—Captain John Cam­
pion, of the tug Robbie Dunham, distin­
guished himself yesterday, and if merit 
brings its own reward it will redound to 
Captain John in no small measure. The 
tug, having the City of Toledo in tow, 
bound for the lake at 3:30 o’clock yester­
day afternoon, was approaching Wells 
street bridge on the south side of the 
stream. Quite a bit of headway had 
been gained, and tug and tow were 
already inside the protecting spiles and 
about to enter the draw, when Bridge- 
tender Casey swung the structure back 
into position and full across the bow of 
the tug. A collision looked inevitable. 
Captain Campion ordered the lines cast 
off, and reversing hard astern ordered 
one of the linemen to pass the City of 
Toledo a side line. John MoAvoy, the 
lineman who received the erder, en­
deavored to do so in all haste, and in his 
effort to bridge a rather long reach to 
the rail of the schooner in order to fas­
ten the hawser, fell overboard between 
the tug and schooner. With a man 
overboard and struggling for his life on 
the ine hand, and a schooner approach­
ing a bridge under great momentum on 
the other, there remained little time for 
cogitation. To have breasted broadside 
into the schooner and thus to have 
checked her course would have been 
easy enough, but it meant positive death 
to poor McAvoy. Again, to stop and 
endeavor to rescue the lineman, already 
within half a boat’s length from the 
churning propeller wheel, wss equivalent 
to a crash between the crowded bridge 
and the oncoming vessel. Captain Cam­
pion’s presence of mind and calm, quick­
witted brain soon mastered the situation. 
He braced the iron prow of hie tug full 
against the schooner’s quarter, threw his 
wheel herd over, and, sending a man 
astern, picked up the half-drowned tug- 
man, wheeled hie tug about, passed a 
line to the schooner, and began to re­
tard the latter’s flight iast as her jib- 
boom crossed the guard rail of the 
bridge. Thousands had witnessed the 
tight fix and the way Captain Campion 
had wriggled out of it. The cry of relief 
which went up from the spectators was 
followed instantly by such an outburst 
of applause as has seldom been beard.

Rose r. Township op West Wawa­
nosh.- Following is the judgment deli­
vered by Mr Justice Street of the Queen’s 
Bench Division in the celebrated gravel 
pit case between Alex. Rose and the town­
ship of West Wawanosh, which was be­
fore the court in Goderich at the last 
assizes:—The plaintiff claimed to be the 
owner of the lands in question under the 
will of his father, subject to the life 
estate of his ipother, Isabella Rose. 
The action was brought to restrain the 
defendants from removing gravel from 
the land in question. The defendants 
claimed the right to take the gravel un 
der a by-law passed by them, ostensibly 
under sec. 550, sub-sec 8 of the Munici­
pal Act, R. S O., ch. 184. The by-law 
provided that the path masters and other 
employees of the corporation shall be 
authorized and empowered to enter up­
on any land within the municipality 
when necessary to do so, save and ex­
cept orchards, gardens, and pleasure

J. C- RYKERrS RESIGNATION.
He Feel» He Can no Longer Occupy Hie 

Seat and Leaves the Chamber.
Ottawa, May 5.—On Friday last just as 

the orders of the day were about to be called 
Mr. Rykert arose amid profound silence. He 
nt once referred to the scandal which forced 
he Commons to ask the committee on privi­

leges and elections to sit day after day and 
to wade through,piles of correspondence and 
listen to witness after witness before recom­
mending the resolutions should be passed, and 
which resolutions declared the conduct of J. 
C. Rykert to be discreditable, corrupt and 
scandalous. Mr. Rykert complained that he 
had not had fair play and gave as his reason 
for this that no specific charge had been 
formulated and, therefore, it was unfair that 
he should be called, upon to defend himself 
just because a lot of private correspondence 
had been made public. He then started to 
criticise the methods which the committee 
had adopted and the conclusion to which they 
were* arriving.

