health officer. Dr. "Whitelaw, yester­
day demanded an inquest, and one 
will be iield tomorrow by Dr. H. R. 
Smith. The remains of the child are 
now at Andrews' undertaking rooms, 
where a postmortem examination is 
being made by Dr. Dunn.

On August 20th last, the child was 
vaccinated by Sydney C. Main, as­
sistant health inspector, at the offices 
of the health department, and it is 
alleged that her death is due to the 
vaccination that she underwent on 
that occasion.

Mr. Foley has written to Dr.White- 
l:iw. charging that the child’s death 
is directly due to the vaccination in 
his office, which he claims was both 
illegal and criminal. He also stated 
to a Bulletin reporter that his child 
was “murdered by the city” by 
means of the vaccination operation. 
He also threatens to begin legal action 
for damages against the corporation.
-Dr. Whitelaw denies that vaccina­

tion v.-as responsible for the death of 
the child and has written the follow­
ing letter :—

"Your letter received, and in reply 
1 beg to say, that while it is very 
regrettable that your daughter died, 
and that you are entitled to every 
sympathy in your affliction, your 
statements regarding the cause of 
death and the question oi vaccination 
in this office being illegal and crim­
inal, are absolutely unwarranted and 
unfounded.

“In consequence of this 1 hereby 
make a demand that you hold an 
inquest and a postmortem examin­
ation, which would disclose the real 
cause of death.

Ottawa, Sept. 8—J. G. Foley, clerk 
of the crofrn in chancery, has com­
pleted the hew Dortiiniort Election act, 
which went into effect on July 2. It 
contains many new provisions affect­
ing candidates, electors and news­
papers and printing offices.

It is mtftth a crftltinftl Wfettee ptm- 
hshefclc -by a heavy fine to take down, 
mutilate or deface any proclamation, 
notice, voters’ list or other document 
required to be posted up under the 
provisions of the act.

No person can make any contribu 
tion on behalf of any candidate ex­
cept through the agent of such can­
didate.

The bribery provisions in the act are 
made much more severe.

Canvassing by persons residing out­
side of Canada is made an indictable 
offence.

Printing offices are required to give 
the address of the printer and pub­
lisher on every class of printed ma­
terial used in connection with an elec­
tion.

The making of false statements with 
respect to the personal character of a 
candidate renders a person making 
it liable to a fine oi not less than 
$100.

A contribution for political purposes 
by any company or association is also 
made an indictable offence.

He is of the opinion that $10,000,000 
worth of lumber and timber will be 
needed in the ship yards alone dur­
ing the next year. He shows how 
288,000,000 feet of lumber can be used 
by Japan. A large part of this must 
be imported. The United States now 
gets the -bulk of this lumber trade 
and is hot after it. The city of Tokio 
is practically being rebuilt and there 
are vast possibilities there. Canada’s 
chances at-this stage of Japan’s his­
tory is pointed out.

whole north country.”

‘Will you cater much to the eastern 
and British trade?”

In certain seasons of the year some 
products may go to the Atlantic coast 
but we have not been* reckoning ,oa 
that trade to any gjeatr extent. We 
will direct more attention to ’ the 
country beyond thé Rockies.”

Requirements of the Plant.
The Bulletin drew attention to the

“I suppose the bulk of inquiries 
will be regarding the grunty animal 
"‘wffiat pays the rint” and clears Off 
so many mortgage» in all districts 
where the hog industry flourishes.

’Can you say as to the prices you 
will be paying for live stock?”

“We will pay the market price every 
time. I see hogs have gone up con­
siderably in price. A few month» ago 
they were $4.50 per cwt. in Edmonton 
and now they are $5 to $5.75. Whèn 
the call is made for the first delivery 
of hogs I should say the price will 
range from $5.50 to $5.75 per Cwt. We 
will, of course, meet the market quo­
tations in cattle and sheep.”

Will you have your manufacturing 
plant in operation soon for the work­
ing of the - bye-products into soap, 
glue, etc.?”

No, we will not likely turn out the 
finished article at first but the bye- 
products will all be taken care of and 
shipped out as soap stock, etc.”
The Farmer and the Hog Industry,.
“You can rest assured,” added Mr. 

Bradley, “that we have put up a large 
establishment here and that we are 
determined to make it a sure proposi­
tion.

