Few people seem

The White Star Liner Olympic, the 
largest vessel in .the world, now ap­
proaching completion at Messrs. Har- 
land and Wolff's shipyard at Belfast, 
will be dry-docked to-day in the new 
basin constructed at a cost of about 
£350,000 by the Belfast Harbour

Imperial City of 30C 
separate buildings in the 250 acres oi 
grounds has risen as though at the 
waving of the magician’s wand, yet 
everything is solid, safe and con­
structed by designers xyho possess r 
genius for attracting and entertaining 
the millions. .,

To the eight miles of roads and 
paths in the grounds arç being added 
two more miles of wide roads in or­
der that visitors ma<y reach all parte 
with ease; bridges and new flights oi 
steps will aid in this effort for the 
comfort of the public. Yet with all 
these changes the charm of the fiark- 
lami will not be lost; indeed, by the 
use of millions of plants, rose trees 
Shrubs, an<L so forth/ the grounds 
will be more beautiful than ever.

Empire, and this means that the work 
is not only all that it should be, but 
performers gain their costumes at 
cost price. The costumes range in 
price from 5s. to £120, the latter be­
ing the values of the armour and de­
corations to be worn by Lord Howard 
de Walden as the Black Prince. Some 
of the ladies, whilst appearing as 
grand dames of the past, will use 
real jewellery of great value.

It should be noted-that whale the 
15,00p Pageant performers aij giving 
their services in this splendid “living 
iistory hook,” work is found for many 
who need it. Some hundreds of ex- 

Yoldiers have been engaged to form 
marching armies of various periods, 
ind the staff of grooms, dressers, 
-property men, wardrobe attendants, 
ilectricians and scene shifters num­
bers quite 500. The Pageant is the 
cause of money going to far off parts 
of the Kingdom, for 5p0 horses and 
500 cattle are being acquired for use 
upon this great grass stage in the 
Crystal Palace grounds.

The Council of the Festival have 
iecided. to use both electricity and 
ljgh pressure gas in order to turn 
he Palace into a fairyland of light. 
3p the terraces and principal aven- 
ics tliere will be, 400 high pressure 
;as lamps mounted upon lofty stand­
ards, each gas mantle being of 1,500 
candle power. Hundreds of thousands 
of smaller lamps will be used to out­
line the various Government build­
ings, and the other 300 structures dot- 
:e<j about the noble Park. Mr. Albion 
T. Snell, M. Inst. C.E., M.L.E.E., the 
eminent Consulting- Engineer, says 
that the illumination of the grounds 
as viewed from the upper terrace will 
be magnificent, and in many respects 
unrivalled.

The interior of the Palace will he 
brilliantly lighted in the south tran­
sept and adjacent courts by large arc 
lamps, and in the north positions 
there will be placed Messrs. Oliver’s 
newest pattern Oriflame electric arc 
lamps, and the latest type of Messrs. 
Keith Blackman’s high pressure gas 
lamps. Engineers and others inter­
ested in public Lighting will thus be 
able to compare the relative effects 
of these illuminants, and it is believ­
ed that the tests between electricity 
and gas will be of great value to 
Municipal Corporations and other au­
thorities- A power station erected in 
the grounds and containing machinery 
aggregating 3,000 horse power, will 
form a very interesting exhibit.

Is It to Be Permanent?
We are aware that both of the Gov­

ernment organs have referred to the 
smallpox observation hospital as a 
temporary structure, and we do not 
doubt that the statement was made by 
them in good faith; but there is a 
si rong and persistent belief abroad, 
how it has originated we do not 
know, that the erection is to be a per­
manent structure. We mention this 
rumor in " order to give the Govern­
ment an opportunity to contradict the 
statement if it is not true. We take 
this course because the public interest 
demands that the public shall know 
the full intent of the Government, 
candidly and without equivocation. 
We also draw the attention of the 
City Council to the matter, in order 
that the Municipal authorities may- 
deal with the matter, for we presume 
that the authorization of the Deputy- 
Mayor, for whatever it may be worth, 
Will come up for ratification or rejec­
tion, and when the vote is taken Coun­
cillors will have in mind whether they 
purpose to ratify an erection of a tem­
porary nature or of a permanent char­
acter. If the Government is in a po­
sition to state definitely that the 
building will be destroyed in a few 
weeks, this will do much to allay the 
anxiety of the neighbourhood. In any 
case, it will be for the City Council 
to insist on its removal within a short 
time.

