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Morris in a
Minority on
Votes & Voters

At the time of writing the counts
for the districts of Fortune Bay and
St. Barbe are not at hand. But there
is a sufficiency of returns to hand to
exhibit a most remarkable anomaly in
the results. The returns give twenty
members for the House of Assembly
for the Morris Government and four-
teen for the Opposition, but the Oppo-
sition received a large plurality of the
votes cast. The extraordinary feature
of the situation is that the Morris
Party have obtained a majority “=of
members on a substantial minority of
The number of votes recorded
for Morris candidates ‘is 49,531. The
number recorded for candidates oppos-
ing the Morris Government is 59,497.
This shows that, -exclusive of the votes
cast in Fortune Bay and . St, Barbe,
which we have not yet received, the
Opposition candidates obtained 9,966
votes more than the Morris candidates.
This is conclusive proof that the tide
of popular feeling has set strongly
against the Morris Government.

It may however be argued that the
votes have not all the same valye, that
in districts like Bonavista, Placentia
and St. John's West, each voter may
cast three votes; that in districts like
Harbor Main and Ferryland, each voter
may cast two votes; whereas in dis-
tricts like Fogo and Carbonear a voter
has only one vote.

The force of this objection is mini-
mized however by the returns which
show that-the Morris Government ob-
tained nine men in three three-mem-
ber districts, the Opposition the same
number; one three-member district,
§t. John'’s East, returned two liberals
and one Tory; three two-member dis-
tricts returned two Tories each; one
returned *a Liberal and a Tory; and

no two member district returned two
Liberals.

We may however meet this objection
further by dividing the Tory and the

Liberal aggregate of votes in three-

gregates in two member districts by

two and we shall obtain approxi-
mately the number of voters for the
Government and the number of votes
against the Government. We say ap-
proximately, because such a method
will give a rough result, which is prac-
tically accurate, as it allows for split
votes on one side being set off by split
votes on the other. :

Now what is the result-of this cal-
culation?

Reckoned on this basis, 23,680 voters
S¥wed themselves favourable to a
change of Government and decided to
place Sir Robert Bond in charge of
the Government.

On the other hand, 20,560 voters

were in favour of the Morris Govern-
meént and decided to let Morris finish
his woprk.
~ This shows that Sir Robert Bond
had the support .of some 3,120 more
‘voters than Sir Edward Morris.
“* But by the anomalies of these elec=
tion returns a ininority of voters suc-
Geeded in obtaining six more mem-
bers than the majority.

1t follows, therefore, that the Gov-
ernment is supported by a minority of
voters and that the Opposition with a
majority of over three thousand vot-
ers are left in the Opposition.

The redeeming feature of this is
the undoubted fact that these figures
prove conclusively that the tide of
pcpular feeling is with the Opposition
and against the Government.

The Morris Government does not
represent the will of the majority of
electors. 3

Much evidence has lately been ad-
duced to show that gas is more useful
than the electric light in promoting ef-
ficent ventilation of air. It is for this,
amongst other reasons, that gas is be-
ing frequently substituted for the elec-
tric light. The latest example is, pet-
haps, the Society of Medical Officers of
Health, which has recently installed
gas on its premiscs, after experience
with the electric light.—Dr. Jamieson

The spirit will be sold t6 the con-
sumer at not more than 1s. 2d. a gal-
lon, probably less, and will be equal
to the best quality petrol.

Constantinople.

Constantinople is the capital of the
Turkish. Empire, and is sitdated at the
extreme eastern end of - southern
Europe, being quarantined from the
rest of the world on three sides b)
water, and on the fourth by a higl
biick wall. It contains over 1,000,00(
people, and about twice that numbe’
of dogs, several of whom are sleel
and in good health.

Constantinople is a great seaport
It sticks out in the sea of Marmora.
and has a harbor six miles long ant¢
half a mile wide, like the Nortt
River at New York. There is &
bridge across the harbour and when-
ever the nations of Europe have nc
thing else to do they debate over th
question of building a draw in this
bridge, so &s to let the navy of Rus
sia out of the Black sea.

Sincs
then Constantinople has had a varie
gated history, and a great many gen-
erals have dumped shot and shell inte
it at various times. In 1453 the Turks
captured it, and stuck a crescent or
to;s of the Church of St. Sophia, ‘whiek
is a lumpy brick and stone structure.
about as large as Mount Washington
Ever since then Constantinople hac
been excessively Turkish. The only
plug hat in the town is in the nationai
nm:useum, but the streets.assay 1,006
fezzes to the block.

Although Constantinople is a
strange and foreign city, with un-
couth customs and habits which date
back a thousand years, life is .very
safe within its borders. The pedes-
trian may travel for years without
being run down by a street car or auw
tcmobile, killed by a bolt from a sky
scraper, blown up by sewer gas from
a manhole or crushed in a subway
jam. Once in a while some reckless
tcurist gets caught in a narrow street
and starves before he can be released.
but otherwise life is healthy in Con-
stantinople—especially to those who
have lost the sense of smell. The city
is 1,600 years old, but many. of the
smells began business before it was
built, and are still strong and vigor-
ous.
