Divided and King
Lives in Danger.

Thousands of  Bulgarian  Soldier:

* Have Deserted and 'Crossed the
Frontier -into Roumania — King
Ferdinand 'is in Fear of Assassina- -
tion.

London, Oct. 26.—In an article -in
the Daily Chronicle to-day on {The
relations between the Bulgarian peo-
ple and their King,” Percival Gib-
bon.says: ‘“The truthis that the Bul-
gar is very definitely a Slav, not only
in tehnhological fact, but likewise by
sentiment and deliberate choice. The
Czar of Russia is head of his Church.
The power - of Russia is the back-
ground of his politieal imagination.
The people of Russia are his racial
and spiritual affinities.

“Ferdinand’s failure to impose his
personality and his aspirations upon
the Court of Petrograd, and his en-
deavor to substitute alien Austrian
for Russia as Bulgaria’s friend and
protector, reflects themselves now in
thousands of desertions of soldiers
across the Roumanian frontier, in
anti-German riots at Philippopolis,
and in the refusal of troops at Var-
na to resist a Russian landing. There
was also the spectacle of the ship-
wreck of the Balkan coalition, of Fer-
dinand over-reaching himself, and
losing to Greece and Serbia what had
been won from Turkey at the cost of
so much Bulgarian blood. The de-
fection of General Radko, Dimitrieff
played its part likewise as well as the
supersession of solid and able men
of the type of Gueschoff and Daneft.
Now even General Savoff has fallen
away rather than make his submis-
sion to the German officers, who
overran the army. :

“Germany is hard up for allies.
Even an ally that will not fight Rus-
sia has its value at this moment, but
that diplomacy which vaunts itself
over the seduction of Turkey
boasting to6 soon of its success with
Bulgaria.

“Bulgaria has a king who goes
about daily in well founded fear of
assassination, a nation divided in it-
self, and in the background a party
powerful in numbers and prestige,
including the soundest and richest
elements of the nation which builds
its hopes on a future in which Bul-

ASQUITH’S MASTERLY REVIEW

OF SITUATION.

LONDON, To-day.

In his address to the Commons yes-
terday, Asquith stated Sir John
French was now in command of
hearly one million men Asauith
said the total casualties in France
and Flanders amounted to 377,000. He
asserted that the Germans had not
made a net gain of a food of ground

since April. The Premier accepted
his full share of responsibility for
the first attack on the Dardanelles

which resulted in a failure with the
loss of several capital ships. He said
these attacks were made after full
investigation and consultation with
naval experts, and that it was sanc-
tioned by the Government, notwith-
standing some doubts in the minds of
this Government’s principal naval
advisers. Reviewing the work of the
DBritish submarines , in the Turkish
campaign, the Premier said that in
the Sea of Marmora, they had sunlk
or damaged two battleships, five gun-
boats, one torpedo °boat, eight trans-
ports and 197 supply ships.. Asquith
said there was a full agreement be-
tween Britain and France to main-
tain the independence of Serbia, and
not let her become the prey of Ger-
many, Austria and Bulgaria. The
Premier asserted the financial situa-
tion of Britain was serious, and that
the nation must be prepared to make
far greater sacrifice than it had yet
done to enable it to sustain the bur-
den imposed by the war. Asquith
said he strongly believed the recruit-
ing plan of Earl Derby would suc-
ceed, and that compulsion would be
unnecessary. He continued it is true
that many parts of the horizon are
overcast. The moment calls for three
things: a proper sense of prospec-
tive, a limitless stock ‘of patience,
and overflowing reservoirs of courage,
both active and-passive. He referred
to the small coterie of professionals
which kept our enemies supplied daily
with a diet of falsehoods.

purchasers, and every precaution be-
ing taken to ensure their proper pro-
tection. Since the incorporation of
the present Society, its Inspector has
been present on every occasion when
cattle have been landed from trains
and steamers and no effort is spared
to see that the meost humane methods

are-adopted and the dangers attend-.

ant ‘upon the unloading reduced to a
minimum. I may say that negotia-
tions are now pending for the erec-
tion of sheep pens in the city mark-
ets.

The reports of the Society make it
plain beyond all doubt that the So-
ciety for Protection of Animals has
amply justified its existence, but
there remains much more for it to do
and the effective accomplishment of
its future work depends largely upon
cg-operation of the public. Its mini-
mum membership fee is so small that
there is no reason why every eligible
person in the Island should not be a
member. Its high-principled objects
entitle it to a foremost place in the
estimation of our people, and the
economic value of its teachings should
demand public recognition. Whole-
hearted concerted action by the citi-
zens and theSociety would so strength-
en its hands that existing evils, if
there are, would soon be eradicated
and the consummation of our desires
speedily attained.

Reply to Mr. Blackall.

Mr. Blackall speaks undoubted truth
when he says that ‘“that happy state
v. hick Christ sur«ly foresaw could be
accomplished only by the frez sub-
mission of the will of man tou His Di-
vine Will.” And if Christ’s ideals of
that Kingdom of God, as shown by
His example and in His words which
have come down through the ages,
had been faithfully followed we should
not now, after nearly two thousand
years, have to use the means of Pro-
hihition to stamp out the liquor traf-
fic. Like many other evils of the
world which have insidiously crept in
and nestled under the protection of
our civilization and . even of our
Churches, this particular serpent has
eventually antagonized men’s inter-
ests so, that they feel that nothing
else is able to effectually curb its in—l
flupnce as its extermination. !