Mr. Blake at once rose tn a point of order 
and reminded Rykert that he must not speak 
of the doing of so and so by the committee 
before that committee had reported to the 
House,

The shaker agreed with this and Rykori 
continued, but spoke for but few minutes. 
He claimed that since the events spoken of 
by the witnesses and which had been charged 
against his character, had taken place, he had 
passed through two Parliaments, and that 
when elected his constitutents knew the 
whole facts of the case. But., he said, “In 
view of what has lately taken place I feel 
that 1 can no longer occupy a seat in this 
House, but that it is my duty to return to 
the electors who sent me here. Mr. Speaker 
I tender my resignation as a member of Par­
liament for Lincoln county.” As he finished 
sjieaking he slowly left the Chamber, and the 
liou>e proceeded with the business of the 
evening.

Alleged to Have Stolen #.'$0,000 Iiomls of 
a Toronto Company.

New York. May'7.—An evening paper says: 
William H. Guinn, the junior part inn* of tin- 
ocean steamship firm of Williams & (liiion.. 
has been discovered in the act of stealing 
$30,000 worth of bonds over which lie was 
co^rustee with William H. Booth, president of 
the Third National Bank, at least so asserts his 
co-trustee. Some years ago the Canadian Insur­
ance Company of Toronto, desiring to do 
business in this state, deposited a cer­
tain number of securities In a safe de 
p sit company of this city and ap 
pointed fllîooth an 1 (iunm to serve as trustees. 
No one besides the two possessed keys or know 
the combination to the oek of the lx»x. 0. late 
Onion has been unsuccessful financially and has 
been greatly cramped.

A short time ng<> Booth discovered that 30 of 
the louds valued at $l(k)d each were missing from 
the safe deposit 1k)x. Booth telegraphed to the 
Canadian Insurance Company who sent an agent 
here to make an investigation. Union explained 
that he had become suddenly and seriously em­
barrassed and that it was absolutely necessary for 
him to have money at once. I11 his extremity he 
took tbe. bonds and secured $21,000 on them at 
one of the city banks. Union, however, con 
fessed to his utter inability to replace the stolen 
bonds. Th* insurance company obtained the 
balance of $0000 and has brought suit against 
botli-trustees to recover the $21,000.

A Terrible Blunder at tise Hamilton Hos­
pital Results Fatally.

Hamilton May 5.—The story of a fatal 
piece of carelessness, has just leaked out. Last 
autumn a mau was brought to the city hos­
pital who was suffering from an aggravated 
form of kidney disease. The diagnosis 
of his case revelled the fact that one 
of Lis kidneys was badly diseased and that 
the other was comparatively healthy. A 
consultation was held by the physicians of 
the medical staff v\h<> were then iu attend­
ance and it was decided to perform the deli­
cate operation of removing the diseased kid­
ney. The doctor who was chosen t® perform 
the operation did the preliminary! work of 
cutting open the patient with nea^iess^ and 
dispatch. The disease^ organ was laïïPfepgn 
to view. One of the kidneys was abnormally 
large. This the doctor immediately pounced 
upon as the diseased one and he promptly cut 
it out. After this was done one of the staff, 
who was standing by, mildly suggested that 
perhaps the kidney which had been removed 
was not the diseased kidney at all. An in­
vestigation proved that this was actually the 
case. The kidney which had been cut away 
was the healthy one: its abnormal size was 
the result of the double work it had had to 
do, tbe other kidney being so diseased that it 
could not preform its proper functions at all, 
and it had shrunken up to half its natural 
size. But it was too late to remedy the 
blunder. There was nothing left to do but 
to sew the poor fellow up again after having 
deprived him of his healthy kidney, and left 
him with his useless diseased one. Of course 
the p<x>r patient died a little whife after, 
and the affair was hushed up.______

THE DUNNVILLE TRAGEDY*
Clerao Ih Acquitted But He Had a CIo*e

Call—What Influenced the Jury.
Cayuua, May .j.—The trial of Joseph Clemc 

for the murder of David Lawrie lasted foui 
days during the [iaa,t week On Wednesday 
the jury returned a verdict of not guilty and 
Clemo was discharged. The jury w as by no 
means unanimous when they first retired, 
but after a long consultation in v ew of the 
spotted character of some of the material 
witnesses against the prisoner it was decided 
to render a vervict of acquittal. The mur­
der occured a long time ago. Iu November, 
ISbS, the dead body of a man, subsequently 
recognized 11s a Toronto harness maker named 
David Lawrie, was found floating iu a feed­
er of the Welland Canal at Dunnville.