Richard H- Little, one of the Chic­
ago newspaper men who toured the 
West under the auspices' />! Herbert 
Vanderhoof, of the “Canada West,” 
has written his first letter for his 
paper, the Chicago Record-Herald. 
His story has a distinctly American 
tinge to it, which is not unnatural 
since it was written to be read by 
Americans. In working out the 
article he uses an Englishman of a 
type by no means characteristic'of the 
Englishmen who are in the West, and 
who, as a class, ate the equals of any 
of the newcomers to Canada. Mr. 
Little’s story is interesting. It is as 
follows :

One hears a great deal in Canada 
about the American invasion of the
Northwest. The Canadians regard the 
invasion with complacency, the rail­
roads and the land companies with 
joy and enthusias, but many con­
servative English persons look upon 
it with suspicion and mistrust.

He was riding in the smoking com­
partment of a drawing-room car of 
the Northern Canadian railroad, pull­
ing hard on a briar pipe. He was 
unmistakably English. I didn’t 
blame him for that, but {he side 
whiskers were his own fault. He 
glared at me sternly for a 16ng time 
until I tried to remember how much 
1 owed him and whether he was the 
landlord of the flat or the tailor. 
Finally he exploded with a dull sick­
ening sound.

“You’re a yankee, I suppose,” he

Improve on American Example.
“The United Stales was the first 

nation to try the experiment of .V 
federal constitution.

We think we are even 
freer in Canada than we were when 
citizens of the United States. There

New York, Sept, $—Tty Standard Oil 
Company sent a sweepipg broadside into 
the government's cage yesterday in the 
hearing of the suit seeking to dissolve 
the Standard Oil Company of New Jer­
sey under the Sherman anit-trust law, 
when witnesses began to tell of the char­
acter of a number of men the govern­
ment had placfed on the witness stand. 
It came ont that because of this attack 
upon the character of one of the govern­
ment's witnesses, Moritz Rosenthal, lead­
ing counsel for the Standard Oil, had 
been challenged to a duel by Henry C. 
Wootan, one of the government’s star 
witnesses, who testified in Washington 
several months ago. The duel was never 
fought. Ln Washington Wootan had tes­
tified that the Standard Oil Company 
had bought the Record Oil Company of 
New Orleans and that it had been oper­
ated as independent to deceive the trade, 

- also that the People’s Oil Company, of 
which he was general manager ,had been 
bought by the Standard and that he had 
been ordered to operate ostensibly as an 
independent concern.

It was after he had given this testi­
mony in Washington that Mr. Rosenthal 
asked: “When did you steal those pa­
pers from the Standard Oil Company?”

Mr. Wootan sprang out of his chair, 
his face very red. "In the South, sir, we 
dorf’t recognize the word ‘steal’,” he said.

"In the North, sir, we do not recog­
nize tUt act,” rejoined Mr. Rosenthal.

It was then that Mr. Wootan chal­
lenged the Standard Oil lawyer :o 
fight a duel, but the story did not be­
come public until yesterday, when (he 
subject came up while T. C. Ceilings, 
second vice-president of the Standard Oil 
Company of Kentucky, was on the writ- 
ness stand.

Next Warm Wave Is Due to Cross 
t Pacific Slope September 17.

Washington, D. C., Sept. 8.—Last bul­
letin gave forecasts of disturbance to 
cross continent August 12 to 16. warm 
wave 11 to 15, cool wave 14 to 18. '"his 
was expected to be of greatest intensity 
on the Pacific slope, and become milder* 
as it moved eastward. The warm wave 
was expected to be the most intense part 
of this storm Wave after reaching the 
great central valleys. z '

Next disturbance* will reaeîî the Pacific 
coast about September 17, crossing Pacific 
slope by close of 18. great central valleys 
19 to 21, eastern states, 22. Warm wave 
will cross Pacific slope about 17, ^reat 
central valleys 19 eastern states 21. Cool 
wave will cross. Pacific slope about 20, 
great central v^fieys 22, eastern states 24.

This disturbance will be of less loroe 
on PAcific slopq than the preceding sturn», 
'and will mcréaefeMn forcé as- it progresses 
eastward. In ^ the great central valleys 
and eastward it will be of greater inten­
sities than the preceding storm, reaching 
its greatest forcé not far from Septcmoer 
21, while east of meridian 90.

After September 5 the general trend 
of temperatures will be more downw ird 
than the season would indicate, and there­
fore the warm wave of this disturbance 
will be of much less warmth than the 
preceding warm .wave and the cool wave 
following will gy, away down.