When the enterprise was entered 
upon, it was currently understood 
that the building would be destroyed 
by fire. The risk of such a proceed­
ing from the vicinity of the new build­
ing to the oil stores is in itself enough 
to scout the probability of such a 
course, and gives colour to the rumor 
that the erection is to remain per­
manently. This view is corroborated 
by the lavish expenditure of money 
on the building and the equipment, 
said to be in the vicinity of $10,000.

We need hardly point out that if 
this view is correct it aggravates the 
outrage and will Intensify the resent­
ment of the nelghbourood against 
locating a Smallpox Observation Hos­
pital near dwelling houses and a pub­
lic highway.

Another Govern­
ment Outrage.

New Job Created for Eli Will tews j.
Mr. Gleeson Dismissed for Sake of
“Economy.”
A few days ago, we learn that John 

Gleeson was dismissed from his po­
sition in the office of Agriculture & 
Mines on the score of “Economy,” 
though money has been spent like 
water on party favourites such as 
Seymour, Deveraux and Downey, 
though the Premier himself did not 
balk at taking $9,000 for his trip 
over at the Hague. Yesterday the 
Government gave another exhibition 
of the Tory brand of Economy when 
they appointed Eli Whiteway. brother 
of Mr. Jesse Whiteway. to an office 
especially created for him and which 
entails very “arduous” work. Mr. 
White way is to receive $600 per year 
for the duty of seeing patients who 
come in trains or other conveyances 
to hospital and escorting others from 
hospital to trains and steamers. Now 
we cannot but designate the creation 
of this office for this man as nothing 
short of an outrage. Under former 
Governments, and as a matter of fact 
for a while at least under the present 
Government, the members of the 
various districts have given their ser­
vices in this respect, cheerfully in the 
interests of their constituents and free 
of charge. We believe also that Mr. 
Jas. Murphy has done some of this 
work. Will Mr. Whiteway be Mr. 
James Murphy's assistant? The al­
location for this job is utterly uncall­
ed for and is another instance of the 
Picnic Party’s squandering of the 
public monies to give sops to. party 
heelers and supporters.

Bellaventure Arrives
HAS 22,000 OLD AND YOUNG SEALS

The s.s. Bellaventure, Capt. Job 
Knee, arrived here at 9.50 this morn­
ing from the icefields, hailing for be­
tween 22,000 and 23,000 old and young 
seals. The ship in company with the 
Beothic was the first in the fat, and 
striking the N.E. corner of the north­
ern patch on the 15th March about 
70 miles to the N.E. of the Groaia Is­
lands. The men killed and panned 
8,000 on the 16th, and followfed up that 
work until the patch was cleaned up, 
when she steamed north in search of 
the old seals. Since then she has 
been following the old fat and ^vent 
down about 70 miles north of Belle 
Isle, and was off the Seal Islands on 
Labrador. She bore up from there 
and left^ the ice at the Funks at 2.30 
p.m. yesterday. The captaih reports 
old seals so plentiful that all, the 
ships of the fleet could load with them 
but that the Ice was loose and not 
many could be killed. When the ship 
arrived she was visited by Drs. Camp­
bell and Brehm and was allowed to 
haul In Immediately, as none of the 
crew showed signs of sickness bf any 
kind. The ship reports the Eagle on 
Thursday last with 2,300 seals. She 
killed 450 that day and will have a 
fair trip. Thé Aurora halls for 22,000. 
The Ranger was seen Monday after­
noon with 13,000 seals and should ar­
rive here to-night. The Diana was 
seen recently and looks very deep. 
The Neptune Is reported with about 
8,000. Both this ship and the Ranger 
has a dead man on board. The belief 
is that the ships now out will get fair 
trips of old seals. <