1 think Mr. Blackall is very much |
asf{ray in saying that this method is
not Christ-like. I think we see that !
Christ prohibits evil desires as well
as, wrong acts. It is one of the most
remarkable features of His moral
teaching that He does not command |
us, to regulate or control our unlaw-
ful desires, but pronounces it unlaw--
fuf to have such desires at all. In
the Sermon on the Mount Christ
quotes several prohibitions from the
Mosaic law, and proceeds to declare
the desire from which each prohibited
act springs is equally culpable with
the act itself.

Now while Prohibition will on the
face of it coerce some who enjoy their
liquor now to give it up, yet the bene-
fit . of Prohibition will come with. in-
creasing force to the next generations
and enable them to grow up without
thig hindrance of liquor which ‘nmow
stifles the natural desires of the hu-
man heart for a pure life.

Christ commands us to remove such
hindrances, and this. sin against the
body. to which intemperance so often
leads, brings on many sins of mind
otherwise . not thought of. A ‘boy
brought up in a home where liquor
never enters never has any tempta-
tion to overcome in after life, so the
boys now will grow up under Prohi-
bition, with minds. open to that en-
thusiasm of Humanity which Christ
taught mest of all. Those who appear
to be the most devoted Christians are
somewhat jealous of what they may
consider this worldly machinery. But
the law of the spirit of Christ is that
Enthusiasm of Humanity which He de-
clared to be the source from which
all right action flows. And if the
progress of Science and civilization
has put into our hands the means of
benefitting our kind and we have the
means of averting countless ‘misfor-
tunes, and raising, by the right em-
ployment of our knowledge and pow-
er of contrivance, the general stand-
ard of happiness we are commanded
by the spirit of humanity to use then.

If Mr. Blackall abhors Prohibition,
he must then abhor the law which
prohibits the coming into the Colony
of obscene pictures and literature.

. Must he also not abhor the system of

government the world over wpl'ch
makes laws by reason of m jorities
and thus forces minorities to obey
them.

To return to the former point, a
man who has no desire to sin is great-

Replies to Mr. Blackall

Dear Sir,—I am surprised that no
one has replied to Mr; Blackall in the
Telegram. 1 would personally prefer
not to do so, partly -because I have
found myself almost invariably in
the fullest accord upon most subjects
with him. But I do not think his let-
ter should pass without some com-
ment being made in the. -column
where it first appeared. .

This letter, Mr. Editor, is not an
argument directed towards Mr. Black-
all, himself. His has been' a frank
and sincere profession of Faith, and
as such I look upon it as entirely ex-
cluded from ordinary considerations
of expediency incidental to the for-
mation of ordinary , secular judg-.
ments upon everyday matters. That
profession must as such receive our
fullest respect. But those of us who
feel that this question "is a plain,
practical, social question to be de-
cided, not by an Act of Faith but by
ordinary human .re@son, find our-
selves utterly unable to subscribe to
Mr.: Blackall’s contlusions. To me,
at any rate, the logical application of
Mr. Blackall’s principle, questions the
justification of all laws in restraint
of individual inclinations, (especially
if these inclinations are inherently
bad) and would reverse many laws
now on the Statute Book, covering a
very extensive range of activities not-
withstanding that they seem *o be
working to the general good.

Is it wrong that many of the Ten
Commandments (which ®re them-
selves prohibitive for the most part)
should have been enacted into Civil
Law? Should laws for prohibiting
the supply of liquor to “Native Rac-
es” be condemned? I think so,—on
Mr. Blackall’s principle.

Is it inherently wrong to have a
law on the Statute Book . forbidding
the carrying of a gun on Sunday?
Ought the churches to objejct to that
law, or to the law against Kkilling
seals on Sunday? I am not arguing
for or against these laws, but is their
existence in conformity with or jus-
tifiable upon the principle laid down?
And as regards the principle of com-
pulsion, Mr. Blackall, if I mistake
not, is a supporter of compulsory
education for St. John’s.

Where, exactly  and logically, is
the difference in prineiple between
being prepared as Mr. Blackall says
he is “to regulate the traffic and re-
“move in reason temptation,” and
total Prohibition? I -+take it that Mr.
Blackall meant by his words that he
approves of regulating the traffic by
law. This legal regulation means
definitely prohibition as regards cer-
tain ‘things, e.g. as to hours. Are the
present legal restrictions upon the
Trade approved? Now I can ,quite
see how a man may with perfect rea-
son approve regulation, and entirely
oppose Prohibition, but I cannot see
how he can do so reasonably {I' he
adopts the principle enunciated by
Mr. Blackall. ¢

I think that in this question .ol
Prohibition  a confusion, of thought’
freguéntly cariges hetween the agts ot
the Individual and*those of the Com=
munity.

If the majority sanely resolves up-
on. a certain course which affects in-

fair to regard it as unjustifiable co-
ercion. While it may coerce the in-
dividual it is the expression of free
will on the part of the Conimunity.

1f I want to go down town when T
am suffering from smallpox, the Com-
munity’s prohibition can .hardly be
deemed unjustifiable coercion, how-
ever much I may personally object to
it. In the present case Prohihition
can only be carried by the moderate
drinkers themselves who  form the
majority. If as a class they want it
where is the coercion? If it is wrong
in principle to coerce the individual
drinker by Prohibition, is it right
that the Community should be pro-

principle .that the
Community, shall be deéebarred from
working hand in hand with the
churches in their great work of mor-
al reform? I submit that in so work-
ing, the Community would not be

! fear so much. It is not pretended
, that ameliorating laws of this nature
‘ can make people moral, but they
- most certainly do prepare and pro-
vide more suitable conditions for the
higher work which is the sphere of
the churches.