Ho had *S00 in h;s possession when he dis­
appeared ami the pockets haul been rifled ami 
the money abstracted. An autopsy proved 

] that he had been murdered before being 
throw n in the water Joseph Clemo, a worth­
less character who hail “done time,” was as­
certained to have made a number of admis­
sions as to the crime and ii was learned, he 
was immediately thereafter quite flush with 
funds, llis arrest, at Essex Centra followed 
the succeeding April. The evidence ajya<n. t 
Clemo was exclusively confined to the ad 
missions he hud made, the circumstances of 
the sudden possession of money, and several 
of the principal witnesses were worthlea- 
characters.

BIbI« l* Howeelteepere.
Emptied «pools are utilized in making

Blankets and fun put away well 
sprinkled with borax, and done up air­
tight, will never bo troubled with moths.

It ie a much better plan than to do 
all at once ti take up some carpets in 
the fall and the rest in the spring,and so 
divide the work, unless you want to 
feel that it ie all out of the way at once.

In binding coats, vests or tailor-made 
dresses, do not use the silk binding 
braid, for it soon frays out and needs re­
pairing again. The worsted that 
and looks so much like the silk that 
can hardly be told from it can be pro­
cured, and is far more durable and last­
ing.

Pigs’ feet, after being thoroughly 
cleansed, may be pickled by first boiling 
them in slightly salted water, then pack­
ing in a jar ; pour over them very strong 
v.negar, with or without spice, to suit 
the taste.

To take ont bruises in furniture wet 
the place well with warm water, then 
take some brown paper live or six times 
doubled and well soaked in water, lay it 
on tho place, apply on that a hot flat­
iron till the moisture is evaporated, and 
if the bruise is net gone repeat the 
same ; you will hod, after two or three 
applications, the dent or bruise is raised 
level with the surface ; or if the bruise 
is small, soak it well with warm water 
and apply a red hot poker near the sur­
face, keeping it continually wotted, and 
you will soon lied the indentation van 
ished.

For washing fine, nice flannels, noth­
ing will cause them to look so nice as 
borax in the water, a tablespoonful of 
boraxjtoa pail of water’*!ing the right 
proportion. Always wash Baby’s little 
flannel skirts, shirts, etc,, in this.

Furniture covered with repp, or simi­
lar goods, should be first whipped ; then 
carefully brushed, and all duet wiped 
away with a damp cloth. A soft cloth 
is best for satin-covered furniture. 
Black walnut or mahogany furniture 
may be washed quickly with soapy 
water and a soft brush, then wiped dry 
and rubbed with an oily cloth. Rotten 
stone and sweet oil are used t) polish, 
and are excellent. Then all that can be 
rubbed off is removed and a chamois 
akin makes it as good as new.

Merino underwear should be watched 
carefully, for when the stitches com­
mence to break, unless mended at ones, 
large holes will appear before long, and 
then it will soon go. Piec-s of old un­
derwear should be used fur mending,and 
by placing it under the thin place or 
hole it can be darned down nicely.

A very pretty way of adorning the 
fireplace, which even with the customary 
’’summer piece’' can scarcely be called 
ornamental when deprived of its chief 
charm, a glowing fire, is to place a glass 
screen or mirror in front of it, but not

Mix the 
yesst end one tesspoenful of the sugar 
together, add a little lukewarm milk to 
it to mix it, add half a pound of the flour 
snd the rest of the milk lukewarm, cover 
it with a cloth and eet it to rise in a 
warm place for half an hour. Then mix 
in » large basin the rest of the flour,, the 
butter, sugar, eggs ; poor the yeast in 
and give it sll a gold beating, and eet it 
to rise again for an hoar and a half. 
Then take it and shape it into buns and 
put them on » greased pan in the oven 
for half an hoar ; then brash them over 
with milk snd sugar end pat them bsok 
to brown for a few minutes. It must 
all be kept warm and in a warm place the 
whole time.