Note the dat^s for that September fi\ st 
wave; Pacific slope 20, great central Tal­
leys 22, eastern states 24. Knowing when 
to expect these frosts will enable prepara­
tion. Tobacco and all tender plants that 
are exposed will suffer along and north 
of latitude 38. w

As the basis of contrast the Tele­
gram selects* the manner in which 
charges of wrong-doing have been 
dealt with, and produces the follow­
ing conclusion :

“No one will claim for the Con­
servative administration which went 
down to defeat in 1896 an unblem­
ished reford. It had. especially in 
its final term of government, a num­
ber bf sins to answer for. The rc- 
.cords show, however, that the Con­
servative government of that period 
did not answer charges of wrong­
doing with brazen denial of the ex­
istence of wrongdoing or with viol­
ent denunciation of its accusers. 
The charges made against its mem 
bers it met courageously and inves­
tigated fearlessly.

Take the Connolly-McGieevy cast 
for instance, the investigation of 
which sent a Minister of the Crown 
into retirement, and a member o: 
Parliament to jail. These charges 
were investigated by a committee of 
the House.of Commons in 1891, but 
how different from the manner ot 
investigating the timber charges in 
tile year of our laird 1908 !
This summary intitules two clearly

Cotton clothing may be 
brought in under the minimum tariff 
allowed on British goods at 25 per 
cent. ; woollen clothing brought in 
from Great Britain must pay 30 per 
cent. Instead of the Canadian wool­
len industry havipg been discriminat­
ed against it has been and is allowed 
more protection against British com 
petition than is given to the cotton 
industry.

Raging For a Week.
The fire has been raging in the vi­

cinity of Parmenter for the last week, 
but heavy northwest winds last night 
fanned the flames towards the village 
and in a short time completely sur­
rounded it, burning farm buildiygs 
and grain stacks.

The fires, how­
ever, crept over near to the railroad 
bridge, where a desperate fight with 
tlie aid of water pumped from the ten­
der of a locomotive was put up to 
save tile structure as a means of es­
cape. Ten thousand cords of wood, 
valued at $40,000, was consumed by 
the flames, besides other timber va­
lued at $25,000, and five or six farm­
houses and barns, totalling $20,000. 
Some stock was burned, but no loss 
of human life is reported. The fire 
iu Greenwood settlement was brought 
under control last night by a large 
force of men felling trees, shovelling 
sand and digging trenches to prevent 
the flames spreading among the dry 
leaves that carpet the woods.

The damage in the Greenwood dis­
trict, can not yet be even approxim­
ately estimated, but it is known that 
it runs away tip into the hundreds of 
thousands of dollars.

Cloud of Smoke Overhangs Lake. 
Milwaukee, Wis., Sept. 8.— A spe­

cial despatch received this evening 
from Ashland, Wis., says that with 
a strong southwest wind blowing and 
tlie continuation of the abnormally 
dry weather, conditions arc ideal for 
forest fires. The air is full of smoke 
all over the Lake Superior region. 
Two requests for help have been tele» 
graphed to Ashland this morning, one 
from White river, where the Wiscon­
sin Central has a large crew at work, 
and the other from the farming region 
south of Ashlajid. Fires have jump­
ed the railroad and are gradually get­
ting nearer to Ashland. The timber 
was removed near Ashland years ago. 
and there is no danger to the city, 
but farmers in the vicinity may suf­
fer. Not since the great Hinckley fire 
has there been so much smoke.

Our relations 
with the United States are very cordial, 
and the negotiations now in progress will 
make them more satisfactory in the 
future.”

These were the utterances of Hon. Kcl 
Hara, a famous Japanese statesman and 
diplomat at the. Hotèl Vancouver today.
Mr. Hara arrived from the Orient yes­
terday. and is going to tour the Unit'd 
States and Kgropo. Until a few months 
ago he occupied the post of home min­
ister in the Saiohji cabinet, which was 
superseded by a cabinet formed by Count 
Katsura. .K

Hon. Kci Hara is one of the best known 
of Japanese public men. He was born at 
Morioka in 1854 and enjoyed the jonfi- 
dence of. the late Count Mutsu, under 
whom he served as personal secretary when 
Count Mutsu was minister of agriculture 
and commerce. He was appointed to tlie 
foreign office as director of the commer­
cial bureau, and in 1895 was appointed 
vice-minister of foreign affairs, being 
transferred to Korea as minister in If96. 
in the stormy days following the war with 
China.