The New Hospital Shed
Last evening and night quite 

number of citizens went down to 
Quid! Vidi Road to see the hospital 
shed_which the Government is having 
erected for the unfortunate sealers 
detained on quarantine owing to the 
smallpox outbreak on the Newfound­
land. A number of men were at work 
on the inside of the building and oth­
ers were digging cuts to connect it 
with the water and sewerage mains. 
People visiting the location of the 
building, which is quite near the road­
side and with residences also con­
tiguous to it, and. taking into account 
its proximity to the oil stores, were 
not surprised that the residents of the 
East End objected, and wonder was 
expressed that their dissatisfaction 
was not more emphatically shown. If 
smallpox should break out among the 
men domiciled there, there is every 
possibility of the unfortunate families 
residing across the street being in­
fected. The danger of fire was also 
commented upon, and the opinion was 
entertained that if an, accident of this 
kind occurred, one of the worst con­
flagrations in the history of the city 
would ensue owing to the close prox­
imity of the oil stores. We learn that 
the building will ‘cost $10,000 to erect 
artd^equip, and that it will be left 
there permanently. Supporters of the 
Government have had a hand in its 
erection and furnishing, and it should 
net handsome sums to the builders, 
plumbers, furnishers, purveyors of 
material'and others, but the taxpayers 
must foot the bill ‘and look pleasant. 
Most of those who have seen the 
building say that no such expensive 
erection was necessary, and that the 
men instead of being left in the shed 
on the South Side since Friday last 
could, since Saturday, be comfortably 
housed elsewhere.

WASHINGTON, April 18.
Assurances by the Mexican Govern­

ment that it will adopt a definite re­
striction policy along the border, and 
news that the rebel forces had evacu­
ated Agua Prleta, have done much to 
relieve the tension uhder which Pre­
sident Taft and the members • of his 
administration have laboured during 
the last few days. These assurances 
followed demands by the State De­
partment that fighting, which endan­
gered American lives in the border 
toxyis, must be stopped. That the 
situation's not now regarded as 
acute is evidenced by the fact that 
leaders in the Senate -and House of 
Representatives, with whom the Pre­
sident conferred prior to the assemb­
ling of the Cabinet,; declared that no 
action would be taken by Congress. 
To callers, President Taft said there 
was no intention to intervene in Mex­
ico. The two big developments of 
that morning had strengthened him 
in that position. An attack on Ciq- 
dad Juarez, in Mexico, is momentar­
ily expected, according to despatches 
from the United States Consul there. 
The Consul reports that he has asked 
Colonel Sharpe to keep Americans 
from crossing the Rio Grande during 
the progress of the battle.

LONDON, April 18.
The Rt. Hon. Winston Churchill, 

Home Secretary, introduced into the 
Commons to-day an Aliens Bill, which, 
if enacted, will markedly change the 
attitude -''of the Government towards 
those who have sought the Brit­
ish shores as political or criminal re­
fugees. The Home Secretary disclaim­
ed any desire to interfere with the 
right of asylum for persecuted ones, 
but under the [proposed law, aliens 
hereafter arriving In Britain will be 
required to furnish securities for good 
behaviour for five years.

Sentence on “Second Sight” Evidence.

Rehearsals at West­
minster tor Coronation

LONDON, April 10.—With the final 
approval of the Coronation Service, 
which follows closely on traditional 
lines, the rehearsals of the ceremony 
have begun in Westminister Abbey.

To insure smooth working of so 
elaborate and complicated a function 
necessitates the most careful and sys­
tematic training of all the scores of 
individuals who have duties to per­
form. Each person has to study his 
payt as closely as an actor and every 
section of the service has to be re­
hearsed again and again until the 
whole splendid scene is perfected.