Quick Cookies.—Use equal parts of 
sweetened cream snd sugar, with flour to 
roll. Sweetened cream is made by stir­
ring dry sods into soar cream until it 
forms. Add to the above flivoring to 
lute ; a quarter of a spoonful of good 
baking powder ira-roves the whole. The 
rule as first stated, however, is invalua­
ble fqr shortness, and holds good 
whether there is one cupful or six of the 
ingredients used.

Jellied Chicken.—Jellied chicken is 
prepared by boiling the birds until ten­
der ; then they sre skimmed and the 
meat cut from the bores and chopped in 
small pieces. Pour a quart of the water 
in which they were boiled over half a 
box of gelatine for the meat oP-^hree 
chickem. Season with salt and peeper 
Pour this over the chicken and set it in 
a cool place until the liquor becomes a 
jelly.

To Restore Elasticity to Cane.—The 
elasticity, of cane chair bottoms can be to 
a ereat extent restored by washing the 
cane with soap and water until it ie well 
soaked, and then drying thoroughly in 
the air, after which they will become as 
tight and 6rm as now, if none of the 
canes are broken.

respect to about ninety per c-nt. of the 
community, the price paid for food 
comes to one-half the income or 
mere. After this food is bought how 
much of it is wasted in bad cooking ? 
How much human f>rct is wasted in 
consequence of bad cooking? How much 
does dyspepsia or indigestion, caused 
by bad cooking, impair the working 
capacity of the people of the United 
States and diminish their product ? Can 
five cents* worth per day be saved ? 1s 
not that a very insufficient measure of the 
difference between a poor wasteful cook 
and a good economical one ? If five 
cents a day can be saved on food and 
fuel, while at the same time that which 
is bought and cooked may be converted 
into more nutritious and appetizing 
food, the difference in each community 
of Li,000 people would be $109,500

is what you want. Two plump, ten- 
pound turkeya will bring more money at 
that time than one lean, lank fellow that 
weighs twenty pounds. I do out strive 
to get eiae in my breeders, either male or 
female. We do this for the reason that 
the eggs of the largest hens are not as a 
role as large as those from fair to good- 
sized birds, and it la pretty generally 
conceded that for active vitality and sore 
breeding the male nuit not be too large.

It ia mostly a question of feed as re­
lates to size and heavy weights. I have 
taken the common turkey and made 
them weigh twenty-five pounds in two 
years. With pure breeds of turkeys a 
good weight can be made with ordinary 
care and a email affinant of feed. Here 
lies the superiority of the thoroughbred 
over the scrub. In picking out hens do 
not let great weight influence you. Good 
form, fine atout legs, square bodies and 
breast are what is wanted. Much the 
time will be proper with the mtle in 
baying. He should not be related to the 
females. Oue male ie sufficient for * 
dozen females, all things considered. 1 
have found the White Holland turkey 
the moat profitable for the farmer to 
raise, ae they are hardy, mature early, 
are docile in disposition, not inclined to 
stray off and fall victim» to hawks and 
skunks. Like the wilder varieties in 
quality of flesh, they are par excellence 
as a table fowl and prolific layers of good 
sized eggs.

Desiring to raise as many as possible 
to the number of bens kept for breeding 
purposes, I set the first laying of eugw 
the turkey hens lay under the chicken 
hens. When they hatch I examine to 
see if they have any vermin on them ; if 
so, I dust them with insect powder ai d 
keep them cooped closely for three t r 
four days, until they get used to the call 
of the han. If allowed to run out they 
are likely to stray after any hen that 
cornea along. I feed often and very 
sparingly the first week, with hard boiled 
eggs and corn bread crumbs, with a lit­
tle barley meal, onion tops and lettuce 
chopped fine. Milk shculd he given 
them as a drink, as it keeps them in a 
healthy condition. Corn meal dough 
should not be given them, as they are 
liable to diarrhœa, and it increases that 
tendency. Their food should be strictly 
fresh. Keep cooped in the morning un­
til the dew is off the grass, until they are 
six weeks old, for cold spring rains and 
dew are fatal to young turkeys. The 
second laying of eggs I let the turkey 
hen sit on and raise the brood. I do not 
pay much attention to them except to 
feed a little each evening to get them pr6- 
customed to come up at nightj ifftKjreep 
them growing. They will pick up most 
of their living in their rambles. Pro­
ductiveness depends on the care. If you 
breed thoroughbreds,breed only from the 
best, and if you succeed in raising gooo 
birds let it be known by exhibiting and 
advertising. The owner of really good, 
high-scoring stock usually gets for them 
all conscience will allow him to ask.