After a year in Korea, Hon. Mr. Hara 
resigned his post and returned to Japan 
to engage in journalism, becoming chief 
editor of the Osaka Mainichi (Day-by- 
Day), and was one of the right-hand‘men 
of Marquis Ito when the Prince launched 
the Seiyukai, the political party which 
still controls the government policy in 
Japan, in 1900. He entered the govern­
ment as .minister of communications in 
1890, and has since been connected with 
the government until two months ago, 
when the Saionji cabinet resigned office.

He also served as Japanese minister in 
Paris before the elevation of the post to 
ah ambassadorship.

Schwab Catches Men Loafing.

Persons interested in the possibilities 
of development in the northland of Can­
ada can find much food, fdr tiiought in 
studying the conditions in Western Si­
beria, particularly the remarkable pro­
gress made in that country since the 
opening of the Great Siberian ràiltray. 
The future of the great-tieW ctiunti'y in 
Canada has been,mi*ih.discussed on this 
page, and some mpntb.s ago Mr. R. B. 
Young of the Department of the Inter­
ior, Ottawa, surprised a Toronto audi­
ence by a lecture, showing the value of 
a region beyond Edmonton on which no 
value had been set.

The following extracts are from a re­
port on the prospecta of British trade in 
Siberia, published by the British Govern­
ment in 1905. Tiumen mentioned in the 
extract is on a branch of the railway 
in the Province of Tobolsk. In latitude 
it is about 250 mile» north of the latitude 
of Edmonton. Kourgan, on the main 
line of the railway is about 110 miles 
north of the latitude of Edmonton. Omsk 
near the south boundary of the Province 
of Tobolsk, and also on the main line 
of the railway is in latitude about 100 
miles north of Edmonton.

#fThe butter-making industry of Wes­
tern Siberia ,is one of the firt direct re­
sults of the construction of the railway, 
and, from the point of view of the gen­
eral well-being of the pea sent popula­
tion, the most promising outcome of the 
changed conditions now prevailing. It is 
at present the main resource of the in­
habitants of the entire region./

"The progress made has indeed been 
wonderful. Previous to 1893 no butter 
was produced in Siberia, for export 
abroad. The first to engage in butter- 
making under modern methods was an 
English woman, married to a Russian, 
whose dairy farm %t Chernaia, Reitchka, 
in the district of Tiumen, was in 1885, 
the only one in Siberia, and is still a 
well known model of its kind. The in­
itial difficulties encountered, she told me, 
were extremely depressing. No experi­
enced hands were to be found, the peas­
ants did not undrstand that cows had to 
be properly fed or attended to, the dis­
tances were enormous and communica. 
fions were non-existent or primitive, 
while the people in general, with the ex­
ception of the few who could afford to 
order supplies by the then communica­
tions from Moscow', had but faint ideas 
as to the difference between cheese and 
butter, and how they were to be eaten. 
The firt separator—the first in Siberia— 
was purchased in 1887 from Sweden. 
Common peasant cows, small and yield­
ing little milk were utilised at first, and 
the "breed gradually improved by the ?n- 
troduction of Sinimental cattle. The farm 
now has 180 head of it^ own rearing.

"In 1893, Mr. Wolkoff, a Russian, open­
ed near Kourgan the first dairy produc­
ing butter for export beyond the Urals. 
400 pouds (14,400 lbs.) were exported in 
1894., Ten years only have passed, and 
now butter making is the staple industry 
of the country as regards international 
trade ,and the chief resource of its peas­
ant population. Over 2,000 dairies are 
now scattered over Western Siberia, 
their export in 1903 being 2,185,000 pouds 
or 78,904,720 lbs. One has but *to visit 
Siberia, or to scan its press, to see how 
very largely the butter industry bulks 
in the general economic position. The 
fame of Siberia is, in fact, being rapidly 
transferred from tjie hitherto traditional 
gold and wealth of grain to the more 
prosaic appurtenance of the foreign 
breakfast table. Butter, thanks solely to 
the Siberian supply, now occupies the 
sixth place in value in the Russian ex­
port trade, and promises to exceed all 
other items except grain. The insatiable 
British market gives Siberia its largest 
held of consumption, Denmark in this 
respect acting more, as a forwarding 
agent than a home consumer. Russia, i.e. 
Siberia, now -comes second or next to 
Denmark, in value and quantity, as the 
course of supply of the British demand 
for butter. In 1899 the import from 
Russia was so inconsiderable as to be 
merely included in the board of trade re­
turns under "other countries.” In 1900, 
as the Russian press points out with 
pride, it forced its way to an individual 
heading, the import from Russia amount­
ing according to the board of trade re­
turns, to 378H52 cwts. in 1901, to 490,091 
cwrt«, in 9102, and to 484,328 cwts. in 1903.