To the Duke of Norfolk, as Earl 
Marshal, falls the duty of "stage man­
aging” the great spectacle. Under his 
direction the offices of work carries 
out the actual arrangement of the 
"setting." He has to school, and train 
each participent in his role; he ar­
ranges and regulates all details of 
robes and dresses; he controls and 
directs the lentarsais and on the 
great day is responsible for every 
item of the ceremonial.

There is one exception in form at 
any rate to the Earl Marshal’s con­
trol. The principal figures in the 
whole scene—the Sovereign himself— 
is instructed and rehearsed, not by 
the Earl Marshal, but by the Arch­
bishop of Canterbury and assisted by 
the Dean and Chaplain of Westmin­
ister.

At first the rehearsals take the 
character of pimply plotting out the 
general arrangement of the scene, as­
signing positions and stations to in­
dividuals, calculating distances and 
places, plannng the structural work 
necessary and preparing a detailed 
time table.

Meanwhile all those who have to 
take part in the ceremony are having 
their various duties alloted to them 
and in a short time regular rehearsal? 
will be begun and will continue in tiu 
Abbey almost daily, different sections 
of the service being taken in succes­
sion.

At these rehearsals the principal 
functionaries go through their duties 
in every day attire with walking 
sticks for swords of state and wands 
of office, silk hats and footstool for 
regalia and two ordinary rush bot­
tom chairs for the “thrones.”

In a few weeks all the most im­
portant parts of the service will thus 
have been cast in their first rough 
mould, add the polishing process will 
then be begun.

During this period the King will be 
a regular attendant at the Abbey 
learning his part. Then will come 
the final rehearsals of the whole 
scene, culminating in two, or it may 
be three full dress rehearsals of the 
whole service with the King present 
in person, evyry participant in robes 
and the full regalia in use.

The elaborate Festival of Empire 
and Pageant of London, to be held at 
the Crystal Palace, is nearly ready 
and there is no doubt now but that 
under the guidance of Herbert W. 
Matthews it will open in the early 
part of May. Six thousand workmen 
are busy completing the various 
buildings of which there are more 
than 300. All the Overseas Dominions 
are represented by a fac-simile struc­
ture of their capital buildings.

The cost of the Coronation to the 
State, according to a “white paper," 
just issued, is estimated at $925,000, 
which is just $301,150 more than the 
cost of King Edward’s Coronation, 
nine years ago.

Prices for seats along the Corona­
tion Route are now announced, and 
range from one to five guineas.

Vaccination for Plague
The fact that a number of English. 

French, and German doctors, who left 
Paris last week for Harbin, in Man­
churia, in order to fight the plague 
now raging there, were vaccinated 
against that dread complaint befort 
setting out, serves as a reminder of 
how widespread is now the custom of 
combating disease by this means.

We have not yet, it is true, got so 
far as to vaccinate people against 
housemaid’s knee, or ingrowing toe­
nails. But vaccination against ty­
phoid fever, carbuncles, influenza, hy­
drophobia, and a whole host of other 
more or less seribus ailments, is now 
an accomplished fact. Even cancer 
has been so combated, and success­
fully.

The principle, of course, is in every 
case the same. A person is purpose­
ly infected with a disease in a mild 
form, in order that when he catches 
it in the ordinary way, if ever he 
does, its severity may be modified. It 
is, in short, a case of fighting plagui 
with plague, small-pox with small­
pox, and so on.

The germ of the disease is culti­
vated artificially through successive 
microbic generations, becoming less 
and less deadly with each- remove 
from the parent stock, until eventu­
ally it can be introduced into the hu­
man system without causing anything 
worse than a slight temporary indis­
position.

A typical case of this is affords d by 
the small-pox germ in ordinary vac­
cination. whose original power for 
evil has been so weakened as to in­
terfere scarcely at all with the 
patient’s general health, while con­
ferring almost complete immunity 
against small-pox, at all events for a 
considerable time.—P. W.