Our Frails and Insert Life.
Few realize how dependent we are for 

our fruit crop upon the ministrations of 
bees and other insects. The tree fruits 
are especially influenced by the visits of 
insects whose mission it is, all unawares, 
to distribute the pollen. The apple, for 
instance, has five beautiful pink petals 
surrounding the yellow pollen-hearing 
stamens in the centre Each of these 
blossoms has fire stigmas, and each stig­
ma is connected with the cure fruit. At 
the proper time the tiny nectaries are 
filled with nectar, when the flower is pre­
pared to receive the pollen grains from 
the dusty bees as they are flitting among 
them, intent only upon their own crazy 
greed for the hone}, wholly unconscious 
of the wonderful part they are playing in 
a still more wonderful nature. But 
there are live of these stigmas, and with­
out a distinct fertilization of each one 
separately an imperfect fruit is formed, 
which in most cases constitutes tho wind­
fall. Opposite the hollow cheek on an 
apple will he found immature seeds, 
showing that, an imperfect fertilization 
had taken place, if any at all, in that 
particular pistil. The apple baing one 
of a large class cf blossoms in which the 
antherand pistil of the same flower do not 
mature at the same time, eclf-fertiliza- 
tion is impossible, and a cross must be 
obtained from another blossom of the 
same species <>f plant. Gooseberries, 
currants and raspberries are also largely 
indebted to insect life for the fruit they 
bear, and in the hist two undeveloped 
parts are often found due tD imperfect 
fertilization, as in the apple and clover.

It has been stated that unless we Çhave 
a few hours of sunshine when early cher­
ries are in bloom we shall have no cher­
ries at all, and we frequently have b 
season when cold rain storms so prevent 
the bees from getting • out that not a 
cherry is produced.

"The effect ot tobacco on sch Mil-boys 
is so marked as not to be open for dis 
oussion.” So wrote Professor McShary, 
President of the Baltimore Academy of 
Medicine. Dr Wilard Parker asaerts 
thst ‘‘tobscco is ruinous in our schools 
and college», dwarfing body and 
mind."

Dr Dryadale, the senior physician in 
the Loudon Metropoliten Hospital, 
•peaks of medical student» “who hsve 
entirely destroyed their intellect by the 
use of tobacco." ,

In Vermont a bright boy of fourteen 
fell strangely behold his class. Hie 
teachers could not account for this ; but 
the incapacity increased till he sickened 
and died, when it waa found that he wea 
killed by tobacco, to which he was in 
the habit of helping himself secretly 
from his father’s store

Dr Decaisne, of Paris, found by in­
vestigation that even the restricted nee of 
tobacco by children loads often to a 
change in the blood, paleness of the face, 
emaciation, palpitation and intermission 
of the heart, diminution of the normal 
quantity of blood, oorpuaclee, difficulty 
of digestion and aluggishneas of intel­
lect."

There is another point to which I want 
to call your attention, for some of you 
will by and by desire to get situations as 
book-keepers or to become art-students. 
Professor Oliver, of the Naval Academy, 
eeya he can invariably reoogniee the user 
of tobacco “from bis tremoloue band and 
absolute inability to draw aclean.atraight 
line." I know of a merchant, who need 
to test the handwriting of every boy 
who applied to him for a situation, and 
invariably in this way detected and in­
variably rejected tobacco-users.—N. Y. 
Independent.