"The extent of the advantages of this 
new industry to the peasantry of Siberia 
may be realized when it is remembered 
that prior to 1893, toplennoe/ i.e., boiled 
or melted butter, alone was manufactur­
ed in Siberia. This sold at an average 
of 6 roubles (about $3.*00) per poud (about 
36 pounds) Requiring 32 pounds of milk 
to produce 1 poud of the manufactured 
article, the average price paid for milk 
being 18 to 9 copecks (about 10 cents) per 
poud.

"Omsk, with a population variously 
estimated at from 50.00Ç to 60,000, the 
capital of the Governor-Generalship of 
the Steppes and of the Akmolinsk terri­
tory, is a large village-like town, of ris­
ing influence from its position on the 
railway and on the Irish. It has 15 offices 
engaged in the export of butter, half of 
which are Danish, the rest Russian or 
German, with one British establishment. 
Kourgan, a district town of the govern­
ment of Tobolsk, with some 12,000 inhab­
itants, is a large stragglin village in ap­
pearance, and h§p; j ^prtmg into promin­
ence since the ,ot??tf£T]0ptipp of thp rail­
way ae the most impto^jhnt centre of the 
Siberian buttpr trade.’ It; bas 17 expert 
ojfices, including Danish, German, Rus 
sian, and one British. 545,842 pouds (19, 
711,445 lbs), or 25 per cent, of tjie entire 
Siberian export, were despatched; from

dairies in general are either the property 
of individual owners or of two or three 
combined, who buy milk from the peas­
ants around, or else they belong either to 
artels or to entire village societies, both 
of which supply the milk from their own 
cows. The artelni dairy is defined as 
"one created by several peasants who dis­
tribute the proceeds in proportion to the 
amount of milk provided.”

er below Edmonton was given by Gabriel 1 
Fanchere, who, in 1814, descended from 
Fort George on his way frdm the West 
Cc-ast to Montreal. Mr. J. B. Tyrell quot­
ed this passage in his report of 1887 and 
credited it to the English translation of 
Fan chore's published in New York tn 
1854. It is nearly a hundred years since 
Fanchere wrote the follow ing,:

"The River Saskatchewan flows over 
a bed composed of sand and marl, which 
contributes not a little to diminish the 
purity and transparency of its waters, 
w'Mch like those of the Missouri, are tur­
bid and whitish. Except for that, it is 
one of the prettiest rivers in the world. 
The banks are perfectly charming, and 
offer in many places a scene the fairest, 
most smiling, and the best diversified 
that can be seen or imagined ; hills !n 
varied forms, crowned with superb 
groves ; valleys agreablv embrowned at 
evening and morning by the prolonged 
shadow of the hills, and the woods which 
adorn them ; herds of light limbed ante­
lopes and heavy colossal buffalo—the for­
mer bounding along the slopes of the 
hills, the latter trampling, under their 
heavy feet, the verduce of the “plains; all 
these champaign beauties reflected and 
doubled ,as it were, by the water of the 
river ; the melodious and varied song of 
a thousand birds, perched on the tree 
tops; the, refreshing breath of the zeph­
yrs; the serenity of the sky, the purity 
and alubrity of the air ; all, in a word, 
pours contentment and joy into the soul 
of the enchanted spectator. It is above 
all in the morning when the sun is ris­
ing ,and in the evening, when it is set­
ting, that the spectacle is really ravish­
ing. I could not detach my regards from 
that superb picture, till the nascent ob­
scurity had obliterated its perfection. 
Then, to the sweet pleasure that I tast­
ed succeeded a triste, not to say a som­
bre melancholy. How comes to pass, I 
said to myself, that so beautiful a coun­
try is not inhabited by human creatures?

The songs, the hymns, the prayers of 
the laborer and the artisan, shall they 
never be heard in these fine plains? 
Wherefore, while in Europe, and above 
all in England, so many thousands of 
men do not possess as their own an inch 
of ground and cultivate the soil of their 
own country for proprietors, who scarce­
ly leave them whgreon to support exist­
ence; wherefore do so many millions of 
acres of apparently fat and fertile land 
remain uncultivated and absolutely use­
less? Or at least, why do they support 
only herds of wild animals? Will men 
always love better to vegetate all their 
Lives on an ungrateful soil than to seek 
Afar fertile regiotis, ih order to pass in 
peace and plenty at least the last portion 
of their days?”

THE CROP SITUATION.
"Winnipeg, Sept. 4.—The crop situation 

in the Canadian northwest : The rainy 
weather which prevailed in the latter part 
of last week has given way to bright end 
clear weather with good strong winds, 
and cutting and threshing operations have 
been resumed at some points and will be 
general again today and tomorrow.

Considerable interest was taken in the 
estimate of the Free Press, which was 
announced this morning. Their estimate 
of the total wheat crop, compiled by their 
special correspondents, figured it out at 
18 5-8 bushels per acre which indicated a 
yield of 111,750,000 bushels. From this, 
however, they deducted an arbitrary figure 
of 1 5-8 bushels per acre for possible 
damage from frost, but it is felt that this 
is excessive in view of the fact that the 
frosts were by no means general, a Where 
frost did occur it was very light, and no 
general effect on the yield is expected to 
result.

Taking the average of the estimates 
made by those who have given the mat­
ter sufficient attention and study to enable 
them to speak with some authority, the 
figure 110,000,000 is arrived at and may 
be taken as a fair approximate of tlg> 
total wheat yield of the Canadian north­
west.

The Free Press’ estimate of the oat 
crop, viz. 91,0p0,000 bushels and of barley, 
38,000,600, added to that of the wheat will 
give a good idea of the large amount 
of money which will find its way into the 
hands of the farmers as a result of this 
year’s crops. An important feature in 
connection with this season’s harvest is 
that the crops are fairly uniform, no dis­
trict particularly suffering to any extent, 
and consequently the money will be pretty 
generally distributed over the whole 
country.

Inspections of new wheat for thu week 
ending August 31st were 193 cars viz., 
2 cars of 1 hard, 82 cars of No. 1 North­
ern, 25 cars of 2. Northern, 1 car of 3 
Northern and 68 cars* of rejected, 47 of 
which were rejected on account of an 
excess of seed grains and 21 for smut. 
The grade of the wheat, however, was 
largely No. 1 Northern. There were 11 
cars of No. 1 Alberta Reck 2 cars of No. 
2 AJfcerfca -Red,, and-* 2 cai-s of No.. 3 Al­
berta Red. It will bè seen, therefore, 
that the official inspections so far bear 
emt ^l|e impression which has prevailed 
that the wheat this season is going to ho

THE GRAIN IS CUT

Crop Conditions Along the C.N.R.— 
Harvesting is Well Advanced—The 
Yield Should Be Large—Thresh­
ing Will Be Inaugurated Within 
Next Week.

Harvesting operations ard now near­
ing completion in the country along 
the C.N.R. line in Alberta, east of Ed­
monton. Reports received yesterday 
by Superintendent W. A. Brown, of 
the C.N.R., indicate that the weather 
during the past week has been more 
favorable and over 75 per cent, of the 
grain is now cut. Threshing will be 
the order of the day shortly. . In spits 
of the cool, wet weather of the past 
two weeks, the grain is-looking in ex­
cellent shape, and the yield will doubt­
less be heavy.

President Roosevelt is reported to 
have told the officials of the congression­
al campaign committee wh'ch called on 
him at Oyster Bay a few days ago, that 
Hie way to prevent political apathyv from 
getting hold on the voter is to keep it 
out of political headquarters. It is like­
ly, therefore, that the campaigns in the 
east will be every bit as brisk as in Ne­
braska, Colorado and other western 
states, where it is known that the race 
will be close.

The speaking campaign throughout 
the entire country will open about Sep­
tember 15th, and from that time on po­
litical rallies will closely follow one an­
other in every state where there is the 
slightest doubt as to the result. It is 
predicted that the speaking feature of 
the campaign will be more active than 
it was four years ago, and will equal 
the first McKinley-Bryan campaign :n

AUGUST IMPORTANT MONTH.

NEW PATENTS ACT HAS 
FAR REACHING EFFECT

"fhe Patents and Designs Act Passed 
by British Parliament in 1907 
Applies to All British Possessions. 
—Foreigners Holding United King, 
dom Patents Must Manufacture 
in Great Britain.

Canadian Associated Press Cable.
London, Sept. 1.—There has beqp 

some enquiry concerning the working 
of the new Patents and Designs Act 
of 1907, which came into operation 
last Saturday, as affecting patents m 
the United Kingdom taken- out by in­
ventors in foreign cotmttieb Arid Bri­
tish possessions. Under, the Act," a 
year of^ grace was allowed', which ex­
pired last Friday.

As doubt was expressed as to the 
eqect of the Act in British possessions, 
the Canadian Press is informed by the 
Board- ol Trade that the Act applies 
to all patent holdings in 'the United 
Kingdom and British possessions, 
and in foreign countries, who have 
Taken out patents in the United King- 
•nom, and provides that at any time, 
not less than four years after the date 
of the patent, any person may apply 
for a revocation of patent on. the 
ground that the patented article r 
product is manufactured or carried un 
exclusively or mainly outside of the 
United Kingdom.

If the comptroller thinks, after hear­
ing the statements of the patentee and 
applicant, that the reasons given by 
the applicant are satisfactory he re­
vokes the patent, provided no such 
ordet shall be made which conflicts 
with any treaty or arrangement with 
any foreign country or British posses­
sion. Foreign manufacturers are 
therefore threatened with the loss of 
patent rights unless they establish u 
factory in the United Kingdom or ar­
range for a British firm to work their 
inventions under license.

It is important that Canadian in­
ventors holding British patents see 
that their inventions are not jeopar­
dized by the terms of this act.

Country a Prey to Thieving Politicians 
—Courts Demoralized.

Special Commissioner from Washing­
ton Finds Law Works Well.

Ottawa, Aug. 30.—Dr. Victor Clarke, 
who was sent to Canada last spring 
by President Roosevelt to make an in­
vestigation into the operation of the 
industrial disputes act, and who in 
the course of his investigation visited 
the chief cities of the Dominion, has 
made his report to the Amercan bu­
reau of labor.

The report is given the honor of 
first place in the bulletin, which is a 
volume of several hundred pages. Dr. 
Clarke says: “So"far as cam be judged 
from the experience of a single year 
the industial disputes act has accom- 
plishd the main puposes for which it 
was enacted, the prevention of strikes 
arid lockouts in the public service in­
dustries. Apparently it has not af­
fected adversely the condition of thti 
working men, or of the industries 
where it has been applied. It.is much 
more applicable to American condi­
tions than the compulsory arbitration 
laws, like those of New Zealand or 
Australia, because its settlements are 
based on an agreement of parties and 
do not prescribe any artificial wage, 
oiten illy adjusted to economic con­
ditions.” X

Mr. Clarke expressed the opinion, 
however, that in the United States 
constitutional restrictions would pre­
vent the federal law of having such 
wide applications as that of Canada.

The hostility of the Western Federa­
tion of Miners to the act, he says, 
may be due partly to the fact that the 
law has been applied during a period 
of unusual depression in metals when 
the mines have had to make reduc­
tions or cease working. He says it 
would be impossible to say definitely 
whether or not a popular vote of the 
working people, especially of those 
directly affected by the law, would 
endorse the act at the present time.

THAW GIVES-GUT INTERVIEW;

Has Talked Over Annulment ef Mar­
riage With Wife—Blames Lawyers.

Pittsburg, Sept. 1—Through the 
Pittsburg press Chas. H. Gillespie, a 
reporter and former pal of Harry 
Thqw, this evening sent a statement 
from Thaw's cell in Poughkeepsie, 
where he spent several hours with 
the prisoner. Thaw made a number 
or startling admissions, among other 
to.inss being -that ije and Evelyn 
Thaw had talked the matter over and 
agreed to an annulment of their mar­
riage, but decided to await settlement 
of the present troubles. He admits 
his desire to get back to Pittsburg as 
soon as possible and remain there, go­
ing into business of some kind and 
devote the balance of his life to it.

To induce best men to serve the publi?.
Is the Highest Aim of Canadian Clubs, 

Says J. A. McDonald, at Club Lun­
cheon at Fort William—He Speaks of 
Church’s Duty to State at Corner 
Stone Laying Ceremonies.

Fort William, Ont., Sept. 1—J. A. Mc­
Donald, editor of the Toronto Globe, 
speaking before the Canadian Club at 
a luncheon here today ,took for his sub­
ject a three-fold title. “Canadian Clubs, 
Public Opinion and Canadian Democ­
racy,” The function of Canadian clubs, 
said the speaker, was" to form opinions. 
When they " tried to act they lost much 
of their value. Their effect should be 
to spur on the best men to give them­
selves to the public service independent 
of personal honors or individual wealth. 
Canada had a chance to avoid the mis­
takes of the past and to create a demo­
cracy. greater than that of ancient 
Greece, and more worthy than that .at 
which. France had aimed but failed to 
secure.

Mr. MacDonald concluded a strong and 
forceful address by complimenting Fort 
Williaan upon her industries, her build­
ings and her bright future which was 
destined to make her the Minneapolis o,f 
Canada. Mr. MacDonald in the evening 
addressed the gathering present at the 
laying or the corner stone of the new 
St. Andrew’s Presbyterian church. The 
ceremony of laying the stone was per­
formed by Peter- McKellar, who gave "a 
brief history of ,the church in this dis 
trict, he being the pioneer resident here 
many years before thé erection of a 
church.

Mr. Macdonald in his address dwelt on 
the duty of the church in relation to the 
state and the great and important part 
it played. He referred to the great gath­
ering of vessels of war on the Pacific 
coast and said that if was was declared 
it would not be like Waterloo, Balaclava 
of any of the battles of years ago. Can­
ada’s part was the advancing of civiliza­
tion to prevent such a war now or at 
any time, and it was the church that 
must educate the people.

fluence than law arid precedent. What 
any one man may sav in regard to the 
decision of the court, lie it President 
"Roosevelt or any one else, is a small mat­
ter .and counts for no more than mere 
personal opinion.” •

TORPEDO BOAT ON TYNE.

Causes Sensation- -German Vessels Rune 
■Up River Unexpectedly.

London, Sept. 1—An afternoon news­
paper contains a story that yesterday a 
great sensation was caused in admiralty 
circles by the appearance of a German 
torpedo boat, D. 5« in the river Tyne, 
where, nnherahled, she ran amongst a 
number of- manoeuvering British ships. 
The arrival of the German vesstl was so 
unexpected that h*r appearance among 
thé British boats !*As almost tinnoticed 
She crossed a part of the river mouth, 
which was actually- being used for the 
naval exercises at the time.

British officers immediately boarded 
the German vessel and called ppon the 
captain for an explanation of his pres­
ence in river waters. The German of­
ficer explained that « his craft had be­
come disabled in i .storm and that he 
was compelled to Hiake fdr the nearest 
pert "for ’ repairs:1 Investigation in the 
engtne-voom indicated that this was a 
correct statement of the case. It is pro­
bable, however, tliAt Berlin will be called 
upon for an official statement of explana­
tion.

Action has been entered in the Su­
preme court by the firm of Goinian, 
Clancey & Grindley, against the Aut­
omatic Telephone company, of Chi­
cago, for $4,830.26 commission for con­
tracts secured for th* defendant,.oom- 
pany by the plaintiffs from' the city 
of Edmonton and the Alberta govern­
ment.

The firm of Gries- 
hach & O’Connor are • appearing for 
the plaintiffs.

The ease is an interesting one and 
if it comes to trial promises to be 
full «ad some highly sensational ehnrg-: 
es and counter charges. In their 
statement ot claim the plaintiff com­
pany, Gorman, Clancey & Grindley, 
manufacturers’ agents, ask for $4,830.- 
26 for work done for the Automatic 
Telephone company under contract. 
They allege that they had a contract 
with the defendant company contain­
ed in letters and telegrams and under 
verbal agreement whereby. the de­
fendant company agreed to pay the 
plaintiffs five per cent, commission 
on all orders introduced by the plain­
tiffs’to the defendants, which the lat­
ter secured in Alberta.

The plaintiffs made application to 
His Honor Judge H. C. Taylor, for 
an order to serve the defendants out 
of the jurisdiction of the Edmonton 
courts. S. J. Gorman made an affl- 
lavit to the effect that he believed 
the amount named in the statement Of 
claim was due his company'and that 
the head officers of the defendant com­
pany resided in Edmonton.

Judge Taylor accordingly ordered 
that the plaintiffs were at liberty to 
issue a writ of summons and garni­
shee summons against the intended 
defendants iir Chicago.

The methods 
employed tor the collection and dis­
tribution of the public revenues ;n 
each of the leading countries in 
Europe will also be inquired into 
Farm specialists connected with the 
foreign office and the interior depart­
ment are anxious to discuss rCcipro.

Of the ruling group ot protectionists in 
the United States, but the Senator said 
yesterday that he would not enter into 
this subject, his sole purpose at the 
present time being to lay the founda­
tions for an understanding of German 
banking methods and currency.
